Although meteorites are eom- 
paratively rare, they are valu­
able mainly for scientific in­
formation they contain rather 
than any monetary worth If 
meteorites can be examined 
soon after they fall, much can 
be learned about cosmic radia­
tion in space

MSC geologists are also in­
terested in the space rocks as a 
key to determining the composi- 

,tion of lunar rocks and possibly 
the evolution of the solar sys­
tem. Meteorites are accepted 
I here for examination in cooper­
ation with the U. S. National 
Museum. All meteorites donat­
ed here will eventually go to 
the National Museum.

King said that most meteo­
rites are discovered because 
they are heavier than rocks of 
a comparable size and have an 
unusual shape due to entry 
heating. Meteorites are also 
commonly found in areas which 
are free from other rocks. Any­
one who suspects he has discov­
ered a meteorite should first 
Mnd only a small sample of the 
rock for analysis. If the sjimple 
is meteoritic, the entire Ipeci- 
men can then be sent

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Duane Bartec Talks on 'Conservation'i

For Members of Varietas Study Club
Duaso Bartee, district area 

conservationist of the Soil Con­
servation Service under the De­
partment of Agriculture, w g s 
guest speaker at the meeting of 
Varietas Study Club Tuesday af­
ternoon in the h o m e  of Mrs. 
J. R. Spearman. 1707 Mary El­
len, with Mrs. J. Kirchman, 
president, presiding. “

During the business meeting, 
the club voted to continue its 
annual gift box to the Wichita 
Falls Hospital, with members 
bringing their gifty to the Nov. 
23 meeting. Mrs. .loe Z Wea­
ver. project chairman, outlined 
the gilt plan.

Mrs. J. R. Spearman, pro­
gram chairman for the day, 
spoke brieflv on conservation of 
natural resources and then in­
troduced Mr. B a r t e e ,  whose 
work covers 11 counties of this 
area. His talk was concerned 
with all types of conservation, 
and he accompanied his lecture 
with slides illustrating good use 
and waste of soil, watei;, plant 
life, wild life, recreation, and 
beautification. He urged his 
audience to become concerned, 
since women control more land 
than do men, since urban areas 
ara. affected along with rural 
sections, and since lost resour­
ces require between 100 and 1.- 
000 }'ears to be replaced bv na­
ture. H e'gave a short history 
of types of conser%’ation from 
ancient times to the present 
dwelling on present-day pracU.

ces. He stressed that top soil 
must be retained apd flooding 
must be controlled, in order to 
prevent erosion, dust, and dam­
age to crops, grasslands, and 
homes. He discussed floodwater 
retarding projects, grass water­
ways. terracing, cover crops, 
farm ponds, soil'treatihmt 1)^  
nitrogen, and the clearing of 
inesquite land —all of which 
conserve resources. F.ach of his 
topics was emphasized by color 
slides. He closed by inviting 
club members to submit sugges­
tions for land beautification to 
his office at any time. After the 
lecture, he held a question-and- 
answer period.

My reuon Tor UiinjUng lO.Jit 
that, According to Prte^X!oiira9 
and Gordon Cooper, one of the 
biggest problems during their 
3,300.000 mile Journey through 
space was the chore of house­
keeping. Their cramped little 
cabin they said, was literally 
afloat with food wrappers, cam­
eras, lenses and the scientific 
gear aboard.

Said Cooper: “ If you didn't 
keep things stowed properly, 
you discovered you were prac­
tically getting crowded out. It 
was vitally necessary, each and 
every day, to have a housekeep­
ing session. This was what took 
one of our sleep periods each 
day.”

There may also 
be a low fever and iidermittent 
bouts of mild jaundice. X rays 
made after taking an opaque 
dye which would normally ac­
cumulate it in It cannot enter 
it.

Because the characteristics of 
gall bladder disease are not 
clear * cut and other conditions 
have to be considered, the diag- 
nbsfr Ts not easy and should -be 
nuMte in a hospital. Since the 
treatment of this disease is rare­
ly an emergency, the wise 
doctor will make every effort to 
get the obese victim to l o s e  
weight. ’This improves the pa­
tient’s chances of successfully 
withstanding the operation and 
makes it easier for the surgeon 
to work in a small area of the 
abdomen.

Medical treatment of gall 
bladder disease is not advisable

.WTH
YEAS
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because the diseased gall blad- 
der is a source of chronic infec­
tion. Furthermore the victim ik 
in constant danger of getting 
agonizing attacks of gallstone 
colic. The only satisfactory 
treatment once the diagnosis is 
assured, is to have the gall 
bladder out. I am often asked 
how a person manages without 
this organ. This presents no 
problem at the gall bladder is 
merely a r eservoir iti-whieh^le 
from the liver is stored before 
being emptied into the digestive

tract. Without the gall bladder 
the bile pasaea directly into the 
upper intestine and emulsifies 
the fat as before.

Many persons believe that, 
when the gall blpdder is remov­
ed. all their digestive troubles 
will be over. This is not neces­
sarily true. They will have no 
more gallstone attacks but all 
digestive" symptoms emanaUng 
from other parts of the digestive 
system are likely 4o*j»efsiat un*.

.Although the author appears 
to be determined to prove that 
Giannini was a ’ ’good guy” , that 
his actions were motivated by 
altruism, he doesn’t have to. 
For the results speak for them­
selves. Giannini helped people. 
He made it possible for them to 
do things that couldn’t have 
been accomplished without him.

For this, they paid him. They 
rewarded him with more busi­
ness than any bank has received 
in the history of the world. The 
Bank of America is the biggest, 
the richest, the most of every­
thing. And if Giannini’s motiva­
tion had been sheer greed, 
what difference would it make? 
He would still have had to help 
people in order to a'ccumulate 
his empire. As Rink points out, 
Giannini pioneered b r a n c h  
banking, aggressive advertis­
ing. small loans, and catering 
to small depositers. Every one 
of these innovations was a ben. 
efit to his customers and poten. 
tial customers. So every one re.

warded him with greater busi­
ness. That’s the way the tree 
enterprise system works. •

And as the story of Giannini's 
life makes clear , the only in­
fringement upon hit ability to 
satisfy his customers was the 
iron fist of government. Con­
tinually. he had to sidestep gov­
ernmental interference in order 
to avoid bringing hardship to 
his customers and himself.

At the time of the "bank holi­
day”  in 1933, the Bank of Amer­
ica was a relative pillar of 
strength. There was no ’ ’run" 
on the bank, as its years of ex­
perience had proven its integri. 
ty to the public. Its condition 
was excellent; it was one of the 
few banks that didn’t run to 
the state for an RFC subsidy to 
survive.

And yet, when it came time 
to reopen, the Bank of Amer­
ica could not obtain the needed 
governmental permission Why? 
It turned out that permission 
was being refused by a bureau­
crat who was a former Giannini 
competitor. A man who could 
not outdo the Bank of America 
in free market competition was 
now holding the power of life 
or death over the bank by virtue 
of the power of government.

Only frantic manipulations by 
Giannini enabled the bank to 
obtain the license to reopen. 
Had it not reopened Immediate­
ly after the “ holiday” , the 
bank would have inevitably col­
lapsed for lack of public confi­
dence.

Rink’s narrative is an excel, 
lent description of the life of a 
true leader — a man who cre­
ates real wealth by providing a 
needed service, one that people 
value enough to pay for.
