AUSTIN (UPI) —— Texas' poll tax dees not “seriously™
discriminate against Negroes, but it is, nonetheless, uncone
stitutional, a three-judge federal court ruled Wednesday.

The poll tax is an “invalid charge on one of our most
precious rights—the right to vote,” the judges said in a un-
animous opinion.

The United Political Organization, a predominantly Negro
group hailed the decision.

“I don’t know if there will be more voting,” said T. D.
Armstrong of Galveston, vice president of the UPO, “But
there will certainly be more qualified to vote. You would be
surprised how much that $1.50 keeps _people from voting .

FCC Commences Investigation Into CATV

The fate of community anten-
na television (CATV) for Pam-
pa may hang in the balance as
the Federal Communications

Commission today meets to be-|

gin a study of the issues involv-
ed.
Pampa's prospects for a

CATV system will depend on

the rules the FCC adopts as a
result of the study. The meeting
today was not termed a hear-
ing. It will be closed and no
witnesses will be called.

The FCC’'s study of CATV
was undertaken with a wary
eye on Capitol Hill where
pressure has mounted for and
against proposed controls of the
system.

WASHINGTON (UPI) —I had
a dream the other night when
verything was still,

There 1 was at 20,000 feet
over North Viet Nam, my bomb
bay filled with milk cartons. I
was making what World War 11
pilols used to call a “milk
run.”

'()nl_v instead of milk, the
cartons contained yellow dye
Some were quart size for light
dying and some were half
gallons for heavy dying.

Suddenly, at 12 o'clock high,
three MIG fighters came out of
the sun and opened fire with
squirt guns. They polka-dotted
my plane with short bursts of
purple nail polish, and I woke
up screaming.

This Is what comes, I guess
of eating pickled pig knuckles
just before bedtime and read-
ing the war plans of Rep. Craig
Hosmer, R-Calif.

Hosmer leaped out In front of
other military strategists ear-
lier this week by proposing that
U.S. warplanes bomb the North
Vietnamese with plastic dolls,
playing cards and other trin
kets that superstitions Vietna-
mese regard as symbols of bad
luck.

Some observers thought he
should have quit while he was
ahead.

It turned out, however, that
he was just getting warmed up
In a speech prepared for House
delivery today he unveiled the
second stage of his strategy.

Part two called for bombing
the Viet Cong with wax-paper
milk cartons filled with “long-
lasting bright yellow dye.”

Hosmer pointed out that in
Viet Nam it is pretty difficult
to tell the bad guys from the
good guys because both types
wear civilian clothing.

During the day the Viet Cong
mingle with friendly Vietna
mese. Then at night they
emerge from the shadows to
carry on guerrilla activities.

Dropping dye bombs on
suspected Viet Cong concentra-
tions would make identifica‘ion
easier, Hosmer reasoned. I am
not certain why he proposed
using yellow dye. Since the Viet
Cong are Communists, red dye
might be more appropiate,

Anyway, Hosmer said that
“dying the Viet Cong could, in
the end, prove more effective
than killing them.” He conced-
ed, however, that some in
nocent bystanders might be
splattered in the process

As much as [ admire his
creative thinking, it seems to
me that a better plan would be
to drop black and white hats.

The bad guys would instinc-
tively pick out the blacker ones
and the identification problem
would be solved

What do you think? If you're

{ portant to you, then find out for

yourself. But it really doesn't
matter what the politicians or
bureaucrats say - or even
what 1 say. It's what you can
prove to be the truth for your-
self that is really important,

THE INVISIBLE HAND

Economic _enthusiasts  will |
find a great deal to stimulate
the thought processes in ‘‘The |
Invisible Hand” — an an-|
thology of essays by exponents‘

“classical economics’. (The |
book is published in cardcover
by Regnery Co., 114 W, Illinois |
'St., Chicago 10, 11l.; $2.45.) |

Edited by economist Adrian
Klaasen, the volume includes
works by such well-known in.
dividuals as Ludwig von Mises, |
Luther Hodges, F. A. Hayek,
and John Chamberlain.

I'he title of the book refers to
Adam Smith’'s famous dis-
covery: “As every individual.
by directing that industry in
such a manner as its produce
may be the greatest value, in-
tends only“ his own gain, he is
in this as in many other cases
led by an invisible hand to pro-
mote an end which was no part
of his intention. . . By pursuing
his own interest he frequently
promotes that of society more
effectively than when he really
intends to promote it.’

This principle has been proven
over and over again by others—
that individuals must provide
valué to others in order to get

their business, and thus are
more ‘‘charitable’’ than if they
reallv intended to be. Strange-
ly. however, the acceptance of
the principle does not neces-
sarily result in the ap-

plication of it. For some|
of the economists in this volume
see little practical value in it

Henry & Wallich, for
example, writes: “In compari-|
son with the free economy,
the Russian system shows ele-
ments of decided strength. Its
power to extort savings from
the consumer and to carry out
plans without opposition gives
it an advantage that may over.
come grave handicaps in.other
respects. If -we reject this sys-|
tem, as we most decidedly do, |
we must found our rejection on
our attachment to freedom, not
on economic grounds.” This is
totallv inconsistent with the find-
ings of Adam Smith and those |
who have improved upon his be-
ginnings. For there is an abund-
ance of proof that freedom does
provide the most productive
economic system.

There are similar undertones
of apology and defensiveness
throughout the book. It almost
becomes one of ‘“damning’’ the
free economy “by faint praise.”
Not all of the essays do this, |
however

The overall effect of the book |
is poor if one’ is looking for
firm economic doctrine. But if
one is looking tovae his own
mental processe¥ stimulated, |
this is a good book. For the

reader will have to examine his
own knowledge of the real world
fo confirm or deny the conclu-
