There is so much misunder-
standing about the pilonidal
cysts that form at the lower end
of the spine that I wilj attempt
to clear the air. During your
growth before you are born,
vour right and left sides come
together in the midline and form
an imperceptible seam. In a
[ew persons some of the skin
cells becomg buried below the
surface at the midline near the
base of the spine. This consti-
tutes a pilonidal dimple which
remains -inactive until puberty
when, along with a generalized
stimulation of growth through-
out the body, it may grow into
.a.small cyst.

This cyst contains hair
but it produces no trouble until
a bump or some other trauma
causes it to become infected. A
small painful abscess then
forms which must be opened
and drained. This relieves the
pain but, from thal day on, the
cyst will either discharge pus
regularly or form a series of
|abscesses until the cyst is com-
{pletely removed. This operation
(requires great skill because if
any of the skin lining the cyst is
left in place there will be a re-
currence of the cyst,

One “reader asks whether a
pilonidal cyst can cause indi-
gestion or aching pains in the
thighs. Some other cause for
‘these Oymplaints shouid be
 sought,

Another asks whether stand.
ing on one’'s feet most of the
day would aggravate a pilonidal
jcyst. The answer is: No, but
bouncing around in the seat of
a truck or a tractor would,

Q-—When fruits that contain
acids are put up in tin cans the
inside of the can sometimes
ilooks black. Isn’t it dangerous
{to eat the fruit from these
cans? Is it safe t6 keep food in
|opened cans in the refrigerator?

A—Canned meat, beans or
corn (but especially meat) con-
tain small amounts of sulfur
which cause a black deposit of
tin sulfide on the inner surface
of the can. This is in no way a

iconsidered unappetizing, these
products are now usually put in

4,000 sorties a day, with a loss
of one plane per 16,000 sorties.
Ninety Army aircraft have
been ‘lost since February at an
estimated cost of more than $20
million .
