Rex McKay has a pretty fair| 
populatidn of greenbugs in his 
Tiigatetf wheat.

There iveren’t enough to war­
rant spraying but weather con­
ditions could make it necessary. 
At seven* to eight days of age a 
female greenbug is capable of 
giving birth to SO - 60 greenbugs. 
In seven more days each of the 
females can repeat this pro­
cess. The rate ot reproduction 
i.s enormous and almost beyond 
comprehension. Ladybugs aiid a 
tiny wasp prey on greenbugs. 
When the temperature range Is 
sixty-five degrees or above, they 
multiply very fast.

Greenbugs can reproduce at a 
fast rate when the temperature 
range is from forty to sixty-five 
degrees. When you have prolong­
ed periods of damp weather in 
the forty - fifty degree range 
greenbugs can give you some 
serious trouble.

We are fortunate to be pretty 
well past the season of the year 
when the above condition Is like­
ly to occur. The larger the 
w heat the more resistant it is to 
greenbug damage even with 
heavy populations. I don't anti­
cipate any need for large scale 
control. Parathion by aerial ap­
plication is mort effective.

D. W. Swain, Pampa, w i l l  
meet with two Agronomist from 
tlie Lubbock Experiment Sta­
tion shortly to work out a five 
year off-station soil and plant 
testing program Both Milo and 
Wheat test plots will be placed. 
The Test will involve different 
rates of both Nitrogen and 
Phosphorus.

Clarence Zyback, W h e e l e r  
County farmer, produced two 
hundred sixty-nine pounds of 
beef per acre last summer and 
fall In a grazing demonstration

utilizing a hybrid sudaa s o r ­
ghum. If you havo stoars that 
are worth twenty-eight centa per 
pound, this is seventy-five tel- 
lars an acre groas.

This rate of gain per acre isn't 
anything excepttanal for this 
area. We know of one dryland 
test In this area where the pro­
ducer obt^ned four hundred 
twenty-six pounds of beef per 
acre with hybrid-sorghum-sudan 
cross. Under irrigated condi­
tions the Texas Agricultural Ex­
periment Station obtained close 
to nine hundred pounds of gain 
on the same hybrid cross. At 
twenty-five cents per pound of 
gain this would be I22S.00 per 
acre.

Farmer and Ranchers in this 
area are missing a good bet if 
they do not plan to utilize this 
relatively new grazing crop.

Mrs. O. E. Bra^ord, 444 
Hughes Street, recently brought 
a vicious spider by the office 
which we sent off ^  identifica­
tion. Donald Rummel, our En­
tomologist, Lubbock Experi­
ment Station, called to advise 
that the spider was c a l l e d  
“Brow Recluse.” They are very 
poisonous and have a very pain­
ful bite. The bits makes a very 
severe sore that will be •  - 8 
weeks healing. Much flesh de­
teriorates in the bite zone. He 
recommended contacting a phy­
sician immediately. It is a good 
idea to have a reputable pest 
control operator to fumigate un­
derneath your floor and in the 
attic occasionaUy. If yrou have 
been hit with this dangerous 
pest. I would contact one im­
mediately. A two-tenths to five- 
Califomla, Colorado and Nebras- 
one-half to two percent solution 
of dieldrin is very effective when 
sprayed in proper areas of in­
fection. Follow directions ciose- 
ly and take extreme precaution 
if small children are around.

Placement of cattle on feed in 
Texas feed lots for this past 
February was seventy-three per­
cent hlgber than same month 
last year.

Panhandle Water 
Conservation News

The Panhandle Ground Water 

Conservation District staff is 
working up the necessary guide­
lines required by the Internal 
Revenue Service in order that ir­
rigation farmers who live in 
Carson, Gray and Potter Coun­
ties may claim a depletion al­
lowance. It is hoped that the 
guidelines will be finished be­
fore the April 15 deadline in or­
der that a protective claim may 
he filed by April 13 for the year 
1962.

Irrigation farmers are eligible 
to file for a refund on water de­
pletion for the years 1982. 1963. 
1964 and 1965. Those who do not 
file an amended return for the 
year 1962 bv April 15 will forfeit 
that year. They have until April 
15. 1 ^  to file for the year 1963.

.Assembling the necessary In­
formation has been a tremen­
dous task for the staff and of­
ficials of the Panhandle Water 
Conservation District.

I.ockwood Grigg, attorney for 
the Internal Revenue Office in 
I.uhbock, wiil meet with the 
Board of Directors of the Dis­
trict on Wedne.sday, Mar 23 at 
2 p.m. at the Water Conserva­
tion District Office in W h i t e  
Deer. He will review the tenta­
tive guidelines that have been 
set up indicating the value of 
the water in the land as related 
to the value of the i*nd and im­
provements on the land. Special 
forms, approved by the Treasu­
ry Department, are being pre­
pared, that will be used by the 
irrigation farmer to make his 
claim for a refund. .Separate 
fornu for a refund will have to 
he filed for each year claimed.

As soon as the necessary guide­
lines are finished, an announce­
ment will be made through the 
news media covering the Pan­
handle Ground Water Conserva­
tion District area.

The legislation would akw 
authorize the agrculluro secre­
tary to prescribe humans 
standard tor the traasportatton 
and handling of animals to be 
used in laboratories.

In a special effort to present 
use of family pets, the 
secretary could alM require 
humane maiidng or tagging of 
the pets handled by research 
dealen, making it easlsr to 
trace their origin.

WASHINGTON iNEA) -  A 
year ago, 70 Lao were training 
at the reserve officers school at 
Dong Henc, Just south of the 
17th parallel in the Laos pan­
handle. 'nterc were 10 officer- 
instructors.

The school is about SO miles 
from the Ho Chi Minh trails 
which carry t r o o p  reinforce­
ment! from North Viet Nam to 
the south.
One evening in mid-March last 
vear, Ho moved a battalion of 
his regulars to Dong Hene. 
These first-line North Vietna­
mese forces (about 350 troops) 
surroundad the school and its 80 
men.

The school wasn’t organized 
for a strong defense. There was 
a little wire strung around. 
There were a few machine guns 
and sufficient rifles — but little 
or no heavier armament.

But the Lao school comman­
dant chose to stay and fight.

The attack came at 2:30 in the 
morning. The Communist Viet­
namese rushed the school in a 
series of human waves. The Lao 
stood. They were still fighting at 
six in the morning when the Lao 
air force nroved in with 1 o w- 
level strikes.

The North Vietnamese regu­
lars finally gave up and moved 
on, leaving 180 dead.

Again, just several weeks ago, 
Hanoi had to throw in three 
fresh batUlions '-direct from 
North Viet Nam to overcome 
hard fighting Meo and Lao 
troops hanging on to a small key 
airfield in northern Laos. T h a  
battle had been nip and tuck.

Ho’s men took the airfield, but 
paid a heavy price in dead and 
wonded and with no assurance

versity with 4 boys taking the 
course there This will cost us 
about 145 and must come out of 
our funds. This good person did 
not realize that the $1 she spent 
for her child to take swim les­
sons goes to the City or to the 
Youth Center for the use of the 
pool, not to Red Cross although 
we help with the collection!

Who should pay the II mem­
bership for Red Cross? Every­
one who cares for our service­
men! For the Red Cross is the 
agency designated by Congress 
to be the liaiso n between the 
home and the military Every­

and a course for Rest Homes 
Everyone who wants to help 
those who have been affected by 
disaster — for the Red Cross is 
designated by our government 
to be the agency to care for the 
families or people who are in 
a disaster.
