Another reason for a biopsy 
is that a trained pathologist can 
often differentiate between the 
cells in a benign tumor which 
look like normal cells of the'af­
fected organ and malignant 
cells which are abnormal even 
for the organ of their origin.

Cancers have another unfor-_ 
tunate characteristic — they 
metastasize. By that we mean 
that a few cancer cells may 
break away from the wiginal 
or primary tumor, enttir the 
blood or lymph .stream and 
come to rest in a remote part 
of the body where they proceed 
to form one or more secondary 
malignant tumors. That is why 

a cancer is re­
moved there is a recurrence 
within a few monthii or a few 
years.

Only when your doctor is sure 
of the nature of a tumor can he 
advise whether an operation is 
necessary and whether of not It 
should be done without delay.
