Let me to make a few obser- |
vations in connection with the'

current racial and civil rights
problems.

First, it would be a mistake to |
suppose that the widespread in-
fringement on the rights of indi-

viduals undertaken ' by ‘civil
rights  marchers is the sole|
responsibility of the Negro lead-
ers who instigate the infringe- |
ments (by morally condoning |
them as proper actions in be- |
half of civil rights). Long be-|
fore the political and legal at-|
mosphere in this nation under-
went a sharp change in the di-
rection of the welfare state. The
implications of the welfare state ,
are such+* that - they enmurage’
the - belief among the citizenry |
that an equal distribution of the |
national wealth (regardless of |
its source) is a proper ideal to |
be pursued. The original propa-
gators of the principles under-|
lying the welfare state concept
were equipped, of course, with!
subtle and relatively inoffen-!
sive means to implement their |
policies and to achieve the need- |
ed political and legal pro-
visions to further their ultimate
aims. At that timeé, the Negro
population of the United States|
was not vet granted its legiti-
mate civil rights, a fact which
made it impossible for Negroes
to advance to political and pro-
fessional positions from which
political effectiveness was pos-
sible. In effect while White wel-
farists . were beZinning to reap
the fruits of their subtlé-change
of our political and legal frame-
work, the Negro was both op-
pressed by old laws and left
out of the legalized benefits of |
the looting achieved by welfar- |
ists.

Recently, however, the Negro‘
decided to change his circum-
stances. He recognized the fact
that actual oppression, by way
of segregationalist laws (e. g.,
anti - Negro municipal, county
and state laws in most southern
