SAIGON (UPD) —Ignoring
the pleas of terrified viliagers,
Viet Cong -guerrillas: fired on
an U.S,- Air -Force spotter plane
in the Mekong Delta Tuesday,
triggering a retaliatory U.S
bombing ‘strike that killed 15
civilians and wounded 182
others, U.S. spokesmen said

- today.

It was the worst. incident of
mistaken killing of the war.

An American Embassy
spokesman told UP] today two
platoons “of Communist guerril-
las were in the hamlet of Chau
Nhiem in Truong Thanh Village
135 miles southwest of Saigon

The Viet
Cong shot at the plane, then
prevented the terrified Vietna-
mese, who feared a reprisal
attack, from fleeing their

Congress. in the House and Sen-
ate are bills supported by the

san basis

One of the more controversial
proposals confained -in the latter
bills calls for. the Federal pay-
ment supporting the District to
be calculated each year accord.
ing to a formula set forth in the
legislation. Annual appropria-
tions by Congress would not be
required to assure this payment
—and those of us who firmly be-
lieve -that Congress should make
annual reviews under the Consti-
tutional appropriating process
are firmly opposed to any such
arrangement..
