is being harvested, We have a
better grade although it is lower
this year, Although we’re pretty
well caught up now, we are
running 24 hours a day,”

In southwestern Bailey Coun~
ty, John Shepard, manager of
the Maple Co-op Gin com-
mented, ‘“The yield from south
of Maple is approximately 3/4
bale peracre, but north of Maple
the yield is a big ‘0’, The cot~
ton north of Maple that is in
the field will not be gathered,

“Although the grade is low,”
he continued, ‘‘we will possibly
have a good market for low
grade cotton,

“Where we have ginned
12,000 to 13,000 bales in the
past, last year, for instance,
we ginned more than 13,000
bales, we estimate that we will
gin 4,000 bales this year, With-
in the next ten days, most of
the ginning will be over,”’

County AgentJ. K, Adams said
in checking fields in various
areas of the county, he still
feels that in excess of 50,000

bales will be harvested this
year,
Weather conditions on the

South Plains this summer and
fall have been anything but ideal

for producing quality planting
seed, Now, a good possibility
exists that cotton seed of ac-

exposure of mature seed to

“While excessive moisture
is the main culprit that has
brought on seed deterioration,
we are fortunate that the temp-
erature was relatively low
during these wet periods,’”’ adds
Metzer, “Otherwise, the re-
sults could have been dis-
astrous.,”

Early preliminary tests of
new crop cotton seed indicate
higher than normal free fatty
acid content, Since this typeacid
is an indicator and by-product
f seed deterioration, it may
serve as an ominous warning
of things to come, the agrono-
mist points out,

A free fatty acid content of
one percent or more indicates
some degree of deterioration,
Such seed will not only be more
sensitive in storage but willalso
be more susceptible to mold
growth during germination and
to seed decay organisms in the
field,

Free fatty acid does not tell
us the whole story, But Met-
zer urges producers to use this
test as a preliminary guide
for rejecting or keeping a seed
lot for planting purposes sothat
any sub-standard seed can be
sold for milling purposes, Also,
they should get a germination
test as quickly as possible on
any seed to be saved for plant-
ing.

“Several other points should
receive careful attention in pre-
serving seed quality,”’ adds
Metzer, ‘‘When harvesting,
make sure the cotton is dry.
This means removing all green
material that carries moisture,

bie dolls, Mrs, Gorrell is cut-
ting her patterns from news-
paper after she researches the
era she is making the costume
for,

As she researches, she
makes notes on the era and
costumes so there will be no
duplication in the reproduc-
tions, With an initial order for
12 costumes, which includes two
queen costumes, Mrs, Gorell
said she spends an average of
14 hours on each completed
costume, However, she said
that when she is making a cos-
tume with heavy beadwork, she
spends many more hours on
that particular costume,

Mrs, Gorell said she started
sewing when she was about four
years old and has fitted Barbie
clothes since she was in high
school, She is fitting her own
‘live’ Barbie doll now, with
her two-year old daughter,
Savannah, benefitting from
much of her sewing talent, She
also makes most of her own
clothing,

She has four costumes com-
pleted, and a full set of ac-
cessories, and is working on
the fifth costume at this time,

One of the completed repro-
ductions, which is entirely
handmade, with no machine
stitching, is an 1859 ball gown,
The turquoise satin and lace
full gown has tiny ribbon steam-
