Court Upholds 
Ad R esec tio n  
On Cigarettes

WASHINGTON (A P I - T h e  
Supreme Court today upheld 
th e  ban on c ig a r e t t e  
advertising on radio and 
television.

The National Association of 
Broadcasters and six broad­
casting companies had argued 
in appeals that the ban re­
strains freedom of speech and 
discriminates agaiiist radio 
and televisian

The court brushed aside 
without elaboration their 
pleas for a hearing and. as 
proposed by the Justice 
D epartm en t, a ffirm ed a 
ruling by a three-judge panel 
in favor of the blackout

The NAB appeal was turned 
aside 7 to 2. with Justices Wil­
liam O. Douglas and William 
J. Brennan calling for a 
hearing H w  appeal by the 
broadcasting companies was 
turned down 9 to 1  with 
D o u g la s  and B ren n an  
dissenting again and Justice 
L e w is  F .  P o w e l l  J r .  
disqualifying himself from 
consideration of the case.

Congress imposed the ban in 
the Public Health Cigarette 
Smoking Act of 19M. It was 
signed into law by President 
Nixon. April 1. 1970. and all 
c igarette  advertising was 
swept from radio and TV 
beginning with Jan. 2.1971.

The NAB said CoiMress 
acted without any evidence 
that cigarette  advertising 
induced smoking. Stressing 
that newspapers, magazines 
and the remainder of the print 
m ed ia  remained free  to 
publish such ads. the NAB 
asked the court;

costs, led by meat, jumped the

It will be published by the 
Economic Research Service 
and is a monthly analysis of 
where the food dollar goes, 
from farm to retail shevles. 
for a list of "market basket" 
food items

A spokesman said the report 
will ahow a further rise in re­
tail beef prices from the 
record high average of |1. I I 's  
per pound, with moot of the in­
crease occurtng in middleman 
margins

Bui high cattle prices also 
have cauaed upward preaaure. 
The concern by the White 
House, however, is over the 
increase in spread between 
the time an animal leaves the 
feedlot and when it is cut up 
and wrapped for sale in meat 
counters.

The January average retail 
price of 11.11*% per pcnaid was 
a national average for all cuts 
of beef, a composite figure for 
meat from the entire carcass, 
hamburger and roasts as well 
as the finest steaks.

The department’s market 
b a sk e t b rea k d o w n  fo r  
January showed that of the 
$1 I I ' «  per pound for beef in 
re ta il stores, the " fa rm  
value" of that amount was 74.1 
cents. That is not the price 
farmers got for live cattle but 
is their share of the $1.11'« 
housewives spent for a pound 
of beef last January.

In other words, it took 74.1 
cents worth of live steer to 
make up one pound of beef for 
c o n s u m e r s  a t  t h e  
supermarket. Producers may 
have received 3S cents a pound 
or less for the live steer, but 
less than half the animal 
catually winds up on store 
shelves.

Brothers, three black convicts 
accuaed of murdering a white 
guard at Soledad Prison in 
January 1970.

Step Forward for 
Performing Arts

T 'hankt largely  to the 
receaaion. corporate giving to 
charities has been stuck on a 
(airly level plateau since IW . 
The national average has been 
about 1.3 per cent of pretax 
earnings, considerably less 
than the S per cent deductible 
under law

But while the total number 
of dollars remains about the 
same, the dollars are going in 
new directions

According  to U S. News A 
World Report, the trend is 
away from such traditional 
recipients as hospitals and 
colleges Instead, more and 
m o r e  c o m p a n i e s  a r e  
channeling their contributions 
into areas where they believe 
they «rill have the most visible 
and dranutic impact—into 
programs like health centers 
and drug rehabilitation units 
m the inner city, or cultural 
activities such as symphony 
orchestras and art e x h i l^

D i r e c t  c o r p o r a t e  
philanthropic support for the 
visual and performing arts Is.

significant and surprising new 
t rends on the Am erican 
business scene

Contributions in this field 
are expected to reach $7i 
milliohjUiia year, more than 
triple the SB millian of IMS A 
recent survey found that I I

per cent of U.S. companies 
that gave to the arts in 1171 
intend to give more in 1972. 
another M per cent said they 
«rill donate at least as much.

The contributions range 
f r o m  such p ro je c ts  as 
department stores buying 
newspaper advertising to 
p r o m o t e  Shakespearean 
theater performances, to 
funding of cultural sho«rs on 
public television. An example 
id the iMter is something 
c a l l e d  “ V i b r a t i o n s . "  a 
10-«veek show «rhich recently 
d e b u t e d  on N a t i o n a l  
Education Television  and 
w h i c h  p r o v i d e s  
behind-the-scenes looks at the

23. I S  of them, have occurred 
since the aocalled peace talks 
began in Paris. The reasons 
are many, but they boil doim 
to  th e  f a c t  tha t  the  
communists have always told 
UB that they uae "peace" talks 
lo gain time and victories 
«•hich they could not gahi by 
armed aggression. While «sc 
cut back on our offenaive 
efforts and curtail our air and 
see poiser. the communiats.

Dear Dr. I aesb Over a 
year ago my noae «sas stuffed 
up «shile 1 «saa pregnant so 1 
started using a nasal spray. I 
have been using H ever since. I 
thought if I just slopped using 
the spray maybe I could get 
over it by myself, but I was 
just so miserable I had to go 
back to the spray again. 1 have 
tried evcrytMng. but nothing 
else «sorks. 1 have never had a 
day of sinuB or noae trouble in 
my life before. There is no 
sinus trouble history in my 
family except for one sister 
What could cause my nose to 
act up like this and isn't there 
a cure or help for m e ' Please 
don't tell me to atop using 
nasal spray. I know too much 
isn't good (or me but I juet 
cant do «sithout it.

