-  There is a modern movement in 
landscape design which does not 
stop merely with making triangular 
flower beds.

It rejects most of the formulas and 
dogmas which have been too gener­
ally applied regardless o f whether 
they produced the best solution for 
a given problem.

Typical dogmas are: That every 
house should have a foundation 
planting, to "tie the house to the 
ground.” and that the grounds should 
be bounded by a shrubbery border. 
But a house may look better without 
a foundation planting nd the 
grounds without a shrubbery border. 
The designer should not be expected 
to comply with formulas at the ex­
pense of a good effect. He should 
be allowed free play to devise a 
planting which will enhance the 
beauty of the house and the owner’s 
enjoyment.

Rather than being guided by for­
mulas, he will follow only the fun­
damental principles of design. This 
is the theory and It seems sound, 
but. like some other "modern” Ideas 
in art, not so new.

Designers several hundred years 
ago who were unhampered by gar­
dening dogmas, and well acquainted 
with the fundamental principles of 
design, nevertheless found that they 
had to deal with materials which 
nature had provided and which did 
not always comply with their no­
tions of what trees, shrubs and 
flowers should be, to fit their favored 
designs. The result was that they 
deformed trees and shrubs and sup­
pressed the natural grace of flowers 
In order to produce creation which 
turned out to be really architectural 
conceptions, built of plants instead 
of stones.

There will undoubtedly be great 
tempation for landscape designers 
seeking the ' modern” note to follow 
this ancient example. But such, a 
style is likely to be short-lived. Gar­
dens which depart from nature are 
so unsatisfying that a fashion which 
favors them ls sure to be brief.

A selection of annual flowers ls 

difficult to make because of the 
large number of subjects. Here are 
a few classifications which will sug­
gest uses and arrangements. The 
flowers mentioned are by no means j 
all the annuals, but many of the

most popular types are Included: .
For long stems for cutting—Asters, 

calliopsls, calendula, giant zinnias, 
scabiosa, cosmos.

Shorter stems for cutting—Mari­
golds, snapdragons, sweet peas, an­
nual chrysanthemums, bachelor but­
tons, and sweet sultans, ten weeks’ 
stocks, dwarf zinnias and gypsophlla.

For the shady portions-—Pansies, 
begonias, torenlgs, godetka. forget- 
me-nots. lmpatiens, ncmophila, mon­
key flower.

For very hot situations—Sunflow­
ers. heliotrope, portulaca. Ice plant, 
petunias, balsam, annual galllardla.

For light or poor soli—Nasturtiums, 
Clarkia. godetia. poppy, portulaca, 
zinnias.

Plans that bloom after frost— 
Sweet alyssum, bachelor’s buttons, 
petunias, marigolds, calendulas, can­
dytuft. stocks and phlox Drum-
mondi.

Tall growers for background— 
Castor beans, annual sunflowers, cos­
mos, African marigolds, spider plant 
(Cleome>, plumy celosla or cox­
comb. clumps of sweet peas, and 
the flowering tobaccos, particularly 
Nlcotiana sylvestrls for a bold and 
tall group.

For masses o f color—Petunia, zin­
nia. marigolds, calendulas, phlox, 
Drummnodl, verbena, stock, aster, 
salvia and poppies.

For edges and borders—Swfeet alys­
sum. dwarf nasturtiums, lobelia 
dwarf marigold (Tagetee signata 
pumlia), ageratum. Virginia stocks 
and forget-me-nots.

Fragrant plants—Mignonette, he­
liotrope. nasturtiums, alyssum, ten- 
weeks' stocks, nicotiana. mattlola 
bicorrus (evening scented stock' and 
sweet peas.

The embassy explained 
It was not the German foreign min­
ister, but his son of the same name, 
an attache at the Germany em­
bassy. who was coming here.

An announcement by the official 
Italian Stefanl agency that Foreign 
Minister von Neurath has passed 
through Milan, en route to Rome, 
aroused great excitement in Rome 
diplomatic quarters.

Coming after a series of recent 
Italo-Geiman conversations, the re­
port of a visit by von Neurath led 
to the conclusion that these conver­
sations were about to reach a 
climax.

The announcement was corrected 
later, however, to assert that von 
Neurath’s son Konstantin, an at­
tache at the German embassy in 
Rome, was the person who passed 
through Milan .returning to his 
post.

Diplomatic sources said, however, 
that the German Foreign Minister 
himself was due to ccme to Rome 
within a few weeks.

WASHINGTON. March 4 (M — 
Powerful democrats hinted today 
that congress may make drastic 
changes in President Roosevelt's tax 
program under which the govern­
ment would dip into corporation 
profits and stockholders’ dividends 
to pay a $620,000,000 annual bill for 
farm subsides and the soldiers’ 
bonus.

