It Is to preven tsurh punish- 
■ ment. before guilt has been es­
tablished. that our svuUm of 
bail is designed. The accused 
is given his temporary free­
dom, afUr putting up a cerUin 
sum of money to guarantee his 
appearance in court.

Is every accused person en­
titled to get out on ball ?

Almost. Traditionally, the 
main exception has been In the 
case of acaplUl crime when 
there Is strong evidence of 
guilt. The theory is that anyone 
facing a possible death penal­
ty would be sorely tempted to 
Jump ball and go Into hiding.

But the vast majority of de­
fendants do in fact go free, on 
ball. Those who remain in pri­
son usually do so not because 
they am not entitled to this 
privilege but because they can­
not afford it.

How'bigh should ball be set? 
the Constitution requires that it 
shall not be "excessive." Var­
ious factors may determine, in 
a particular case, how much 
bail Is excessive. For exam­
ple; -

Bail, even though high, wax 
held not excessive in o n e  
ease, because the acxxised had 
already Jumped bail t h r e e  
times. Obviously, he could lo­
gically be expected to do it 
again.

But high ban was heM exres-| 
ilva la another case, because; 
the 'accused was charged with' 
Just a simple misdemeanor. |

What if the man is Indigent?' 
F.ven low bail '  may be be­
yond his reach, forcing him to 
languish in Jail solely because 
of hu poverty. ,

To meet ttl scommon prob­
lem, reforms have been under-  ̂
taken In many communities. 
Generally they eliminate • ball 
all together for the indigent de­
fendant who, on individual ap­
praisal. seems a good ^ t  to 
show up In court when~be Is 
supposed to.

Does the man hav# a Job? 
Does he have close family ties? 
Is he a long-time local resi­
dent? With such rooU in the 
community, he is less likely to 
run away.

If tha accused can Indeed be 
turned loose with reasonable 
•afety, society is thereby re­
lieved of the cost of keeping 
him. More Important, society it 
also relieved of the necessity of 
confining a person, even tem­
porarily, while he is still en­
titled to tha presumption of in­
nocence.

’'Trimming a Christmas tree 
is a real science.-’ he says, 
"but it's a' simple science and 
anyone can master H if they 
follow a few simple and basic 
instructibot.**

According to Sadacca. trim­
ming should start from the top 
of the tree and proceed down­
wards. First of all. though, 
attach the Christmas lights to 
the tree and test them.

Next, drape tinsel garlands, 
strung popcorn and strands of 
beads, or Similar festoons. Fol­
lowing this, attach glass orna­
ments. snow balls, ickles, can­
dy canes, figures or other 
di^orationi.

Complete the trimming Job 
with silver tinsel or foil to ac­
centuate brilliance and color of 
lights.

"The si*e of the tree should 
determine the number of mini­
ature lights needed.” he indi­
cates.

tion. On a S-foot tree, use 150 
lights.
