The year 1970 has gone into
the record books as the driest
year on record. Ninely percent
of the dryland wheat and
sorghum grain farmers did nol
harvest enough grain to pay for
the seed and plowing

The average city person who
drove thirough the Texas
Panhandle during the 190
farming season was unaware of
the lack of rainfall they saw
the fields of green /luscious
grain amd took evervthing for
granted just as they ‘turn on
the water faucet and waler in
the amount needed comes
pouring out.

Those: green wheat and
sorghum grain crops in 1970 |
were being produced from
water coming from thousands
of irrigation wells. The water |
was being lifted to the surface

from the ogallaia formation

several hundred feet below the
surface of the ground. '
* City wells and industrial wells |
were also pumping more than |
nofmally pumped. Homes and
lawns were gulping up waler
in record amounts, The un-
derground reservoir supplying
the needed water is being
depleted faster, This wm-
derground water collected over
many centuries is not being
l‘ﬂL. Many seasons of heavy l
rainfall must occur before any |
of the moisture reaches the |
water ‘table,
