The government was inclined
towards ending the ~mark’s
fixeq exchange rate and letting
it float to its natural level as at
least a temporary way out of
the crisis, -parliamentary sour-
ces said.

During the last monetary
crisis in September, 1969, the
Bonn government decided on a
temporarily floating mark as a
solution. After allowing it to
float for just under four weeks,
it was given a new fixed parity
near the price at which it had
leveled off in free trade.

Fire Ant |nfeﬂ‘s 124 Million Acres In9 Soufhem States

ATLANTA (UPD) - w
Starnes never called w
environmentalist, many
cattlemen in W do, But
for years the description fit.

The retired naval captain
recognized that pesticides
might harm wildlife, Conse-
quently he avoided using them
for years on his 660 acres of
rolling pastureland near Math-
iston, Miss.

Then came the fire ant, Will
Starnes is no longer an
environmentalist.

“We can live with chiggers,
sand flies and ticks,” he said.

“But none of them compare|M

with the fire ant.”

Starnes is one of thousands of

Southern farmers backing a
controversial project by the
U.S. Department of Agriculture

to eradicate the fire ant by
spraying an insecticide known

as Mirex from airplanes over
vast areas of eight states.

The USDA project, already
under way in many areas, is

vigarously opposed by environ-

mental groups and another
federal agency, the dnterior
department,

The reddish insect, only an
eighth of an inch in length,
apparently’ entered the United
States in 1918 aboard a cargo
vessel at Mobile, Ala., from its
native Argentina- For three
decades it remained confined to

a small area around Mobile.

Then, in the 1950s, it suddenly
‘began expanding its range, It
now infests 124 million acres in
nine Southern states. Alabama
is considered the worst infested
state, followed, in order, by
‘\hssnsmpn Louisiana, Filorida,
Georgia, South Carolma Texas,
Arkansas and North Carolina,

Farmers dislike fire anty for
several reasons. The ants feed
on okra, potatoes and other
tender young crops, It's met
uncommon for calves ‘and
other young livestock to stum-
ble into ant mounds and be
stung to death.

Four Persons Die

Children and livestock stum-
bling across ant mounds are
stung by swarms of ants. USDA
says four persons have died of
fire ant stings in recent years.
