To Find The Truth

Possibly the sole difference
between our editorial policy and
a conservative policy is that the
conservative maintains illusions
we believe we have abandoned.

Fundamental to conservative
thinking is the idea the present
bad situation in the world is
caused by “bad” men who have
obtained power. If we could
only toss out these ‘bad’ men
and put in “good” men and give
them power, then the problems
of the day could be correctly
solved.

“The view we take, which we
classify as the freedom
philosophy, is that power
corrupts and that any man
epdowed with more than or-
dinary power is going to do
more than his share of harm.
In other words, when you take{
a8 human being, who by nature|
is° but meagerly equipped to|
solve his own problems, and|
throst, upon him the task of|
solving all manner of problems |
for all kinds of people, you will
come to grief.
