Unemployment
Benefits Told

New procedures have been ini-
tiated by the Texas Unemployment
Compensation Commission relating
to the payment of benefits for
partial unemployment. W, H.
Donathan, district supervisor of
the Texas commisslon sald Wed.
nesday that these procedures are
In complianes with minimum
standards established by the so
cial security board, Washington,
D. C, and have been required by
the social security board, because
it Is balleved that a conalderable
number of workers have falled to
claim partial unemployment bene-
fits to which they might have been
entitled.

The chief difficulty, according fo
Donathan, has been that many
people have not had a clear idea
of what partial unemployment is
and when benefits are payable for
this type of unemployment under
the Texas unemployment compen-
sation law. '

“The simplest way to describe
it" be sald, “is to point out that
a worker s partially unemployed
when he continues to work for his
regvlar employer but suffers a loss
uf earnings because his working
hours are reduced below normal
full-time. A man doss mot have to
