AUSTIN, March 23 (AP)—Some
indication that the new gas con-
servation statute was resulting
in expansion of carbon black
plants in the sour gas areas of
the Texas Panhandle was seen
in rallroad commission offices to-
day.

“In order to make certain that
this' program achieves its primary
aim of soil conservation,” Mr, Tolley
said, “no payment will be made on
any .farm unless there has been
positive action which results in ad-
ditional spil building or soil con-
servation on that farm.”

Mr. Tolley pointed out that the
AAA production contrcl programs
were stopped by the Hoosac Millg
decision, and that the new plan
necessarily has many new features
| departing widely from anything
undertaken heretofore. Neverthe-
less, the diversion of 30 million
acres of land from the soil-deplet-
ing surnlus cash crops into -
building legumes and grasses sh
work against return of burdenso
surpluses and protect farm income
to a considerable extent, Mr. Tolley
said.

As a matter of policy, he explain-
ed, the program does not encourage
the shifting of lands from import,
crovs to soil-building or soil con-
serving crops.

W. F. Heller, above, Randall
comity’s oldest resident, died Sat-
urday at the age of 93. He Rad
lived in the county about 50 years. ,

Mr. Heller was the first “nestor” of
Randall counity, He tilled his flelds
for two years with his rifle beside
him because cattlemén did not want
theéir grazing land turned into farms.

A native Texan dnd a veteran of
thé Confederacy to which he gave
moré than three years, Mr. Heller
came fo the Panhandle in 1886, and
for & while engaged in freighting.
Coleraide City, 225 miles away, and
wichita Falls, 250 miles southeast,
wetre the nearest railroad points at
that time. Only two housés had
beén built in Randall county, theése
being on the T-Anchor ranch: Mail
at that timé was no daily occéur-
rence; it éame to Tascosa 45 milés
to the north and was brought over
with that of the T A boys.

When Randall county was or-
ganiged, about four years after his
coming, Mr. Heller became the first
county and district clerk. Later
he helped organize the first Pres-
byterian church in Canyon, as earlier
he had been a charter member of the
Presbyterian church in Amariilo. For
more than a decade he served as
superintendent of the Sunday school
of his church, and was elder until
1930, when he was reuired.

Heller was an active Mason; he was
