PARIS, June. 17, (#)—French left-
ists clamored today for quick gov~
ernmental action against 700,000
armed rightists accused of prepar-
ing to march on Paris, 3
From  leftist quarters came the
assertion that “the fascists” were
ready to make such a march in
order to prevent the people’s front
government from carrying out its
program of legislaion.

Warning  of “pelitical agtion” by
the  rightist Croix de Feu (fiery
cross) heightened the. popular front
government's problems, already
complicated by bitter senatorial de-
bate and hints of currency devalua-
tion.

“Repovation by Frenchmen of a
strong, and reconciled , France” was
promised ,“soon” by Col. Francols
de la Rocque, fiery cross chieftain
who, leftists charge, is a “fascist.” .
De. la Recque’s challenge. drew
excited, comment from socialist
leaders who assert the rightist lead-
er, a “tool .of big business,” is ready
to start a, French civil war,

Premier Leon Blum, supporting
his labor, refomn. measures before
the senate, tilted with devaluation
advocates by. retorting failure of his
program might mean jncreased de-
flation.

The new premier drew. the name
of President. Rogsevelt into the
critical exchange, characterizing the
program of United States’ demo-
cratic administration “an experi-
ment vaster and deeper than ours.”

“He first took measures of great
importance,” shouted Joseph Cail-
laux, former finance minister and
a new convert to the devaluation
movement. (Caillaux apparently re-
ferred  to, devaluation of the United
States dollar.)

“But Roosevelt worked under less
favorable conditions than ours,” re-
plied the socialist premier, “We
want to make a start.”

The debate caused suspension of
consideration of the Blum labor
measures which were rushed to
speedy approval in. the. chamber of
deputies last week. The bills would
grant labor's demands for a 40+
hour week, raise wages, provide col-
lective bargaining contracts and
exempt war veterans from certain
taxes.

In addition to the robbery of the
soil's fertility in this manner, there
has been further robbery through
hydraulic erosion. Ploughing loosens
the soil so that the rains float away
the rich top humus, leaving raddled,
gullied corrugations of worthless
terrain. In the middle west, aerial
erosion has added to the soil loss
when long dry periods have made
the earth susceptible of movement
in particles on the wings of the
wind

Permanent Solution Sought.

80, in one way and another, the
original heritage of the pioneer
Americans has been partly dissi-
pated Department of Agriculture
soil experts say that it would re-
quire 100 years to bring back some
of the overworked land by artificial
fertilization, while other tracts can
not be brought back at all. These

This is a miscellaneous country
No generation safe There are
in the United States today farms of
a fertility unsurpassable anywhere
in the world. Despite so much wail-
ing from the farm community, ‘there
are farmers who made some money
right straight through the worst
years of the depression and who, in
better years, have made a great
deal of money. In sharp contrast
are the other farms—too many of
them—which are not rich and which
do not raise even enough produce to
feed the occupant and his family
There are so many of these farms
that, at the peak, more than 1000,
000 farm families were on relief

Relief from the government cof-
fers does not constitute a permanent :
solution to the problem presented by
a distressed populace. It is an eco-
nomic palliative and long to con-
tinue relief to millions would con-
ceivalby mean eventual bankruptcy
of the nation. Realizaing this, the
Resettlement Administration has
sought to bring a permanent ad-
ustment of the affairs of many dis-
tressed farmers. As soon as they
can be made self-supporting, the re-
lief rolls may be shortened without
causing acute distress,

They are called green belt set-
tlements because each of them is
encircled by a green belt of field and
forest, separating it from encroach-
ments. More than 3,500 men now
are at work on these four projects,
and when work reaches its height,
presumably this summer, 12,000 will
be employed. The houses are care-
fully designed; indeed the entire
‘\'nlﬂgt*s are laid out with the great-
est skill and care. School facilities,
stores, post offices, and all the other
{amenities of suburban villiages will
|be found in these green belt settle-
ments Each community will have
its own self-governing holding com-
pany of which every resident will be
a member.
