WASHINGTON (UP!) — The
United States faces a measure-|
ment gap widening inch by inch,
neighbors the metric
system.

“Recently, the situation
seems to have become critical,”
says John F. Kincaid, assistant
commerce S$ecretary.

Today, the House called up
for consideration a bill which
would authorize a three-year
study to determine whether the
United States also should go
metric.
