Controversy Is Not Ended By Pope's Birth ,Control Stand
By LOUIS CASSELS

The encyclical issued Monday 
by Pope Paul VI won’t end the 
birth control controversy in the 
Roman Catholic Church.

Nor will it entirely halt use of 
the piU and other contraceptives 
by Catholic families.

Wbhn the Pope finally spoke 
on birth control, after four 
years of indecision, he spoke 
forcefully. But he did not speak 
“Ex Cathedra’’—from the" Chair 
ef Peter—and his ruling there­
fore does not have in church 
doctrine the status of an 
infallible pronouncement which 
Catholics atre compelled to 
accept on pain of mortal sin.

Many Catholic liberals, antici- 
pating which side the Pope

eventually would come down on, 
have already made clear that 
they would not feel .bound in 
conscience by a papal reitera­
tion of the old teachiag.

Fr. Hans Kung, the brilliant 
young Swiss theologian whose 
ideas on church reform were 
tremendously influential at the 
Vatican Council, has provided 
Catholic liberals with a ra­
tionale for disagreeing with the 
Pope’s view that “ every matri­
monial act must remain open to 
the transmission of life."

Fr. Kung points out that it Is 
a settled principle of Catholic 
moral theology that “a.doubtful 
teaching does not oblige."

ANSWER: There is a  great 
deal of difference.

In voluntary socialism, those 
who wanted it would associate 
voluntarily with others to Uve 
according to the rules of social­
ism, l.e., ownership of property 
in common, and distrilwtioo of 
the results of produetkm ac­
cording to need. It would not be 
coercively Imposed on these 
people, and any who wished to 
would be able to withdraw at 
any time.

State sociaUsm, on the other 
hand, enforces these rules on 
everyone, whether they wish to 
Uve by these rules or not. It 
must coerce; otherwise those 
who did not want to Uve by 
socialistic rules would refuse to 
do so, and the producUon of 
these people would be loet to the 
state, which tho state could not 
afford and would not tolerate.

It makes UtUe real difference 
w h e t h e r  the state actually 
owns, or only controls the prop- 
erty.

There is very little real (Uffer- 
ence between state socialism and 
communism, la  fact, the com- 
munists like to enU themselves 
soclnUft— it is the name in 
Russia: The Union of Soviet 
SociaUst Republics. In Nazi 
Germany, the nommal owner­
ship of property was left to the 
Individunl, but the state had 
absolute control of what was 
done with I t

But however it is done, end 
by whatever name it is called, 
whea the state controls what a 
person may do with Us Ufe and 
property, directly or indirectly, 
on the local level or the national 
level, it is stlU soclaUsm. Ihc  
American Fabian Socialista pre­
fer not to enU themselves soci­
alists. They refer to themselves 
by such names as ‘The League 
of Industrial Democracy, That 
fools the public, but it Is stiU the 
same thing.

In our own country and in aU

When the state controls a 
man’s primary property, that 
is, his ideas, thought and ac­
tions, there can be no freedom 
of prcM. no freedom of speech,

It 
can even control what he wears

The state will attempt to con­
trol man’s primary property— 
that is. his ideas and thoughts 
and actions, in order to get him 
to agree to state control of his 
secondary property. It can do 
this by indoctrinating him in 
school to believe that he gets all 
his rights and benefits from the 
sUte.

If the state fails to convince 
people it is in their best interest 
to turn over the property to 
the state, then it will more and 
more attempt to control their 
primary property to accomplish 
this goal. It will dictate what 
can be taught in school, it srill 
require ali children to attend 
state approved schools, and for­
bid all others, It srill restrict or 
forbid worship in one’s religion, 
and the peofrio will become fully 
enslaved, as in Naxi Germany, 
as in Fascist Italy, as in feudal 
Europe, and as in much of Asia 
and Africa today.
