AMOY. China, June 15 (A*)— 
Pirates attacked the American 
hospital here tonight but were 
beaten off after a machine gun 
battle In which five men were 
killed.
Those slain were three pirates and 

two policemen.
The hospital itself was not dam­

aged and none of the attaches was 
injured.

The institution belongs to the 
Board of Missions of the Reformed 
Church of America with headquar­
ters in Now York.

Dr. C. H. Holloman of Chicago, 
superintendent of the hospital, and 
Miss Jean Neinheiss of Holland. 
Mich., chief nurse, had been ex­
pecting the pirate attack.

For several days T1 Chui Hop. 
chieftain of a notorious band of 
outlaws operating in the district 
by land and sea. had been a patient 
in the hospital.

He had been wounded in a gun 
battle with the police of Amoy.

A police guard was thrown around 
the building.

The attack was made tonight from 
the sea. The outlaws, armed with 
pistols and machine guns, sailed a 
pirate Junk up to the shore on 
which the hospital is built.

When the junk reached shallow 
water, the attackers swarmed over 

'the side and stormed across the 
sand.

The police, waiting in ambush, 
opened fire with machine guns. The 
pirates fought back but were unable 
to break through the police lines.

After their sharp fight, the out­
laws turned back and escaped in 
their junk.

The wounded chieftain. Ti. was 
immediately transferred from the 
hospital to Jail.

07, 
noted Inventor and engineer, was 
slain today by a single bullet a f­
ter a mysterious dispute In the 
early morning rain on the lawn of 
his home on Park Avenue.

A neighbor. Mrs. Marv W. Taber, 
heard the argument, Moore’s voice 
and that of another man rising in 
heated tones, she told police. Then 
two shots rang out, and she look­
ed from her window to see the 
retired inventor's figure sprawled 
on the wet grass near the Moore 
garage.

Terming Moore's death “ murder'' 
after investigation, homicide squad 
detectives found themselves battled 
by the absence of motives Robbery 
was not the motive, detectives 
were agreed, for Moore's wallet 
with $21 in it was untouched In­
itial inquiries, they said, failed to 
disclose he had any enemies.

Moore's daughter. Beatrice, 25, 
with whom he lived, provided de­
tectives with what they considered 
a promising lead in the case. She 
said a man she did not know came 
to the house last night about 9 
p. m and asked to see her father. 
When told the inventor had re­
tired for the night, he left without 
disclosing his identitly or mis­
sion.

The detectives theorized that the 
slayer was a. person who knew 
Moore well and was acquainted 
wtih his habits of early rising and 
walking about his garden about 
daybreak The most important clue 
discovered In the search of the 
Moore property was a sharply de- 
flnt footprint in the garden and 
detectives said they thought it had 
been made by the fleeing slayer.

As detectives reconstructed the 
crime. Moore left his house shortly 
before 6 a. m. <EDT> to go to his 
garage, planning to drive to Beth­
lehem Pa. to attend a funeral 
That he did not intend to start out

Another Surprise?
The story of the Princeton mile 

Is a strange one—full of surprises 
—and the 1936 race, in the light 
of the so-called upsets attend­
ing the last winter races at the

The top-ranked trio composed 
of Venzke, Cunningham and Bon­
thron have done plenty to popu­
larize the mile and to keep it in 
the forefront of the track parade 
these last few years

Venzke, for the first time, finds 
himself in the unfamiliar posi­
tion of favorite In this young clas­
sic of the cinder paths, the prin­
cipal reasons being that he trim­
med Cunningham in every real 
test on the last winter program 
with new-found speed and that 
Bonthron has been out of compe­
tition a full year.

The Pennsylvanian, faster than 
he- ever was as the ”boy" wonder 
ol 1932. set the Indoor 1500-meter 
mark down to 3:49.9 on the 1936 
winter boards and was the sensa­
tion of the season. Cunningham 
beat hitn only once in a farcial 
slow mile in which they practically 
walked, each refusing to take the 
lead

lock could have beaten the Amer­
icans. going away, at any pace.

