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Clemente
Hitting .211

NEW YORK ' (UPI)—People
don't believe it when they hear
Roberto Clemente’s - batting
average.

It's 211 and if you know
anything about Roberto Cle-
mente that's pretty unbelieva-
ble.

Here's ‘a man playing the
outfield for Pittsburgh the last
14 years and generally regarded
the finest all-around performer
in baseball today. Those who
regard him that way are his
fellow ballplayers and usually
they're the toughest jury in the
world.

Roberto ' Clemente  doesn’t
know it now but he's going on a
trip when he’s finished playing
baseball. He's going to Cooper-
stown, N.Y.,, because he's a
cinch for Baseball’'s Hall of
Fame.

Consider only a few of his
credentials. His lifetime batting
average of .314 is topped only
by Hank Aaron’s .316 among

1,000 games in both leagues. His
“poorest” average in the past
eight years was .312 and he led
the National League with .357
last season

Four-Time Leader

That wasn't unusual at all,
though, because he also led the
league in 1965 with a .329 figure,
in 1964 with-.339 and in 1961
with .351.

So people blink and don't
believe their eyes when they
pick up the paper and see that
.211 average.

Roberto Clemente believes it,
though.

“You can't hit all your life.”
he said, putting on a freshly

polished pair of spiked shoes
before Tuesday's game with the
Mets at Shea Stadium.

“K has to end sometime and
you have to realize that If
everything was good in life and
|you could hit .350 whenever you
wanted, there would be nothing
to worry about. But when vyou
are down like this you have to
fight more.”

Clemente says he isn't
worried unduly about his sub-
par average because he knows
the reason for it. The reason is
a sore right shoulder, He
injured the shoulder last Fe-
bruary at his home in Puerto
Riéo when an iron support he

was leaning against suddenly
gave wa)
The 33-year-old . outfielder

didn’t look anything ilke him
self in spring traing. He went
hitless in 29 straight trips at
one point and batted 214 for the
entire spring and if you know
Roberto Clemente you know he
