But the 
season ends in September.

Since July 1 when the Yanks’ 
slump was supposed to have started 
they have played .500 ball—win­
ning six and losing six—which is 
close to good enough for any out­
fit sporting as big a lead with the 
season well into its second half.

Since the first of the month 
they’ve been averaging ten hits per 
game—enough to win ball games In 
most leagues.

TH E  AG RICU LTU RAL RESEARCH PROGRAM
There now are some tens of thousands of farmers in 

the United States who, having graduated from State agri­
cultural colleges, know the importance of scientific re­
search into problems affecting the husbandman, but they 
remain definitely in the minority. To the average American 
farmer, milking his cows, ploughing his fields, reaping his 
harvests, the research laboratory, the scientific study rep­
resents a remote and little comprehended world. Yet, in 
his last annual report, Secretary of Agriculture Wallace, 
himself a farmer, declared: “ Research is the primary 
thing, the keystone of the entire structure of the Depart­
ment’s functions and services.”

The Department has just begun its new fiscal year and 
has before it a broad program of research designed to 
better the condition of farmers.

Through Congressional action, the department is in an 
advantageous position to pursue research investigations.

Marketing problems constitute one fieltj of investiga­
tion, indeed one of the most important fields. If the farmer 
cannot dispose of his crops, he has no business. While there 
has been much development in cooperative marketing it is 
felt that much remains to be learned. Reduction of market­
ing costs not only benefits the farmer but also the producer 
as, with proper legislation controlling middlemen, such 
reduction brings more to the producer and yet delivers 
food to the consumer at a lower price.

The research program extends into the home. Not even 
what is called the bom housewife, who knows how to use 
a pinch of salt and how to cook until done, knows every­
thing. Science can help here.

So the program moves on to include the dairy industry, 
the building of roads and bridges, questions o f farm ten­
ancy, share-cropping, periods of seasonal employment, and 
everything else which touches the lives and interests of 
tbe millions of men and women who still draw their -livi 
from the soil and upon whom the city dwellers are depen­
dent for their sustenance. It is a vital matter.

More members and a steadily in­
creasing volume of business were re­
ported for the Canadian Valley Pro­
duction Credit Association, accord­
ing to Mr. C. L. Thomas, a director 
of the association, who returned 
Tuesday from a meeting of the di­
rectors of a grsup of Panhandle- 
Plains production credit associa­
tions held at Amarillo, July 13 and 
14. Mr. Thomas declared that di­
rectors from all over this territory 
report that their associations are 
making very satisfactory progress. 
Farmers and stockmen are getting 
a better understanding of this new 
system of credit and are coming to 
like the idea of budgeting their 
loans.

Mr. Thomas pointed out that the 
borrowers find that this method 
enables them to get along on less 
money and that getting the money 
as it actually Is needed reduces the 
cost of the loan. He said that bor­
rowers are beginning to realize Just 
how low the cost of a production 
credit association loan really Is.

It was reported at the meeting 
that the Canadian Valley Produc­
tion Credit Association had in­
creased its volume of business from 
$70,000 at the end of June, 1935 to 
$165,000 at the end of June, 1936. 
It also was brought out, that the 
association had net earnings o f $5.- 
227.00 for the year 1935, which in­
cluded accruals as of Dec. 1, 1935 
and that the net earnings during 
the first half of 1936 were $2,026.00,

Emphasis was placed on the fact 
that the association is attempting 
to build up adequate reserves to 
take care of any losses which may 
occur in hard times. Mr. Thomas 
declared that the facts'brought out 
at the meeting convinced him that 
stock purchased by members of the 
association is being protected ade­
quately and that in the long run it 
will prove to be an excellent invest­
ment.

He said that farmers and stock- 
men in this territory are making 
more and more inquiries about the 
association and that many of the 
most prominent men of this coun­
ty are becoming members.

ACTRESS REFUSES TO 
SIGN ASSAULT 

COMPLAINT
BEVERLY HILLS, Calif., July 16 

UP)—Even a doctor couldn’t keep 
Polly Moran in bed today as the 
plump star of film comedy set out 
to divorce the real estate broker who 
didn’t like being “Mr. Polly Moran."

The broker’s most important en­
gagement, however, is 13 days hence. 
Under his real name of Martin Ma­
lone he must appear in justice court 
July 29 for preliminary hearing on 
charges he assaulted his actress 
wife with a deadly weapon when 
the dawn came up on Beverly Hills 
yesterday.

Polly, a veteran of 23 years of 
movie making, said she would con­
sult her attorney on the question of 
marital freedom from the 32-year- 
old Malone and take the required 
legal steps after the criminal case 
is settled.

“There’s absolutely no chance for 
a reconciliation,” she declared. “ I 
feel sorry for Mr. Malone, but I ’m 
through.”

At the advice of her physician. Dr. 
Frank Nolan, the actress refused to 
sign the assault complaint against 
Malone and a deputy sheriff had 
to supply the signature.

As Polly told the story, with ges­
tures for the news photographers, 
highly dramatic incidents preceded 

the screams of “Don’t kill me!”

which aroused the neighborhood 
about the Malone-Moran mansion 
and brought a siren-screaming car 
of officers to the door early yester­
day.
