GATESVILLE. Tex. (U P D - 
An instructor at a school for 
wayward boys said today the 
computer age has given the 
school a new way to make its 
young men ready for a brighter 
future.

Training in the use of com­
puters Is the key, Bennett 
Kennedy of the Mountain Viaw 
School for Boys said.

“Ours is the only program In 
the nation to use computers for 
rahabttltating dclin<{uent young­
sters,”  Kennedy, data proceu- 
ing Instructor, said.

The correctional s^o<d dffers 
three courses developed by Tex­
as A&M University and design­
ed to teidli boys 15-18 years old 
the operation of computers. 
When they graduate, the boys 
ere ready for a well-paying job 
with data processing.

“ We teach the boys a market­
able skill they can sell to an 
employer,”  Kennedy said.

129 Boys Finish
He said almost 120 boys have 

gone through the program and 
many are now going to college. 
“ ’They come to Gatesvihe with 
a history of aggression a n 
alienation.” he said.

Kennedy said a boy from Dal 
las was extremely intelligent 
but bad lacked parental super 
vision. He was aggressive. He 
was sent to Gatesville because 
he had stolen cars.

“ The boy was here for 21 
months and completed all the 
computer courses. He is now liv­
ing back in Dallas with his par­
ents, going to college, and work­
ing with data processing,” Ken­
nedy said.

He said a Houston boy came 
to the Mountain View school for 
assault with a deadly weapon. 
The boy is now taking collegt 
engineering courses and work­
ing as a law clerk on tha side, 
Kennedy said.

“ Not one of our students has 
been sent back because he got, 
into trouble agaui,” he said.

Use Advaaced Computer
The iM-ogram. which uses ad­

vanced IBM computers, started 
two years ago. Kennedy said 
the idea came from Dr. James 
A. Turman, executive director 
of the T*xas Youth Council, 
which operates the Gatesville 
school.

“ Dr. Turman is very progress 
sive,” Kennedy said He dis- 
cus.sed the idea with Texas 
AAM and a computer program 
was worked out. AAM chose 
Kennedy to be the data process­
ing Instructor.

Our equipment Is equivalent 
to almost any Junior college in 
the state, better than any high 
school in Texas,”  he said.

He said two of IBM's most 
advanced computers are on 
their way and should arrive In 
mld-.Auguit. The computers art 
the “ hottest thing on the mar­
ket. and should provide the 
boys a greater chance of suc­
cess." he said.

Offers Three Courses
The school offers/‘ three 

courses which take a Httle over 
five, mothes for each course, 
Kennedy said applicants for the 
program are tested to see if

they are suited for the work.
“ Capability and grade level 

are important.”  he said.
“ The greatest problem we 

face is when a boy leaves school 
before he has completed 
a high school education or 
reached 18 years of age. He 
has a much harder ohan^ of 
getting hired.”  Kennedy said.

I\’hen the boys complete the 
full three courses, they receive 
a computer science gra<luatlon 
certificate from Texas AAM.

Kennedy said few boys enter­
ing the program have ever aeen 
a payroll check. “ But by the 
end of the course, a boy could 
develop a company payroll pro­
gram and process it on a com­
puter,” be said.

An estimated 8224 million in 
such revenues will be unspent 
as of June 30. the end of the 
1968 fl.scal year. T ie depart­
ment has exhausted the 8izi5.7 
million appropriation fur the 
school lunch program this year 
and has asked for a 8231 million 
appropriation for fiKai 1969.
