We studied the maps prepared 

by the District which IndicS’' 
ted there was about 150 feet 
of saturated formation beneath 
his land. By mathematical com* 
putation it is indicated that 
he has 215 acre feet of water 
in stm-age beneath each acre of 
his 320 acres of land. Further 
calculation indicatis he has

about 7,200 acre feet of water the water iupply under h i s
storage under his' half section 
of land.

He presently Irrigates 200 
acres of his 320 acres of 
land and is currently using about 
one acre feet of water for 
each acre irrigated. His average 
current use for the 320 acre 
farm is about 200̂  acre feet of 
water per year, (200 acres x 1 
acre foot per acre equals 200 
acre feet).

He divides the 200 acre feet 
into the estimated 1,880 acre 
feet of water in storafe~tinder 
his farm and finds that at 
the current rate of water use

U V E I T U P

farm would be exhausted in 
about 14 years.

It Is highly improbable, due 
to the hydrological characteris­
tics of the reservoir and the 
limits set by economic fac­
tors involved, that the water 
supply could be exhausted at 
the rate shown in the example. 
Natural recharge to the reser­
voir would extend the life of 
the water supply to some degree.

We hope that by using the 
example, however, that the wa­
ter user will be better able 
to understand the need for-^ater 
conservation. The most prac- 

itical method for meeting the 
water depletion problem is 

1 by improving water use in every 
home, in every city, in in- 

jdustry and on the farm: “Waste

Clark and Jotiison both want 
liquor - by - the - Jigger legisla­
tion instead of liquor in two- 
ounce mini-bottles as provid­
ed in the governor’s bill. But 
they said they would go along 
with the little bottles if they 
could secure certain other chan­
ges in the law.

They want at least three pro­
visions added;

1. An amendment to outlaw 
the practice of legislators re­
presenting clients in cases be­
fore the Texas Liquor Control 
Board.

2. A provision doubling the 
license fees for persons selling 
liquor and beer.

3. A provision requiring com­
plete fioencial duclosure by 
holders of beer and liquor 
licenses. This is aimed et stop­
ping the practice of juke box 
operators making loans to tav­
ern owners at high interest 
rates.

ANSWER: It would soam that 
employore boldiiig back part of 
the pay of an amploya in <xder 
to givo him a poison when he 
retires is a  form of paternalism.

Ohio is successful, you may find 
yourself faced with a maximum 
of a $100 fine or SO days in Jail if 
you refuse to answer more than 
100 nosy questions planned for 
the 1970 census.

It's true that the Idols of tha 
West German and the French 
youth, and the American rebels 
too. are such Communist lea­
ders as Mao, Che Guevera, 
and Ho Chi Mioh. But they 
are not revered as Communists; 
no one. after all, likes very 
much, let alone, worships, 
such current Communist leaders 
as Brettmev, Goroulka, or 
Gus Hall; the reason is that 
the above leaden are admired 
not as Communists, but as suc­
cessful revolutionaries. In this 
modern, complex, and mill- 
tarized world.
