He declared, however, that sanc-
tions had failed and that “only
military action could succeed” in
| changing the present situation,

“In present world conditions this
i could not be considered as a possi-
bility,” the British forﬂm lecre-
tary added.

He recommended the contlmnnoe
after the assembly has taken ae-
tion to suppress sanctions, of mu-
tual assistance pacts in the Med-

| iterranean sea.

Eden spoke while Geneva heard
warnings of wholesale resignations
of smaller powers from the league,
and after the assembly had listened
to biting criticism of great powers
from the South African delegate
because of their recession from
sanctions.

Eden pledged to Premier Leon
Blum of Prance the full coopera-
tion of Great Britain “in rebuilding
an authoritary league.”

The league, he said, should not be
abandoned because it had failed
once.

Methods by which international
law is to be enforced should be
amended, he declared, so they will
correspond to the action which na-
tions are willing to take.

The time to tackle the question
of league reform, Eden asserted is
at the September session of the as-
sembly.

Decision of the Pampa city commission to do some-
* thing about the community’s water dilemma is good news
to water consumers.

One feels certain that the commissioners mean bus-
iness when they agree that action should be immediate

. and speedy to forestall recurrence of the water shortage
that has visited the city within the past ten days.

A-survey has been ordered to determine cost and make
arrangements for erection of additional water storage so

3 Included in the survey authorized by the commission
are instructions to the city manager to proceed with tests
and to take options on water grounds with a view to
adding a fourth well to the waterworks system.

Pampa is growing. Water consumption is increasing
many-fold. Although it has only the same equipment there
are 600 more consumers today than three years ago.

In peak weather 60,000,000 gallons more are pumped
b through the summer now than were pumped three and
. four years ago. There is.plenty of water. The level in the
. wells never has fallen. The city’s problem in the present
~ erisis has not been one of finding enough water. Rather

it has been a problem of equipment with which to pump
the water and of storage capacity to build a reserve sup-
ply sufficient to take care of peak consumption.

It is a situation that must be faced squarely.

The commissioners appear now to be on the right track
in acting quickly to stave off another shortage, and to find
a means to defeat any emergency situation which may
arise in the immediate future.

Tackling this water problem from a common sense
angle with a view to solution in a speedy, economical man-
ner is, as the commissioners have recognized, of vital im-
port to Pampa and to Pampa citizens.

Then,
of course, the disease itself, as well
as the joint involvement, needs to
be treated.

Seventy per cent of arthritis is of
the two major types—rheumatoid
arthritis and osteoarthritis.

A. The census is decennial, the
last one having been taken in 1830,
The Bureau of the Census makes
estimates between the census years
and as of July 1, 1935, estimated
the population to be 127,521,000. No
estimate has thus far been made
officially for 1936. The rate of
population growth has slowed down
and it is not expected the 1933
estimate will exceed 128,500,000. It
may not exceed 128,000,000 as the
increase between 1934 and 1935
was only 895,000.

A. Clifford Berryman, cartoonist
of the Washington Evening Star, is
probably the only cartoonist who
has cartoooned every member of
any one Congress.

A. The younger brother, Solon, is
also an artist, particularly devoted
to the delineation of aboriginal
American types.

Q. How many miles long is the
Jordon river between the Sea of
Galllee and the Dead sea? I. H. H.

A. The Jordon river meanders to
such an extent that in direct dis-
tance of 65 miles it travels at least
200 miles.

Q. Where in Maryland was Steph-
en Decatur born? L. K.

A. The famous naval officer was
born at Sinnepuxtent, Md.

Q. What is the history of the Old
Plank road between Petersburg and
Courtland, Va.? C. S.

A. This road is shown on Revolu-
tionary maps but was not then a
plank road. It is not certain when
it was improved, but the popularity
of plank road construction began in
the eighteen twenties. This much
is certain: during the Civil war
the road was known as the Jerusa-
lem Plank road running from Peters-
burg to Jerusalem, Va. Jerusalem
was later renamed Courtland and is
so marked on modern maps. It was
customary to charge a toll on these
plank roads, the fees being used
to retire and pay interest on the
privately subscribed road bonds, The
Jerusalem Plank road was the scene
of a number of engagements during
the siege of Petersburg, 1864-65.

