^All Across New Mexico Area

O. C. Kelly, chairman of the 
tmivereity’t  geology department,

Mexico was when pranksters 
burned old rubber tires in the 
cone of three extinct lava Hows 
on Albuquerque’s west mesa 

He said Qte last time the 
**real thing” occurred in New 
Mexico was about 10,000 to 25,* 
000 years ago at Valley of the 
Fires State Park or the Mal- 
paris near Carlzozo in the 
southern part of the state.

The chances of a new vol­
cano cropping up in New Mexi 
CO within the next 100 years are 
pretty slight," Kelly said. "The 
potential is here in New Mexi 
CO for volcanic activity but I 
don't think that It’s anything to 
worry about."

Potency Gone
All of New Mexico, although 

once an active volcano center, 
has apparently lost its Immedi­
ate potency for creating a vol­
cano.

Kelly, on his trips around the 
state, said he found 000 to 700 
volcanic ‘plugs” or lava flows. 
But he said all of these are 
probably harmless and only 
something to look at.

"New Mexico has been re­
formed a lot of times,” he said.

The most obvious flows are 
ones Just east of Grants and 

one at Carisoso.
Kelly said the flow looked 

almost as recant as flows In 
Hawaii because the * ‘rsslst

weather and oxidation”. He also 
said that the lava whieh flowed 
from them was, apparently "eX' 
tremely hot” and very liquid 
because it flowed for many 
miles without building up a very 
large cone.

Seme Deterleration 
Other cones and flows around 

the state have deteriorated and 
are not as apparent and fresh- 
looking as those two flows, he 
said. ‘

But iq. spite of all the former 
activity, he said volcanos were 
"nothing to get aiarmed about 
like some people do.”

Kelly said he remembered 
one woman who wrote him from 
El Paso, Tex., wondering bow 
close she would be to the coms 
when she moved to Albuquer­
que, when the last time they 
erupted and when they were 
expected to do so agnin.

The last eruption la the con- 
dnenUl United States was in

ItlS in the Pacific Northwest 
It lasted only a short finse and 

I did not follow extensively, Kel­
ly said.

ReeUes Slew Down 
“ He said the Rocky MounUins, 
apparently once busy with vol­
canic activity, have apparent 
ly slowed doira and will probab­
ly take many, many years be­
fore lava seeps throujDi them 
again.

He said two of the most vul 
aersMe places ■ for volcanos 
were in valleys such as the Rio 
Grande Valley awl the Tularosa 
Basin. ^

"But 1 hope fwofrie don’t fe t 
excited about mM/’ be s^d.

"It’s like lorecaMing the com 
Ing of Christ when people say 
they fear a volcano will erupt 
ia the area soon.

Actual^ I think It would be 
exciting. I’m not afraid of one. 
I’d give anythhig to see one 
right here,” Kelly said.
