Black Bears Are
More Dangerous
Than Grizzlies

YELLOWSTONE NATIONAL |
PARK, Wyo. (UPI)— A park,
official has reported records
during an eight-year period
showed black bears to be a far
greater source of danger to
bumans than grizzly bears at
Yellowstone National Park.

Acting Yellowstone superin-
tendent Vernon D. Hennesay
said black beafs. have been
credited with 422 personal . inci-
dents compared with 20 such
incidents attributed to grizzlies.
He said the report was taken
from {ecords compiled from
Craigheads’ ‘‘Management of
Eears in Yellowstone Park.”

The report was sent to the
Jackson Hole Guide newspaper
to balance recent widely publi-
cized ' grizzly bear incidents in
and adjacent to the park, Hen-
nesay said.

Three grizzlies were . de-
stroyed, two by government of-
ficials and one by a park visi-
tor, following what were de-
scribed as attacks. on humans.

Hennesay said the report
might not present a true pic-
| ture because many bear inci-
|dents were unreported. “For
lexample." he said, ‘‘we suspect
| many persons who received mi-
{nor injuries as a result of feed-
ing roadside bears are too
ashamed to report the Inci-
dent.”

Hennesay sald if a marauding
bear was not accurately iden-
tified as a grizzly, the incident
|was credited to the black bear.

No bear-caused human fatal-
ities have been reported in the
