Thajt period. Secretary Wallace of 
the agriculture department, has

Temperatures ranging from 100 to 
110 degrees were sighted by the cen­
tral weather bureau forecasting sta­
tion for virtually the entire drought 
area from the Rocky mountains 
eastwart of Illinois.

First mercury readings from the 
territory included a forenoon maxi­
mum of 105 at Lincoln. Neb , with 
no showers expected.

A breeze off Lake Michigan kept 
Chicago comfortable but a maxi­
mum of 96 was predicted for Sun­
day.

William Henry Ellmger, 69, the 
man who drilled one of the first 
producing wells in the Panhandle, 
died Friday afternoon at the home 
of a daughter, Mrs. Bert Walsh of 
LeFors Mr. Ellinger came hero 
from Odessa to meet a sister, whom 
he had not seen In many years.

In December 1921, Mr. Ellinger 
signed a contract with a group of 
Panhandle citizens which called for 
the drilling of a test well 31* miles 
northwest of Kingsmill in Carson 
county. The location was made 
in the southwest corner of the 
southwest quarter of section 201, 
block 3. I&GN survey, and drilling 
of the Tipton-MrConnell well be­
gan in March 1922. After many set­
backs, gas pay was reached at 
about 2.500 feet and the test com­
pleted for about 15,000,000 cubic feet 
a day.

Finding of gas in the arm started 
an intensive leasing campaign but 
it was not until several vears later 
that extensive drilling started. I^ter {

WASHINGTON. July 4. </P>—Two 
giant rallies will signal tomorrow 
the start of what may be an epic 
campaign to unionize the vast steel 
Industry—a campaign that may help 
determine within the week whether 
the American Federaltion of Labor 
will be welded into one fighting unit 
or split in two.

Spurred on by John L. Lewis, 
president of the United Mine Work­
ers of America, labor leaders at 
Homestead, Pa., and Chicago made 
final plans today for the meetings 
where they will launch the long- 
awaited drive to bring all steel 
workers—half a million—into one 
big union.

But the big question of whether 
the steel Industry’s determination 
to retain the open shop will knit 
all federation unions into a cohesive 
battle unit will not be determined

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TODAY’S GUEST EDITORIAL

EDITOR'S NOTE: This is another in a series of “gne*t editorials”

COUNTY MANAGER GOVERNMENT
In order to keep abreast of modern times and especial 

ly successful forms of government in use today, some 
thought should be given to the county manager form, now 
in use in 13 counties in various states. Henrico county, Vir­
ginia, was the first county to establish this sytem, which 
saved the taxpayers over $5,000,000 in the first three 
years. This was followed by Arlington county, Virginia, 
with similar results. Since then 11 other counties have 
adoption, but the majority of these would come from of 
‘better service rendered to the citizens.

Two years ago legislation was passed in Austin, our 
state capital, which would permit Gray county to adopt 
this form. Many objections would arise, however, to the 
adoption ,but the majority of these would come from of­
fice holders whose salary, office, or authority would be 
affected by the change.

In our present system we have entirely too many dupli­
cated services for economy. Let us scan just a few of these 
— not in criticism of anyone or any office, but rather as a 
comparison of the present form and what w.e eventually 
would have.

We have four elected commissioners, all salaried njen, 
doing similar work in each precinct, most of which is road 
construction and maintenance. This work could all be su­
pervised by a competent engineer or directed by the coun­
ty manager, with the commissioners meeting once a week 
to discuss necessary work or improvements and general 
business, at a nominal salary for each meeting. Our county 
auditor, Ray Wilson, estimates a saving of $25,000 to $30,- 
000 a year could be made by centralized purchasing, etc. 
in this one department.

From the City o f Pampa's viewpoint, a saving to cit­
izens of some $10,000 a year would occur if the county 
would maintain the city streets. Our citizens pay county 
taxes, quite a sum of which is spent on county road main­
tenance, but no county money is spent inside the city 
limits for work of this kind.

