WASHINGTON, June 12. (/P) —A 
sharp attack directed by the cham­
ber of commerce of the United 
States against both house and senate 
tax bills came today as conferees 
met again to compose differences in 
the two measures.

Harper Sibley, chamber president, 
aimed his criticism particularly 
against the house measure which 
would provide a graduated levy up 
to 4 2 per cent against the undis­
tributed corporation profits.

The chamber executive declared 
the senate bill, which provides for 
a flat 7 per cent tax on such profits, 
was to be “preferred, although it 
also imposes penalties upon reason­
able retention of earnings needed 
for business purposes.”

In a letter to all members of the 
organization, Sibley declared the 
house proposal “would obstruct in­
dustrial growth and the progress of 
recovery.”

‘World-Minded/ 
FDR Declares 

Of His Nation
DALLAS, June 12, UP—President 

Roosevelt In an informal luncheon 
address here today said the United 
States was “world-minded," but its 
help to foreign nations beset with 
dangers would be merely "moral.” 

Praising “national unity,” the 
president said "we have become 
not only nation-minded but world 
minded; that Is why we are in­
terested in peace.”

vote.

A new constitution, drawn up for 
final enactment In the autumn, not 
only extends the rights of all citiz­
ens to freedom of speech, press, 
employment and religion, but guar­
antees protection for private pro­
perty and sets up two parliament- 
like bodies.

OKLAHOMA CITY June 12 </Pi—

Stand ind’s Suit Is 
Sent Back With 

Instructions
AUSTIN, June 12 I/Pi—Attorney 

General William McCraw said to­
day that the judgment of the El 
Paso civil appeals court yesterday 
in a vacancy suit, if permitted to 
stand, would mean the greatest 
recovery in the history of the state 
for the public free school fund.

McCraw was advised that the 
court reversed and remanded with 
instructions the case of the State of 
Texas versus Stanolind Oil <fe Gas 
company and others. Under this 
ruling, the state would recover ap­
proximately $2,000,000 for oil al­
ready produce, the land in dispute 
and future royalties, the attorney 
general said.

The case involves title to approx­
imately 300 acres of valuable oil 
lands in the heart of the Yates 
oil field In Pecos county. The 
properties arc situated between sec­
tion 101, 102. 103, and 104 of T. C. 
railway surveys on the north and 
O. G. Yates survey 34',*j on the 
south.

McCraw said the ease was re- 
manded^-with instructions to locate 
the land according to the contention 
of the state.

DALLAS, June 12 UP—Governor 
Richard Leche convened the 
Louisiana legislature in the cotton 
bowl at the Texas Centennial im­
mediately after President Franklin* 
D. Roosevelt concluded an address 
there today.

DALLAS, June 12. UP>—Governor 
Richard W. Leche of Louisiana, sur­
rounded by leaders of his state 
political organization which when 
headed by the late Senator Huey 
P. Long waged hot battle with 
President Roosevelt’s administra­
tion, today renewed friendly per­
sonal acquaintance with the na­
tion’s chief executive.

After arriving in Dallas with 
nearly 1,000 Louisianans, including 
the legislature and nearly every 
elective and appointed state official 
aboard special Uains, Gov. Leche 
conferred with the President in 
the latter’s private car, and then 
hurried out to the Texas Centen­
nial groun'ds with his contingent 
to hear him speak.

Gov. Leche and the President 
were honored visitors to the Cen­
tennial Exposition, and rdeeived 
acclaim as, with separate police 
escorts, they sped through the city’s 
streets, sirens screeching.

Gov. Leche and the Louisianians 
arrived in Dallas first. The gover­
nor got in on one of two special 
trains from Baton Rouge, and many 
others came on a special from New 
Orleans.

The governor of Louisiana and 
th‘e President made close connec­
tions. After the governor’s special 
pulled into the Exposition grounds 
where it was sidetracked a few min­
utes after 9 a. m„ Gov. Leche was 
bustled into an automobile and 
rushed to a railroad station, several 
miles away to meet the President 
whose car arrived at 9:20.

President Roosevelt remained 
aboard his car and received the 
governor privately with Mrs. Roose­
velt, and the President’s son. Elliott 
Roosevelt, who swung onto the 
car as it slowed down to stop.

After about ten minutes, talk. 
Gov. Leche emerged smiling, and 
rejoined Lieutenant-Governor Earl 
K. Long, brother of the late sena­
tor, members of his uniformed 
staff, and Adjutant-General Ray­
mond H. Fleming, who accompanied 
him as military aide.

In a few minutes Mrs Roosevelt 
came out of the car, followed by 
the President, and both proceeded 
through Dallas streets, jammed with

Borah Refuses To 
Commit Himself

Won’t Sav Whether 
He’ll Vote for 

Landon

defeated by the Kansan for the

Asked whether he thought he 
had received a "square deal” In 
negotiations with Landon leaders, 
he said:

“I am willing to say It was a 
square deal.”

He added he had received no 
personal assurance from Landon 
groups as to its stand on currency.'

