Psychologic Disturbances In
Children

In dealing with psychologic dis-
turbances in children, one must steer
between the extremes of false op-

timism and excessive preoccupation.
The comforting but false reassur-
ance that the child is bound to out-
grow his difficulty may waste pre-
cious time, while excessive preoccu-
pation is likely to aggravate what
was originally no more than a slight
variation from the expected pattern
of behavior,

In most instances of psychologic
disturbances in the young, we -are
faced not with a true disease condi-
tion, but rather with the difficulties
of “a personality in the making.”
The untoward symptoms point to a
disturbance of development, rather
than a true distortion of estab-
lished functions.

Quite a number of the “symptoms"”
are really transitory manifestations
of normal development. They are
normal to the process, like the falls
which a child suffers while learning

| called psychologic disturbance in
| the light of the pattern of behavior

| In dealing with automobiles, how-
| ever, there seem to be almost no
| regulations. Children are permitted
| to take liberties with them with en-
tire disregard for the car, or, which
is worse, for their own safety, and
| that of others.

* It is just as dangerous to startle a
| driver as to startle a horse, and the
| consequences may be far more seri-
‘ous. It is never safe to stand behind
|a car when the engine is running.
| For little children, who are near the
iground. it is especially dangerous,
| for they are very apt to breathe in
| the carbon monoxide gas which is
| escaping. A horse’s heels could not

be more fatal than a car’s exhaust.
No one would have dreamed of
leaving a little child alone in the
carriage with an unhitched horse.
It is just as dangerous to leave a
child in a car so parked that it may
be run into, or slide down a slope.

Civil guards, assault guards and
armed militia assisted loyal troops
in the fighting around Madrid.

The interior ministry announced
the suspension of all banking opera-
tions throughout the country for 48
“hours.

A moratorium was decreed for all
commercial debts and a 2,000-peseta
($2900) limit was placed on with-
drawals from banks,

Augusto Barcia, minister of state,
thanked the people by radio for
“their heroic conduct which is in
the best interests of the nation in
this decisive moment for our future,
for Spain, and for the republic's
future.”
