At the present time, a suite of 
of offices are being completed 
for Dr. Armand. At West Plains 
Memorial Hospital. However, 
already completed and now 
being utilized is a suite of of­
fices for Dr. Sanderlin and Dr. 
Pummill which includes a re ­
ception room, individual offices 
and six examination rooms, 
three apiece.

West Plains Memorial Hos­

pital has just completed recon­
ditioning the laboratory and X- 
ray departments which serve 
individuals and the hospital pat­
ients as well as the clinic and 
nursing home patients. In the 
last six months over $6,000 
has been spent on X-ray and 
laboratory facilities.

Also noted is that recently 
Dr. Allgood moved into a new 
office suite which includes a 
receiving room, office and three 
examination rooms.

Hospital officials explained 
that in addition to the five doc­
tors now available at the clinic, 
hospital facilities have been 
granted to Dr. Jerrv  Don Gre­

gory, D.O. who has recently 
started a practice in Farwell.

In all, $20,000 has been spent 
for updating and modernizing the 
doctors offices.

It was pointed out that last 
June, Muleshoe only had three 
doctors and now have five.

West Plains Memorial Hosp­
ital Inc., which is a non-pro­
fit organization, now consists 
of 33,636 square feet, including 
the hospital, nursing home, 
clinic and pharmacy.

At this time, the Nursing 
Home consists of 60 beds which 
now has 54 patients. Total hos­
pital capacity is 30 beds, 12 
private and 18 semi-private.

North Vietnamesepropaganda 
conceals the truth of the de­
plorable condition in which our 
POW and MIA are compelled 
to live. According to some 
Americans who have escaped 
the Communists, and a few re­
leased by the Communists in 
South Vietnam, the confinement, 
facilities, and unsanitary con­
ditions are the most primative 
imaginable. The average POW 
or MIA exists in a tiny pri­
son cell with no heat or air 
conditioning. His bed is that 
of crude boards stretched 
across wooded saw horses; 
he has no sufficient toilet facil­
ities. His cell is inhabited by 
rats. The POW’s diet consists 
of tasteless soup and dry bread.

AUSTIN — The Texas Parks and Wildlife Commission has 
set a statewide closing date of Feb. 15 for the 1971-72 quail
season.

This action added two additional weeks to the seasons. How­
ever, the seasons still will be two weeks shorter than last 
year in many areas due to a later start.

The season in two regulatory districts will be two weeks 
shorter than last year’s because of reports of low bird pop­
ulations from Parks and Wildlife Department field personnel.

Only one regulatory district — the Oak Prairie along the 
lower reaches of the Guadalupe and Brazos Rivers — was 
given a longer season than last year. It was increased by two 
weeks, and will be Nov. 13 through Feb. 15.

A dry early spring, followed by heavy rains and some flood­
ing through the summer teamed up to cause erratic nesting 
conditions for quail in most areas. This caused widespread 
late nesting and late hatches.

In the Permian Basin Regulatory District the Dec. 1-Feb. 
15 season is two weeks shorter than in 1970, and the 12-bird 
limit is three less than in 1970. Possession limit also is down 
from 45 birds to 36.

The season is also two weeks shorter in the Possum Kingdom 
district in the North Central portion of the state. Its season 
and bag limit are the same as for the Permian Basin.

Districts which have two weeks later than last year’s sea­
son are the Edwards Plateau, Panhandle, Northeast Texas, 
Trinity-Brazos and Southeast Texas. They are all Dec. 1- 
Feb. 15, with bag and possission limits at 12 and 36.

In the South Central District, the season is also two weeks 
later than in 1970, from Nov. 13 through Feb. 15. Bag and pos­
session are 12 and 36. The Trans-Pecos district season will

Announced
AUSTIN, Texas.—A draft call 

of 588 men for the remainder 
of 1971 was announced today for 
the State of Texas by Colonel 
Melvin N. Glantz, the State Di­
rector.

Glantz said none will be or­
dered for induction in October, 
363 in November, and 195 in 
December, all from the extend­
ed or first priority 'groups.
