Senator Earl B. Mayfield
predicts the passage in the
next session of Congress of his
bill to permit railroads to build
extensions without the consent
of the Interstate Commerce
Commission.

The Texas senator believes
that the South would be much
benefited should the railroads
be allowed to build lines into
the isolated sections and com-
pete without the present re-
strictions.

It is interesting to consider
the effects of such a measure
upon cities like Pampa. While
this section might attract
smaller roads to attempt
through-lines, the established
system eould throw out a net-
work of feeders which would
sap any competing line. It
would appear, therefore, that
the 1. C. C. is as protective in
its nature as it is retarding un-
der some circumstances.

With highways reaching in-
to most sections, railroads are
not as vital as they once were,
but it is doubtful that May-
field’s measure is wise as writ-
ten. That railroads are too
much regulated can be argued |
with effectiveness, yet when|
there was little restriction cir-
cumstances -developed that
m.de strict supervision advis-
able.

But one of the dots inadvert-
ently dried up or drew up to
about the size of a pin head,
instead of showing the real
size of the town, which in re-
lation to the map was about|W
the size of a buckshot. So they
had to -throw the nice maps
away and revise the size of
the dot.
