IA FARM COLONIES DRIVE 
LONELINESS FROM RURAL HOMES

(B y Ik e

ORLANDO, Fla.. April I.— Parm­
er John of a generation ago, after 
doing op his chorea, hung the lantern 
in the smokehouse and contemplated 
the prospect of going to bod.

There was not much else to do. 
Mother was nodding in her chair. 
The whirring of crickets, distant 
croaking of frogs, droned in through 
the open window along wlUT~ the 
damp evening scentof sweet honey­
suckle, and the lonesome bawling ot 
a cow floated up from the hillside 
pasture. John was lonely.

In this ridge section of central 
Plorida man’s urge to sociability is 
taken into account In the spreading 
of the farm colony as a means of 
drawing a working population and 
developing latent agricultural re­
sources. New amienities are added to 
the farmer's life. Whatever of loneli­
ness was left after the advent of good 
roads, the automobile and the radio 
is making its last stand here among 
the moss-hung pines and oak ham­
mocks.

Chambers of commerce, state au­
thorities and the newspapers have 
thrown support to this colony plan. 
It figures as a step toward the per­
manent growth this fruit-growing 
and gardening region seeks to estab­
lish.

Under the colony plan scores ot 
five or ten-acre poultry farms, 
orange and grape-fruit groves or 
winter gardens are grouped around 
n community center from which rad­
iate surfaced roads, electric light 
wires and water mains. There are a 
dosen such undertakngs within a 
score of miles of Orlando, the metro­
polis of the agricultural section ot 
the state.

The pioneer of the early day carv 
ed his little term out of the wild 
erness very much alone. These col­
onists In neighborly groups pursue 
the same purpose In a modern way 
under the guidance ot an agricultur­
al expert which each colony provides.

When the sub-tropical moon comes 
up above the silent lscey pines the 
poultry . farmer, the truck gardener 
and the fruit growpt/need not kick 
off his shoes an'Vt^o to bed. He and 
his wife can ^uck the children in bed 
and step diAwn to the community cen­
ter, gosHjfp at the filling station or 
the continuity store, or sit in the 
community council house and absorb 
advice tjlom an expert on poultry, 
gardening or citrus growing.

There is even a golf colony 
three 18-hole courses grouped about 
a community center and clubhouse, 
with residence lots fronting on the 
fairways.

The white stakes set up out In the 
woods by the sub-dividers when the 
boom was at its height are being 
pulled up. In their stead lines of 
farm fenobsg are going In. The elo­
quent appeals of the realtor that 
once sounded through the silent for­
est are giving place to the thud of 
ax. and grubbing hoe. The smoke of 
burning stumps and palmetto roots 
is seen in the land where once half- 
starved woods cattle and hump-back­
ed hogs roamed In full possession of 
the vast tracts of cut over acres.

Built In' the F.ooeevelt administra­
tion, It made a garden spot of the 
coantr ylt serves, and turned range 
country Into a garden spet of orch­
ards, small grain and alfalfa, bring­
ing prosperity. Now a sugar beet 
factory la going np near here and 
much Idle land is being cultivated for 
beet production.

The Orman dam, one of the eerly 
federal Irrigation projects, stretches 
for *,402 feet, and is 115 high at Its 
moat abrupt point. A million and 
a halt cubic yards of earth went In­
to It. and It coat *1,2*5,000. The 
2*1,00# acre feet of water stored In 
the basin it forms are carried 
through narroh canals to farm for 
many miles around. f

We seem to 
hear in It an echo of the impetuous 
old fisher-apostle Peter; who probab­
ly dictated this Gospel to his young 
disciple, John Mark, and who Im­
parted to Mark much‘of his own fire 
and enetgy. Here, the adverb indi­
cates the promptness with which 
true followers of Christ will heed ev­
ery command of their Lord.

The Purpose of Miracles 
It is interesting and instructive to 

note how many miracle were worked 
by the Savior In close connection 
with the calling of bis chief apostles. 
He never worked his miracles aim­
lessly or for self-aggrandisement, 
and here his purpose was manifest, 
which was to convince these who 
were to be his helpers of the funda­
mental fact of his Messlahship and 
Deity.

Jesus In the Synagogue, v. 20

ly Roman centurion (Luke 7: 6 )),

today. There could not have been

Coyote and
Cat Destroy Most

of Wild Life
(By The Associated Pram.)

FORT WORTH, April 2 — A $60,- 
000 endowment fund to stabilize the 
work of the Texas Outdoor league 
will be squght in the fortheeu$lng
year, E. H. Ratcliff,,secretary of the 
organisation said here today. At­
tempts to raise the sum will fallow a 
membership campaign during which 
the present membership of about 2,- 
500 enrolled In approximately 50 lo­
cal camps -will be boosted to around 
8,000 If present plans^of the officials 
materlaliss.

The league Is an organization of 
persons interested In the preserva­
tion of wild life In Texas. Organi­
zed little more than a year ago, It 
has sought to preserve and multiply 
wild game Ufa, fish, beast and fowl, 
by supporting legislation designed to 
make wild Ufa more prosperous, by 
waging war on predatory animals, 
and by disseminating publicity urg­
ing greater respect for the state’s 
game laws and more generous feel­
ing toward wild’ game generally.

Other matters which the league 
may back In 1927 include the institu­
tion of a State quail farm which will 
be malntatued by the State tor the 
purpose of stocking game preserves 
and other designated places with 
quail. At the present time quail are 
being Imported from Mexico to re­
stock exhausted territories, hut a tar­
iff imposed by the Mexican govern­
ment has made the process almost 
prohibitive, says Ratcliff, moreover 
the Mexical quail has been found to 
he much smaller than the ordinary 
Texas “ Bob White."*
