Whether the operator who sent
that historic telegram 40 years ago
today was so excited that he mis-
spelled Orville Wright's name and
short-changed him two seconds on
his longest flight is doubtful, More

takes that telegraph operators
sometimes do make and was no
more impressed with the Wright
brothers' feat than the rest of the
level-headed people,

It took 10 years more, and the
outbreak of World War I, for the
world to begin to realize what
aviation meant. It took another
25 years, and the nazl bombing of
Poland, to understand the really
terrible possibilities of military
aviation,

Not the least skeptieal In the
early days of flying were U, S.
Army and Navy authoritles. In
1908 the Army Slgnal Corps smug-
ly ttlned a contﬂct ﬂlth Wllbur
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llll Wrigl‘ll cHhI contrels, man's
e made initial hop of 120 feet,
ifting sand dunes of Kitty Hawk. ,

and Orville Wright to bulld a ma-
chine to fly one hour carrying a
pilot and passenger of a combined
weight of not less than 350 pounds,
To the Army's surprise, the
Wrights produced such a plane.

High Navy officlala of the day
couldn’t see just what alrplanes
could do for them, but they sent
ubservers to the Wrighis' Army
trial flights and in 1810 asked the
Wrights to work on a plan to
catapult planes from warships. The
Wrights weren't interested, so the
Navy went to™ Glenn Curtls, who
the year before had won the Gor-
don Bennett Sport Trophy at
Relms, France, by flying two laps
around the course at 47.65 miles
per hour. (He also set an altitude
record of 508 1-2 feet)

While catapult experiments were
under way, Eugene Ely landed a
Curtiss plane on a platform on the
battleship Pennsylvania, with a
crude “arresting gear”™ of ropes
and sand hags working perfectly.
| Then he took off and flew back
to land. The same month Curtiss
Lgrfected his float plane, landed

side a warship, was hoisted
aboard with a crane, lowered into
the water agaln, took off and re-
turned to base.
