St. PAUL, May 2, (/»>)— Alvin 
Karpis, long hunted as leader of 
a gang charged with carrying out 
two of the nation's major kidnap- 
ings • wasf ̂ returned today to the 
scene of those crimes after being 
*jeized last night in a bloodless 
department of justice coup in 
New Orleans. J
Karpis. the nation's most widely 

sought criminal, had boasted he 
“ wouldn't be taken alive,” but J 
Edgar Hoover, head of the federal 
bureau of Investigation, who led the 
capture and escorted the prisoner 
here by airplane 'said Karpis was 
“so damned scared he couldn't 
talk.”

Not a shot was fired by the heavily 
armed agents who ended a three 
year search.

Karpis was brought here by Hoov­
er and eight federal agents on a 
12-hour -airplane trip marked by 
detours and hazardous flying 
weather.

Shackled with heavy chains on the 
long ride, the prisoner often dubbed 
the latest public enemy No. 1 was 
rushed under heavy guard to the 
federal building upon arrival. He 
was held there for questioning.

Hoover left early this afteynoon 
by plane for New York^ 
chartered ship paused '
Chicago, he announced

“Karpis’ arrest was brought about 
entirely by department of justice 
agents.! There were no tips from 
outsiders and no reward will be 
paid."

Rewards totalling $7,000 had been 
offered for the apprehension and 
conviction of the gang leader.

When Karpis would be arraigned 
and whether he would be tried first 
for the $200,000 kidnaping of banker 
Edward G. Bremer jferf the seizure of 
William Hamm, Jr., brewing comp­
any head, who paid $100,000 for his 
freedom. /District Attorney George 
i .

May 2 (AP I—Bold 
Venture, the longest shot winner 
in eighteen years, survived a 
rough-and-tumble thoroughbred 
battle as well as a thrilling 
stretch drive today to capture the 
sixt -second Kentucky before the 
greatest crowd ever gathered for 
America’s most spectacular horsy 
race.
To the astonishment of the over­

flow throng of 62.000 spectators and 
confusion of the form players. 
Bold Venture stood off a terrific 
stretch challenge from Brevity, the 
4 to 5 favorite, and won by a 

.scant head in a hard-driving, whip­
lashing climax to the struggle of 
three year olds.

Owned by Morton L. Schwartz, 
New York sportsman, Bold Ven­
ture paid $43 far each $2 mutuei 
ticket, as well as $11.80 to place 
and $6.60 to show. The winner's 
price, equivalent to $20.50 on the 
dollar, was the biggest since Ex­
terminator, the celebrated "Old 
Bones" of the turf, flashed home 

( in front )n 1918 and paid the 
j equivalent of $29.60 to one.

Granville Loses Jockey 
Bold Venture's victory, worth 

$37,725 to the colt's owner, out of 
a total derby purse of $48,150, cli­
maxed a startling sequence of 
events, all packed into slightly 
more than two minutes of thrill­
ing excitement, stunning surprise 
and uncompromising tactics.

So bitterly-waged was this battle 
of speed and stamina, as the 14 
horses sprang from the stall gates 
that William Woodward's Gran­
ville. one of the prime choices, lost 
his jockey while the highly-favored 
Brevity was nearly knocked off his 
feet at the outset, and Ira (Babe) 
Hanford, the winning rider, was 
promptly suspended for rough rid­
ing. along wnn two oinei jocseys. 

It didn't alter the outcome of the 
* race, but it capped the climax of 
another highly-disputed running of 
the Bluegrass classic as the riders 

; of three of the first four horses 
; were set down, each for 15 days, as 
a consequence of their tactics,

04V- 
Fire, pillage and riot raged in 
Ethiopia’s ancient capital of 
Addis Ababa toilight as, in the 
absence of government, bands of 
plunderers poured tli rough the 
town. „
The royal family had fled the 

city in the anticipation of an at­
tack by advancing Italian trooos.

