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WASHINGTON (AP) — Under orders from
Congress to document 30 years of Cold War radiation
experiments on humans, the Reagan administration in
the mid-1980s decided instead to play down the issue,
rejecting suggestions for follow-up reviews and com-
pensation, Energy Department papers show.

The department’s arguments ranged from there was
“no scientific reason” to believe the subjects suffered
Jong-term harm to assertions that follow-up studies
would “violate privacy,” according to documents
obtained by The Associated Press.

Congressional concerns over possible long-term
injury to the subjects “‘appear to have been based on
misunderstandings of ... the principles of human
experimentation,”’ then-Energy Secretary John Her-
rington said in a letter to Congress in early 1987.

Herrington, now an attorney in Walnut Creek,
Calif., defended the department’s stand at the time,
but acknowledged in a telephone interview Thursday
that in 1986 the issue ‘““‘was not up on the screen” at
the department in terms of priorities.

The Reagan administration’s response seven years
ago differed markedly from that in recent weeks of
Clinton administration Energy Secretary Hazel
O’Leary. She has expressed public outrage that
humans may have been used unwittingly in some of
the government experiments.

SAN CRISTOBAL DE LAS CASAS, Mexico
(AP) — Soldiers in the southern Mexican state of
Chiapas were called back to their barracks as the gov-
emmment apparently met the last of Indian rebels’ con-
ditions for peace talks.

The government’s chief negotiator in the crisis,
Manuel Camacho Solis, said Thursday he received
messages that might be an opening to negotiations,
but it was not clear if he had heard from rebel leaders
or from their sympathizers.

Estimated to number from 1,000 to 2,000, the
rebels have not publicly responded to the government
overtures. They had demanded an end to military
offensives, a withdrawal of soldiers and recognition
as a military and political force.

The Indians launcheé’ the Yé®MON on Jan. 1 in an
attempt to improve the living conditions of their peo-
ple. A majority of the 3.2 million people of Chiapas
are of indigenous descent, and widely lack housing,
education and jobs.

TUZLA, Bosnia-Herzegovina (AP) — Expanding
relief flights in Bosnia to beleaguered Tuzla, as
NATO has threatened to do by force, might ease
growing tension over food shortages, but would not
solve the problem.

A Sarajevo-style airlift could succeed, however, as
a morale booster for the city and the surrounding
region in northeastern Bosnia, said Sead Avdic, chair-
man of Tuzla’s governing council.

“It would be some kind of exit to the world so peo-
ple wouldn’t feel so isolated, like they are being left
on their own to starve,” Avdic said.

Since Bosnia’s civil war began nearly two years
ago, Tuzla’s population of 130,000 has more than
tripled with refugees. Of the 800,000 people in the
region, about half are in need of relief supplies, a
U.N. official says.

SAN ANTGNIO (AP) — A man who developed a
brain tumor after returning from service with the U.S.
Army in Kuwait and Saudi Arabia has died.

Oscar Martinez, 39, one of the veterans of Opera-
tion Desert Storm who have been plagued with mys-
terious illnesses after they returned, died Tuesday at
Audie L. Murphy Memorial Veterans Affairs Hospi-
tal, authorities said Thursday.

He served for more than a year in the Persian Gulf,
but his health deteriorated after his return to the Unit-
ed States and he became bedridden, according to his
wife. “Oscar suffered a whole lot at the end and I just
wanted it over for him,”’ said his wife, Jeanette.

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Pampa legislator fights effort to repeal law

“The sodomy law is alive and
well in the state of Texas,” said
State Rep. Warren Chisum, D-
Pampa, today following a recent
decis'on by the Texas Supreme
Court.

In a 5-4 decision, the court
decided it didn’t have the
jurisdiction to rule in a civil
lawsuit brought by several homo-
sexuals against the criminal law.
The law makes 1t a misdemeanor
punishable by a fine for consent-
ing adults of the same gender to
have “deviant sexual intercourse.”

Chisum, the chairman of the
Texas Conservative Coalition, a

group of conservative lawmak-
ers, hailed the decision as a vic-
tory for Texas families

“I think the families of Texas
have really won in this issue,”
he said. “During the last legisla
tive sesston, we re-estabhished
the sodomy law in the penal
code. There was an attempt at
the Supreme Court level to
remove that law and the result
was that the supreme court vir-
tually throw the case out.”

By making the decision they
did, the Supreme Court reversed
a ruling by the 3rd Court of
Appeals in Austin that had
found the law unconstitutional.
Several opponents of the law

called the decision a backhand-
ed victory because it left stand
ing another 3rd Court of
Appeals ruling against the law
In a separate case

“Clearly this issue was
decrded in a potitical manner
and the people of Texas will
have an opportunity to respond
in a politcal manner,” said Rep
Glen Maxey, D-Austin, the only
openly gay state legislator

Chisum, however, disagrees
with Maxey's assessment and
dismissed it as an attempt 10
make the best out of the situation

“I don’t think that our
Supreme Court is tied 1o politi
cal grounds. If they wanted to

gain political ground, they
would’ve waited until after the
elecuon,” Chisum said. “I think
he 1s just fishing for some kind
of minor victory and it’s just not
there. He lost and they lost big
time and the court has spoken.”

Maxey said he would contin-
ue efforts 1o repeal the statute
Chisum said he is confident
enough votes exist to keep the
law the way 1t 1s, defeaung any chal-
lenge in the 1995 legislative session.

“We tested the sodomy law
on the House floor last year dur-
ing the debate about the penal
code and ... we had 96 votes (in
support of the law) and, of
course, 1t only takes 76 votes 0

pass anything,” Chisum said. I
feel comfortable that the state
Legislature will uphold the
sodomy law.”

If Maxey tries to remove the
law from the books in the 1995
Iegislative sessiom, Chrsum sard
he will work 10 pass a sodomy
law that applies not only to
homosexuals but also 10 hetero-
sexuals.

He noted that the Texas
House last year approved a pro-
posal 10 make sodomy a crime
for all. That proposal was
stripped from an overhaul of the
state’s criminal justice code, but
the anti-homosexual sex law
remained.

Health care plan meets

ith mixed

President Clinton’s health care plan has met
with mixed results among the elderly of the
Texas Panhandie.

“There 1sn’t any way we need to worry about
this plan going through as is,” Dauna Wilkin-
son, American Association of Retired Persons
chapter president, said this week.
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Wilkinson expressed particular concern about
Clinton’s health-care plan’s requirement that
employers pay 80 percent of the health insur-
ance plan’s premiums, and that employees pay
20 percent of that cost.

On the other hand, Wilkinson pointed out in
regard to the home-maintenance organizations
option provided under the Clinton plan that she
has had some positive experiences with HMO
organizations.

A show of hands by those attending the
Pampa AARP chapter meeting this week indi-
cated that six of 30 present at the meeting were
satisfied with the current health-care system in
the United States.

Wilkinson reassured elderly people that under
the health-care plan proposed by Clinton, they
could continue with their private health-care
insurance policy if they chose not to enroll in
the government health-care system. It appears
that elderly people receiving Medicare would
continue to receive the same benefit levels from
it, according to a statement from the national
AARP.

Wilkinson said she regards Clinton’s pro-
posed health-care plan as “a good starting point.
... but it will need a lot of work, a lot of input
from various (groups and individuals).”

Wilkinson said she expects to receive more
information about Clinton’s proposal from the
AARP within the next 30 days.