Dear Readar—I am afraid 
you «sill havetodossithoutitif 
you are going to get over your 
problem. You are describing a 
common complication of the 
uae of some types of nasal

The spray cauees the lining 
inside the nose to shrink. The 
lining initially sssells ivith 
blood and fluid «sMch «se call 
engorgement. IM s gives you 
the stuffy feeling. The sprays 
norm ally coiMain medictne 
that causes the blood veaeela 
to conetrict. Ih e  fluid is then 
absorbed out of the boggy 
tiaeues and of course your 
nose no longer (eels stuffy. 
You feel more comfortable, 
but the hooker is that once the 
medicine in the spray has 
«som off the blood flow to the 
lining in the noee is actually 
i n c r e a s e d  a n d  t h e  
engorgement is «sorae than 
before.

The patient then uses more 
nasal spray and he keeps 
getthM relief and rebound, 
relief and rebound, and finally 
he deve lops  a chem ical 
skiuBitis in «rhich there is 
considerable damage to the 
usual normal functiom of the 
UningBinthenoae.

This is «shy doctors aren't 
very enthueiasttr about the 
persiatant use of very many 
nasal sprays. I tMak that if 
you have had this trouble for 
over a year now you probably 
already have enough chemicai 
Irritation that it «sould be «rise 
for you lo sec an ear. nose and 
throat sperialiat and see If he 
can do Bomething about the 
lining in your noae that is now 
caueMg you Uds persiatant 
trouMs. It is not going to get* 
better the «say you are doing 
tMnpnow.

The small hoiTB in the naoal 
poaeages are native's strainer 
and help to dean the air. They 
can be poralyaed by the spray. 
In general patients «rith nasal 
atuffineas or colds «sho do need 
some relief do better «rith 
medicines taken by mouth. 
These medicines have a 
general effect and are leas 
likely to h am  the nasal IMng. 
Ihere are ocaptlone but you 
«sould be «riae not lo  take 
drops except under a doctor's 
adidos.

Mr. Nixon meantime has 
moved, of course, to seiae the 
busing issue from Wallace. At 
this early stage one can only 
guess that he probably «sill 
have at least some success.

To the extent he does, the 
P res iden t may ease the 
Democrats' pain aoroe«shat 
Wallace may have leas to sell 
in Wisconsin and such other 
n o r t h e r n  p r im a r i e s  as 
P e n n s y l v a n i a .  Indiana. 
M a r y l a n d .  R i g h t  now. 
Democrau in those places are 
imagining nightmarishly high 
percen tage  showings for 
Wallace

But here Mr Nixon's 
dilemma emerges. He clearly 
wants the busing issue (or 
Mmaelf. recognixing that it 
could be of enormous political 
profit next fall. Yet his 
long-range difficulties «rill 
begin to take hard shape the 
m o m e n t  t h e  r e g u l a r  
Democrats start to put it 
together for one c learly  
d o m i n a n t  p r e s i d e n t i a l  
candidate.

The realists in Mr Nixon's 
camp never looe sigM of his 
tndiBing disadvantage as the 
candidate o f a distinctly 
minority party Their view is 
s i m p l e :  Any  t ime the
Democrats can settle on a 
candidate «rithout too much 
bickering and get out juat a 
good pari of their p o te i^ l 
vote, they can best Mr Nixon 
or any other RepuMican.

ThM's how these realists see 
it today Sure enough, most of 
the con tenders fo r  (he 
Democratic nomination are 
l o o k in g  inept ,  foo l i sh,  
downright un-presidential 
The hard GOP judgment. 
ho«sever. is that even Sen. 
Edmund Muakie's crying in 
the New Hampshire snow 
«sont be a grave handicap to 
Mm in the fall if he should 
somehow get it back on the 
track this spring and push to a 
strong convention victory

It has ahsays been accepted

by those giving Mr. Nixon 
tough counsel that his trip to 
CTiina. his May 22 visit to 
Moscow and anything else like 
that «sould be of only passing 
political benefit. The same 
certainly «sould be said of 
almost anything he might try 
to cook up in the fall campaign 

. period.
What these counsellors 

rea lly  are saying is that 
nothing the President can do 
w ill boost him into safe 
majority-vote territory. The 
corollary of that thinking is 
that, to «ski. he must either 
hold do«sn or pull do«m his 
DemocrMic opfMnent.

The m ore  unif ied his 
a d v e rsa ry ’s support, the 
ha rder  this wi l l  be to 
a c c o m p l i s h .  Thus  the  
Democrau can pUy into Mr. 
Nixon's hands if they keep up 
the i r  absurd, unseem ly 
internal dwp-chop into and 
b e y o n d  t h e i r  nat iona l  
convention in July.

Their present proliferatian 
of candidates, hailed by some 
as a healthy consequence of 
Dem ocratic reform, could 
mean that they could reform 
them selves right into the 
political ash can in 1973.

If they somehow avoid that. 
Mr Nixon «sill have to hope 
that Wallace goes third party 
again.. And. say candid 
friends, in extremity he «rill 
tear into his Democratic rival 
in the beat oid-Nixon style he 
can muster