Congress swiftly divided into bit­
terly warring camps over the execu­
tive’s call for this sweeping revision 
of. the corporate tax structure.

Some republicans assailed the plan 
as an "assault on thrift” . and a 
menace to business confidence.

New dealers hailed it as a means 
to speed the velocity of money turn­
over, force “distribution of wealth 
and hasten recovery.

Administration leaders emphasized 
that the plan was only a "sugges­
tion” to congress. As a 7-man house 
Ways and means sub-committee 
gathered to discuss the propos&l be 
hind locked doors, there was much 
talk in congressional corridors of 
revisions In the program.

Congress was still somewhat 
stunned over the breadth of the 
proposal. The president suggested 
that present corporate Income taxes 
and other related levies be wiped 
out. In their stead he would slap 
a drastic tax on profits which corp 
orations hold in their treasuries as 
surplus instead of distributing as 
dividends.

Administration advisers indicated 
this graduated tax might average 
334 per cent. This, it Is held, 
would tend to drive such funds Into

So intense was the discussion of 
these points that comparatively lit­
tle attention was paid for the time 
being to other points in the presi­
dent’s message. He suggested that 
$500,000,000 be obtained over two 
or three years by a special tax to 
retrieve AAA processing levies which 
were refunded to processors and by 
new excises on the processing of 
farm commodities.

President Roosevelt was quick to 
declare in a press conference that 
the proposed taxes on corporation 
profits would not apply to reserves 
set up to cover depreciation and to 
provide working capital.

What he aimed at, he indicated, 
was profit which is held -by corpo­
rations In the form of surplus. He 
argued this was a means of escaping 
taxation and was unfair to small 
stockholders who need the dividend 
money.

Assailing the president’s plan 09 
the house floor, Rep. Snell of New 
York, minority leader, said “accum­
ulated surpluses enabled many corp­
orations to carry on and give em­
ployment.”

The president, talking on this 
point, said reserves would not be 
taxable and could be used in lean 
years to pay wages or dividends. One 
aim of the program, he said, is to 
increase the velocity of money.

RODESSA PROB1. ORDERED
WASHINGTON. March 4, (A1)— 

Secretary I  ekes, oil administrator, 
said today he had ordered an in­
vestigation of reports that consider­
able “hot oil” was being run from 
the new Rodessa field In western 
Louisiana.

Ickes said his field men “ have 
a feeling they may have been run­
ning h .t oil down there." He said 
the inquiry would determine whe­
ther a new tender board, similar 
to the agency operating In the East 
Texas field would be created.

The Independent Petroleum as­
sociation recently advised Iekes of 
reports that 15,000 barrels of illegal­
ly * produced petroleum were leaving 
tli* Rodessa field and asked that a 
tender beard be created to keep in­
terstate movements of oil from 
that pool within the Louisiana 
state allowable.

Ickes also announced that J. W. 
Steele had been named official 
chairman of the East Texas tender 
board and that J. W. Fitzgerald of 
Tyler (Tex., had been sworn In as a 
general counsel for the board.

Ickes declined to say who was 
conducting the Rodessa investiga­
tion or to what exNnt it would be 
carried.

OIL STOCK DECREASE
WASHINGTON. March 4. (AV- 

The bureau of mines reported to­
day stocks of domestic and foreign 
crude oil for the week ended Feb. 22 
totalled 310.£55.000 barrels, a de­
crease of 483,000 barrels from the 
previous week.

H ie bureau said reports from the 
industry indicated another slight 
increase in crude production on 
Feb. 22 and substantial gains in im­
ports and crude runs to stills.

Dally average crude production 
was placed at about 2,810.000 bar­
rels, compared with an average of 
about 2,805,000 barrels the previous 
week. Daily average crude runs to 
st ills increased from 2,770,000 bar­
rels to 2,855,000 barrels. Dally aver­
age imports of crude were 109.000 
barrels or more than double the 
irevipus week. The bureau said

In crude exports February 22 com­
pared with the previous two weeks.

OIL PRODUCTION OFF
TULSA, Ok la., March 4 (/Pi—Esti­

mated daily average crude oil pro­
duction in the United States last 
week'declined 9,321 barrels dally for 
a total of 2,772,902 barrels as com­
pared with 2,782.223 barrels the pre­
vious week, the Oil and Gas Jour­
nal reports.

Oklahoma showed the largest pro­

duction decrease, a drop of 24,300 
barrels for a total of 499,500 daily.

East Texas reported an increase of 
900 barrels bringing production up to 
436.598 barrels; total state of Texas 
was up 2,900 barrels. Increasing from 
1,077,149 to 1,080.049 barrels.