While Cunningham and Venzke 
were pounding the boards, and the 
Olympic coaches were worrying 
over their strenuous winter work, 
Bonthron was training quietly re­
maining out of competition and 
pointing for this one race—and a 
shot at the Olympic team, no 
doubt.

It is impossible to get a good 
line on what Bonthrons comeback 
attempt may amount to after a 
year devoted to accountancy in 
New' York, marriage, and routine 
running practice. Bonny carried on 
a great racing feud with Cunning­
ham in 1934. Glenn beat Bill on 
his home cinders, but by the time 
the year was out, Bonny had beat­
en Cunningham three times and 
lost to him only twice.

the rapidly accumulating evidence 
that Uncle 8&m’s athletes will set 
A dizzy pace for all rivals in the 
Berlin Olympics, Don Lash's world 
record-smashing two / miles stood 
forth today as not only the year’s 
greatest foot-racing performance, but 
one of the most remarkable of all 
time.

The 22-year-old Indiana collegian 
not only surpassed one of the great 
Paavo Nurmi's supposedly- impreg­
nable marks by running the distance 
in 8 minutes, 58.3 seconds on Prince­
ton’s rain-swept track last Saturday, 
but he became the first American 
ever to gain world renown over the 
two-mile route.

For the first time in foot-racing 
history, the United States now can 
claim all world records for the 
standard linear-measured e v e n t s  
ranging from 100 yards to two miles, 
with Lash Joining the record-break­
ing company of Frank Wykoff and 
Jesse Owens in the sprints, Ben 
Eastman at the 440 and 880-yard 
distances, and Glenn Cunningham 
in the mile.

Simultaneously, Lash’s victory pro­
jected America's hopes of conquest, 
the first time, in the Olympic 5,000 
meters, an event in which Finland’s 
supremacy has long been asserted 
Four years ago a Lanky Oregonian, 
Ralph Hill, came within a stride 
of carrying America to triumph, at 
Los Angeles. Lash, on the basis of 
his electrifying development under 
the coaching of E. C. ( Billy) Hayes, 
appears thoroughly capable of pick­
ing up where Hill left off and show­
ing his heels to the world's best dis­
tance runners this August.

TEXAS SOCIAL SECURITY
As one item of its social security program, the State 

o f Texas has aided more than 1,100 crippled children 
during the period from last September to June 1.

The aid, which included hospitalization, the supplying 
o f braces and other medical and surgical attention, was 
made possible largely through state coordination with the 
national social security program and the matching o f 
state funds with federal funds.

So efficiently has the Crippled Children’s division of 
the Texas Department o f Vocational Education been‘ ad­
ministered that no crippled child entitled to aid now need 
wait longer than 48 hours before receiving attention.

The Old Age Assistance program, which begins func­
tioning July 1 with payment o f the first assistance checks, 
is considered one o f the most important items in the Tex­
as social security program but in all the talk about Old 
A ge Assistance we should not lose sight o f these other 
extremely important items in vocational rehabilitation 
work, both fo r crippled children and disabled adults.

Up until the last legislature, the department had never 
had a state appropriation sufficient to meet the approp­
riation which was made by the Federal Board of Vocation­
al Education in Washington. The latest legislature in­
creased the amount to train disabled civilians m the State 
o f Texas from $31,500 to $47,500.

In other words, up until the last legislature approxi­
mately $16,000 which Texas was entitled to was not being 
received. It has been o f very material help today, helping 
the disabled citizens in Texas become self supporting. 
Hundreds o f disabled adults are in training today for 
a remunerative occupation.

Crippled children in Texas are today receiving $266,- 
000, which ranks Texas as one o f the leading states in 
handling crippled children.

TE M PO RARILY  DANGEROUS
No doubt scientists and traffic officials and road build­

ers w ill eventually figure out ways to eliminate a large 
proportion o f automobile accidents and deaths.