Q. What was the law in England
known as benefit of clergy? A. K.

A. By ordinance in 1087 in Eng-
land, any man sentenced to death
could have his life if he could prove
that he was a clerk, or a man of
learning. This might be done by
reading a certain verse of scrip-
ture proposed to him.

It was officially withdrawn in the
18th century.

A. He was born in the Buckalew
mountains, five miles from Lafay-
ette in Chambers county, Ala. His
father was Munn Barrow, a cotton
picker. Louis dropped the family
name after his fight with John Mil-
ler in which he was defeated.

A. The record kill of buffaloes
by Buffalo Bill for the Kansas Pa-
cific R. R. was made during the 1867~
1867 season, when he killed 4,280
buffaloes.

NEW YORK-—Until the WPA
came along, most New Yorkers had
not heard of the Lafayette theater,
although they had heard of Har-
lem, to be sure.

But any night of late one might
think all New York had come to
crowd iitself-—7,000,000 strong—into
the Lafayette theater,

Was it hot swing music or hot
swing dances that lured them?

Was it dusky belles in a rhythmi-
cal review?

Not at all.

It was a play.

By William Shakespeare,

A little thing he tossed off, called
“Macbeth.” . , .

With a colored cast.

If yod haven't see the Lafayette
“Macbeth” you don’t know your
Shakespeare. It is possible that
after seeing it you still won't know
your Shakespeare.

You remember the witches on
the heath? Under the ministrations
of New York’s colored brethren,
this becomes a jungle voodoo num-
ber, with Hecate as a witch doctor.
And is-it wild, hot and weird!

As for Macbeth, he wears a uni-
form that is a negro’s dream of a
uniform—all color and gashes and
shining boots and glittering pieces
of brass here and there. The whole
cast, in fact, is attired in a variety
of uniforms that range from the na-
tional guard of Liberia to the daz-
zling holiday attire of officers who
are dukes and barons. The whole
stage seethes with color.

An innovation is blunderbuss-pis-
tols (they look like automobile
horns, and probably are) with
which about half a dozen of the
characters are bumped off on the
stage, instead of in the traditional
manner, with sword and dagger.

The banquet at which Banquo’s
ghost appears to trouble Macbeth
becomes a scenes such as might
have been seen in pre-war days at
a Viennese rout, with dazzling at-
tired officers and their ladies danc-
ing. To give this scene an orginal
air, a dusky little maid moves about
with a tray, dispensing highballs.
This panicked the house.

It was remarked by several mem-
bers of the town’s intelligentsia
‘that Shakespeare is so wonderful
that he breaks through with his
great lines, the force and drama
and poetry of his genius, no matter
what treatment he is given on the
stage. Aside from this, on purely
technical grounds, much praise was
lavished—deservedly—on the cos-
tuming, stage direction and lighting
which made this production of
“Macbeth” a treat that lured down-
towners and midtowners the
heart of Harlem.

(It was reported that a London
producer had wired an offer to the
entire cast to bring the production,
lock, stock and barrel, to England.)

But an assistant director begins
work as soon as a script has been
assigned to a director. He reads the
script and makes a “breakdown,”
showing sets needed, locations nec-
essary and the number of type of
people in the cast and how many
days each will work. He confers with
department heads and gets their
individual costs, and from these
he compiles an estimating cost
sheet, and a preliminary shooting
schedule.

In company with the “location
man” and sometimes the director, he
scouts locations for the picture. If
extras of a particular type are to
be used, the assistant selects them
from applicatnts sent by Central
Casting and notifies “Wardrobe” of
the costumes they are to wear.

On the set the assistant is in
charge of the background or extra
people. He rehearses them and
watches them during shooting so
that the director is free to concen-
trate on the principals,

When director is ready to
sheoot, the assistant gives orders to
lock the stage doors, sound the
warning buzzers and turn on the
red lights to notify outsiders that
the doors must not be opened.

He must learn to “take it” with a
smile when all his carefully planned
schedules are smashed by unex-
pected events. We were all set to
bepin shooting “M’liss” on a Mon-
day.