Our tax assessment and collection system is all a 
duplication for county, state, school, and city. One ren­
dition and assessment on the 100 per cent value (not on 
75 per cent which is only confusing to most people) should 
be sufficient. Why is it necessary— it is surely not efficient 
or economical—for the City of Pampa’s assessor and col­
lector and the school’s assessor and collector to do identical 
work? Both assess and collect in the city on the same prop­
erty at the same value, when one man could do all this 
work at from $2,000 to $3,000 a year saving to the cit­
izens.

Let us look at our law enforcement departments. We 
have a sheriff, deputies, constables, nightwatchmen (paid 
by the merchants), and city officers. All are working 
under different heads. This force of men should all be 
controlled by one head, preferably by a government- 
trained operative. It should be equipped with radio cars, 
modern methods and equipment for crime prevention and 
investigation, with strict requirements as to mental and 
physical ability and character a prerequisite to employ­
ment. Fingerprinting of all applicants should be required, 
their past history checked, and their conduct on all previ­
ous positions investigated.

Proper distribution of our officers under the present 
system is not possible. There have been one sheriff, two 
deputies, two constables, and two city officers at one 
wrestling match in Pampa where one or two officers would 
be all necessary to preserve order. The other five men 
could have been placed to better advantage with the new 
plan in force.

This department could be called the Gray County De­
partment of Public Safety, and all officers would have au­
thority in the entire county rather than as at present in 
the precincts and inside city limits.

One health officer should be sufficent for the entire 
county. This would give service to the smaller communi­
ties on milk and water supplies, quarantine of contagious 
diseases, inspection of fountains, beer dispensaries, res­
taurants, meats, perishable food, etc. A department of 
weights and measures should be added to this department 
to check on all scales and measures, including gasoline 
pumps. We may be paying for a pound of meat or beans 
or sugar and only receiving three-fourths of a pound; at 
present we don’t know, for we have no checkers.

We have entirely too much time wasted in our courts, 
which should and could be corrected and speeded up, thus 
saving the people’s time and money.

The office of county treasurer could be eliminated by 
combination with some other officer who could take 
enough time to sign checks.'

Auditing of the books and records could be done month­
ly, as is done in the city, at a cost of $50 a month instead of 
$250 a month as is now the case.

One engineer could take care of all the county’s and 
city’s engineering problems and have time left to help in 
other departments.

These are just a few of the possibilities that could be 
achieved under a modem system, which has been so suc­
cessful in every county in which it has replaced the present 
obsolete method of county government.

If in the present day of increasing government taxes, 
we are to receive any relief from paying these increasing 
taxes, we should install modern methods to decrease our 
local governmental costs by installing modern, efficient 
methods or systems in every branch of government over 
which we have control, and at least we should eliminate 
all overlapping services in every department possible.

It would be interesting to know how the people of 
Gray county would vote on such a change, to gain the dis­
tinction of being the first county in Texas to modernize 
their county governmental system.

A third and finer 
strand then is. woven about the 
ball, gradually building up the 
sphere. Finally a thin layer of cot­
ton yam is wound about it.

A. President Lazaro Cardenas 
hopes before the end of his term 
five years hence to see the com­
pletion of the entire Mexican 
stretch of the Pan American High­
way, from Laredo to the Guate­
malan border.

' A. Out of every group of 100 per­
sons 25 years of age and older, 25 
will be college graduates and 109 
high school graduates.

HOW TO DEAL WITH ENURE8I8
Enuresis (bed wetting) is not a 

disease by itself. It may be an evi­
dence of some underlying disease 
condition such as an infection of the 
urinary tract with colon bacilli.

More frequently, however, enure­
sis is simply due to the child’s fail­
ure to master the control of the 
circular muscle, called the sphincter, 
which guards the outlet from the 
urinary bladder. Training is in a 
measure the crux of the problem.

Enuresis may be the result of an 
overemphasis on cleanliness, begun 
too early in the child’s file, which 
causes the child to become anxious 
about its excretory functions.

To the infant, voiding is pleasur­
able. Therefore the mother who 
trains the baby to be clean, the 
training being essentially inhibitory, 
can readily become, from the baby's 
viewpoint, a creator of evil, turning 
the love which the Infant naturally 
bears toward her into anger.