CONVENTION HALL, CLEVE­
LAND, June 12 (AV--The Repub­
lican convention nominated Col. 
Frank Knox of Illinois for the 
vice presidency today with the 
same unanimity that marked the 
nomination of Governor Alf M. 
I.andon of Kansas for the presi­
dency last night.
From the start of the call of the 

states, the delegates went for him 
without a solitary dissent; cheered 
a telegram from Landon saying the 
“road led to victory In November;” 
and disbanded for the intense cam­
paign already under way

For a time a "draft Vandenberg” 
movement seemed in the making. 
But the Michigan senator, In a 
letter read to the convention, asked 
that his name not be considered. 
He said he could “serve more ef­
fectively on the floor of the senate 
during the next Landon adminis­
tration."

Col. Knox had left the city with 
a landslide for him farthest from 
his mind. He indicated an expecta­
tion that Vandenberg would be 
nominated and accept.

There were plain signs that some 
of the main Landon leaders were 
working for Vandenberg on the 
ticket, even after the convention 
met. But they finally Joined the 
rush.

No other name was voted on.
Governor Harry W. Nice of Mary­

land and former Ambassador Wal­
ter Edge of New Jersey took the 
rostrum, as did Knox and Vanden­
berg for Landon last night, to 
withdraw their names and call for 
a unanimous vote.

There was a brief demonstration 
for Knox when the official re­
sults—1,003 votes—was announced. 
The inevitable band blared, a few 
delegates paraded and the Landon 
cowbells rang.

Learning of his nomination in 
Michigan City, Knox said he was 
“profoundly grateful.”

Now 62 and publisher of the 
Chicago Daily News, he has been 
on the warpath against the New 
Deal for months. He was a rough 
rider in the Spanish American war; 
worked for “Teddy” Roosevelt in 
the bull moose days the same as 
the then youthful Landon. But their 
paths were not destined to cross 
until this later point in the 86-year 
history of republicanism.

One of the deciding factors was 
a caucus which sent the 90 New 
York votes solidly for Knox. Right 
up to the meeting of the session, 
there was talk of drafting Vanden­
berg but he was adamant.

The sing song of the roll call 
sounded like an echo of the pro­
cession of the states to the Kansas 
governor for the presidential nom­
ination last night.

Michigan cast its 38 votes for 
Knox, although a previous an­
nouncement had said that state 
would go for Vandenberg.

As the clerk called Michigan a 
voice from within the delegation 
shouted.

‘“Michigan is going to cast 38 
votes for Senator Vandenberg.”

A mighty shout welled up from 
the floor attesting Vandenbeig’s 
popularity with the convention.

Snell pounded for order waving 
a letter in his right hand. The 
crowd stilled. It was a communica­
tion from Vandenberg asking that 
his name not be permitted to go 
before the convention.

The Vandenberg letter said:
“If my name is proposed for vice 

president I wish it to be with­
drawn. This Is conclusive. I am 
deeply convinced I can serve more 
effectively on the floor of the sen­
ate during the next Landon admin­
istration. I can and will serve Just 
as loyally In the campaign itself. 
With great appreciation for the 
honor I request that my name be 
withdrawn.”

Edward A. Hayes, his campaign 
manager, said today Colonel Prank 
Knox had left Cleveland "appar­
ently with the understanding that 
Senator Vandenberg would accept 
the vice presidential nomination.”

Simultaneously, a Landon spokes­
man said an unofficial poll of de­
legates to the Republican national 
convention had disclosed a majority 
of about two-thirds favoring the 
nomination of the Michigan sena­
tor.

STREETS LINED FOR 4

Hitting out at “chisellers” and 

“prophets of evil,” the President 
told a colorful, capacity throng in 
the 50,000-seat cotton bowl stadium 
that:

"Today we have restored demo­
cracy in government.

"We are in the process of restor­
ing democracy in opportunity.” 

Standing bare-headed on a huge 
flag-covered stand, his words car­
ried nationally over both radio net­
works, the President also spoke of 
“lessening of sectionalism” and said 
his “good neighbor” policy should 
be extended into Mexico and other 
countries. *

Labor No ‘Commodity.’
“The net result of monopoly, the 

net result of economic and financial 
control in the hands of the few, 
has meant the ownership of labor 
as a commodity.

“If labor is to be a commodity in 
the United States, in the final 
analysis It means that we shall be­
come a nation of boarding houses, 
instead- of a nation of homes. •

"If our people ever submit to 
that, they will have said ‘good-bye’ 
to their historic freedom. Men do 
not fight for boarding houses. They 
will fight for their homes.”

DALLAS, June 12 UP—President 

Roosevelt rode through showers of 
ticker tape, cowboy yells and 
khaki-clad national guardsmen 
here today to the cheei*j of some 

400,000 persons in his first presi­
dential visit to Dallas.
For four miles, from the union 

terminal to the huge cotton bowl at 
the Texas Centennial exposition 
grounds, the streets were lined with 
shouting, waving persons.

Greeted at the station by his son, 
Elliott, and Governors Guy Park of 
Missouri and Richard Leche of 
Louisiana, the President and Mrs. 
Roosevelt, bearing a huge bouquet 
of red roses, started the long pro­
cession with youthful Gov. James 
V. Allred of Texas at their side.

Waves To Prisoners.
As the President passed the county 

jail, inmates pressed against the 
bars on the four floors and shouted 
themselves hoarse. A wave of the 
presidential hand and his famous 
smile greeted them.

Down Main street he rode, ticker 
tape flooding his open automobile. 
Those who have accompanied him 
on his hurried jaunt through Ar­
kansas and Texas, remarked it was 
the most enthusiastic ovation he has 
received.