A report radioed to the State De­
partment by the American minister, 
Cornelius Van H. Engert, said the 
center of the city was burning 
fiercely; that three stray bullets had 
struck the American legation but 
none of its occupants had been hurt.

Van Engert reported heavy firing 
in the town, with bands of plunder­
ers roaming the streets seeking loot.

In a message filed, at 5 p. m. 
Addis Ababa time, he reported the 

| home of an American vice consul, 
W M Cramp of Philadelphia, had 

; been sacked o f all his possessions 
while he was in the legation.

The fate of most cf the 53 Amer- 
1 ican men, women, and children be­
lieved to be in Addis Ababa appar- 

iently was not known at that time. 
Five Americans had taken refuge 
In the British legation and three 
others we/e Jn the American diplo­
matic mission.

Even before flames began sweep­
ing the flimsy structures of Addis 

i Ababa, Engert said that the situa­
tion rapidly was getting out of 
hand. Police protection had broken 

; down, most of the shops had been 
looted, and there was firing oi^ all 
sides.

Freeport’s ‘Red’ Cecil Wins 
League’s Track-Field Meet

New Record Is Set in 
100-Yard Dash by 

Fast Sprinter’
AUSTIN, May 2. UP)—A “tone- 

man track tram,” brtUiant Walter 
“ Red” Cecil of Freeport, today 
won the school and tndtvidnal 
championships at the 26th an­
nas I University of Texas Inter- 
scholastic track and field meet.
Freeport was credited with 16 

points, all scored by the versatile 
Cecil who established a new rec­
ord of 9.8 seconds in the 100-yard 
dash and placed first in the 220- 
yard dash and the broad Jump. 
Cecil, who had tied the league rec­
ord in the 100-yard dash consist­
ently in earlier meets, lowered the 
old record one-tenth of a second.

Cecil’s time in the 220-yard dash 
was seven-tenths of a second over 
the record while his distance in the 
broad jump was slightly more than 
two inches off the record.

Big Monte Earwood of Rock* 
springs cracked the record in the 
shot put when he toned she 12* 
pound ball 53 feet, eight and one- 
half inches, adding six Inches to the

mark established in 1933 by M. As- 
bell of John H Reagan high school 
of Houston.

the veteran to call at one of these 
post office^ in order to have his 
ponds converted! I f  he does not 
live near one of them. he. can 
make application to his local post­
master, who will certify to his 
identification. The bonds desired to 
be cashed will be forwarded by the 
local postmaster to the nearest 
postoffice making disbursements. A 
check will be sent back immed­
iately to the veteran.
/ It will probably be more satis­
factory for the veteran to cash his 
bonds through his local postmaster 
so -as to avoid any problem of 
identification.

All bonds will be dated June 1ft, 
1936, and will run to June 18, 
1945, They may be exchanged for 
cash at any time during the first 
year at their face value, and if 
held one year from the date of 
issuance they may be exchanged 
with an additional three per cent 
interest.

The law provides that the bonds 
shall not be transferable, and can­
not be assigned toward purchases. 
They are payable to the veteran 
only, and can be cashed only by 
him.
..... The department says that every 
effort is being made ..to deliver 
these bonds in order that veterans 
who desire to cash now may re­
ceive it with the least possible de­
lay.

The Farm Credit administration 
reports that they are receiving

June 15, according to Congressman, 
Marvin Jones who quotes the 
Treasury department.

Under the law passed at the 
present session of Congress, the 
bonds by which payment will be 
made cannot be delivered before 
June IS, which is the date they 
become effective. The bonds have 
been printed dnd have been sent 
to the Federal Reserve banks for 
distribution.

«  Because of the mailing problem 
which would be created by the re­
lease of 2,000,000 letters all at one 
time, the payments will be mailed 
in large batches. Within a short 

" time after June 15, every veteran 
who has had his application ap­
proved is expected, to receive a 

' registered letter containing his set­
tlement.