A survey of other Pampa-area senior citizens
revealed a wide range of tentative reactions to
Clinton’s proposal — from uncertainty to either
support or opposition — with no particular con-
sensus expressed.

Betty Epperson, vice president of the Pampa
chapter of the AARP, expressed concern about
Clinton’s proposal based on uncertainty over
the expected effects on Medicare and Social
Security coverage.

“What we put into it (Medicare) we don’t
want taken away for something else,” Epperson
said.

“I don’t think it’s a good plan, altogether,”
said Dorothy Bamett, 69, of Pampa. “I’m afraid
of what it will do to Medicare, for one thing.”

David Villalpando, 70, a resident of The
Schneider House Apartments, expressed doubts
about whether a national health-care program

Area congressman in
Russia to study market

MOSCOW -- Panhandie Con-
gressman Bill Sarpalius presid-
ed today over the first Radio
Shack store to open in Russia.

Sarpalius was in Russia for
the grand opening of the
Moscow store at the invitation
of the Russian government and
the Texas-based corporation
because of his small business
subcommittee chairmanship,
representatives in his office
said.

The Amarillo Democrat met
with Russian and U.S. Embassy
officials Thursday to discuss
simplifying U.S. business trade
ventures in the former Soviel
Union.

"I am astounded at the lack of
marketing expertise that our
government seems capable of
providing to U.S. businesses
wanting to export products to
Russia and market them here,”
Sarpalius said. "Our officials
seem to spend all of their ime
identifying the problems with
exporting goods and services 10
the former Soviet Union and
very little time in attempting to
solve those problems."

Sarpalius said that while he
was critical of the approach the
U.S. Embassy marketing spe-
cialists are taking, the problem
does not lie solely with the U.S.
government.

"Russia lacks the basic stan-
dards and norms that are a parn

of cveryday life in America,”
Sarpalius said. "In the United
States, failure to pay a parking
ucket on ume does not result in
a business' entire banking
account being seized by the
government. In Russia, that can
happen.”

He said that although it may
be easier to stay home than try
Lo export to Russia, U.S. busi-
nesses cannot ignore such a
massive market.

"Like the gold rush of the
1800s, businessmen from every
country in the world are flock-
ing to Russia for the chance to
tap its enormous market,”
Sarpalius said. "With the sup-
port of their governments, for-
cign companies hke the Korean
Samsung, have established
footholds in the Russian market
and will soon try to crowd out
competition from the United
States.”

Sarpalius said he plans to
change the U.S. government's
approach to foreign markets
His subcommittee last year
moved toward consolidating
more than 120 export assistance
programs operated by 10 differ-
ent government agencics.

"We must move quickly to
consolidate the programs into
an agency that will provide the
type of positive assistance that
our businesses can use,” he
said,

Pass the pasta, nix the cream
sauce for healthy eating

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Pass the pasta. But skip the
lasagna and fettucini Alfredo, if
you want to eat healthy.

To follow up last year's
review of Chinese restaurant
fare, the Center for Science in
the Public Interest sampled the
cuisine of 21 Italian restaurants
in New York, Chicago and San
Francisco.

“The good news is there’s lot
of good choices,” said Jayne
Hurley, the nutritionist who did
the survey.

‘“The bad news is that the
worst Italian dishes are in a
class by themselves — much
worse that Kung Pao chicken,”
a Chinese dish that was rated
one of the highest in fat, she said.

A plate of fettuccini Alfredo
contains 97 grams of fat. Made

with cream, butter, Parmesan
cheese and sometimes eggs, it
contains more than twice the
recommended daily limit of fat,
she said. Of its 1,498 calories,
58 percent come from fat.

Hurley likened fettuccini
Alfredo to a “heart attack on a
plate.”

The Chinese-food survey
turned up many fatty dishes,
shattering myths about the cui-
sine, she said. Hurley said she
expected to find many more
fatty foods on the typical menus
of Italian restaurants.

“When I think Italian, I often
think of the traditional, popular
dishes among Americans like
lasagna, which is really greasy
meat and cheese,” Hurley said.

But a number of pasta dishes
topped with sauce, even
spaghetti with meatballs, made
the group’s low-fat list, she
said.

Astronomers get ready to start research
on repaired Hubble telescope next week

WASHINGTON (AP) - Astron-
omers start next week to put the
repaired Hubble Space Telescope to
work on the key questions about the
universe that the orbiting telescope
was designed to answer.

Jubilant officials at the National
Aeronautics and Space Administra-
tion announced Thursday that repair
efforts have cormrected completely the
blurred vision of Hubble. The $1.6
billion telescope was launched into
Earth orbit in 1990 with a defective
mirror and then was fixed last month
by spacewalking astronauts from the
space shuttle.

The instrument underwent weeks
of testing before experts concluded,
as NASA's Ed Weiler said Thursday,
“It’s fixed beyond our wildest expec-
tations.”

Weiler, the Hubble program scien-
tist, said that the improved Hubble
now ‘“‘meets the promises that we
made before launch’ and will be able
to see and analyze stars and galaxies
with more clarity and focus than any
other telescope in history.

If no more major problems crop
up, the answers to fundamental ques-
tions about the universe may finally
be within grasp because of the sharp-

ness of Hubble's telescopic images.

Weiler said Hubble'’s rescarch will
address these key questions, among
others:

— What is the size and age of the
universe?

— How fast is it expanding?

— Is the universe open or closed;
that is, will it expand forever or will
it, at some point, stop expanding and
then collapse in on itself?

— Do black holes actually exist?

— How does matter evolve?

Hubble will survey the universe by
measuring the distances to galaxies
containing guides called Cepheid
variable stars. The light of this type
of star radiates in pulses at a rate con-
sistent with the star’s brightness. The
longer the pause between light
bursts, the brighter it shines.

Using this scale, astronomers
know how bright the star is no matter
how much distance dims its apparent
luminosity. By measuring how much
brightness is lost over the distance,
astronomers can determine the dis-
tance.

With its improved optics, Hubble
will be able to see Cepheid stars far
beyond what was possible before.
This will enable astronomers to mea-
sure distances perhaps as great as 10
billion to 11 billion light years.

These measurements also will help

It’s known
that all galaxies aré¢ moving outward,
away from each other, but the precise
rate is controversial. This rate is
known as the Hubble constant,
named for Edwin Hubble, an
astronomer whose pioneering work
established that the universe was”-
expanding. The orbiting telescope is
named in his honor.

By establishing the Hubble Con-
stant, astronomers also may help
determine the age of the universe
since it is possible that the expansion
1S al a constant rate.

The refurbished telescope also will
be able to measure the velocity of
stars on the edge of what may be
black holes. If these stars are moving
al a centain rate, about 250,000 miles
an hour, it will support the theory of
black holes.

With such measurements, said
Weiler, “We'll be able to say that
yes, indeed, there is a black hole.”

Keener telescopic vision also will
enable astronomers to more closely
observe the churning violence of
exploding stars, or supernovas. It is
believed that all matter was processed
or created within the extreme heat and
pressure of these gigantic space explo-
sions and Hubble may give chemistry
lessons to observing scientists.

(AP) - Tonya Harding's body-
guard and another man were jailed in an alleged plot to
hobble rival figure skater Nancy Kerrigan, and investi-
gators said two more arrests were expected.