Production in California decreased 
from 572.250 to 585.500 barrels, a de­
crease .of 6,750 barrels dally.

Louisiana was up 5.860 barrels to 
199,940 barrels; Kansas Increasing 8,- 
050 barrels for a total o f 149,650 bar­
rels; eastern fields. Including Mich­
igan. increased from 137.989 to 141.- 
818 barrels and the Rocky mountain 
area showed an increase of 1,000 
barrels for a total of 106.900 barrels.

OIL TAX DISCUSSED
OKLAHOMA CITY, March 4. (/P) 

—Plans for a uniform gross pro­
duction or ad valorem tax on oil 
and its products will be discussed 
at the quarterly meeting of the in­
terstate oil compact commission 
here March 13, Tom Anglin, Gover­
nor E. W. Marian’s representative, 
announoed today.

“There also will be a general dis­
cussion and possibly some agree- 
n »n t on uniform conservation 
measures for compacting states," 
said Anglin.

He termed the meeting one of the 
most important since formation of 
the commission and said he expect­
ed representatives of every organ­
ization Interested' in the oil Indus­
try to be present.

The American Petroleum Insti­
tute, state taxing authorities, the 
Independent Petroleum association 
and many non-compacting states 
will be represented, Anglin said.

Sentiment as to whether the com­
mission should be continued after 
expiration of the present laws Sept. 
1. 1937, will be determined.

“ In my Judgment, the commis­
sion will be continued permanently, 
Anglin declared.

Shoulo the rule be held Invalid, 
some oil men see far-reaching e f­
fects on the Industry In Texas. 
Drilling, restricted only by laws of 
economics, would increase, they 
say; and if production was checked 
there wouid be disruption of the 
state's plan o f restricted drilling. 
Although Inousands of wells have 
been (trilled under exceptions to 
the rule — Whittington charges 
there have been three exceptions 
to every well drilled in conformity 
—nevertheless the rule has been 
the basis.

The besl< state rule prohibits 
wells within 150 feet of a property 
line and 300 feet of another well, 
nnd variations have been made for 
many fields. In East Texas, the 
limits are 330 and 660 feet, or one 
well to 10 acres.

Exceptions have been granted to 
rectify injustices resulting from 
rigid application, and the group 
that wants the rule abolished as­
sert the exceptions. In effect, have 
become the rule. -The state courts 
have upheld the rule so long as it 
is not unreasonable or unjustly ap­
plied _ _ _ _ _ _

Possibly anticipating the suit, the 
railroad commission, state prora- 
tion enforcement agency, recently 
attempted to reinterpret a state­
ment in an order of August, 1935, 
which its attorneys thought made 
the rule more vulnerable. In ’ that 
order, the commission said “the 
more wei'.s drilled the greater will 
be the ultimate recovery of oil and 
gas from any given pool.”

On Feb. 24, the commission stated 
It did not mean that the “closer 
wells are drilled the greater will 
be the ultimate recovery" but that 
the more wells drilled “ In confor­
mity with the spacing rules as ap­
plicable to the various fields in 
Texas" the greater would be recov­
ery. It declared it did not Intend 
to abrogate any spacing rules now 
in eihet, or militate against the 
fact basis for the rules.

It was noted the commission did 
not reier to another paragraph in 
the Aug 26 order which said there 
were “ grave doubts" as to the 
value of any rule 37 except in cer­
tain new fields, and then only as a 
prevention of fire and blowout 
dangers.

ALBUQUERQUE,N M . March 4 
OPy—The worst dust storm of 1936 
struck eastern New Mexico sudden­
ly today sand-blasting the cities of 
Tucumcarl. Clevis and Roswell and 

pall over 
the plains region and the Pecos 
valley.

The duster, the U. S. weather 
bureau reported at Albuquerque, 
gave evidence of becoming as severe 
as those which scoured that area, 
taking a heavy toU of crop and 
property damage, last year.

No immediate relief is in sight, 
the weather bureau said, predicting 
the high northeast winds, which 
swept in from Kansas and Okla­
homa, would extend before night­
fall across the western section of 
the state.

The storm apparently centered at 
Clovis, where visibility was reported 
reduced to about two blocks at 8 
a. m. It moved in on Roswell, cut­
ting visibility to half a mile, after 
an overhanging pall had fore­
shadowed its approaci^eRfly in the 
morning.

At Tucumcarl,'The weather bu­
reau reported visibility of two miles, 
with a 27-mile wind whipping up 
new clouds. The storm apparently 
had spent its strength in most of 
the Texas Panhandle. AmariUo re­
ported only a one-mile wind, al­
though a heavy dust pall remained.