But that day make come too late for you.
Unless safety efforts begin to produce results, there’ll 

probably be around a million automobile injuries and 
36,000 automobile deaths a year in America fo r some 
time to come.

Education o f drivers and traffic regulations and im­
proved street lighting and better law enforcement can 
no doubt cut these figures down two-thirds some time.

But you may not be here to enjoy this increased safe­
ty.

In the meantime, you’ve got to take care o f yourself—  
and family. You’d better be your own safety expert.

The first things the experts do is to study figures. 
They look for the danger spots and the danger hours, 
and give particular attention to such spbts and hours.

You should drive always like a person on a street 
marked “ Temporarily Dangerous.”  M o s t 'o f our streets 
and roads will some day tie two-thirds safer than they 
are now. In the meantime, proceed with caution, as sta­
tistics on automobile accidents show many deaths and 
injuries occur when people least expect danger.

Sulphur Gas Is 
Found in Zurick 

Test In Mexico
A strong flow of sulphur gas 

was encountered Monday night in 
the Zurick test well 30 miles south­
west of Clayton The gas-bearing 
formation was from 1200 to 1225 
feet from the surface.

Reports from the well say the 
formations are conforming closely 
to those In the Texas oil flieds.

It was found necessary 'to rase 
out this' sulphur gas and efforts 
were made to loosen the 12(4 -inch 
casing, which had been set at the 
1.010-foot level. However, it was 
frozen tight and efforts to dis­
lodge it were abondoned.
■  Several truck loads of 10-inch

casing have arrived at the well 
and preparations are being made 
to begin running this 10-inch cas­
ing today.

This weU is being drilled by the 
Olson Drilling company and the 
Superior Oil and Gas Company on 
acreage blocked by the Quaker 
State Oil company. The company 
has its home office In Pampa and 
is principally owned by Pampa cit­
izens—Union Qpunty Leader, Clay­
ton, New Mexio.

WASHINGTON, June lb— “Should 

I run In the streets and cry my 
bitterness? That will not help me, 
for when I open my mouth, before 
even the people have heard me, 
there will be hands put over my 
mouth to silence me."

This despairing lament, made by 
an elderly Italian, may be regarded 
as a description of what the life of 
the people in Italy has become un­
der Fascism. Whether the urgent 
complaint concerns political coercion, 
forced labor at starvation wages, 
or military conscription, it may not 
be uttered save under pain of im­
prisonment or. perhaps, death.

The words spoken above were 
spoken by an old man In Milan, 
on the fourteenth anniversary of 
the Fascist seizure of power. After 
having had work, steady work, since 
before the coming of Fascism, he 
was discharged without warning 
and told that never again could 
he have a Job. It appears that his 
son who had been drafted for the 
war to Civilise Ethiopia had deserted. 
He made good his escape over the 
border of Yugoslavia and was be­
yond the punishing Fascist arm. But 
Ills old father remained in Italy and 
was punished But, should he com­
plain, or attempt to complain, he 
would be brutally hushed by the 
Fascist police and, in some manner, 
done away with.

John L. Spivak. declared by Bur­
ton Rascoe, the critic, to be the 
best reporter in the United States, 
recently returned from a tour of 
European countries and has pre­
sented his pxperiences and findings 
in a book. Europe Under the Ter­
ror, which presents a picture of 
medievalism of which Americans 
have little ocnception, in spite of 
what already has leaked through 
the iron lid of censorship. My- 
Splvak has made it clear that the 
regular correspondents in Italy and 
other suppressed countries, send to 
their American. English, and other 
foreign nswspapers only the side of 
the picture which the official regime 
wants sent. This is the side of the 
picture seen by Mr. Spivak. These 
correspondents know a good deal but 
they are aware that should they 
communicate their knowledge they 
would be pitched out of Italy—if 
they were lucky enough to escape a 
more drastic treatment. In order 
to remain, they must conform and 
send the type of news which Is re­
quired of them.