Pests Being Poisoned
By Farmers at
Mel an
The gras \lmm)ll which
has been causing damage in the
middle western states has not yet
seriously menaced crops in this sec-
tion, Ralph Thomas, county agent,
said today. The pests are here in

Small numbers,

Farmers in the McLean territory
have been bothered more than
those on the plains. A poison bran
mash is being used in that section,
according to Mr. Thomas, who said
it is proving successful,

Should the pests start bothering
farmers in this section, Mr. Thomas
sald the following formula can be
spread effectively: Coarse bran
mash, pounds; paris green or
white arsenic (not arsenate of lead),
1 pound; high grade amyl acetate,
1 ounce; cane or sorghum molasses,
| 2 quarts.

The poiscn should be mixed with
the bran and the amyl acetate and
molasses diluted with two gallons of
water. The liquid mixture ‘should
then be poured over the poison
bran, Additional water should be
added to make the bran moist
enough to fall apart.

Best method cfuse is to place the
poison mash around the edges of
the field in the early morning hours.

This formula will cover approxi-
mately five acres, it is estimated.

OIL ALLOWABLE SET

Court Holds the

State Liable for
Highway Damage

AUSTIN, July 1. (#)—The third
court of civil appeals tcday held
the state was liable for overflow
damages to property by reason of
construction of highways. It was
considered the first holding on the
piint by an appellate court.

Curtis Hill, assistant attorney
generak said the ruling would affect
a large number of suits which the
legislature had authorized against
the state involving the same point.
Because of the importance, he said,
the attorney general's department
would prosecute an appeal to the
Supreme Court

The decision was in the case of
W. S. Hale and wife who cbtained
judgment. of $562,544.54 in a Travis
county district court for damages
of their 1400-acre Keechi creek
bottom farm in Leon county. They
contended construction of a tempo-
rary dump for a detour road by the
highway department while building
Highway 43 caused damaging de-
posits cf silt from overflow flood
waters

Affirming the lower court, the
appeals court reformed the judg-
ment to sustain damages of $37,800
but altered the provision for in-
terest. The lower court awarded
$14,744.52, calculated at six per cent
interest compounded from Sept. 1,
1927, to June 11, 1934. The high
court held six per cent interest
shculd accrue lllllll puymem

TALY'S GLAIM

ETHIOPIAN CONQUEST

WILL BE IGNORED
BLUM HINTS

GENEVA, July 1,—Premier Leon
Blum of France indicated to the
League of Nations assembly today
that France will not recognize
Laly’'s annexation of Ethiopia.

The socialist government head de-
clared France would not give ab-
solution constitution encouragement
of actions contrary to the right.

He warned that only through
general disarmament could the spec-
tre of war be dissipated.

Galileo Sgplis of Panama told the
assembly many American members
were dissatisfied with the organiza-
tion.

Solis suggested the outcome of the
league’s efforts to enforce principles
based on “excessive optimism” might
be the summoning of a world con-
ference “from which a new league
of nations adopted to practical real-
ities might arise.”

The politically-powerful South
American republic, Columbia, an-
nounced its policy was that of non-
recognition of the acquisition of
territory by force.

France, said Blum, was dedicated
to the search for peace and, con-
sequently, had not resorted to arms
when Germany put troops into the
Rhineland.

Blum ictured the world as full
of menace. He said: “The shadows
grow heavy. The mystery surround-
ing the armaments of certain states
adds to the general dread.”

He said he had faith, however,
in the future, declaring he believed
the recent Italian note to the league
and Germany's expected reply to the
questions of Locarno treaty signa-
tories would serve as a basis for
the reconstruction of Europe

The premier said he was convinc-
ed the tremendous weight of arma-
ments would increase risks in work-
ing out collective security and that,
therefore, the only satisfactory solu-
tion lay in removing the possibility
of war by a general disarmament.
A veiled threat of wholesale re-
signations from the league was secn
in a resolution adopted at a meet-
ing of the foreign ministers of
Denmark, Finland, Norway, Sweden,
the Netherlands, Spain, and Switzer-
land.

The ministers issued a warning
they would not participate in sanc-
tions in any future conflict unless
the entire covenant were fully en-
forced.

Premier Paul Van Zeeland of
Belgium, assembly president, can-
tioned spectators there must be no
reptition of yesterday’s “disgraceful
attempt to hoot down” speakers.
Many delegates threatened to de-
sert Geéneva as a result of demonstr-
ations yesterday against Emperor
Haile Selassie for which eight Ital-
ian newspapermen were charged with
“creating a scandal.”