Early-induced cleanliness might 
therefore be followed by refusal to

use the pot. This is adjudged “a real 
danger of modern teaching.”

Control is more permanently and 
effectively established through the 
child’s unconscious identification cf 
itself with clean and self-controlled 
parents. Hence, the best advice for 
mothers is to avoid overemphatic, 
conscious efforts at training. The 
child should be given the opportun­
ity to be clean and should be ap­
proved of as it attains mastery over 
its bladder.

The same psychologic attitude 
should be assumed with the older 
child suffering from enuresis. To 
begin with, the child should be sub­
jected to a complete medical exami­
nation to rule out the existence of 
specific disease and disturbances. 
Then the child should be encour­
aged without too much stress, with­
out stigmatizing it, and without 
making It overanxious, to attain 
control.

The cure of enuresis is both long 
and involved, but sympathetic per- 
serverartce is very likely to prove 
effective itt the long rtm.

Admits Heading

JIMMIE TALKS OF VIC- 
TORY IN FIRST 

PRIMARY
AUSTIN, July 4. (A1)— Governor 

James V. Allred and the veteran 
United States Senator Morris 
Sheppard launched their speaking 
campaigns for renomination this 
week as the voters began to show 
a little more interest in the ap­
proaching democratic primary. 
State and local politics had been 

overshadowed previously by the 
opening of the Texas Centennial 
center exposition, "President Roose­
velt’s visit to the state and the 
national party conventions.

Candidates will receive their first 
test at the hands of the electorate 
next week, with absentee voting 
opening Monday. Those who won’t 
be at home to vote on July 25 may 
cast absentee ballots through July 
22.

In the opening speaches. Senator 
Sheppard and Governor Allred based 
their appeals for re-election on their 
records in office, already vigorously 
attacked by the numerous candidat­
es seeking to unseat them. - 

Friends of Texas’ senior senator, 
who was co-author of the repudiated 
confidence that he would win hand­
ily tn the first primary notwith­
standing that he had five oppon­
ents and that the majority of Tex­
ans deserted him on the prohibition 
question.

Sheppard's most active op)>onent 
was Congressman Joe H. Eagle of 
Houston. Eagle hoped to go out of 
his home county, the most populous 
in the state, with a handsome maj­
ority but Sheppard's backers con­
tended that the senator had a good 
chance to carry the county and 
at worst would lose there by only 
a few thousand votes.

There was talk among the Allr»d 
forces of a first primary victory 
but it was not as prevalent as In 
the Sheppard camp. Allred's follow­
ers Insisted, however, that their 
candidate at least would come bo

VICTORIA IS BLOCKED 
FROM RAILROAD 

SERVICE
VICTORIA, July 4. uVt—Rescue 

parties cleared thr Guadalupe 
flood area of marooned refugees 
today In a dr perate effort to 
avert more deaths before the raln- 
glutted river dumps its menacing 
load into the gulf.
The list of known fatalities was 

held at 26 by prompt action of 
boatmen who removed a number 
of Mexican families from a federal 
resettlement project in the inundat­
ed region 11 miles south of Victoria.

It had been feared some of these 
endangered families might have 
drowned but rescuers managed to 
carry them to safety.

High water was spreading for 
miles over toe low-lying coastal 
plain, piling up inestimable crop 
damage, as the flood s crest, definit­
ely iiast Important farming towns,

rolled onward to San Antonio bay.
The river was falling fast up­

stream at Gonzales and Cuero, and 
the stage was diminishing more 
gradually at Victoria, where it 
reached a peak of 31.3 feet yes­
terday afternoon. It had dropped 
10 feet to a stage of 33 at Cuero 
and the overflow was no longer 
backing up into town.

Gonzales reported 30,000 acres of 
cotton and com ruined and county 
commissioners said It would be nec­
essary to rebuild more than 1,000 
miles of county road.

To tlie south, Dewitt and Vlctor- 
it counties found crop, highway and 
railroad damage mounting Into 
millions of dollars—just how much, 
it was impossible to estimate.