Ten gallon hats waved, straw hats 
were hurled and typical Texan 
“yipees” split the air during the 
25-ininute procession.
“The presidential automobile reach* 

ed the main gate of the $25,000,000 
exposition, where for hours packed 
thousands had been waiting for a 
glimpse of the chief executive. Texas- 
rangers, mounted on spirited cow 
ponies, formed an escort as the 
President entered the gate and 
pranced in front of the machine as 
it sped to the cotton bowl.

70,000 on Grounds.
Costless thousands, some 50,000 

of them, fanned with programs and 
sat under bright colored parasols in 
the 95-degree heat. The sun was 
broiling but frequent cheers rippled 
through the stadium as the Presi­
dent made his 30-minute speech 
over both national networks.

From the ancient tower of Ban 
Miegul de Socorro mission, repro­
duced on the expasition grounds, a 
trio of sweet-toned chimes rang 
continuously, offering a mellow back­
ground for the colorful setting.

Exposition officials estimated 70,- 
000 persons were on the grounds 
when the President, bareheaded and 
perspiring freely, started his ad­
dress.

One of the largest audiences of 
the revival heard Evangelist N. B.

Dr. Hardeman’s subject was “Con­
version.” Tfie speaker said in part: 
“I shall not speak of any particu­
lar person whose conversion is re­
corded in the New Testament, but 
of the subject of conversion in a 
general way. No doubt but that we 
are not convinced as to the im­
portance and necessity of conver­
sion.

“The Apostle Peter, in our text, 
presents the subject in this man­
ner; Repentance first, then conver­
sion and lastly the blotting out of 
sins. To show the absolute neces­
sity of conversion, the Savior once 
said that except we be converted 
and become as little children we 
cannot enter the kingdom of heaven.

“There are many mistaken ideas 
about the subject of conversion. One 
school of thought believes and 
teaches that conversion is wholly an 
act of God Almighty, that man is 
wholly passive in the process. This 
cannot be true, since it is not even 
in harmony with common sense. An­
other erroneous extreme concerning 
the subject is that God has nothing 
to do with it at all that it is alto­
gether man's work. In general, the 
truth lies betwixt the two.

‘Until God's provisions and man's 
acceptance come together there can 
be no conversion. There aye three 
things characteristic of man that 
the subject of conversion contem­
plates. First, the heart must be 
converted to God, that part of man 
that thinks, reasons, understands, 
and believes. Second: the will power 
likewise needs to be changed with 
the purposes, plans, alms, and de­
signs. Third: The relationship of 
man must also be changed, and the 
subject naturalized or adopted into 
the family of God.

“The word conversion does* not 
carry with it .any special way or 
direction in which the matter is to 
be done. A person can be convert­
ed from God. Such was the case 
with the first pair in God’s para­
dise of the long ago. Satpn ap­
peared to them, a lje was preached, 
it was heard, believed and obeyed, 
thus this first pair was converted 
from God and driven from the 
Edenic home. Today we are con­
verted to God in this manner: the 
truth of God must be taught, it 
must be heard, believed and obeyed. 
When this is done we are said to 
be converted.”

DEMONSTRATION LASTS telegram. That was filled

CLEVELAND, June 12 (/R)—Still 
afire from the veritable explosion 
pf acclaim with which it unani­
mously nominated Alf M. Landon 
for the presidency, the republican 
national convention moved today to 
choose a running mate for what the 
Kansas governor heralds as a mighty 
drive to unseat the new deal.

Two names — Vandenberg and 
Knox—sped from mouth to mouth 
through hotel corridors as leaders 
and delegates struggled through the 
dawn and beyond to attain accord 
in the vice presidential nominee so 
today's final session of the conven­
tion could complete the ticket and 
adjourn soon after convening at 9 
a. m. (C8T).

Both Senator Vandenberg of 
Michigan and Col. Prank Knox of 
Chicago had withdrawn from the 
presidential race .to second Landon’s 
nomination last night and call for 
unity ip “this great crisis.” Talk 
pf drafting one or the other of them 
for the second place hit a crescendo 
today, though Vandenberg had re­
cently threatened to refuse the nom­
ination from the convention plat­
form, and Knox had not said 
whether he would accept.

There was slight hope of repeat­
ing at today's session last night's 
contribution to political history, 
When the Landon name was the 
only one even presented, and on 
the roll call he received 984 of the 
1,003 yotes. The teller’s announce­
ment was drowned by the din of 
shouting and parading followers.

Of the 19 non-Landon votes, Wis­
consin cast 18 for Senator William 
E. Borah of Idaho, while a single 
one from West Virginia's bloc also 
went to the "Lion of Idaho.” Wis­
consin then quickly moved that the 
nomination be made unanimous. 
Another tumult spoke the affirma­
tive answer.

Borah Watched.
Besides the vice presidential conun­

drum, another question hung fire. 
“What will Senator Sorah do?” 
Many delegates wondered.

Seeding to Washington after los­
ing the presidential race but win­
ning recognition for his views in a 
compromise platform which the 
convention adopted with a whooping 
chorus of "‘ayes” Borah was re­
ported stunned on hearing that 
Governor Landon had wired the con­
vention reserving the right to place 
his personal interpretation on two 
major planks.