Applications are being received 
daily, and it is estimated that there 
will still be 700,000 applications on 
hand when payments are started. 
These are ones which have recently 
been received or about which cor­
respondence has been necessary. 
They will be taken care of as 
quickly as possible.

Record as a Worker 
And Orator Is

Mrs. Melville Mucklestone, na­
tional president of the American 
Legion Auxiliary, will be the honor 
guest and feature speaker at the 
annual spring convention of the 
18th District of the American Leg­
ion and American Legion Auxili­
ary here today. Mrs. Mucklestone 
will speak at the joint public meet­
ing today at 9:30 a. m. in the city 
auditorium.

As National president of the 
American Legion Auxiliary, Mrs. 
Melville Mucklestone, of Chicago 
Illinois, is leading the largest wom­
en's patriotic orgaplzation in the 
world. Under her leadership, the 
Auxiliary’s 400,000 members are car­
rying out a broad program of civic 
and patriotic activities in support of 
the work of the Amerftan Legion.

Mrs. Mucklestone was elected na­
tional president at the national con­
vention In St. Louis in September 
and will serve for one year; Her 
election came as a result of ten 
years of continuous service In the 
Auxiliary in local, county, state and 
national offices, during which she 
demonstrated her brilliant ability 
as an organizer and leader of Auxi­
liary activities.

Beginning work in the ranks of 
her local unit, Mrs. Mucxlestone 
served as chairman of a number of 
unit committees and advanced thru 
first and second vice presidents to 
the office of unit president. Her 
services were called for by the 
Cook county council of the Auxil­
iary, composed of 110 units and 
larger in membership than a ma­
jority of state organizations. She 
was membership chairman, secre­
tary, first vice president, then pres­
ident of the council.

>For two years. 1931 and 1932, Mrs. 
Mucklestone headed the Illinois de­
partment's national defense com­
mittee. During the first year the 
department built an athletic field 
at FV>rt Sheridan for the Citizen's 
Military Training camp, and during 
the second, through her efforts, 17 
boys were sent to Oem; Roosevelt 
for summer officer* -raining camp 
In 1931 she served also as second 
vice president of the department, 
and In 1932 was first vice president. 
The following year she was elected 
department president and In this 
official capacity was official hostess 
to the national convention in Chi­
cago. She represented Illinois cm the 
national executive committee In 
1934.

The national organization first 
recognized Mrs. Mucklestone’* un­
usual ability in 1931 when she was 
appointed Americanism chairman 
for the central division. At the na­
tional convention in Portland, Ore­
gon. in 1932, she served as chairman 
of the rules committee, and follow­
ing this convention was appointed 
vice chairman of the national legis­
lative committee. In 1924, as chair­
man of the national legislative com­
mittee, she led the Auxiliary’s e f­
forts to aid the Legion secure res­
toration of compensation for dis­
abled veterans unjustly deprived of 
government aid under hastily enact­
ed economy legislation. She was

ARTICLE III
The free conference committee in Texas is composed 

of five men appointed by the Speaker of the House of 
Representatives from such House and five from the Senate 
appointed by the Lieutenant Governor. It being the rule 
that the Speaker and the Lieutenant Governor can ap­
point whomsoever they will, it is easy to be seen that the 
selection of such men, so far as legislation in this State is 
concerned, becomes a very important matter.

The function of this committee, supposedly, is to iron 
out the difference^ in a bill which might exist as it comes 
from each of the two houses. Practically every piece of 
major legislation goes into the hands of a free conference 
committee. What they actually do, is to write that char­
acter of Bill which to them seems most plausible. There 
are no restrictions upon them; they can add to or detract 
as they may see fit. They can, and in many instances do, 
write a completely new Bill and pass it back to the two 
Houses, which by them must be rejected or received with­
out amendment.

It is not difficult, therefore,"to see that instead of a 
house Legislature, as most peopie of this state think 

we have, we do in fact have three. Houses, the free con­
ference committee being the most powerful of the three. 
No record is kept or has ever been kept by any free con­
ference committee of any State in* this Union of how the 
members of such committee vote. How are the people to 
know who is responsible for the formation of various 
pieces of legislation under such a system?