Bodyguard Shawn Eric Eckardt, 26, and Derrick
Brian Smith, 29, were charged with conspiracy to com-
mit assault in last week’s attack, which bruised Kerrig-
an’s knee and nearly knocked her out of the Olympics.

Harding and her former husband, Jeff Gillooly,
remained out of sight amid news reports alleging
Gillooly had asked the 350-pound bodyguard to set up
the attack. Authorities said there was no indication
Harding was involved.

Sheriff’s spokesman Bart Whalen said at least two
more arrests were expected. He gave no details,

Outside Kerrigan’s home in Stoneham, Mass., her
brother Mark said the skater felt “disgust’ at the news

of the arrests. But he added, “Right now she's not try-
ing 1o think of anything else except her goal. Her one
goal now is to get ready for the Olympics.”

Fox News quoted unidentified law enforcement sources
as saying Smith was the getaway driver for the man who
clubbed Kerrigan at a Detroit arena Jan. 6. Shenff's Lt
Jim Tumney said he could not confirm that report.

The Oregonian newspaper reported today that police
suspect the man who actually carried out the attack was
Smith’s nephew Shane Stant, 22, of Portland. The news-
paper said police were searching for him.

The blow knocked Kerrigan out of last week’s U.S.
Figure Skating Championships, the qualifying trials for
the Olympics next month in Lillehammer, Norway. Ker-
rigan was named to the team anyway, along with Hard-
ing, who won the U.S. championship.

The U.S. Olympic Committee said the 23-year-old
Harding would remain on the team as long as she was
not implicated in the assault.

“There are other issues that must be resolved before

questions of sportsmanship and conduct can be
answered,” said USOC executive director Harvey T.
Schiller.

Michelle Kwan, the 13-year-old who finished second
to Harding at the U.S. championships but was reduced
to an altémate when U.S. skating officials named Kerri-
gan to the team, continued to practice for the Games
just in case.

Eckardt and Smith were ordered held on $20,000 bail
each. They could get up to 10 years in prison and a
$100,000 fine if convicted on the Oregon state charge.

City crews busy replacing
trash containers in alleys

For the past few months, the
city of Pampa Sanitation Depart-
ment has been making a different
sort of pick-up in alleys across
town.

In addition to the trash it nor-
mally collects, work crews have
also been taking the trash con-
tainers and then replacing them
with newer or reconditioned
models.

The old trash containers, how-
ever, will soon be returned to
Pampa alleys.

Nathan Hopson, interim city
manager and director of public
works, said the old containers,
many of which are riddled with
holes or have no bottoms at all,
will be taken by a Plainview
company next week, recondi-
tioned and returned two weeks
later.

“We're extremely pleased that
we’'ve been able to get these
(container) bottoms replaced,
repainted and everything done for
just half the price of what they
would cost,” said Hopson.

Brand new, the cost of sandy-
brown trash containers is approx-
imately $260. The cost to the city
to replacc the bottoms of the con-

tainers and then repaint them will
be $130, according to Hopson.

Until the first load of 47 recon-
ditioned trash containers are
returned from Plainview, new
trash containers, purchased from
Chicago for $190 each, will be
used to replace the corroded con-
tainers in Pampa alleys. As of
today, only a handful remain.

Pampa purchased the trash con-
tainers last year from Chicago
after a representative to the
Chicago City Commission object-
ed to their color, Hopson said.

Some of the factors which lead
to the corrosion of the trash con-
tainers are unbagged, freshly cut
grass clippings; fireplace ash;
and the occasional fire cause by
vandals or people placing hot
barbecue coals in the containers,
Hopson said.

The trash container replace-
ment program is three to four
weeks behind schedule, Hopson
said, but added that he was con-
fident crews would catch up a
month or so after the city begins
receiving the reconditioned
bins.

In addition to the Sanitation
Department, Hopson said the
city’s Parks and Recreation
Department has been assisting in
replacing the containers.

VIDOR (AP) - A police check-
point and a new laundry facility
inside this town’s all-white public
housing complex are the only visible
additions since the last black resident
fled from racial slurs here four
month ago.

Other than that, Vidor and it’s 74-
unit complex is the same place left
behind by four black families who
said they were taunted by residents
who drove by and made lynching
motions with hands.

On Thursday, the U.S. Housing
and Urban Development moved in
another four black families and
vowed that what happened last year,
would not occur again. But their
vows came without guarantees.

What, in essence, will keep resi-
dents from driving away yet another
four black families — the only blacks
living in this town of 6,000 resi-
dents?

“There’s no way to control peo-

ple,” said Assistant Housing Secre-

listing physical and social improve-
ments to be made at the complex:
vocational programs, a van service
for residents, new roofs.

‘““We have a significant law
enforcement presence where the few
people who might be inclined to try,
will resist this,”” she explained.

But after extensive meetings
between HUD and local officials,
she believes that many in Vidor want
last year’s news, to become history.

““The town has dcne significant
work. The religious leaders have
exerted leadership. Many townsfolk
have indicated their support of this.
The business community has been
supportive ... We believe the tide has
changed.”

HUD funds totalling $2.1 million
have been earmarked to transform
the house where Bill Simpson, the
last black to leave last year, into a
more inviting environment for the
four new families.

But as for Vidor’s racists, the
answer appears (o be time.

Simpson, fed up with racial

harassment left the complex Sept. 1.
The same day he was shot to death
in what police called a random street
robbery in Beaumont, about 10 miles
to the west

Two weeks after Simpson’s death,
Housing Secretary Henry Cisneros
came to Vidor, and announced HUD
had seized control of the complex from
the Orange County Housing Authority.

On Thursday four new families -
two single families with children,
one single female and one single
male — todk the place of the four
who left last year.

HUD officials refused to identify
the new residents and said it was
their wish to deny interviews to the
media. Questions shouted at them
through a chain-length fence as they
moved furniture into their new
homes were not answered.

HUD also announced Thursday
that reporters would no longer be
allowed into the federally-funded
complex unless invited by a resident.

More than a hundred people were
interviewed as possible candidates for
the Vidor complex. So far, the four

who moved in, are the only ones
unfetered by the publicity centered
on the flee of last year’s four families.

The integration effort comes as the
result of a 14-year suit filed by sev-
eral black residents against HUD.
The suit claims the existence of all-
white and all-black public housing
complexes in 36 East Texas counties
is discriminatory.

By early February, HUD must pre-
sent an integration plan that meets
the satisfaction of U.S. District Judge
William Wayne Justice of Tyler.

Texas is not alone in discriminato-
ry housing practices, Achtenberg
said. Left over from the previous
administration are at least 15 law-
suits by residents in Pittsburgh, San
Francisco, Dade County, Fla. and
Minnesota.

Local residents made no demon-
stration against Thursday’s desegre-
gation effort. Most say they welcome
their new neighbors and wish for a
return to the peace they enjoyed
before the nation’s fingers began
pointing at Vidor as the most racist
town in America.

The Austin American-Statesman on March primaries and
other “reforms”:

Add to the cynic’s encyclopedia of axioms the proposition
that a political “reform’ will have unforeseen negative conse-
quences.

This applies to any reform, but particularly when the reform
in question is one that seeks to establish a political advantage
for politicians rather than one that seeks to actually improve the
political process and government.

Thus the unintended consequences of the 1988 decision by
Texas to move its political primaries from May to March.