La Madame Smiles.
The foreigner may be escorted 

over the border, but the Italian has 
no such avenue of escape. Should 
he desire to do so, it is not per­
mitted. He is dealt with summarily 
at home. Should one criticize any 
least action of the fascist regime, he 
is in hideous danger. Members of 
families have schooled themselves 
not to express their opinions or re­
peat what they have seen even 
among themselves. What are called 
the bats are always about, and when 
the slightest criticism reaches offi­
cial ears. La Madama. as they say, 
smiles.

Bats, as most people know, pene­
trate Into the darkest corners and 
also move on absolutely silent wings. 
One dare not talk to himself even 
though he believes he is in solitude. 
The reference to La Madama is 
appallingly historical. There was 
once a Lucrgpia Borgia, daughter of 
that great princely house which gave 
princes, dukes, cardinals, and popes 
to the Roman and other worlds. 
When La Madama Borgia so much 
as disliked the cut of one’s hair she 
had a way of inviting one to share 
a glass of wine. Refusal was im­
possible and, as one drank, La 
Madama smiled—for the wine was 
poisoned!

The censored press has deluged 
the Italian people with such an in­
cessant stream of propaganda and 
so completely kept out all outside, 
uncolored news, that Italians actu­
ally are unaware of what is going 
on in the world.' They have been 
told, until most of them believe it, 
that England is attempting to make 
a colony out of Italy on top of at­
tempting to> prevent Itol.. from 
bringing the'benefits of fascism to 
the benighted savages of Ethiopia.

There have been other reports on 
the black terror that hovers over 
Italy and there is far more to say 
than can be compressed into a news­
paper column. What the reports 
show peradventure Of doubt is that, 
under an original cloak of bettering 
the condition of the working classes, 
Mussolini has created a terrorist 
group, the fascists, which has made 
the rich richer and stamped the 
poor into an animal subjugation, 
destroyed all semblance of liberty, 
and resurrected the worst features 
of the Spanish Inquisition. Mr. 
Spivak shows what has happened 
there—Slncllar Lewis says, ‘It can’t 
happen here!"

BASS BREAKS 
HUNGER STRIKE 
AT CENTENNIAL

Catfish and Perch 
Also Attract 

Spectators

DALLAS. June 15 OP)—A near­

record size bass whose overshot 
underjaw and glaring, yellow eyes 
bespeak in almost inestimable trucu­
lence, had broken a two-week hun­
ger strike in the aquarium at the 
Texas Centennial today and was 
angrily striking at streamers of raw 
beef after an̂  appetizer of seven 
crawdads.

Sad to say for the longing angler, 
the full measure of this fish's vici­
ousness may never be taken by 
cane pole or fly rod. for he is safe 
from minnow-hidden hooks and ar­
tificial lures behind an lnqh of 
plate glass. It  is reasonable to 
speculate that this will always be 
true, for Grand-daddy Large Mouth 
was born and bred In a government 
hatchery and probably will fill out 
his allotted span of years behind a 
show to tantalize active fishermen 
who itch to test his mettle.

Proving the nervous temperament 
and capricious nature of tiie large 
mouth black buss, this fellow re­
fused to eat for two weeks after he 
was plopped into the acquarium. 
But yesterday. Pierre A. Fontaine, 
director of the exhibit, dropped seven 
large crawdads into the pool as a 
meal for the assembled bass but the 
big-shot peevishly ate them all. Ir­
ritable as a thunderstorm, he drove 
the other fish into a comer and put 
on a fine show for the public.

This bass weighs seven pounds. 
Two others in the tank weigh a little 
over six. The books say the largest 
ever taken in Texas hit something 
over ten. and in Florida waters they 
frequently attain a weight of 14 to 
18 pounds.