The little village of Leesville. per­
haps the hardest hit of all by an 
18 to 20 Inch rain and ensuing high 
water, was being rehabilitated with 
the aid of 100 WPA workers, the Red 
Cross and other relief agencies. This 
community, with 250 inhabitants, 
was cut off for two days from out­
side communication before its plight 
became known.

Borah Continues (

FILER, Idaho, July 4 (AP)—Sen­
ator William E. Borah, saying both 
major parties have said In their 
platforms they will “destroy mon­
opoly in the United States." assert­
ed today:

GENEVA, July 4. (A*)—The League 
of Nations, turning Its back on the 
Iatlo-Ethlopian conflict, decided to­
night developments In the free city 
of Danzig were so potentially grave 
a special committee should watch 
them.

The council asked Oreat Britain, 
France, and Portugal to follow the
situation In Danzig where a Nazi 
movement to withdraw from league 
supervision was announced.

Why not turn to the tropics for 
suggestions for hot weather menus? 
In countries close to the equator, 
where sizzling days are the rule, 
men and women have learned to 
eat the food that best combat the 
temperatures.

In India curry powder seasons the 
main dish at most meals. Curry of 
chicken, with salad and dessert, 
makes an excellent dinner for a 
warm evening.

Dates and figs should not be for­
gotten. Natives of many tropical 
countries practically live on them. 
These foods, rich in Iron, will help 
to balance the diet when meat is 
not served. Keep this In mind when 
planning desserts or salads.

Date mousse Is nourishing and 
most appetizing.

Date HWousse.
One-half cup chopped dates, 

grated rind 14 lemon. 4 tablespoons 
chopped nuts, few grains salt, \i 
teaspoon cinnamon. 2 ripe bananas. 
2 tablespoons lemon Juice, 1-3 cup 
powdered sugar, 1 cup whipping 
cream.

Mix dates (which have been finely 
chopped), nuts, lemon rind and juice, 
salt, cinnamon and sugar. Mash 
bananas and add to first mixture 
Whip cream until thick and fold in 
the other mixture. Turn into trays 
of mechanical refrigerator or pack 
in four parts Ice to one part Ice 
cream salt, and freeze three or four 
hours.

Another dish Inspired by our trop­
ical cousins Is tomato curry. This 
uses bananas—plentiful and cheap— 
as well as fresh cocoanut to achieve 
Its unusual flavor.

Tomato Curry.
Four good-sized tomatoes, 1 good- 

sized onion, 2 tablespoons salad oil.

Tomorrow's Menu.
BREAKFAST: Berries w i t h  

sugar, and cream and cereal, 
scrambled eggs, toast, milk, cof­
fee.

LUNCHEON: Chilled fruit cup, 
tomato curry, date mousse, milk, 
tea.

DINNER: Hors d'oevre of eggs 
and beets, broiled veal sweet­
breads. creamed peas, fried sum­
mer squash, frozen fruit salad, 
toasted crackers, milk, coffee.

teaspoon curry itower. V* tea­
spoon tumeric, 's cup cocdanut 
milk, 1 cup shredded fresh cocoa- 
nut, 1 cup rice. 2 bananas, hi tea­
spoon salt, 1 teaspoon sugar.

Peel tomatoes and cut in halves. 
Peel and mince onion. Cook over 
a low fire in salad oil until soft and 
Just beginning to brown. Add curry 
powder, tumeric and cocoanut milk. 
When mixture bolls add the shred­
ded cocoanut, tomatoes, salt and 
sugar. Cover and allow to simmer 
20 minutes or until ‘ tomatoes are 
tender. Boil rice In salted water. 
When tender, pile on a hot dish and 
pour over the tomato sauce. Gar­
nish with bananas which have been 
peeled, cut In half lengthwise and 
sauted in butter.

Of course you can make this dish 
without the cocoanut. Simply sub­
stitute water for cocoanut milk and 
omit the shredded cocoanut.

A frozen salad often supplies just 
the right touch to a dinner built 
around a hot main course. A dessert 
is unnecessary after this frozen fruit 
salad. Serve crisp toasted crackers 
with the salad.