In calling for a “sound currency,” 
the convention's program had omit­
ted any mention of the “gold stand­
ard,” and it advocated a wage and 
hour legislation by the states under 
the constitution as it now stands. 
These planks were widely regarded 
as Borah victories.

But soon after the platform went 
through, John Hamilton, Landon 
campaign manager, stepped to the 
speaker's rostrum with a telegram 
from Topeka. Governor Landon 
wired that he would unqualifiedly 
pledge himself to “be true to the 
principles and program” of the doc­
ument.

‘GoW View Explained.
..“However,'' the governor added. 
“With that candor whleh you and 
the country are entitled .to expect of 
ipe, I feel compelled before you 
proceed with consideration of my 
name to submit my interpretation 
of certain planks in the platform so 
that you may be advised as to my 
views."

He went on to declare that If it 
should prove impossible for states 
to regulate women’s and children’s

AUSTIN, June 12. OP)—University 
of Texas geologists hope to recover 
the most perfect specimen of 
mosasaur in the world, all because 
two students searching In an oft- 
hunted area had keen eyes.

The students, Clyde Ikins of 
Weatherford and John Peter Smith 
of Dallas, made the rare discovery 
on Onion Creek, near here, while 
hunting for geologic fossils. They 
found a rib bone sticking out of the 
ground and called teachers, who 
had visited the same area.

Dr. H. B. Stanzel, directing ex­
cavation of. the skeleton, said It 
was the fifth one found in Texas, 
and doubtless would be the best 
specimen for It was the first one 
handled expertly.

“It Is a particularly Lucky find 
because the specimen Is perfect," he 
said, "How do we know? Well, we 
have 21 ribs complete and 29 verte­
brate. The bones arV not crushed.” 

Because, shoulder blades were re­
covered -intact, he was convinced

other pieces likewise would be in 
good condition. Fragile blades of 
the prehistoric monster, he ex­
plained. were not much thicker 
than ordinary cardboard.

“We can deduce then that the 
ether bones are in good condition,” 
he said. “With careful supervision, 
we will have the most perfect speci­
men of mosasaur yet found in the 
world.”

The mosasaur was the largest of 
the water animals in existence dur­
ing its era 60.000.000 years ago. Dr. 
Stanzel said it was possible the 
animal never came on land.

A fierce carnivorous animal, feed­
ing mostly on fish, it had a tail 
similar to that of an alligator. The 
feet were transformed into paddles, 
by which it retained its balance in 
the water and governed its direc­
tion. The tail furnished locomotion

Upon excavation of the skeleton, 
now half completed. It will be 
mounted for exhibition in the Uni­
versity Centennial and Museum.

BRADY, June 12. UP)—A West 
Texan for 86 yean, Alzenth H. Con­
ner of Brady says he was the first 
white child born at Port Worth 
Feb. 18, 1880.

Mr. Conner came to this section 
60 years ago and only two houses 
stood in this neighborhood, he said. 
Rochelle was the county Reat and 
innehmen bought their supplies at 
its single store.

Mr. Conner was in charge of the 
first election held In McCulloch 
county in the fall of 1876.

“A total of 19 votes was cast in 
that first election/’ he said, “with 
the majority favoring Brady as the 
county seat. So the courthouse was 
moved from Rochelle."

In 1877. Mr, Conner recalls, the 
late A. Ogden and his father-in- 
law, Ben Henton, came here from 
Wssoutl with a wagon load of sup­
plies for hte own need* but the set­
tlers gathered about and bought

most of them, llien  a tax collector 
leved an occupation tax against 
Ogden who decided to get farther 
return upon the tax by bringing In 
a second load which he housed in a 
tent. Later he built the first store 
in Bradv Other stores were built 
and by 1878 Brady was the largest 
town in McCulloch county. The 
best land in the copnty sold for 
50 cents an acre.

Conner remembers only one In­
dian raid which occurred ta the 
summer of 1880. A man named 
Parmer was killed on what is now 
known as Bear Creek.

“I found Parmer lying under his 
wagon dead,” Conner said. “His hat 
was under hte head and hte boots 
on his feet but all other colthing
was gone. I wga raised among the

Just" how badly is soil conservation needed in this 
country? IJretty badly, m all agree. The federal govern­
ment is trying to do something about it and individual 
landowners have beea doing their best to combat erosion, 
but few people realize the gravity of the situation.

The Wellington correcpondent of the Christian Science 
Monitor, looking into some statistics from the U. S. Forest 
Service, gave his paper an outline of the situation in 
these paragraphs:

Seventy-five per cent of the nation’s wool and mohair, 
65 per cent of its sheep and lambs and one-third of its 
cattle and calves are raised on the 728,000,000 acres of 
range, comprising nearly 40 per cent of the total land 
area of the United States.

Yet, neglect in the last 50 years has hesulted in an 
average depletion of 30 per cent of this great natural re ­
source, running up to 67 per cent on public domain and 
government-supervised grazing districts.

Three-fourths of this vast area is still on the down­
grade. Less than one-quarter of the total ac rea /e  and only 
about 2 per cent of th a t owned by the government has 
been improved in the past 30 years.

Approximately 17,300,000 head of livestock are now 
grazed on ranges which can provide properly for only 
10,800,000.

No less than 589,000,000 out of the 728,000,000 acres 
of range is eroding, thereby reducing productivity and en­
dangering w ater flow.