I have no objection to the free conference committee 
under our present form of Legislature. I know there must 
come a time when the cqpsideration of a Bill must cease 
i f  an agreement is to ever be reached. I know likewise 
there must be some body of men to adjust the differences 
between the two houses so long as we have two houses. 
Neither do I believe that a free conference committee can 
be successfully instructed, for the reason that, the instruc­
tion from one house to their committee may not conform 
to the instruction given the committee from the other.

It will therefore be seen that should such conferees 
from the one house receive instruction counter to those 
from the other there will come a deadlock in legislation 
resulting in the defeat of the pending legislation.

It is the elimination of the necessity for such a free con­
ference committee and the consequent elimination of the 
evils of the same for which I contend. It is altogether pos­
sible, and it has actually happened in many instances, 
when a man could stand bn the floor of either house, fight 
for and secure the passage in his respective house of legis-

TREND OF WORLD IMPORTANCE
ACHIEVEM ENT SELDOM 

MATCHED IN A N Y

The steady march of oil produc­
tion In the southwest, since the turn 
of the century, to its current out­
standing position wherein the south­
west is supplying 70 per cent of the 
nation’s crude otf and pearly 45 per 
cent of world production, is an 
achievement worthy of careful at­
tention.

Pew economic enterprises have, In 
such a short period of time, risen to 
auch prominence anywhere In the 
world. The position of Texas, geo­
graphic and geologic, is such that 
Texas constitutes the center of at­
tention in this remarkable develop­
ment, and the same factors of geog­
raphy and geology make it reason­
ably certain that future develop­
ments will pivot about Texas re­
sources. even more than has been 
the case during the past two dec­
ades. /

The first recorded oil production 
in Texas was in 1889 wpen Texas 
produced 48 barrels, according to the 
United States Bureau of Mines. This 
was likewise the first year of re­
corded production for Kansas, 500 
barrels being produced in Kansas 
in 1889. During the decade of the 
tO’s practically all of the United 
8tates production of oil came from 
northeastern fields; it was centered 
in two states, Pennsylvania and Ohio 
Even New York state, a very low 
third at that tim.e with its annual 
production of less than 2,000,000 
barrels, was producing more than all 
the rest of the states combined, ex­
clusive of Pennsylvania and Ohio.

With the discovery of oil at 
Spindletop in 1901. Texas oil produc­
tion really got under Way. and in 
1905 Texas rankest second as an oil 
producing state, being surpassed 
only by California; in California oil 
production had been rising steadily 
and continuously since 1876. Fol­
lowing 1905 Texas oil production 
steadily declined until 1910, when it 
was less than 9.000,000 barrels, hav-

In the meantime, however, Okla­

homa had come forward to second 
place, California still maintaining 
first place in 1910. Production in 
Oklahoma had risen rapidly since 
1904 when its output had reached 
1,400,000 barrels. By 1910 oil pro­
duction was definitely on a down­
ward trend in the northeastern 
fields; it was rising fairly rapidly 
in California, and the southwest was 
well begun in its march towards su­
premacy in oil production.

In fact during the period 1901-10, 
although neither Arkansas nor New 
Mexico had any oil production dur­
ing these years, the states of Okla­
homa. Texas, and Louisiana com­
bined furnished 27.6 per cent of 
national petroleum production; and 
including Kansas, this section fur­
nished 31 per cent. During the same 
period California furnished 26 per 
cent; Illinois, Indiana, and Ohio to­
gether, 26 per cent; and West Vir­
ginia, Pennsylvania, and New York 
17 per cent.

During the five-year period, 1911- 
15. the southwest furnished 40 pel 
cent of the national output; Cali­
fornia, 36.5 per cent; and the north­
eastern fields, the remaining 23.5 
per cent. In the following five- 
year period. 1916-1920, the south­
west. including Kansas, furnished 
57.6 per cent of the national oil out­
put, and national output was stead­
ily rising; California accounted for 
17 per cent; the northeastern fields, 
12 per cent; and Wyoming, 3 per 
cent.