The moving force behind going to earlier primaries was 1o
give the state more swack in presidential election years. Bul
whatever salutary effect it had in that direction, the change also
made it that much harder to unseat incumbents and that much
harder for politicians to get their messages out to the voters. ...

The campaign-period was shortened, placing only 64 days
between the filing deadline and the primaries. Also, the holi-
days interfere with fund-raismg’dand divert voters’ attention.

When it was decided to make $1,000 the limit a federal candi-
date can take from a single individual as a campaign contribu-
tion, the idea was-electoral reform. But it effectively means that
incumbents, instead of spending all their time on the job, are
spending most of it in fund-raising. ...

One of President Clinton’s most compelling campaign
promises was ‘‘to end welfare as we know it.”” But he didn’t say
when that would happen.

It is widely conceded that the present system of public assis-
tance to the poor has not reduced poverty or helped many recip-
ients become productive, contribfiting members of society.

Even so, the president’s pledge to replace the failed welfare
system may be set aside to make way for his plan to overhaul
and expand the nation’s health care system.

Administration officials say Clinton feels he won’t have time
to push both health care and welfare reform through Congress
this year. That perception is reinforced by Democratic congres-
sional leaders, who have warned him against trying go get these
two complex and controversial pieces of legislation passed in
the same session. Republican lawmakers disagree.

If the president has decided to put health care ahead of wel-
fare reform, he should reconsider. ...

If the public was setting the priorities on welfare and health
care reform, it might well put welfare first. As a nation, we are
fed up with a costly system that traps many in a multigenera-
tional cycle of poverty. But a choice shouldn’t be necessary.
Congress ought to buckle-down and finish both jobs this ses-
sion.

The majority of Americans want a dramatic new approach to
welfare, not just tinkering with the present system. The goal, as
the president said, is to “‘end welfare as we know it.”
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More on gun control issues

It is very hard to take seriously the currently
fashionable idea of luring in handguns in exchange
for toys. In fact, the idea is so difficult o take seri-
ously, we oughtn’t really to try.

Granted, here and there the pot is sweetened.
New York City trends are mad with delight at
bringing in 550 guns during the first week of the
publicized offer. That leaves, in New York City,
1,950,000 guns still out there. At this rate, assum-
ing a steady inflow, all the guns will be absorbed
by the year 2072.

And then there is this point: A handgun in the
possession of someone who does not intend to use
it for felonious purposes is of no threat to anyone,
save possibly a child who starts fiddling with it.
But then, children can also fall out the window.

It is a threat only in the hands of criminals, and
criminals who use handguns to stick up people
with can expect to get more than $175 of service
from the handgun. If they use them to kill some-
body, one must suppose that the satisfaction they
derive from the killing is worth more to them than
$175. So that we are left with a sitvation in which
the people we most desire should not have hand-
guns keep them, and we lure the guns away from
those who want to have them for self-defense or for
sport.

In this space recently I advanced an interesting
proposal by a gentleman who has come up with a
draconian approach to the problem: Outlaw all
handguns, effective on a given date (anyone caught
with one would go to jail for 30 years). And let
self-défense be done by the use of truncated shot-
guns.

My informant was mistaken in advising me that
the court ruling in the Miller case (1939) specified

16 inches of barrel length as requisite to get out
from under the congressional act against sawed-off
shotguns (the correct figure is 18 inches). Most of
those who have objected to the no-handgun propos-
al make two points, one of them practical, the sec-
ond constitutional.

A shotgun needs, of course, a stock, bringing it
to 26 inches intotal size. The objection here is that
a protrusion of that length would permit the
assailant to swing his hand at the tip of the barrel
and deflect its aim, something that could not be
managed against a stocky little pistol of, say, six
inches.

Comment: This is true, but if you are going to
pull out a pistol in self-defense, the situation is one
in which the criminal is removed from you by
some distance. Otherwise, you would not get a
chance to go for your pistol.

One man objects that whereas a pistol can lie
under an old lady’s pillow at night, not so for a 26-
inch shotgun, to which the appropriate comment is
that the shotgun could like on the floor beside her. |
have measured the alternatives in millimeters and
energy ergs, and have established that it is faster to
lean over and pick up a shotgun than to sit up,

move the pillow and pull out the pistol.

The important point is constitutional. I am not
ignorant of the complexity and vulnerability of the
Miller decision, which was never adequately con-
tested by those who judged the Congress to have
trespassed on the Second Amendment in outlawing
the sawed-off shotgun. What we are face-to-face
with, as-we are so often these days, is the slippery
slope argument. In this, the people at the American
Civil Liberties Union are the prime practitioners.
The argument goes as follows:

If you forbid the sale of de Sade, you are going
to end up forbidding the sale of J.D. Salinger. The
gun people’s position is that if you forbid the sale
of one kind of gun, you are going to end up forbid-
ding the sale of every kind of gun.

Now the totalist argument is abstractly arresting,
and empirically there is evidence that such thing$s
do happen. The congressmen who authorized the
income tax would not have guessed that within 30
years the top tax rate would climb to 90 percent
Incremental opportunism.

But what the gun people don’t realize (and I am
a qualified enthusiast for private ownership of
guns) is that the rate of crime threatens the Second
Amendment itself. If some measures aimed at
restricting the availability of handguns aren’t per-
mitted, the anti-crime lobby might one day prevail
in ¢liminating the basic charter of gun ownership.

The terrible threat of the day is: killing. Without
a resourceful way of removing lethal instrumenis
from criminals, we could end up removing them
from non-criminals. Who says A must say B is the
classic formulation: If we want to reduce the num-
ber of handguns in a city like New York, we have
got to take dramatic steps to do so.

Look homeward. America

Sen. William Fulbright was a godfather of the
United Nations. 1 know how fervently he believed
in “world government.”

To hear Fulbright expound on the subject was
Inspiring, convincing o many.

The grand idea of a central authority competent
to maintain world order sounded like the only sal-
vation for a world threatened with nuclear annihila-
tion. ’

But Sen. Fulbright, isolationish [sic] in his youth,
reverted in his last years, disillusioned by the
world’s diluted allegiance 10 a mongrel flag.

Many believers in world government remained
disciples — until Vietnam.

There, in a war we were ashamed to lose and
afraid to win, we should have learned that the
responsibility of a truly good neighbor is first to
mind his own business.

We didn’t learn.

Today, we have been misled by the United
Nations into debilitating involvements in 16
nations.

Today, we have to re-re-re-learn that any nation,
too far from home, is eaten alive by logistics.

A handful of U.N. officials still imagine that they
have supreme authority and the power to discipline
the world.

United States forces, disillusioned, are pulling
out of Somalia. Germany and Italy and France and
Belgium also - pulling out.

British and French troops, disillusioned, are con-
templating pulling out of Bosnia.

U.N. leaders are running out of followers.

However distantly, this next relates to that.

in the hey-day ‘60s with American industry in
high gear, many corporations thought it wise to
hedge by acquiring other industries.

The in-word was “conglomerate.” The assump-
tion was that there’s safety in diversification.

If one industry tums soft, it would be good to
own some unrelated industries that might continue
to keep stockholders happy.

That fad came and went because 100 often corpa-
rations tried to swallow unrelated businesses that
they knew nothing about.

Many or most ended up regurgitating — getting
rid of those incompatible sidelines — concentrating
on the industry that prospered them in the first
place.

The parallel I'm seeking to draw is that a 184-
nation conglomeration of nations includes too0
many, too diverse in their experience and their
objectives. It is unwieldy, unmanageable and likely
to blunder in ways that leave backward nations
bleeding and the rest of us bankrupt.