Another aquarium attarction, epes- 
cially for the colored contingents is 
a 25-pound Lake Wichita Falls mud- 
cat which generally lies stodgiiy on 
the gravel bottom of his tank, view­
ing spectators without alarm thru 
his pig-like eyes. He moves only at 
feeding time, when he displays up- 
expected agility in getting there 
first. His competition is a vicious, 
sword billed alligator gar. bane of 
Texas game fishermen.

Texas' only native tropical fish, 
the dainty and whimsical Rio 
Grande perch, is another headliner 
at the aquarium. These fish are 
peculiar to the waters near the Rio

Grande, are beautifully and deli­
cately pastel-tinted, fight like de­
mons when hooked, and taste better 
than mountain trout when cooked. 
Two pairs on exhibition, taken from 
the Ouadalupe near its confluence 
with the San Marcos, are anticipa- 
ing families which will shade the 
best efforts of anyone in Callander, 
Out.. Mr. Fontaine announced. There 
are several thousand eggs in each of 
two nests, and the multi-blessed 
events are expected momentarily.

MUSSOLINI SAYS TIME 
WILL WORK IN 

HIS FAVOR
BY ANDRUE BERDING,

Associated Press Foreign Staff.
ROME. June 15 OP)—Italy expects 

time to work In her favor In pros­
pective sanctions discussions, high 
fascist sources said today.

Premier Mussolini's nation, which 
Thursday begins its eighth month 
under 'the war penalties, was de­
clared by economists to be as strong 
now as before the League of Na­
tions condemned her aggression in 
East Africa.

Political circles expressed belief 
the sanctionlst ranks would gradually 
crumble, regardless of what action 
the league council and assembly de­
cide upon at Geneva late this month.

Time will bring not only a factual 
acceptance of the new empire, they 
declared, but also a break In the 
sanctionlst walls until Italian com­
merce resumes its normal activities.

Diplomatic and economic fascist 
sources listed seven developments 
which the application of war penal­
ties has brought to Rome. They 
were:

1. Loss of some foreign markets 
which may or may not be regained 
later.

2. Tremendous effort to develop 
Italian raw materials and discover 
synthetic substitutes for commod­
ities cut o ff by sanctions.

3. Transformation of the nature 
of her imports, eliminating luxuries 
almost entirely from the list and 
concentrating on necessary and 
available raw material.

4. A startling decline in both ex­
ports and Imports accompanied by a 
corresponding increase in the na­
tional trade deficit.

5. An appreciable drop in “ invis­
ible” exports such a tourist expend­
itures, steamship revenue and freight 
charges. This decrease was declared 
partly compensated by gifts from 
Italians living abroad.

6. Crippling or crushing of some 
small Industries not engaged In man­
ufacturing materials of war and de­
pendent upon foreign trade. Econo­
mists said these losses were counter­
balanced by Increased business in 
other lines.

7. Progress in II Duce’s project 
to make Italy more independent 
preparatory for a possible European 
conflict for which the dictator said 
"the wheels of fate turn fast.”

Arkansas Reaches 
Hundredth Birthday
LITTLE  ROCK. Ark., June 15 IP) 

—Arkansas, once the link between 
the traditional Old South and rough 
and ready west, reached its one 
hundredth year of statehood today.

The Centennial of that June 15 
on which President Andrew Jackson 
signed the act of Congress admitting 
the territory into the Union found 
this state in holiday attire.

In the streets of Little Rock, 
descendants of Arkansas’ "first 
families” led a colorful parade.

In other .clties, groups continued 
a round of pageants, dedications and 
other fetes.

The entire Pacific fleet was 
combed to pick 100 former Texas 
residents for the Texas Bluejacket 
company stationed at the Texas 
Centennial exposition. Every man 
and officer among them is a Texan.

TOPEKA, Kas., June 15 UP)—Gov. 
Alf M. Landon turned his thoughts 
today to an eastward attack in a 
campaign for the presidency.

The plan of battle remained In 
an embryo stage, pending councils 
today and tomorrow, but the repub­
lican nominee was reported attract­
ed by the idea of speaking in sev­
eral large eastern cities, to precede 
a probable western tour.