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OIL NEWS - - From Panhandle and Other Southwest Fields

FOR TAXPAYERS
ANALYSIS IN VIRGINIA 
SHOWS BOON TO AUTO- 

ISTS, FARMERS
The highway department of Vir­

ginia. an analysis made by the 
Western Petroleum Refiners associa­
tion reveals, returns annual divi­
dends to the motorists and taxpayers 
of the state totaling 33'4 million 
dollars through its low-cost road 
construction program.

The huge dividends, in the form 
of savings in taxes and car operating 
expenses, amount to  $13.40 for each 
resident of the state and $88.16 for 
each registered car In the state. 
They were made possible by con­
structing 5,000 miles of low-cost oil 
and bituminous highway surfaces 
rather than limiting the improved 
road mileage and plunging the state 
heavily into debt in an effort to 
construct high-cost type roads at 
$25,000 a mile on routes where the 
traffic fell far short of justifying 
such an outlay.

Tf we had surfaced the 5,000 
miles of oil and bituminous roads 
with the hard-high-cost type sur­
faces,” says a report of the high­
way commission, “ the cost would 
have been 125 million dollars. The 
cost of the bituminous roads has 
been about $2,500 a mile or a total 
of 124 million dollars.

"The saving in construction cost 
has been 1124 million dollars and 
the annual interest on that amount 
at 4 per cent is 44  million dollars. 
The maintenance of the bituminous 
roads is about one million dollars 
more annually than it would be on 
the high-cost type leaving a net 
saving on maintenance and con­
struction costs of 34  million dollars 
annually.

“Only about one-tenth the mile­
age of improved roads could have 
been provided using the high-cost 
type surfaces and we would have 
had only about 4,000 miles of sur­
faced roads in the state. Our con­
struction policy has given the mo­
torist 8.500 miles of smooth, well 
surfaced roads that can be traveled 
In comfort without, the mud and 
dust menace 365 days In the year. 
Winter damage has been serious 
only once or twice in 14 years and 
has been repaired at no great cost.”

The method used in Virginia is 
known as “stage construction”—in­
creasing the thickness and durability 
of the pavement as traffic demands 
by successive applications of bitum­
inous materials. It gives the maxi­
mum road service to the largest 
number of people with the funds 
available.

The Virginia commission estimates 
one billion vehicle miles are traveled 
on the oil and bituminous surfaces 
each year. Using the Bureau of 
Public Roads estimate that a car 
driven over a smooth, surfaced road 
can be operated at 3 cents a mile 
less than on a muddy, rutty an.1 
dusty road, the commission reports 
a saving of 30 million dollars an­
nually in car operating expense

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SIX OIL WELLS ADD TO 
POTENTIAL BY 3,049 

BARRELS

Gas wells stole the show in the 
Panhandle field last week when 
nine gassers were completed for a 
total production of 269,337,000 cubic 
feet. Five of the wells were in 
Moore, county, with Wheeler getting 
three and Gray one.

Six oil wells added 3,049 barrels 
to the Panhandle potential, ac­
cording to railroad commission tests. 
Hutchinson county registered four 
of the completions, with Gray coun­
ty getting the other two.

Only six first notices were filed. 
Three were in Hutchinson county,
two in Gray and the other in Car 

Thus the total savings to Virginia 500
motorists and taxpayers in highway 
construction and maintenance costs 
and in car operating expense is 334 
million dollars annually.

The commission has provided a 
surfaced road into every incorpo­
rated town and county seat; every 
city in the state is directly con­
nected with every other city. Tour­
ists are given easy access to the rich 
scenic and historical sections.

Another benefit not mentioned in 
the commission’s report, the Western 
Petroleum Refiners a s s o c i a t i o n  
points out, is the great Increase in 
agricultural land values that comes 
with Increased mileage of surfaced 
roads.

Agricultural authorities report that 
the value of the average farm lo­
cated on a surfaced road Is $21 an 
acre greater than the same farm 
located on a dirt road. Since each 
improved road serves about 36(Pbcres 
the 5,000 miles of bituminous roads 
in Virginia serve about 1,800,000 
acres. On the basis of $21 an acre 
increased value, farmers of the state 
benefited to the extent of $37,- 
800,000 in average land valuation.”