Not over 5 per cent of the entire range area is in a 
thoroughly satisfactory condition.

There is no federal public land in Texas, but as the 
nation’s largest producer of cattle, sheep, goats, wool and 
mohair, Texas is vitally interested in conservation. The 

.Monitor correspondent’s outline should give Texans some­
thing to think about. If the present pace continues, 100 
y ta rs  from now Texas will be a burnt-out country.

BEHIND THE SCENES 
IN WASHINGTON

---------  ----------BY RODNEY BUTCHER . . . .
WASHINGTON— Gossip as to the 1940 presidential 

aspirations of RFC Chairman Jesse Jones has blossomed 
anew among insiders who know how the tall, white-haired 
Texan recently tried to maneuver control of PWA away 
from Secretary Harold Ickes.

* I t was about th a t time th a t Ickes threatened to resign. 
And Jesse didn’t  get what he was after, even though 
he had the support of Harry Hopkins of PWA, whose 
feud With Ickes is now more bitter than ever.

Under congressional pressure, Roosevelt came around 
to the idea of using PWA revolving fund for PWA grants 
in a continuation of the loan-grants system which would 
uae RFC money for PWA loans.

Jones vigorously sought the power to handle the PWA 
loans, which would have meant control over the grants 
and would have left Ickes somewhat in the position of an 
office boy.

Even more astonishingly, the RFC chairman proposed 
tha t he be empowered to make loans to municipalities 
for any and all purposes. That would have made him 
the banker for city politicians all over the country and, 
although he already is known as the “ world’s biggest 
banker," would have added enormously to his power.

Picking up $250,000,000 for PWA was a sleight-of- 
hand job, the implications of which the administration 
doesn’t care to stress. It either repudiates the president’s 
promise that there would be no new expenditures beyond 
those called for in the budget without new taxation to 
cover them—or it doesn’t, according to the way you look 
a t it.

No new appropriation was required. Ickes will merely 
be spending money which otherwise would have been 
“recoverable” and sooner or later have been paid back 
into the treasury. Thus it doesn’t do the deficits or the na 
tional debt any good— not by $250,000,000.

But it’s worth pointing out that, under the most favor­
able circumstances, the sum may mean up to a billion 
dollars in public works. Ickes has said that only about 
half •t  the recipients of PWA grants now require loans 
from PWA funds, the others being able to get them under 
as favorable terms on the market.

Q. How much money is there in 
the woild? C. F. M.

A. It is estimated there there 
is about $110,000,000,000 in money 
in the world. This is based on the 
gold reserves of 50 principal na­
tions which amount to approxi­
mately $22,000,000,000. There are 
variations as to different coun­
tries, but an an averaga the pa­
per ant) other money is about five 
times the gold held. The United 
States at present is an exception 
as it has a much higher propor­
tion of gold Some other coun­
tries are below the- average.

Q. In, what States de people 
live the longest? H. J.

A. In a special study of the 
Census Bureau it was found that 
in five States more than half of 
the inhabitants live to 65 or over. 
The percentage in those States of 
those who live to or beyond 65 is 
as follows: Vermont, 54S; New 
Hampshire, 533.7; Iowa, . 52.6; 
Maine. 52.6; Kansan, 51.2.

Q. In what year was Monti- 
cello presented to the nation as a 
shrine? D. W.

A. In 1926 the estate of Thomas 
Jefferson was purchased bv his 
admirers for $500,900 and pre­
sented to the United States.

Q. What type of intelligence 
test is the new one developed at 
the University of Chicago? G. R. 
—A. The test which has been de­
veloped after four years of re­
search by Dr. Louis L. Thurstone 
is a general one which identifies 
seven prime elements or dimen­
sions of Intelligence, which com­
bine in mental capacity. They are 
number facility, word fluency, vis­
ualizing ability, memory, percep­
tual speed, induction, and verbal 
reasoning. It is predicted that the 
test will be useful in vocational 
guidance of students.

Q. What does it mean in arch­
ery to make a gold? P. E.

A. It mean’s to hit the bull’s- 
eye, the golden center of the tar­
get.

Q. What kind of plant is an 
amotto? J. G.

A. Amotto (Bixa orellana) is a 
small tropical-American ever-green 
tree of the bixa or Indian-plum 
family. The seed coverings yield 
the well-known yellowish-red dye, 
arnotto, used for coloring butter, 
cheese, lacquers, varnishes, oint- 
m«its. and piasters. The tree is 
also oaUed arnatto, annatto, and 
anatto.

Q. How many bats are there at 
Carlsbad Caverns, New Mexico? L. 
J.

A. Near the entrance of the cav­
erns is a cave extending back 
half a mile, where it is estimated 
three million bets live.

Q. What color is the uniform of 
the Royal Canadian Mounted Po­
lice? C. E. R.

A. The dress uniform is a scar­
let tunic and blue trousers with 
a yellow stripe The everyday uni­
form is of khaki.

Q. How did Roman citterns vote 
in Julius' Caesar s time?

In England, the 
Mth century, certain colleges for­
bade “excess in apparel’’ and pre­
scribed the wearing of a long 
gown. Gowns may have been nec­
essary for warmth in the unheat­

ed buildings of the period Hoods 
seem to have served the tonsured 
tvead until they were superseded 
by skull cape. These were dis­
placed by a headdress more like 
the ones now recognized as aca­
demic. Both Cambridge and Ox­
ford- have made academic dress a 
matter of university control.