These trends or increased United 
States oil production and of the 
growing importance of the southwest 
continued during the decade of the 
•20's. During the five-year period, 
1926-30, the southwest — including 
Kansas, with 4.6 per cent—yielded 
65 per cent of the national total; 
California accounted fat 27 per cent; 
the northeastern fields, 4.7 per cent, 
and Wyoming—with a small amount 
in Montana—2.9 per cent. During 
1932, after production in East Texas 
was well started, the southwest ac­
counted for nearly 70 per cent of the 
total United States production; Cali­
fornia, 2 per cent; the northeastern 
fields. 4.5 per cent; and Wyoming 
S per cent. In 1935 the southwest 
contributed 71.7 per cent of the na­
tional oil output, but California's 
Percentage of the total had de-
t-mued to 20.1 per cent.
The loregoing statements definitely
>rtray the growth of oil production 

• '■ the various oil provinces of the 
United States. Oil production be­
gan In Pennsylvania, and for many 
years fields in the northeastern 
ttates held supremacy in oil produc­
tion  .--^Mltorniji production began 
60 years ago. and production in that 
state had a steady and continuous 
expansion down to 1929; sipce 1929 
Callfim la production has been de­
creasing. although production in 
that state in 1935 was 33,000,000 bar­
rels greater than in 1934. Though 
oil production in the southwest had 
begun in a small way, it was not 
until the turn of the century that 
the southwest became an outstand­
ing producing territory. Large pro­
duction in Texas became important 
in 1919 and 1920. In fact, &0 per 
cent of the total Texas production 
has come during the past 15 years

Because of the longer period of 
production, the total oil output of 
CalUfornia to date exceeds that of 
Texas, although Texas is a close 
second. O f total oil production in 
the United States to date the south­
west has contributed 56.7 per cent; 
California. 25 per cent; and the 
northeastern fields, 15.4 per cent; 
Wyoming and Montana have con­
tributed 2.6 per cent,

Unfair to Texas and especially unfair to theTanhandle 
are the inequities in allowables now operative in the Mid- 
Continent oil field. ' v

Some of these conditions will be -aired at the Railroad 
commission hearing in Amarillo May 11. The Significance 
to the Panhandle could hardly be over-estimated. It has 
been repeatedly shown that the Panhandle field is too 
stringently regulated, compared with other fields of this 
state and neighboring states. Our per-well allowabje has 
dropped to 50 per cent or less of the totals existing in 
other fields of Texas. Currently it is falling below 20 bar­
rels daily on an average. This is an unfair intra-state con­
dition and one which, if the industry is to *be regulated on 
any premise of equity, should be corrected by purchasers. 

There likewise is growing evidence of interstate in­
equities. It is reported, tfor instance, that per-well allow- 

es in the Oklahoma City field are as high as 1,800ables
barrels daily. Whether this figure is* accurate or too high 
is immaterial— it is irrefutable that the Panhandle field 
is suffering unnecessary suppression.

Orderly development is good for the industry and it 
is good for the Panhandle field. But a diet is one thing 
and starvation is another.

For example, the mid-west would 
doubtless trend to become more 
nearly self-sufficient in the pro­
duction of feeder and stocker cattle 
to the disadvantages of the range 
country. It is probable, too, that the 
well developed dairy industry of 
the north and east could avail itself 
of any benefits inherent in the plan 
more readily than the relatively un­
developed dairy industry of the south 
and southwest. This situation is all 
the more serious to the southwest 
because of the apparent loss of much 
of our foreign cotton market.

“Agricultural leadership of the 
highest order will be needed if this 
region is to improve or even main­
tain its relative economic posiUon. 
Industrial leadership will be equally 
Important during the forthcoming 
period of regional readjustments 
In fact, the interests of agriculture 
and industry are so interwoven in 
the present stage of development 
in this region that progress in the 
on£ is largely dependent upon ad­
vance in the other.”'