Politics was

WASHINGTON - The politics of joy was Hubert
H. Humphrey's motto, and Tip O'Neill’s style.

It meant liberal optimism that the government
could make life better for ordinary people, and a
hearty, hands-on way of telling them so0. And it dates
from an era when political adversaries could suspend
~ perhaps drown — their daytime differences over a
drink that evening.

They were no less the partisans for it; the political
lines and loyalties were more deeply drawn, perhaps
more firmly held, then than now. Indeed, that may be
the reason rivals could break bread and not deem it
remarkable.

That was before the era of costly consultants and
image-makers with sometimes portable allegiances,
before there was a media microphone at every hand
and a TV camera just around the comer.

Thomas P. Q'Neill Jr., dead at 81, speaker of the
House for a decade and embodiment of the old school
Democrat, spanned those political generations. He
adapted to the new ways; television came to the
House in 1979 when he was speaker. But his zest and
his tales were of the old ways. Some were retold on
Monday to laughter amid the mouming at O’Neill’s
funeral in Cambridge, Mass,

“Mr. Speaker, Tip, you made politics fun,” Rep.
Joseph Moakley said in eulogy. “Whether it was
singing ' ‘Danny Boy’ on the Great Wall of China or
trading Irish stories-late into the night ... or working
on the great issues of the day.”

In his memoirs, O'Neill wrote that he’d idolized

Humphrey, the senator from Minnesota, vice presi-
dent and 1968 Democratic presidential nominee.

“Here we are, the people ... in the way politics
ought to be in America,” Humphrey said when he
announced he was running for president, “the politics
of happiness, the politics of purpose and the politics
of joy.”

Those phrases were just as apt for O’Neill’s view
of his calling.

Before Humphrey's lost campaign was completed,
his words echoed ironically in a year of assassina-
tions, riots and divisive war. Recounted, they are as
ironic now, as a White House counselor complains of
lost decency and political cannibalism that tears at
public figures in Washington.

“Humphrey was a liberal who never changed his
stripes,” O'Neill once said. ‘I remember that last
conversation we had shortly before he died in 1978. ...
Humphrey was sadly disappointed that the progres-
sive spirit of the Demogratic Party seemed to be van-
ishing. “You and I are the only ones left,’ he said 10
me that day,” 4

O’Neill framed a Humphrey stalement and hung it
on the wall of his office, saying it told his own values:

“The moral test of government is how it treats

those who are in the dawn of life, the children; those
who aré in the twilight of life, the aged; and those
who are in the shadows of life - the sick, the needy
and the handicapped.”

That outlook, and his boast that he was one of the
all-time big spenders, put him at odds with Republi-
cans and conservatives, especially Ronald Reagdn,
“his beloved nemesis,” as Thomas P. O’Neill 111 said
at the funeral Monday.

“As for you Republicans,” the younger O’Neill
said, “well, as a Catholic, my father always believed,
hate the sin but love the sinner.”

Tip O’Neill had called Reagan the least knowl-
edgeable president he’d ever met, fought his pro-
grams, yet shared his hospitality. He said he’d told the
Republican president that despite his battles with
House GOP leaders, after 6 0 clock they were always
friends.

After that, he said, Reagan often would call and
say, “Hello, Tip, is it after 6 o’clock?”

* “‘Absolutely, Mr. President,” 1 would respond,”
O’Neill wrote. “Our watches must have been in sync,
because even with our many intense political battles,
we managed to maintain a pretty good friendship.”

Political adversaries tend 1o go at it full ime now.
When they sit down together socially, except in for-
mal settings, it is an occasion, as when President Clin-
ton and Senate Republican leader Bob Dole went out
to dinner last summer.

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Mistrial declared for Erik Menendez

LOS ANGELES (AP) - With 19
days of deliberations ending in a
hung jury, Erik Menendez faces the
prospect of another trial in the slay-
ings of -his rich parents. The twin
jury weighing his brother Lyle’s fate
kept on working.

Superior Court Judge Stanley

Weisberg declared a mistrial in
Erik’s case Thursday after the jury
reported for the third time that it
was hopelessly deadlocked.
. District Attorney Gil Garcetti had
said previously that he would retry
Erik if the six-month trial ended in a
hung jury.

Sitting shoulder-to-shoulder with
defense attomey Leslie Abramson,
Erik was grim-faced and ran his
hands through his hair several times
as the mistrial was declared.

“I'm disappointed. Erik’s been in
jail for four years and he’ll be in
jail for at least another one,”’
Abramson said. She said he was
“‘very upset.”

When the jurors filed into the
packed courtroom, they were
somber and one woman appeared on
the verge of tears.

Lyle’s jury ended its 21st day of
deliberations Thursday, sending out
a two-page note indicating members

of the panel were weighing a
manslaughter conviction as a lesser
option to murder. Deliberations
were to resume today.

Two juries were seated for the
single trial because some evidence
was admissible against one brother
but not the other.

Erik, 23, and his brother, Lyle, 26,
admitted killing their parents with
shotguns as the couple waiched tele-
vision in their Beverly Hills man-
sion in 1989.

The brothers testified that their
father, an entertainment executive,
sexually tortured them from child-
hood and that their mother did noth-
ing to stop it.

When they threatened to reveal
the family’s dirty secret, they said,
they became convinced they would
be killed and shot their parents in
self-defense.

Prosecutors porirayed them as
spoited richkids who plotied o gain
the $14 million family fortune.

They could get the death penalty
if convicted of murder.

Weisberg ordered the jurors in
Erik’s case to keep silent while the
second panel continues to deliber-
ate, to protect it from publicity
about the mistrial.

TEXARKANA, Texas (AP) -
Paralyzed from the neck down and
confined to a bed or a wheelchair,
Danny Tiller has written a song,
“*Me and My Savior Walk Faster
than You.”

An accident changed his life. He
believes it changed for the better,
although he knows most people
would find that hard to believe.

“On Jan. 12, 1992, 1 was just
another guy driving down the road,
gothg-to-a-friend "s-house towatch
the Dallas Cowboys play. I was
lighting a cigarette and dropped. the
lighter. I leaned down to pick it up
and my truck veered off the road
and ran into a concrete wall. That’s
all I remember until 18 days later.”

Tiller found out when he woke up
that he could neither move nor talk,
He was told his spinal cord was
twisted, he broke two ribs and one
rib punctured a lung. The spinal
cord injury was what did him in, he
said.

“I think the Lord was looking out
for me even then. The first person to
get to me was an off-duty Air Life
worker, the second was an off-duty
Texas-side paramedic and the third
one was a Wake Village fireman.
My seat belt had cut off my oxygen,
and | had urned blue. Most people
wouldn’t have known what to do,
but those three did. They got me out
and resuscitated me without doing
further damage to me. I know I
would be dead if they hadn’t been
there. They got me to the hospital
and I stayed in Texarkana for 18
days, and then went to Dallas for
five and a half months of rehab.”

Visits from chaplains brought him
faith and, when he was able, he
started going in his wheelchair to
chapel. Letters from five churches
came every week telling him he was

wrote regularly they were praying
for him.

“I knew I couldn’t give up
because all of these people were
praying so hard for me. When |
finally was mobile and back in
Texarkana, 1 visited all five of those
churches and thanked them and
gave my testimonial.”