John D. M. Hamilton, manager of 
the Landon campaign, was due here 
today from Chicago, where he re­
plied to a critical statement by James 
A. Parley, the democratic campaign 
general.

Expected tomorrow to round out 
the mode of attack are Col. Frank 
Knox of Chicago, the vice-presiden­
tial nominee, and the sub-committee 
In charge of campaign strategy.

A quiet Sunday, hls first day of 
relaxation since he won the nomina­
tion, left Landon refreshed today 
for the task he set himself—wading 
into a fighting campaign with a 
willingness to go anywhere It might 
take him.

Authoritative sources Indicated to­
day the first speeches would be 
made by Hamilton, then Knox, with 
Landon swinging In for the final 
salvos about August 15, after giving 
largely of hls time to a special ses­
sion of the Kansas legislature in 
July.

Hamilton announced an office 
would be established in Chicago and 
that he expected to be there "about 
60 per cent o f the time." All execu­
tives of the various campaign divi­
sions, he said, will be appointed and 
functioning by July 1.

I f  the eastern tour materializes, 
it was said, Landon would not limit 
it to the Pennsylvania and Ohio 
districts he knew as a boy but would 
Include such centers as New York, 
Boston and Philadelphia.

The governor and Mrs. Landon 
enjoyed a typical Suhday, at church 
and at home. Hls new role was re­
flected, however. In a larger number 
of handshakers and well-wishers, 
and in the pastor's specific mention 
of 'the great honor shared by all 
of us in the selection of the gover­
nor of Kansas to become the re­
publican candidate for President of 
the United States^___________

CHICAGO. June 15. UP)—Indicat­
ing cheaper cattle prices to consum­
ers. live cattle values today were 
scraping the lowest levels since the 
govrttiment stopped Its drought 
relief purchasing more than a year 
ago.
-Cattle broke 25 to 35 cents a 

hundredweight last week, continu­
ing the steady decline in the steer 
price structure which has been un­
der way, almost without Interrup­
tion, since January. Choice and 
prime steer prices were the lowest 
since December, 1934.

Heavy receipts at major mar­
kets and the sluggish consumer 
demand were factors contributing 
to the downward trend. Lower 
steer values tended to aggravate 
the liquidation of beeves because 
some farmers, livestock authorities 
said, showed no desire to feed rela­
tively high priced com to $7 and 
$8 steers.

The general level of wholesale 
beef prices, which were paralleled 
by retail prices, was the lowest of 
the season, market authorities here 
said.

The huge amount of dressed beef 
in storage was relieved partly in 
May but June 1 supplies were the 
highest for the date In six years, 
with the exception of 1935.

The bulk of choice and prime< 
steers sold here between $8 and 
$8 compared with an average week­
ly price one week In May last year 
of $14.54, the peak since 1930. TTie 
average price of beef cattle here 
in May was $7.95, or $3.15 lower 
than last year.

Soft Coal Bill 
Given Approval 

By Senate Body
W a s h in g t o n , June 15. (a v -  

Thfe senate interstate commerce 
committee voted 9 to 5 today to 
approve an amended version of the 
new Guffey-Vinaon bill designed 
to stabilise the vast soft coal In­
dustry by price-fixing.

The measure would reenact the 
price-fixing provision of the origin­
al OufTey Coal Control Act, which 
was invalidated by the supreme 
court, I t  omits labor provisions of 
the original statute.

Chairman Wheeler (D-Mont) said 
the most important change his 
committee made hi the bill was 
revision of the so-called "compli­
ance tax" feature to provide for 
an outright excise tax o f one and 
one-half per cent of all soft coal, 
plus a 13H per cent tax on all 
coal In interstate commerce or di­
rectly affecting interstate com­
merce. Producers who comply with 
the act would be entitled to a 
rebate of the 13H per cent levy.