KING EDWARD’S 
COUSIN MAY BE 

QUEEN BY MAY
Marriage Odds Drop 

Sharply While 
Rumors Fly

LONDOtf. July 4. (JP)—King Ed­
ward VIII may don the crown of 
England next May with a second 
cousin kneeling at his side.

Two young European princesses, 
both talented and beautiful and 
relatives of Edward, have been men­
tioned directly in the British Press 
as favorites to wed the monarch.

Insurance odds against the king's 
marriage before his coronation re­
cently dropped to 5 to 1 from 10 to 
1.

Whether insurance companies pay 
will depend, perhaps, on King Ed­
ward's fancy concerning:

Princess Frederica-Louise-Thyra- 
Victoria - Margcritaso - Phia -  Ogla 
Cecilia - Isabella - Christa, a grand­
daughter of former Kaiser Wilhelm, 
only daughter of the House of 
Brunswick and Luncbourg. and se­
cond cousin of the king himself.

Prinoess Alexanderine Louise, 
third daughter of Prince Herald, 
of Denmark, niece of King Chris­
tian, and great granddaughter of 
King Christian IX and Queen Louise 
of Denmark, who also were the 
great grand parents of Edwards.

Rumors that Princess Alexandrine 
Louise might march to the altar with 
King Edward were not new last 
November, when they brought a 
vigorous denial from her father, 
Prince Harold. They have persisted, 
however.

Harold was one of eight children 
to divide the estate of the late 
King Frederik VIII of Denmark and 
has an annual Income of about 
$15,000.

No dowry could be provided for 
the 21-year old Danish princess.* it 
is said, but the House of Commons 
recently granted the king some 
$2,000,000 a year for royal expenses 
and $350,000 annually for his queen 
in the event of marriage.

Oil Percentage 
In Panhandle Is 
Slashed in Order

Percentage of proratable oil in 
the Panhandle field dropped from 
1.68 to 1.55 per cent acoording to an

order released by the Railroad com­
mission, as of June 21. The total 
continued at 59.490 barrels.

The field potential, four counties, 
amounted to 716.494 barrels. Of 
that amount, 667,334 barrels was 
proratable oil.w ith the rest being 
exempt or from marginal wells. 
There were 2,793 wells producing 
the oil.

Gray county’s 1,400 wells showed 
a potential of 299.023 barrels. 
Wheeler county, with 296 wells, had 
a potential of 263.504 barrels. Hut­
chinson county followed with 799 
wells with a potential of 119,192 
barrels. Carson county’s 298 wells 
showed a potential of 34,775 bar­
bels.

WILL GET NEW
SHAMROCK COMPANY 

TO BUILD GASOLINE 
PLANT

The Shamrock Oil and Gas com­
pany, large operator in the Gray 
county field, will start construction 
of a Dubbs octane gasoline plant 
in Moore county about August 1, 
it was announced by company of­
ficials Friday.

It Is estimated that the plant, 
something new in Moore county, 
will cost about $500,000. The Sham­
rock company started operations 
on a large scale last year .They 
already have one plant in that area:

The plant will be built on the 
same site and immediately west of 
the McKee natural gasoline plant 
In the southeast quarter o f  section 
399, block 44, H&TC survey. It is 
in the new industrial center half 
way between Dumas and Sunray 
on the route of the proposed new 
paved road.

Another 500-boiler unit will be 
added to the power plant and both 
plants operated in conjunction from 
a central boiler plant and controlled

The Shamrock company has work­
ed out a license agreement with 
the University Oil Products com­
pany of Chicago for the erection of
the plant to produce a top grade 
motor gasoline from waste natural 
gas.

The construction contract 
signed in Pittsburgh a few days 
with the Steams-Roger Manufac­
turing company of Denver. The 
Shamrock expects to have the new 
gasoline available for the winter 
market. •

The process consists essentially of 
reforming the lighter hydrocarbons 
into new combinations which will 
blend with natural and straight 
run gasoline to give the high octane 
rating required for premium gaso­
line.