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WE^ARE RESTORING DEMOCRACY IN OPPORTUNITY,’ SAYS FDR
FAMED TEXAS

ARE RECALLED
RELATES HOW TEXANS 
-OUSTED CORPORATE 

TYRANNY
DALLAS, June 12. (A*)—Follow­

ing is the text of President Roose­
velt’s Texas Centennial speech here 
todayr

I have come here to bear the 
tribute of the Nation to you on your 
hundredth birthday; you are a 
hundred years’ young. I  am here 
also because I conceive it to be one 
of the duties and the privileges of 

,the Presidency to visit, from time to 
time, every part of the United 
States. When I was,appointed as­
sistant secretary of the Navy by 
President Wilson in 1913, I had 
visited, as I recall, only about twenty 
states, but during the next few 
years I had the fortunate opportun­
ity of going into all the others. 
Seeing things at first hand is a 
good habit. I have bene fortunate 
indeed, for as a result of personal 
contacts with every part of the 
United 8tates during many years 
past I have tried honestly to visual­
ize the problems of every part of 
the land in their relationships to 
every other part, and to the unity 
of the whole. This great Centennial 
Exposition is not for Texans alone, 
it is for the people of all the other 
forty seven states as well. I hope 
that they will take full advantage 
of it. During the past three years, 
with the return of confidence and 
the great increase in prosperity, 
the excellent custom of getting ac­
quainted with the United States 
has asserted itself. We see a great 
tide of travel by rail, by plane, by 
ship and by automobile. We are in­
deed seeing things at first hand— 
may the habit spread.

Acres Don’t Count
Coincident with the return of 

better days, we have witnessed three 
great expositions: The Century of 
Progress in Chicago, so popular that 
it was kept open for a second year; 
the California International Ex­
position in San Diego which is open 
today in its second successful year; 
and the third is this fine exposition 
commemotaiing the century of the 
independence of Texas. May you 
have all the good luck you so well 
deserve. It is not mere acres that 
count in this world. I t is, rather, 
the character of the people who 
dwell upon them. You, the people of 
Texas, have been tried by fire in 
these hundred years. You have com­
menced a war for independence. 
You have been apparently defeated, 
and then you have won out. You 
have gone through the difficult days 
dt the war between the states and 
the tiials of reconstruction. You 
have had to fight against oppres­
sors from within and without.

Your farmers were among he first 
to rebel against exploitation by the 
railroads. In a period of monopoly, 
combinations, over-capitalization, 
high rates, poor service and dis­
ci imination against the small ship­
per, you established a landmark 
in the regulation of public utilities 
for the good of their users.

Fought Corporations
Later, when industrial develop­

ment came to Texas, you were con­
fronted by corporations that got out 
of hand. Here again you called into 
play the old Texas spirit of free­
dom for the individual, and out 
of it came your anti-trust laws, pre­
ceded by only one other state in the 
union.

It is, as I recall my history, a 
fact that during this period there 
were many prophets of evil who 
foretold the ruin of Texas by the 
enactment of legislation to curb 
these abuses. Yet it is a matter of 
record that several years later an 
authoritative survey reported this:

“No part of the union is more 
prosperous, no other state has so 
sympathetically pursued a policy of 
corporation regulation, and no other 
state is so free from the domina­
tion of special interests.’’

Why did the people of Texas do 
this more than a generation ago? 
They believed in democracy in gov­
ernment, but they discovered that 
democracy in government could not 
exist unless, at the same time, there 
was democracy in opportunity.

You found that certain forms of 
monopoly, the combinations of pub­
lic utilities and other businesses 
which sought their own ends were 
undemocratic because they were 
bearing down heavily on their 
smaller competitors, and on the peo­
ple they served. Because of this 
they were taking away opportunity.

Today we have restored demo­
cracy in government.

We are in the process of restoring 
democracy in opportunity.

In our national life, public and 
private, the very nature of free gov­
ernment demands that there must 
be a line of defense held by the 
yeomanry of business and industry 
and agriculture, not the generalis­
simos, but the small men, the 
average men in business and in­
dustry and agriculture those who 
have an ownership in their busi­
ness and a responsibility which 
gives them stability. Any elemental 
policy, economic or political, which 
tends to eliminate these dependable
defenders of democratic institutions 
and to concentrate control in the 
hands of a few small, powerful 
groups, is directly opposed to the 
stability of government and to dem­
ocratic government itself. If the 
tendency in the dozen years follow­
ing the world war had been per­
mitted to continue, the Inevitable 
consequence would have been the 
destruction of the base of our form 
of government. For its splendid 
structure there would have been 
substituted as a natural result, an 
autocratic form of government.

1 have spoken of the prophets

of evil who plagued your great re­
forms in Texas. They were blood 
brothers of some who seek to 
operate on a national scale. After 
you in Texas had done so much to 
restore democracy in opportunity 
you found as we in other states 
found, that the evils we had sought 
to eradicate had merely jumped over 
the boundary into some other state. 
The old abuses of the railroads were 
finally curbed only after teeth were 
put into this interstate commerce 
laws and a nation-wide regulation 
was made effective. Banking re­
forms were tried in many states 
but here again reform became ef­
fective only when the federal gov­
ernment was enabled to operate 
throughout the union, first by the 
Federal Reserve act. and finally by 
means of the splendid legislation of 
the past three years. Individual 
states attempted courageously to 
regulate the sale of securities or 
the control oi exchanges, but you 
and I know that from the point of 
view of the nation as a whole, the 
effective curbing of abuses was 
made possible only when the con­
gress of the United States took a 
hand by passing the securities act 
and the stock exchange act.