New Qulf Map
Being Circulated

Texas is not only the largest 
state in the union, but also, pro­
duces the largest volume of oil. In 
fact, present rates of oil produc­
tion. based on official data com­
piled by the U. 8. Bureau of Mines, 
show that Texas produces 40 per 
cent of the nation’s oil supply.

So prolific are the existing oil 
producing fields of Texas that this 
state alone could probably produce 
five or six times the normal daily 
oil requirements of the entire Unit­
ed States. In fact, estimates pre­
pared by the Statistical Depart­
ment of the Mld-Gontinent Oil & 
Gas association of Texas indicate 
that Texas could reasonably pro­
duce as much as 14.000.000 barrels 
of oil a day, Jf all wells in the 
state, numbering more than 56.000, 
were opened to maximum flow, un­
der rigid state control, however, 
Texas’ oil output is held at a daily 
rate of about 1,100,000 barrels which 
is considered to be the reasonable 
market demand at this time.

Because of its vast area, much 
of which is geologically favorable 
to the development of oil and gas. 
Texas is officially rated as the 
largest and most Important future 
source of oil supply in the United 
States. Figures compiled by hte 
American Petroleum Institute, as 
of January 1st, 1936, show that 
Texas now has a proven oil reserve 
aggregating 5.500,000.000 barrels, 
which represents about forty-six 
per cent of the total available sup­
ply in sight In the United States 
at this time.

Salient statistics of the Texas 
oil industry show that wells drill­
ed in 1935 aggregated 12,000; crude 
output in 1934 was 376,000,000 bar­
rels; natural gas production was 
600,000,000,000 cubic feet. There are 
197 oil refineries In the state, with 
an aggregate dally operating ca­
pacity of more than a million bar­
rels? The state also has 46,000 miles 
of pipe lines in operation.

The state’s most prolific oil pro­
ducing area is in East Texas, 
where, in one concentrated area, 
there are now more than 20,000

During 1934 
the southwest contributed 28.8 pei 
cent of the value of national mineral
output, as contrasted with 29.7 per 
cent produced by the Middle At­
lantic States; 19 per cent by the 
Middle West; 12 per cent by the 
Pacific group; and 3.7 per cent by 
the Mountain States.

In considering mineral values the 
gi-iicrnl impi  iv. .inn is Unit m r t « !  , arc  
dominant. As a matter of fact the 
mineral fuels group stands out far 
above everything else in values of 
minerals in the United States. In 
1934 the value of United States crude 
oil—in value, the leading mineral 
product—alone is given by'the United 
States Bureau of Mines as $900,000- 
000—a sum greater than the com­
bined value of both bituminous coal 
and anthracite for that year. For 
the same year this authority gives 
to natural gas produced in the 
Urtited States a value of $405,000,000 
—nearly two-thirds, the value of 
bituminous coal produced in 1934. 
The value of the output of oil, natu­
ral gas, and natural gasoline in the 
United States for 1934 amounted to
$1,363,000,000-----more than 50 per
cent greater than the value of both 
bituminous coal and anthracite.

The dominant position of Texas 
and the southwest in current oil 
and natural gas production is a 
matter of record. The position of 
Texas and the southwest in oil and 
natural gas reserves in reassuring 
for the immediate future. Texas 
alone has approximately 50 per cent 
of the estimated proven reserves of 
oil in the United States, and the 
southwest, nearly 70 per cent of 
such reserves. The key. postion of oil 
and natural gas and the facts that 
they are irreplaceable resources and 
that their supply is a limited one 
should serve to Impress upon Texas 
and the southwest the necessity of 
properly conserving these resources 
so-essential to the future of the en­
tire southwest.

heavy construction remain compara­
tively bright, although activity in 
these lines is still far below normal 
and probably will remain so far a 
considerable period. The national 
forecast for railroad car loadings 
indicates an increase of nearly 10 
per cent for the second quarter over 
the corresponding period last year.