He was 32 when the accident
turned him into a quadriplegic. He
had been a lineman for a telephone
co-op. He was married and driving a
new truck, the first new vehicle he
and ever owned, and it had only
3,000 mites on it He was going 55
miles an hour, the correct speed
limit for the road, and he was wear-
ing his seat belt.

He never would work again in the
way he had before. His wife left
him. But his life before the accident
1S the one he regrets — he used
drugs, he drank and he was uncon-
cemed about God or faith.

“Probably the hardest time for me
was the 10 1/2 months that |
couldn’t talk. I was so cut off and
helpless. 1 couldn’t move and
couldn't speak. I couidn’t get any-
one’s attention if I needed some-
thing; I couldn’t communicate. |
was so grateful when speech therapy
gave back a voice. I didn’t mind
being paralyzed but I hated being
unable to communicate.”

Tiller often speaks to churches
and schools. At schools he warns
other students about the danger of
using drugs. He tells them they
could end up like him or worse.

“I spoke to 140 students at Liber-
ty-Eylau Middle School, and for an
hour-and-a-half they didn’t make a
sound. When I finished I thought
they would rush for the door but I
ended by asking if they had any
questions. Instead of heading out,
140 hands went up with question,
and they asked good questions t0o0. |
had told them not to ever laugh at

handicapped. One of them asked if |
had ever laughed at people in
wheelchairs before my accident.”

Before his accident, he hadn’t
even notice people in wheelchairs;
now he sees them everywhere. He
used to consider parking in a handi-
capped place not a big deal; now he
gets furious if someone parks there
who doesn’t need it. He also found
out that places that claim to be
“wheelchair accessible” are not.
I'hey may have a little ramp, but the
doors might be too small for
wheelchairs to get through. He has
many stories about “wheelchair
accessible” and how some enter-
tainment places have space for four
chairs, and about .12 people in
wheelchairs show up.

“I can go just about any place you
do. The only thing that stops me is
the places. I got letters from all of
those kids, and many of them
promised me that they will never
use drugs.”

His parents work together getting
him into his wheelchair, and he
operates it with his head. He has a
van with an hydraulic lift so his par-
ents can load him and his chair into
it. He sull has to depend on some-
one to drive him around and operate
the lift.

He has a computer he operates
with a stick that fits in his mouth,
and the doctors told him that as a C2
quadriplegic, he wouldn’t’ be able
to breathe on his own. He says they
don’t know how he does it, but he
can. He uses a respirator at night so
he can rest his breathing. He said he
knows how he can breathe —
prayer.

He said he has a different talk
when he is speaking to public
schools than to churches because he
can’t talk about religion in schools.
His message to students is to keep
off drugs and be aware of those who
are handicapped.
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try-to preach. When I speak to
churches or church schools I just tell
them about my accident and how it
ended up bringing me closer to the
Lord. I wrote the song ‘Me and My
Savior Walk Faster Than You,” and
[erry Gaither sings it and plays gui-
tar on the tape. He often goes with
me when | speak and sings the song.
| really mean the words of that song
I'he accident has not slowed down
my life. I live a much more mean-
ingful life now, and 1 feel like I am
running with the Lord.

“I never gave God credit before,
and | don’t want people 1o to wail
until it 1S oo late. It took this to
make me realize how lucky I am to
be here. I would rather be in the
condition I am in rather than go
back to way | was — drinking and
doing drugs. I would rather not be
able to walk and move, because now
[ walk with the Lord. I never felt
God did this to punish me. I think
He just gave me an opportunity.”

Tiller was a baseball player and
played on the varsity team at Liber-
ty-Eylau High School when he was
a freshman.

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Clinton, Yeltsin sign nuclear accords in disarmanent breakthroughs

MOSCOW (AP) - In post-Cold War breakthroughs,
Presidents Clinton and Boris Yeltsin signed Kremlin
accords today to stop aiming missiles at any nation and
to dismantle the nuclear arsenal of Ukraine, third largest
in the world.

““We are giving a great boost to the goal of a nuclear

disarmament,” Yeltsin said.

“For the first time in nearly half a century = virtually
since the dawn of the nuclear age — the United States
and Russia will not operate nuclear forces, day-to-day,
in a manner that presumes they are adversaries,” Clin-
ton and Yeltsin said in their Moscow declaration.

Russia and the United States will take their missiles
off target by May 30, sweeping aside one of the most
frightening relics of the Cold War.

In a nation gripped by chronic inflation and sagging
production, Clinton praised Yeltsin for giving “strong
assurances’’ that he will not retreat from tough economic
reforms despite unrest over the hardships they’ve caused.

Clinton said the lives of Russians should improve this
year as “‘the benefits will begin to flow” from expanded
trade:

“I come here as a friend and a partner,” said Clinton,
who has lent unflinching support to Yeltsin through
political turmoil in the former Soviet Union.

Trying to spread the gospel of economic and demo-
cratic reforms, Clinton also spoke to Russians in a
nationally televised speech and fielded questions from a
studio audience and call-in viewers.

“The old system failed before. That is why you are in
the present period of transition,” Clinton said, speaking
from the bullet-scarred Ostankino television center, site
of an Oct. 3 showdown when anti-reformist forces
sought to take over the central broadcasting facility. *“If
you attempt to reimpose it, it would fail you again.”

““This 1s a crossroad and a difficult one, but the
younger generation of Russians will look back on this
tume with either gratitude or regret,” Clinton told the
town hall-style meeting. He urged Russians to train
their eyes on future-oriented solutions rather than look-
ing to the past.

Clinton and Yeltsin appeared earlier at a joint news
conference broadcast across Russia as well as in the
United States. Yeltsin was asked point blank if he would
slow the pace of economic “shock therapy.” ‘““Nyet,”
Yeltsin snapped.

The answeér was welcome news for Clinton in a
nation where ultranationalists and communists are lead-
ing a campaign to roll back Yeltsin’s reforms. “History
is on the side of the reformers,” Clinton said.

The arms accords and agreements on trade, human
rights and curbs on weapons proliferation completed the
main business portion of Clinton’s three-day stay in
snow-blanketed Moscow.

Administration officials hailed the human rights state
ment as Moscow's most explicit condemnation ever of
anti-semitism.

Accepting the ultimate in Russian hospitality, the
president and his family were to sleep overnight within
the ancient fortress walls of the Kremlin. Clinton is the
first American leader to stay there since Richard Nixon.

Hillary Rodham Clintop and 13-year-old Chelsea
landed in Moscow this morning to join the president.
Yeltsin offered to have his grandchildren take Chelsea
to the famed Moscow circus.

Clinton said he would ask Congress for $900 million
in new aid for Russia and other former Soviet republics
for the next fiscal year, on top of $2.5 billion approved
for the current year.

Leading Russian newspapers ridiculed the amount of

promised aid. The liberal daily Segodnya newspaper
said, “The sum is simply pathetic.” The papers devoted
scant atiention to the arms accords.

Despite the summit’s overall mood of harmony, there
were some differences.

Yelwsin, for example, said it would be unacceptable
for former Soviet bloc nations in Eastern Europe to act
individually for closer ties with NATO under the new
Partnership for Peace program.

“The ume will come when Russia will be integrated
and all the others will be integrated but they will inte-
grate with one another and in just one package,” Yeltsin
said. Clinton has left the door open for countries 10 act
on their own

Yeltsin said that no nation should be fearful of “impe-
rial ambitions™ in Russia. “Russia is only interested in
stability.”