A* first drawn, the bill provided 
for a flat tax of 16 per cent on 
the sale price of all soft coal at 
the mlfle, with a drawback of 90 
per cent for producers who signed 
the code.

Prior to the senate committee’s 
action leaders said the bill might 
be acted upon by the house today.

Vaccination for
Boys, Girls Urged

AUSTIN. June 15—Parents of 
boy scouts, girl scouts, and other 
young people going to camp* of 
any kind, are urged by Dr. John 
W. Brown state health officer,, to 
have the family physician vaccin­
ate each individual against typhoid 
fever. Some Of the danger points 
for spread of typhoid it was said, 
are creek swimming holes and flow­
ing Springs Even though the water 
at these places may appear clear 
and sparkling, there Is danger that 
it is contaminated

"Typhoid fbver is an unnecessary 
disease.’' Dr. Brown said. "Every 
esse Is due either to community 
negligence or to the carelessness 
or ignorance of some individual 
Eternal vigilance in maintaining 
sanitary surroundings and a pure 
water supply la necessary

"Three ‘shots' o f typhoid vaccine 
—a wesk ap«rt»jw lli put your child 
ih the ‘protected’ class. As it takes 
several weeks for the protective 
treatment to establish itself in the 
body, have it done now.**

copalians of Texas will gather here 
tomorrow In a state-wide pilgrimage 
to the Matagorda Christ church, 
historic ‘‘Mother Church" of their 
communion.

A festive Eucharist celebrated by 
Bishop Clinton S. Quinn of Hous­
ton will be the high point of the 
Centennial observance.

Bishop E. C. Seaman of Amarillo 
and the Rev. Peter G. Sears and the 
Rev. Thomas J. Windham of Hous­
ton will assist In the service, and 
Bishop Harry Tunis Moore of Dal­
las will preach the sermon.

At a barbecue after the service, 
which will start at 10 a. m.. the 
Rev. DuBuse Murphy of Tyler will 
speak on “The History of the Epis­
copal Church In Texas." Roy Miller 
of the Texas Centennial commission 
will discuss "Texas.” and Gene W il­
son. Matagorda county attorney, 
will talk on "Contribution to Texas 
Independence by Matagorda Men.”

Christ church was organised here 
by the Rev. Caleb 8. Ives, who ar­
rived at Matagorda December 13. 
1838. and first celebrated the holy 
communion the next Christmas.

The first church building was pre­
pared in Philadelphia and shipped 
by boat to Matagorda where it was 
assembled by Bishop I-conida* Polk 
February 24. 1844 The building 
was destroyed by the tidal wave and 
hurricane of MM. It  was rebuilt 
in 1860 In 1875 and in 18H hurri­
canes destroyed the church buildings 
but the present structure weathered 
the storm of 1634.

The Rev. Paul Engle, now in 
charge o f the twenty-fourth rector 
of the historic congregation, said 
there were other religious edifices 
in Texas when Mr. Ives came to 
Matagorda, but that, as far as he 
had been able to learn, they were 
either the work of free-lancing mis­
sionaries or of groups sent from 
some country other than the Unlnted 
States.

Crosses made from fragments of 
the first church building wilt be 
given as souvenirs at tomorrow's 
meeting.

SOUTHWESTERN NIOHTS AND
ROMANCE, by William Dyer

Moore. Tardy Publishing com­
pany, Dallas. $1.50.
An unusual book among the 

spring's offering is this of verse and 
classic drams by William Dyer 
Moore, professor of languages in 
Texas State College fjp—WDmon at 
Denton. ^

During the author’s residence1 In 
San Antonio, he became familiar 
with the old Missions and the num­
erous legends concerning them and 
on this foundation he built the 
poem. "An Earthy 'Setting for Para­
dise.” It was first printed in the 
"Texas Review.”

Three short poems. “A Louisiana 
Pine," "Weaving Time." and "South­
western Night" precede the legend­
ary one. The last two of these, one 
painting a lovely picture of the 
Texas landscape in the spring and 
the other the poet's reaction to a 
beautiful night, may be found In 
‘Texas Legacy.” an Anthology of 
Texas Poetry.