Chiseiiers Flayed
So it goes with the constructive 

reforms of many other abuses 
which, in the past have limited or 
prevented democracy in opportun­
ity. The more progressive of the 
states may do their share, but un­
less the action of the states is sub­
stantially uniform and simultan­
eous, the effectiveness of reform is 
nullified, crippled by the chisellerS, 
who, like many other evil-doers, 
alas, are still with us.

The net result of monopoly, the 
net result of economic and finan­
cial control in the hands of the few 
has meant the ownership of labor 
as a commodity. If labor is to be 
a commodity in the United States, 
in the final analysis it means that 
we shall become a nation of board­
ing houses instead of a nation of 
homes. If our people ever submit 
to that, they will have said “good­
bye” to their historic freedom. Men 
do not fight tor boarding houses. 
They will fight for their homes.

I have spoken of the interest 
which all the country should take 
in this great exposition. I mean 
this as a symbol for the concern 
which every locality should have 
in every other locality in every 
other state. The prosperity which 
has come to Texas through the 
products of its farms and ranches, 
the products of its mines, the prod- 
uts of. its oil fields, and the prod­
ucts of its factories, has been made 
possible chiefly because other parts 
of the nation were in possession of 
the buying power, the consuming 
power, to use what you have pro­
duced. On the other side of the 
picture, thousands of factories and 
thousands of farms in the north 
and in the east have been enabled 
more greatly to sell their wares be­
cause of the prosperity of you, the 
pqple of Texas. I have spoken not 
once but a dozen times of the nec­
essity of interdependence of each 
state on every other state. I t is a 
lesson which cannot be driven 
home or preached too often.

Asks For Peace
I have taken great happiness in 

these past three years in the lessen­
ing of sectionalism which is ap­
parent on every hand. More and 
more we have been thinking na­
tionally. That in itself is good, but 
it would not have been good if at 
the same time we had not come to 
understand more deeply that the 
national good neighbor policy must 
extend also to those neighbors who 
lie outside of our national boun­
daries. You in Texas whose boun­
daries extend (or hundreds of miles 
along those of our sister republic of 
Mexico, can well understand what 
the neighbor policy means through­
out the Americas. We seek to 
banish war in this hemisphere, we 
seek to extend those practices of 
good will and closer friendship upon 
which peace itself is based.

I salute the empire of Texas.

Gun Plowed Up 
Near Old Emma 

Is Recognized
POST. June 12. (JP)—The rusted 

barrel of an old rifle on display 
here has an interesting history if a 
checkup of O. D. Cardwell, local 
historian, Is correct.

Last Christmas A. J. Moore, while 
plowing, about seven or eight miles 
southwest of Old Emma, in Crosby 
county, near League Four school, 
turned up the relic and gave it to 
Cardwell.

Cardwell, talking to William 
(Uncle Bill) Hiatt, an old timer, 
at Spur mentioned the gun. The 
latter upon being told where it 
was found declared:

”1 bet that gun belonged to J. H. 
Hensley who was manager of the 
old 22-ranch in Oarza county up 
near the Crosby county line..

“There was a big prairie fire up 
there in 1883. I had come here in 
1882. We all went out to fight the 
fire.

“We cowboys took our rifles along 
and shot cows. After killing them 
we would drag the carcass through 
the fire to put it out. Finally, we 
stopped the blaze but we never 
coould find Hensley's 4-callbre Win­
chester. That fire was seven or eight 
miles southwest of Old Emma.'’

The old gun barrel with a num­
ber of other oM guns, collected by 
Cardwell and others probably will 
be shown at Dallas during the Cen­
tennial.

If thou be the 
king of the Jews, save thyself.

38. And a superscription also 
was written over him in letters 
of Greek, and Latin, and Hebrew, 
THIS IS THE KING OF JHE 
JEWS.

39. And one of the malefactors 
which were hanged railed on him, 
saying. If thou be Christ save 
thyself and us.

40. But the other answering re­
buked him, saying, Dost thou 
fear God, seeing thou art In the 
same condemnation?

41. And we Indeed Justly; for 
we receive the due reward of our 
deeds; but this man hath done 
nothing amiss.

42. And he said unto Jesus. Lord, 
remember . me when thou comest 
into thy kingdom.

43. And Jesus said unto him, 
Verily I  say unto thee. Today 
shalt thou be with me in para­
dise.

44. And it was about the sixth 
hour, and there was a darkness 
over all the earth until the ninth 
hour.

Introduction
“It Is beyond the ability of man 

to fathom the mystery of Calvary. 
The fact (of the atonement) is 
infinitely greater than any explan­
atory theory of man. And more es­
sential than our explanations of 
the cross is our acceptance of the 
Christ who upon its cruel timbers