“Building contracts for March 
showed marked i m p r o v e m e n t  
over those of a year ago.

The latter division is ex­
pected to record an even greater 
percentage gain in April.

“Farm income prospects are the 
best in several years. The statisti­
cal position of practically all farm 
commodities is now quite satisfac­
tory. Moderate increases over the 
1935 crop year arc in the produc­
tion and marketings of farm crops, 
livestock, and livestock products 
during thd coming year;’ but, with 
the improvement which is taking 
place in demand, prices should be 
well maintained near present levels. 
In addition to the receipts from reg­
ular farm operations, the agricul­
tural population of the country will 
receive, before the close of the year, 
nearly three-fourths of a billion 
dollars in the form of government 
subsidies—$275,000,000 for compliance 
with the 1935 Agricultural Adjust­
ment administration contracts and 
$470,000,000 under the'soil conserva­
tion act. The rural sections of the 
country will also receive a substan­
tial portion of the soldiers' bonus.

"Another important influence in 
.augmenting farmer purchasing pow­
der is to be found in the government, 
sponsored low interest rate on farm 
mortgage indebtedness and on pro­
duction and marketing credit. In 
1932 the farm debt of the nation 
was nearly $12,000,000,000. As a re­
sult of the Emergency Farm Mort­
gage act of 1933 and the Farm Credit 
act of 1933 with subsequent amend­
ments, the farmer's m ortage debt 
burden has been greatly relieved.

I HEARDCOLLEGE STATION, May 2.— 
The Panhandle area of Texas and 
the western part of Oklahoma have 
special problems due to the drouth 
and wind erosion, so officials In the 
southern regional division. In draw­
ing up the soil conservation program 
to apply to this area, concluded that 
a supplemental set of regulations 
should apply to this area.-

For tliat reason. E. N. Duke 
county agricultural agent from Ama­
rillo, and Fred R. Merrlfield, assist­
ant director of the Oklahoma exten­
sion service, were called to Washing­
ton to help work out a conservation 
program for this area, due to the 
fact that they were familiar with 
conditions in this section.

Coinciding with their return, aft­
er completing this work. Is the re­
lease of this special supplement un­
der the Soil ^Conservation program

One of.the most Important provi­
sions worked out for these particu­
lar Panhandle and Oklahoma coun­
ties is that which permits the plant­
ing of sorghums in strips or wide 
rows alternated with fallow. Such 
strips will be left on the land as a 
protection against danger from wind 
erosion.

However, If any soil depleting crop 
is harvested from such strips, the 
aceage actually covered by the strips 
will be considered soil depleting 
Summer fallow In conbination with 
strip cropping or contour listing or 
furrowing Is also approved for a 
soil conserving practice in lieu of a 
soli conserving crop.

The rulings further provide that 
crop land In process of being re­
stored to native pasture by contour 
fisting and natural cover maintained 
by withholding o f all grazing to In­
sure protection against wind erosion 
will be considered a soli conserving 
practice which may be substituted 
acre for acre In lieu of a soil con­
serving crop.

Another section of this supplment 
reads: All sorghum seeded solid or 
broadcast, or sweet sorghum In 
rows, when the crop Is left on the 
land, will be considered a soil con­
serving practice which also may be 
substituted acre for acre in lieu of 
soil conserving crops.

Contour listing or furrowing un­
der soil building practice payments 
will pay 50 cents per acre when 
done on crop or pasture land, and 
furrows maintained throughout the 
growing season.

It Is also stated In this supplement 
that the soil building payments for 
the practices will not be made when 
the labor, seed, or materials are 
furnished or paid for by any state 
or federal agency..

These practices which will apply 
In counties designated by the state 
committee and approved by the 
Agricultural Adjustment administra­
tion are supplemental or in addition 
to practices approved for the south­
ern region In general.