The president pressed Yeltsin to withdraw Russian
troops from Latvia and Estonia. Yeltsin, though,
expressed concern about the safety of Russian-speaking
citizens of those countries.

Yeltsin accepted Clinton’s-offer 1o make a state visit
to Washington in the fall; the two leaders also will see

each other in July in Naples, Italy, at the annual eco-
nomic symmit of industrialized nations. Yeltsin said he
hoped Rfissia soon would become a full member of the
economic summit rather than a guest.

Ukraine's president, Leonid Kravchuk, joined Clinton
and Yeltsin in signing the accord to dismantle 1,800
nuclear warheads left in his country after the breakup of
the Soviet Union.

Clinton said the agreement reduced chances for
“nuclear terrorism and nuclear espionage. ... It’s a very
good thing for the world and for the United States.”
However, it still faces opposition in Ukraine’s parlia
ment.

Over two decades, the United States will pay $12 bil
lion for highly enriched uranium from warheads in for-
mer Soviet states. It will be converted to fuel for nuclear
power plants.

The disarmament agreement, when fully implement
ed, will leave Russia the last of four nuclear powers of
the former Soviet republics.

Kazakhstan and Belarus took the disarmament pledge
earlier. Clinton will salute Belarus’ step by stopping in
the capital of Minsk Saturday; Vice President Al Gore
vistted-Kazakhstan im December;

In a statement, the three leaders said all the nuclear
warheads in Ukraine should be sent to Russia “in the
shortest possible time.”

Also, the statement said Ukraine's 46 SS-24 missiles,
its most potent weapons, would be deactivated within
10 months by having their 460 warheads removed.

At least 200 warheads from these and SS-19 missiles
will be transferred 1o Russia during the 10 months.

Oilers just two wins short of Super Bowl

HOUSTON (AP) — The run-and-shoot’s
reputation as a renegade offense could receive
more legitimacy if the Houston Oilers reach
the Super Bowl.

The Oilers, regularly among the league

leaders in offense, are two games short of the
NFL championship game. Despite the success,
though, there could be some changes next
year.
“I'm sure some big decisions will be made
after the season,” quarterback Warren Moon
said. “If I had to guess now (if the offense will
remain unchanged), I'd say no because of the
feelings within the organization.”

Owner Bud Adams insisted the Oilers take a
tight end in last year’s draft. The Oilers have
used that player mostly on special teams this
season. ,

“Just because of the little adjustments that
were made this year to get a tight end into the
offense,” Moon said, “I'm sure they’'ll try to
take it farther next year, just by the way some
people feel about the offense in the organiza-
tion.”

Offensive coordinator-Kevin Gilbride
finds it surprising that the offense that has
helped the Oilers reach the playoffs seven
straight years still has not received its proper
respect.

The Oilers finished third in the NFL in total
offense and third in passing offense this sea-
son,

“It’s not a coincidence we've been in this
offense seven years and we’ve been to the
playoffs seven years,” Gilbride said. “To me,
somebody has to strike the correlation there

and recognize it has to be a contributing fac-
tor, no matter how grudgingly people want to
admit that.”

The Oilers don’t need to make believers of
the Kansas City Chiefs, Sunday’s opponent in
a second round AFC playoff game at the
Astrodome. Houston has won the last four
games against the Chiefs and the last five in a
row in the Astrodome.

Moon passed for 527 yards, the second-
highest total in NFL history, in a 27-10 victory
over Kansas City in 1990.

“It was the finest performance I've seen by
a quarterback,” Chiefs coach Marty Schotten-
heimer said.

The lack of a tight end and a muscle
approach to shoving the ball into the end zone
is not there for many coaches.

*“I can’t imagine anyone would want to
change an offense that’s been working as
wel as it has béen,” Gilbride said. “It’s not
only this year. It’s been that way since we
had ir."

, Ohio (AP) — The Dallas Cowboys and Min-
nesota Vikings, who played in every Super Bowl during the
1970s but one, each placed three players among the 15 final-
ists announced Thursday for induction into the Pro Football

Hall of Fame.

Running back Tony Dorsett, defensive lineman Randy
White and comerback Mel Renfrq represented the Cowboys,
who won the 1972 and 1978 Super Bowls and lost Super

Bowls in 1971, 1976 and 1979.

The Vikings, who lost Super Bowls in 1970, 1974,
1975 and 1977, had coach Bud Grant, defensive lineman
Carl Eller and defensive back Paul Krause among the

finalists.

Joining those six were Pittsburgh Steelers wide receivers
John Stallworth and Lynn Swann; San Francisco 49ers defen-
sive back Jimmy Johnson; offensive linemen Dan Dierdorf of
the St. Louis Cardinals and Tom Mack of the Los Angeles
Rams; wide receiver Charlie Joiner of the Houston Oilers,
Cincinnati Bengals and San Diego Chargers; Chargers tight
end Kellen Winslow; tight end Jackie Smith, who played with
St. Louis and Dallas; and seniors nominee Leroy Kelly, a run-

Freeman takes first-round lead in Hawaiian Open

HONOLULU (AP) — Five years ago,
Robin Freeman came out of the pro
shop and the qualifying school to try the
PGA Tour.

“I didn’t know what to expect. I
wasn’t ready for it,” Freeman said.

In the years since, he's lost and
regained his playing rights three times.
And now, as the only man who has led
the tour’s qualifying school on two
occasions, he's trying to make the most
of still another chance.

“It’s a different feeling now,” Free-
man, 34, said Thursday.

And it was a very different result: the
best round of his career, a bogey-free, 9-
under-par 63 and the first-round lead in
the United Airlines Hawaiian Open.

“I kind of have an idea what to
expect. After all the trials and tribula-
tions of the earlier years, I think I've
become a better player,” he said.

“At least I know enough that I will
stay with what works and won’t be
experimenting all the time, changing

putters, changing strokes, changing
grips, all that stuff I'd done before,”
Freeman said.

Saving his best for last, Freeman hit a
3-iron second shot 215 yards on his
final hole of the day and dropped a 20-
foot putt for an eagle that lifted him
three shots clear of Australians Brett
Ogle and Craig Parry, who shared sec-
ond with 66s.

Three-time U.S. Open champion
Hale Irwin scored a last-hole eagle and
moved into a tie at 67 with Canadian
Dave Barr, Nike tour graduates Sean
Murphy and Steve Jurgensen, Tom
Gamner, Paul Goydos and Morris Hatal-
sky.

Davis Love III was another stroke
back with a wildly erratic 68 that includ-
ed seven birdies, an eagle, five bogeys
and only five pars.

Freeman spent six years as an assis-
tant pro before leading the qualifying
school in 1988 and joining the tour the
following spring. His performance
didn’t match tour standards and he lost
his playing rights.

Freeman came back in 1992 and

1993, each time winning his- way
through the school, only to fail in tour
competition.

Now he's back again. And he’s back
again as the school medalist.

“Usually you don’t get two shots at
it,” he said. “Usually, when a guy wins
the tour school, he stays out here and
doesn’t have to do it again. That didn’t
happen in my case.”

But this time could be different.

“I think I'm a little more ready for it
now,” he said.

And his first round of the new season
supported that assessment.

He began with a 20-foot birdie putt on
his first hole of the day, the 10th at
Waialae. A 40-footer on the 12th put
him 2-under and gave a hint of what
was 1o come.