'The main portion of the book is 
devoted to the dramfr, “A Knight of 
New France." This Is a historical 
play in five acts, requiring a full 
evening for production. It  is based 
on factual occurences and charac­
ters, dating in the early 18th cen­
tury when Louis X IV  was King of 
France and claimed all the territory 
between the Red river and the Rio 
Grande. This interesting section of 
history in 1712 shows the conflict­
ing forces which were trying to 
gain supremacy over what we know 
as the state of Texas. We find men 
with the lust for gold, youth seeking 
adventure, political intrigue, and ro­
mance all in pleasing dialogue. The 
literary style is the accepted form of 
two centeuries ago and carries the 
reader back to the days of knights 
and courtiers.

The book opens readily, being 
durably bound In blue cloth with 
silver trim and lettering.'

PARIS, June 15 (JP) — Vengeful 
terrorism by followers of Captain 
Ernst Roehm was reported sweeping 
Nazi Germany today.

The Berlin correspondent of the 
newspaper Paris Soir said a cam­
paign of murder and threats against 
high officials was being conducted 
by brownshirt adherents o f Captain 
Roehm. slain in the Nazi "blood 
purge” of June, 1934.

The dispatch reported formation 
of a “Roehm racher (revenge 
Roehm)” organization which has 
sent warnings to even Riechsfuehrer 
Adolf Hitler.

The bodies of members of the 88 
(schutzstaffel) and 8 A ( s t o r m  
troops) have been found in isolated 
spots with the avenging ”RR" ini­
tials on their chests.

(Nazi officials derided the report, 
declaring any threat against the 
chancellor was “nonsense.”

(A spokesman for the propaganda 
ministry denied tite existence of the 
“Roehm organization" and added 
“ there never will be any.”

(The source of the correspondent’s 
dispatch, the spokesman said, was “a 
book called “ I Can No Longer Keep 
Still’ published in Switzerland by a 
German immigrant.”  >

Twenty thousand of Roehm’s fol­
lowers swore to avenge their teadet s 
death when he was shot in the 
"purge", the correspondent asserted, 
and this pledge is being carried to 
culmination by the “RR."

CHICAGO, June 15. (/P)—Fears 
that another season of serious 
spring wheat losses due to drought 
would keep the United States on 
a grain importing basis prompted a 
wave o f buying in domestic markets 
today, whirling wheat futures up 
more than 3 cents a bushel here 
and to the full 5 cent limit in Min­
neapolis.

The bullish marketwise effect of 
the increasing seriousness of the 
situation was emphasized when at 
Minneapolis, the principal spring 
wheat market, prices topped $1 a 
bushel, the highest in several 
months. Minneapolis July wheat at 
one time sold to $L02, the maximum 
permitted for one trading session.

Chicago prices closed strong. 2% 
to 3% cents above Saturday’s finish, 
or near the day’s top levels. July 
contracts, representing winter 
wheat now being hat vested in the 
southwest, gained more than 2 
cents, closing at 87%-%.

—approximately 2% feet.

King said there was no damage in 
Fort Myers, although the highway 
south of the city was covered by 
water.

Fred A. Flanders, government 
weather observer at Moore Haven, 
reported rainfall in the 48-hour pe­
riod prior to 8 a, m . today was 9.33 
inches, the heaviest since the 1926 
hurricane.

Several small bridges were out in 
the section near Moore- Haven, which 
is on Lake Okeechobee.

The center of the slight tropical 
distrubance was very near Miami at 
8:30 a. m , when the barometer read 
29.59 and the wind velocity was 38 
miles per hour from the northeast, 
the weather bureau at Jacksonville 
reported.

The Jacksonville bureau said the 
disturbance appeared to be moving 
slowly in an east southeast direction, 
and its probable further movement 
would be to the east or northeast.