atoned for our sins.”—William T. 
Milliken. "At the head of the pro­
cession of life is a thorn-crowned 
Man, the revelation of what man 
is to be and of what God is. The 
universe finds its consummation in 
sacrificial love—in a cross. . . The 
crown of life is a man, the crown 
of man is Christ, the crown of 
Christ is the cross.’’—E. Stanley 
Jones.
The Crucifixion in the Gospels
To gain a clear idea of the aw­

ful event it is important to com­
pare and combine the accounts of 
all four evangelists. * Because of 
the excitement of the terrible 
hours each, eye-witness who report­
ed the story in after*years would 
remember certain particulars that 
had impressed him; so these sev­
eral narratives differ, but are not 
in conflict. That there is some 
confusion as to the order of events 
and as to minor details, is per­
fectly natural. “They tell their 
story with a simple realism that 
makes their picture cut into the 
memory and heart of the reader. 
Their one over-mastering note 
would seem to be: This is your 
Saviour, dying for you! I t has 
been remarked that the crucifix­
ion is John 3:16 dramatized.”

The Forgiving Saviour
"And Jesus said. Father, forgive 

them; for they know not what 
they do.”—Ver. 34. This was the 
first word from the cross. It is a 
prayer addressed to God as Father 
for the pardon of Christ’s enemies. 
I t was a marvelous carrying' out 
of the command which Jesus 
himself had given many months 
before, 'that men should "pray for 
them which despitefully use you” 
(Luke 8:28). The prayer expresses 
absolute faith in Ood in the dark­
est hour of the world’s history; it 
reveals Christ’s conviction that 
his persecutors needed forgiveness, 
which implies tha t they were guil­
ty. It reveals a marvelous love in 
the heart of the one who was 
dying that all men might be for­
given. (See Acts 3:17, 19). “And 
parting his garments among them, 
they cast lots." (See Psalm 22:18). 
“What a picture! The Son of God 
atoning for the sins of the world, 
whilst angels and glorified spirits 
crowd the walls of the celestial
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city to look down at the spectacle, 
and, within a yard of his sacred 
person, the soldiers, in absolute 
apathy, gambling for these poor 
shreds of cloth!”—James Stalker.

Jesus Is Mocked by the Crowd 
Luke 23:35-38

"To kill Jesus and that by the 
most horrible means, between two 
criminals, with a sign above him 
stating that he was a king, while 
the executioners gambled for his 
garments, seems not to have been 
enough for this heartless blood­
thirsty mob. They must also ridi­
cule him in his humiliating, dying 
moments. So they carried on a 
hideous mockery, with four groups 
participating, according to all re­
cords. First, the on-lookers in 
general passed by wagging their 
heads and saying that if he could 
save himself, and if he were the 
Son of God, let him come down 
from the Cross. (Matt. 27:40). Sec­
ond, the soldiers who did the ex­
ecuting not only cast lots for his 
garments but mocked him. They 
said that if he were king of the 
Jews, let him save himself. Then 
the chief priests, scribes, and eld­
ers taunted him with saying that 
he saved others, let him save him­
self. Also, if he would come down 
from the cross they would believe 
his claims (M£rk 15:32). And last 
of all. one of the criminals being 
crucified with him joined in and 
said if he were the Christ let 
him save himself and them.
The Penitent Thief Saved—Ver. 41 

And he said unto him, Verily I 
say unto thee, Today shalt thou 
be with me in Paradise.** The 
word “Paradise’* is used for the 
Garden of Bden (Gen. 2:8), and 
for that region of Hades in which 
the spirits of the blessed await the 
general resurrection (Acts 2:31), 
and then heaven Itself (2 Cor. 
12:4). Jesus went immediately into 
his Father’s presence and to that 
home above, no doubt, he referred 
in this marvelous promise In all 
the stories of Jesus of faith re­
posed in him by human souls 
which I  find in my- New Testa­
ment, this man's faith is the most 
amazing, and the most radiant, 
and the most wonderful.” — G. 
Campbell Borgan.
Love’s Supreme Sacrifice—Ver. 46

“And Jesus, crying with a loud 
voice, said. Father, into my hands 
I commend my spirit: and having 
said this, he gave up the ghost.” 
This is the last word from the 
cross. Luke records only the first, 
second and seventh words from the 
cross, and none of these are found 
in any of the other Gospel records. 
Jesus’ last words (ver? 46) indi­
cate that it was a peaceful, re­
signed. confident ending. "Breath­
ed out his life” is more literal 
and sounds better than "gave up 
the ghost.” (Mrs. Montgomery 
and Weymouth have “yielded up 
his spirit,’’ as in Matthew, R. V.)

“The veil of the temple was rent 
in the midst.” (Ver. 5). I t was 
the veil between the holy place 
and the holy of holies that parted. 
The old dispensation thus express­
ing its Indignation, or grief, at 
the outrage that was beii^p com­

mitted bn its long-expected Mes­
siah. Or as a sign that the mys­
tery of the Shekinah was now re­
vealed and the Old Covenant sup­
planted by the New.” His enemies 
had now had their way and done 
their worst. For them that cross 
was a sign of their victory and his 
defeat. It was not long, however, 
before the devotion of Jesus’ lov­
ers transformed it from a cruel 
instrument of torture and hateful 
emblem of shame into a  golden 
scepter."

"Christianity was bom of the 
cross; its message is symbolized by 
the cross; those who acoept it must 
accept the cross.”—(Lewis).