He turned in 32, was 7-under after 13
holes and was on his way.

He was in danger of making bogey
only once, on the seventh, and dropped
a 20-footer to save par there.

Still another putt from the 20-foot
range ran into the heart of the hole for
the closing eagle.

Hurley works on returning to NBA next season

SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP) —
Recovery from a nearly fatal car crash
has brought Sacramento Kings rookie
guard Bobby Hurley to a different level

of play — rolling a basketball at arm’s **

length across his bed.

Hurley, the NCAA's all-time career
assist leader, said the exercise is a first
step toward his goal of returning to pro-
fessional basketball by next season.

“I think it will take maybe two or
three months before I'll be able to shoot
a basketball,’”” he said. ‘“‘After that,
maybe four months before I actually
start playing.”

Hurley returned to Arco Arena Thurs-
day for a news conference, his first

since the Dec. 12 crash. He walked
unassisted from the parking lot to the
arena, stopping to autograph a basket-
ball for a fan.

““He’s a thinner, skinnier version, but
he’s up and around,” said Kings interim
general manager Jerry Reynolds.
That’s tremendous and exciting to see
this and to know in a six-month period
we’ll see Bobby Hurley playing basket-
ball at some level.”

Hurley, 22, said he gets winded easily
but has begun using a stationary bicycle
to strengthen a tom ligament in his knee.
He is also exercising an injured shoulder.

“I should get full range of motion
back in my shoulder,” he said. I should
be able 10 do normal things in about six
weeks, I think, with my shoulder.

Hurley said he is learning to appreci-

ate doing things that he never had to
think about before.

“I"'m seeing progress every day,” he
said. “I’'m able to do more things like
dress myself ... take unassisted walks
without people worrying about me
falling down or not.

“Liutle things I guess everyone takes
for granted. Tying your own shoes; I'm
able to do that now.”

Hurley said getting out of bed is diffi-
cult because of pain in his ribs and
shoulder.

“Once I'm actually walking, there’s
not a lot of pain because my legs are
getting a lot better.”

He suffered a detached trachea, two
collapsed lungs and numerous other
injuries when another car struck his fol-
lowing a home game.

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Yeltsin aide wins key post in Russian parliament

MOSCOW (AP) - While Boris Yeltsin met
with President Clinton in the Kremlin on Thurs-
day, one of the Russian president’s top aides was
elected chairman of the upper house of parlia-
ment.

The election of Vladimir Shumeiko, a deputy
prime minister and ardent reformer, was a hard-
won victory that could help reduce the influence
of Communists and nationalists in the new parlia-
ment.

It did not silence them, however.

“We need no help from the United States or
the West!”" extreme nationalist Vladimir Zhiri-
novsky told reporters in parliament’s lower
house, the Duma. “We are a very rich country.
Very strong. Very rich.”

Zhirinovsky, who advocates expanding Rus-
sia’s borders, said there was “no reason” for the
Clinton-Yeltsin summit and it had “no impor-
tance.”

“No necessary help from you,” he bellowed at
an American in broken English. “Help Africa!™

Shumeiko will head the 178-seat Federation

Council, which consists of two delegates from
each of Russia’s regions and republics. As chair-
man, he may be able to derail hard-line attacks on
Yeltsin's programs.

Yeltsin's opponents, however, appeared certain
to capture the speaker’s post in the 450-member
Duma. Both candidates in a runoff election, for-
mer Olympic weightlifting champion Yuri
Vlasov and former Communist Party official Ivan
Rybkin, are hard-liners. The results of the secret
ballot were to be announced Friday.

Several pro-Yeltsin lawmakers were knocked
out in preliminary voting. Zhirinovsky also with-
drew his candidacy Thursday in a typically flam-
boyant speech. He bragged that he had “turned
Europe and the whole world on its ear” on a tour
last month during which he was denied entry by
France, Germany and Australia.

Earlier, a delegate attacked Zhirinovsky by
proposing that all candidates for speaker undergo
psychiatric exams.

Zhinnovsky responded that his “agents” would
secretly conduct psychological evaluations of all

members of parliament over the next two years.
Delegates hissed and jumped to their feet as Zhiri-
novsky, pounding his fist, shouted ““Silence!™

In contrast to the atmosphere in the Duma,
which Russian newspapers and even some dele-
gates have called a circus, the Federation Council
was orderly.

Shumeiko had failed to capture the chairman-
ship in two rounds of voting Wednesday, but was
elected with 98 votes Thursday after intense lob-
bying by other Yeltsin aides.

His closest challenger, the conservative direc-
tor of a Siberian chemical plant, got 52 votes.

The Yeltsin-Clinton summit has partly over-
shadowed the opening of parliament this week,
three months after Yeltsin sent tanks and troops
to crush the old, Communist-dominated legisla-
ture.

So far, both the upper and lower houses have
been concerned with choosing leaders, forming
factions, and setting procedures. They are expect-
ed to spend several more days on such matters
before taking up any legislation.

Congressional panel-holds hearing on-human radiation experiments

WALTHAM, Mass. (AP) — Two
former students at a school for the
retarded told a congressional panel
Thursddy they didn’t know they were
being given small doses of radiation
in their food for experiments in the
1940s and 1950s.

‘“At that particular time, I could
not read or write. I had no knowledge
of anything,” said Austin LaRocque,
who attended the Fernald State
School for the Retarded.

Sen. Edward Kennedy and Rep.
Edward Markey, both Massachusetts

Democrats, held a field hearing of
the Senate Labor and Human
Resources Committee to investigate
recently disclosed human radiation
experiments.

Kennedy is the committee’s chair-
man,

Markey is not a committee mem-
ber, but he released a report in 1986
on 31 radiation experiments on 695
people between the late 1940¢ and
the early 1970s by the Department of
Energy and the former Atomic Ener-
gy Commission.

LaRocque and Charles Dyer,
another former student, said they
learned only weeks ago from news
accounts that they had ingested radia-
tion during a food study and they
only got the full details at Thursday’s

hearing.
Another witness, Dr. A. Bertran
Brill, professor of nuclear

medicine at the University of Mas-
sachusetts Medical Center, said he
has taken radioactive tracers him-
self and would allow his own child
to take them. Brill was not

involved in the Fernald tests.

Kennedy said the government
“must shine a bright light on those
dark days of irresponsible human
guinea pig experimentation.”

Markey said his 1986 repori was
dismissed by the Reagan administra-
tion. -
“I am greatly encouraged by the
fact that this administration agrees
that we must expose the full extent of
these experiments and deliver justice
to those who were injured by them,”
Markey said.

LOS ANGELES (AP) - Transit
police have a new weapon in the
battle against graffiti: When kids
do the crime, parents pay the fine.

The parents of two teenagers
were billed $38,000 for the damage
their sons allegedly inflicted on 22
city buses over the past six weeks.

The bill was the first issued by the
Metropolitan Transportation Author-
ity under a new program that holds
parents responsible for vandalism.

Parents fined for chiHdren's graffiti

“We're trying to get the message
to parents that they are responsible
for the behavior, especially crimi-
nal behavior, of their kids,” Transit
Police Chief Sharon Papa said.

The teenagers, who were being
held on felony charges of vandal-

" ism, allegedly used engraving

knives, drill bits and rocks wrapped
in heavy sandpaper to etch gang
names and symbols onto bus win-
dows and surfaces.
