WASHINGTON (AP) — Faced with a sudden
surge of Haitian boat people, the Clinton administra-
tion is reopening the U.S. naval base in Cuba to
Haitians seeking political asylum in the United States.

Top officials took the action Tuesday evening after
2,472 Haitians were plucked from boats by Coast
Guard cutters during four chaotic days between Friday
and Monday. That figure eclipsed the number inter-
cepted during all of 1993, when all Haitian migrants
were forcibly returned to their homeland.

The migrants have been lured to sea by President
Clinton's decision to give fleeing Haitians a chance to
apply for political asylum for the first time since
President Bush halted the practice in May 1992.

There was almost a crisis atmosphere on Tuesday
after word reached here that 1,486 Haitians were
picked up on Monday, the second highest one-day
total since the ouster of President Jean-Bertrand
Aristide in September 1991.

LOS ANGELES (AP) — O.J. Simpson’s prelimi-
nary hearing will serve as a legal dress rehearsal for
his murder trial, shining the light of public scrutiny on
the prosecution’s evidence for the first time.

Unlike the average felony case, Thursday's hearing
isn’t likely to end with a plea bargain or the charges
being dismissed, legal experts say.

The hearing could show that some evidence reported
in the media never existed, which would be a boon to
the defense. Simpson’s lead lawyer, Robert L. Shapiro,
apparently sees an advantage in quick action: He insist-
ed that the hearing take place as soon as possible.

“The faster the prosecutors work, the more likely
they are to make mistakes,” said Loyola University
Law Professor Laurie Levenson, a former federal

prosecutor.
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City approves Texas Capital Fund resolution

During its regular session
Tuesday evening, Pampa’s City
Commission approved a resolu-
tion that could have far reaching
implications in promoting eco-
nomic growth in Pampa while
costing very little.

Specifically, the resolution
dealt with the 1994 Texas Capital
Fund, a state-run program estab-
lished to help with business
development at the municipal
government level.

Grant money from the program
in the sum of $275,000 would be
used to purchase a building with-
in the city limits that would, in
tumn, be used to house a manufac-
turing business whose owners are
considering a move to Pampa.

“This has been a multifaceted
effort,” said Jack Ippel, director
of the Pampa Economic
Development Corporation, dur-
ing the work session of the com-
mission. “One of the local banks
is involved, the business itself is

putting in a significant amount of
capital ... and it’s been fantastic
(applying for the grant). We had a
very narrow window of opportu-
nity to get this.”

The PEDC, along with the city,
applied for the grant from the
Texas Capital Fund, which start-
ed awarding money on June 1.
Money from the grant program is
expected to run out by August,
according to Ippel.

If the city is awarded the grant
money, the building is purchased
and the business moves in, the
PEDC and the city would co-
manage the building and lease the
building. After five years, howev-
er, the business owners could
then purchase the structure if they
wish.

Ippel said that if for some rea-
son the deal with the manufactur-
ing business fell apart, whatever
cost the city and the PEDC would
have to spend would be limited to
insurance and perhaps utilities.

In a related matter, the commis-
sion also approved an amend-
ment to the PEDC'’s budget for an

amount not to exceed $300,000.
The money would be used to
assist in bringing the manufactur-
ing business to Pampa and make
improvements to the building it
may move into.

The PEDC's Board of
Directors approved funding the
project during its monthly meet-
ing last Thursday.

Created almost two years ago,
the PEDC is a non-profit organi-
zation created to promote busi-
ness and industry in Pampa. The
corporation is funded by sales tax
money collected in Pampa and is
governed by a five-member
board of directors appointed by
the city commission.

In other business, the commis-
sion held a public hearing and
approved the first reading of an
ordinance by a 4-to-1 vote that
would allow pet groomers to
operate from their homes as one
of a group of businesses known
as “*home occupations.”

Specifically, the ordinance
would allow groomers to have no
more than five dogs and/or cats in

TDH plagued with space problems

With only 15 seats in the waiting room, many of
the more than 35 children, parents and siblings
who came to the Texas Department of Health
Clinic for Wednesday's *“well child day” had to
wait in the hall of the Hughes Building, several

without chairs.

A new exam table in need of an exam room sits
in a storage room filled with cardboard file boxes
across the hall from the main office.

Three case counselors, a copy machine and
patient records stored in several file cabinets share
cramped quarters in a room roughly five by eight

feet in dimension.

These are some of the space problems faced by the
TDH office in Pampa — the office with the second
highest client load in the 41 counties under the juris-
diction of the agency’s regional office in Lubbock.

“It’s pretty crowded, especially on the O.B. and
the well child days ... The big issue is that we've
just outgrown this space,” Pampa field office

The Pampa office sees as many as 800-1,000
patients per month, Presson said. With parents,
grandparents and children who are too young to

be left alone accompanying patients to the clinic,
space in the waiting room and three exam rooms
is often scarce, she explained.

Space is the main reason the TDH is seeking
different quarters for the Pampa field office.

“We have a unique situation in Pampa,” regional

TDH official Tommy Snell said, commenting on the
lack of space combined with heavy client volume.
Public health area coordinator Sharon Mallory,
R.N., said equipment remains in boxes since there
is no room for it, and nurse productivity would
increase with more space. “It’s a matter of us trip-

ping over each other,” she said.

coordinator Suzanne Presson, R.N., said.

A previous aggravation, air conditioning that
didn’t work properly, has been working well the
past two weeks, Presson said.

“We're looking at temporary quarters. ... We
don’t have a problem [with the existing location},
but sometimes there’s absolutely no room. People
are piling over each other,” Snell said.

1992, to get the landfill arca
approved and has recently
entered what is expected to be the
last phases of the project.

In the past, commission mem
bers have voiced complaints
about the cost of the process but
said httle could be done to avoid
it. Duning Tuesday's work ses
sion, Mayor Richard Peet sug
gested the cost of getting the
landfill approved could possibly
be passed on to other cities in the
region that use the facilities as a
way of paying for expenses
incurred by Pampa.

But finding larger quarters for the
TDH involves finding a suitable
location, dealing with a state legisla-
tive mandate and determining the
financial feasibility of a move that
may be only temporary.

Locations for the TDH and other
state social service offices must
meet the requirements of the
Americans with Disabilities Act.
Doorways must be of a specified
width and bathrooms must be
accessible to the physically
challenged.

Financially, the TDH may face
repair costs on any site it would like
to occupy. Snell updated the Gray
County Commissioners Court on the
progress of the search for different
quarters at the court’s June 14 meet-
ing. One site the TDH is looking at
would require about $34,000 in
repair costs, Snell told the commis-
sioners court.

Snell advised the county because
the local government contributes
$1400 a month to subsidize the rent
of the TDH office. But the TDH is
not asking the county to cover
any potential repair costs, Snell

said.

Then there is the issue of co-loca-
tion. A legislative mandate calls for
the offices of the TDH, Women,
Infants and Children program,
Department of Human Services and
Protective and Regulatory Services
to occupy the same building where
feasible. (Feasibility is defined as an
agency occupying a building at
below fair market values and there-
fore not subject to a move.)

In Pampa, co-location might occur
as early as August 1995, according
to DHS official Jim Collier. That’s
the month when the lease on the
DHS building on North Banks street
in Pampa expires.

Collier said the DHS office is also
short on space.

Within the coming weeks, the
state's General Service Commission
will advertise for bids and announce
specifications for a 12,000-14,000
square foot building to house the
four agencies and a combined staff
numbering about 40.

Snell said he’s seen existing struc-
tures in Pampa that could be reno-
vated to meet the agencies’ needs.

With the timetable of co-location
"1 mind, the TDH may not get larger
quarters for an interim period, Snell
explained.

The county subsidy will continue
through the rest of the year. But
afterwards, “That’s a subject we’ll
have to take up for 1995,” County
Judge Carl Kennedy said, adding
that the county is unlikely to
increase funds past the current
$1400 a month.

For an interim TDH office,
Kennedy said he wants the state and
not the county to secure property.
“We definitely don’t want to buy
something and take it off the tax
rolls,” he said.

Kennedy and TDH budget official
Brice McGregor agree the Pampa
clinic would stay open without state
funds. However, every bit helps with
the current budget crunch experi-
enced by the health department,
Snell said.

“The crowded conditions are
stressful on everyone. We try very,
very hard not to let that affect
patient-caregiver interaction,”
Presson added.

BRYAN (AP) - First rocked by resignations, Texas
A&M now must contend with criminal indictments
against a former vice president and the school’s director
of athletics.

The latest fallout from a 10-month investigation of the
nation's third-largest university by state and federal
authorities came Tuesday as a Brazos County grand jury
handed down indictments against five A&M employees.

Four other university workers were charged separate-
ly, bringing the number of accused to nine.

All the charges are misdemeanors.

Robert Smith, a 30-year employe and the school’s for-
mer vice president for finance and administration, was
indicted on a misdemeanor charge for allegedly solicit-
ing for his wife two expenses-paid trips to New York
from Bamnes & Noble Bookstores Inc.

The company had been awarded a multi-million dollar
contract to run the campus bookstore in College Station.

Athletic director Wally Groff awas indicted with three
other A&M employees on misdemeanor charges of falsi-
fying government records. They are accused of disguis-
ing the purchase of alcohol on state purchase vouchers as
food, soft drinks and ice.

Brazos County District Attomey Bill Tumer said
Tuesday’s action by the grand jury represents the bulk of
an investigation by the Texas Rangers and FBI, but said
the probe will continue.

“I would categorize this as one of the most important
things we have done here in a long time,” Turner said.

“There is crime that can be extremely serious in the
form of violence, and sometimes there (are) simply reg-
ulatory matters that need to be taken care of o keep

everybody on the straight course.

“In the whole scheme of things, keeping people on the
right course, large groups of people, is extremely impor-
tant,” he said.

'Groff said Tuesday he is disappointed that charges had
been raised in regard to vouchers for alcohol purchases,
saying the complaints were based upon an extremely
technical interpretation of the law.

“I have never intended to violate any law, and there
can be no doubt that I, nor the university, has gained any-
thing in any way,” Groff said in a statement.

Groff said the athletic department was operating, as it
had for several years, “in accordance with what we per-
ceived to be the proper university procedures.”

Smith and Ross Margraves Jr., former chairman of the
Texas A&M System board of regents, were the lead
negotiators for a $10 million contract awarded to Barnes
& Noble Bookstores Inc. in July 1990. Smith and
Margraves also worked out a contract extension in June
1993 that could result in as much as $25 million in net
sales for Barnes & Noble.

According to the indictment, Smith arranged to have
Barnes & Noble pay for airline tickets, lodging, meals
and theater tickets for his wife on separate trips the cou-
ple took to New York in May 1993 and July 1992.

“It’s an outrage,” said Smith’s attorney, Dick
DeGuerin. “He didn’t solicit anything, and when he
learned that Barmes and Noble had paid for his wife's
portion, he reimbursed Barmmes and Noble with his own
check.

“If that's all they can come up with, it’s a terrible mis-
use of the grand jury.”

The Associated Press first reported in October that
Smith and Margraves had taken several trips to New York
at the expense of Barnes & Noble. The trips included
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Nine Texas A&M employees face misdemeanor charges

deluxe lodging, limousines and Broadway show tickets.

Bames & Noble has defended the trips, saying the uni-
versity was the beneficiary, not the individuals,

“While we are pleased that the authorities found no
wrongdoing on the part of Barmes & Noble Bookstores,
Inc., we are sorry 1o learn of the charges against Mr.
Robert Smith. We believe in the presumption of inno-
cence and that Mr. Smith should have his day in court
without prejudice from media coverage,” said J. Alan
Kahn, president of Bames & Noble Bookstores.

Earlier this month, Smith was demoted to executive
director of special projects. A&M's new president, Ray
M. Bowen, said the move simply allowed him to install
his own staff and wasn't a reflection on Smith.

Bowen said Texas A&M has cooperated fully with the
investigation and will continue to do so.

“Both in that role and as a concerned citizen, I accept
the grand jury’s decision to indict these individuals and
will wait for the judicial system to offer our employees
the due process they so rightly deserve under the law
before making any additional comments,” Bowen said.

Turner said the investigation will now tumn primarily
to allegations widely circulated in an anonymous letter
last year that accused Margraves of orchestrating A&M
business so he could personally profit.

Margraves has denied the allegations and says the
probe by the Texas Rangers and FBI will vindicate him,

In the past three months, Margraves and William
Mobley, chancellor of the seven-university Texas A&M
System, have resigned.

Margraves said he stepped down because he had
become a lightning rod for negative media attention
focusing on the school.

Mobley said he grew tired of being an administrator
and wanted to rejoin the A&M faculty.

Smith had authority over more than $346 million last
year as vice president for finance and administration. He
was criticized in recent months for his efforts to privatize
parts of the campus, namely food services and the uni-
versity's bookstore.

Smith’s position with A&M included oversight of
NCAA rules compliance within the athletic department.
The Aggies’ football program has been placéd on proba-
tion by the NCAA and won’t be allowed to appear on
television or in a bowl game next season.

Indicted with Groff on charges of falsifying state pur-
chase vouchers were:

— Penny King, associate athletic director;

— Ronald Carter, manager of business and facilities
operations in the chemistry department; and

— John Wormuth, professor and interim head of the
oceanography department.

Four others, while not indicted, were also charged with
falsifying government records. Turner identified the four
as Don Hellriegel, a professor in the management depart-
ment; Sabrina Saladino, an academic business adminis-
trator in the management department; Jesse Malon
Southerland, vice president for student affairs; and
Sheran Riley, an assistant to the president.

Smith, Groff, Wormuth and Ms. King each face up to
two years in jail and $6,000 in fines if convicted. Carter,
Hellriegel, Ms. Saladino, Southerland and Ms. Riley
each face up to one year in jail and $3,000 in fines.

Mobley has said the A&M administration bears
responsibility for a widespread practice of listing alcohol
purchases on state vouchers as food, cups and ice. He
said he regrets that employees are paying the price for
the failed procedure.

Two secretaries for the board of regents were indicted
previously on felony charges of falsifying vouchers.

Koslow case heads to jury

trip to Gaza Strip

JERUSALEM (AP) - PLO chair-
man Yasser Arafat will visit the
Gaza Strip and Jericho for at least
three days starting Friday, his first
trip to the territories since the
beginning of Palestinian self-rule,
an aide said today.

Nabil Shaath, the PLO’s top
negotiator with Israel, said he told
Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin of
the visit, which came as a surprise
after several delays. But Rabin said
he was not sure the trip was possi-
ble on short notice.

“There will not be a visit in Gaza
without coordination,” Rabin said
on Israel radio. “I will check this
matter, and when I have decided, I
will let'you know.”

Arafat planned to visit Gaza and
the West Bank town of Jericho for
three or four days, but will not
enter Jerusalem, Shaath said.
Jerusalem’s mayor and right-wing
settlers had vowed to block him
from coming.

Arafat had been expected to
arrive in the self-rule territories in
June, but had repeatedly postponed
the visit. He has given various rea-
sons for the delay, including
demands that donors first turn over
$42 million in aid.

Shaath told The Associated Press
that Arafat would come despite
concerns about security, both for
his safety and for controlling the
hundreds of thousands of
Palestinians expected to pour into
the streets to greet him.

““Mr. Arafat took a lot of risks in
the struggle to go home, so this
will not be a determent. But for
sure our police are preparing for all
the security requirements,” Shaath
said.

Right-wing Jewish settlers
planned large-scale protests of
Arafat’s visit, said Aharon Domb,
spokesman for the Settlers Council,
which represents 144 settlements in
the West Bank and Gaza.

“Rabin and (Foreign Minister
Shimon) Peres have lost their
minds. Arafat is the master terror-
ist, and we will do what we can to
make sure that life in this country
will be disrupted,” Domb told The
Associated Presss.

Extremists Israeclis have threat-
ened to assassinate the Palestine
Liberation Organization leader for
past terrorist acts, and Domb said, “I
wouldn’t be sorry if it happened. We
have to bring him to trial in Israel.”

Shaath said Arafat would arrive
with 70 or 80 officials at the Rafah
crossing between Gaza and Egypt.
He said Arafat would not bring his

- wife, Suha.

“It is a historic day that
Palestinian people have waited for
a long time,” said Dr. Ahmed Tibi,
an Arafat adviser. “It symbolizes
the beginning of a long trip for
reconstruction and independence.”’

In Cairo, Foreign Minister Amr
Moussa of Egypt said Arafat would
enter Gaza via Egypt after meeting
with President Hosni Mubarak on
Thursday.

Arafat, who was last in
Palestinian territory in 1967 after
the Six-Day War, had planned to
visit the West Bank town of Jericho
first. But his visit has been repeat-
edly postponed.

Among the problems has been
the lack of funds for Palestinian
self-government offices and Isracli
restrictions on freedom of move-
ment for Arafat. Security concems
have also been cited.

Arafat’s visit has been anxiously
awaited by Palestinians since
Israel withdrew from the Gaza
Strip and West Bank town of
Jericho on May 18.

West Texas range fires sparked by lightning

Lightning and hot, dry conditions have sparked range
fires in the Permian Basin, destroying at least two homes
and buming more than 10,000 acres.

In South Texas, a young boy had to leap over a wall of
flames when fire erupted where children were playing
hide-and-seek in a large vacant lot.

A range fire, believed to have been started by a light-

ning strike Friday, burned between Paducah and
Crowell on Tuesday. More than 10,000 acres in Cottle
County were burned, officials said. No injuries were
reported.
Fires near Midland started Tuesday after lightning
from an early evening thunderstorm touched into bumnt
out grass, igniting more than seven grassfires. Three
were still burning out of control at midnight.

Traffic to nearby Highway 191 was blocked off about ga

45 minutes after the Midland-area fires started, which
officials confirmed was between 8-8:30 p.m.

Mexican banker freed after family pays $30 million

Strong winds pushed the fires in a northwest direction
Tuesday. Officials blocked off main roads into the FM
158 area, including routes off of Highway 191 and FM
1788.

In the Flour Bluff area of Corpus Christi, an 8-year-old
boy was forced to leap a wall of flames to escape from a
brush fire Tuesday afternoon.

I just saw the fire and I ran through it. I was the last
one out,” said Justin Ybarra. Streaks of black ashes mud-
died his bare legs.

The boy and others were playing hide-and-seek in a
vacant lot when a group of children who were not
involved in the game started the fire while playing with
matches, a fire official said.

One of the 90 firefighters sent to battle the blaze suf-
fered smoke inhalation and was rushed to a hospital,
according to Jim Nelson, a Corpus Christi arson investi-

tor.
The blaze spread over 5-10 acres before it was extin-
guished after three hours, he said.

FORT WORTH (AP) - A twisted
Texas murder-for-hire case has
wound its way to final arguments in
front of a jury that could send a teen-
age girl to death row.

State and defense attorneys had
one last chance to try swaying the
panelists about the fate of pudgy,
brown-haired Kristi Koslow. The
jury was expected to begin delibera-
tions by mid-afternoon today.

Miss Koslow, 19, is accused of
soliciting her boyfriend and another
teen to kill her wealthy parents, ex-
banker Jack Koslow and his oil
heiress wife, Caren.

Koslow, 51, survived the savage
assault but Mrs. Koslow, 40, the
defendant’s stepmother, died in a
blood-drenched bedroom at the cou-
ple’s elegant Rivercrest home.

The blonde oil heiress suffered 27
“blunt force” injuries to her head
and body and her throat was slashed,
a medical examiner testified.

If the jury renders a guilty verdict
on the capital murder charge, the
same pancl of six men and six
women must assess cither life
imprisonment or death by injection.

It would have no other option.

Miss Koslow, barely 17 at the time
of the assault, could become only the
fifth woman on death row in Texas.
The last woman executed in the state
was hanged in 1863 for murdering a
horse trader.

Both sides abruptly closed Tues-
day after the defense called only one
witness, a lawyer, and played a
recording of Miss Koslow's arraign-
ment two years ago.

She told the judge that moming
she thought the charge against her
was “‘conspiracy or something other
than capital murder, because ... I did
not commit the crime.”

The defense maintains that Miss

Koslow was denied access to her

attorney when arrested and that

police misled her in getting her
“confession.”

The state alleges that Miss Koslow
wanted her parents murdered for
what she perceived to be a multimil-
lion-dollar inheritance.

And in a cruelly ironic twist, Jack
Koslow was the prime suspect until
an informant’s tip led police to his
daughter and her alleged co-conspir-
ators two weeks after the rampage.

As a key witness in the trial,
Koslow recounted the chilling events
of that night and, outside the jury's
presence, said his adopted daughter
should be given the death penalty.

“That’s what she gave Caren,” he
said.

He recalled awakening in the early
moming hours to the sounds of a pre-
alarm buzz and his wife's termrified
scream: ““They’re in the house!”

Moments later, Brian Salter and
Jeffrey Dillingham broke down the
door of the couple’s darkened bed-
room and attacked them with a metal
pry bar and a knife.

Dillingham beat them uncon-
scious, then Salter cut their throats,
the young men told police and pros-
ecutors.

They were 19 at the time.

A jury convicted Dillingham last
year of killing Caren Koslow and
assessed the death penalty. Salter,
the defendant’s boyfriend, received a
life sentence in a plea agreement
with the state.

Salter, who admiuedly changed
his story at least twice, testified that
it was Miss Koslow who plotted the
murders and supplied him a map of
the house and the home alarm code.

Prosecutors called 23 witnesses
during seven days of testimony,
some responding to Miss Koslow's
claim that she was “just joking"
when she discussed killing her par-
ents.
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MEXICO CITY (AP) - A Mexican
banker and multimillionaire abduct-
ed in March is free after his family
paid a $30 million cash ransom.

Alfredo Harp Helu, 50, president
and a major stockholder in the bank-
ing-financial firm of Banamex-
Accival, was one of dozens of busi-
nessmen kidnapped in Mexico in the
past year.

His kidnappers originally asked
for $90 million, but after protracted
negotiations accepted about $30 mil-
lion. They had insisted they would
kill Harp Helu if the ransom was not

“I have to give thanks to God for
this situation that allowed me to be
here again,” Harp Helu said Tuesday
evening after his release.

Arrest closes investigation into check passing scheme

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — The
arrest of an Air Force reservist has
concluded a 13-month investigation
into the passing of counterfeit checks
in 11 states and 28 cities, a Secret
Service agent says.

William E. Yount, 51, of Tampa,
Fla., was amested Monday in San
Antonio in his uniform outside a
store shortly after arriving from
Tampa to attend a military seminar,
Charles Dyer, assistant special agent
in charge of the San Antonio Secret

Dyer said Yount wore his uniform
about half the time to make it casier
10 pass the checks.

Yount is accused of cashing “sev-
eral hundred thousand dollars™ worth
of counterfeit checks, according to
Rolando Soliz, the agent in charge of
the local Secret Service office.

He appeared before U.S. Magis-
trate John W. Primomo Tuesday on a

No more rhetoric;
prepare for attack

If anyone needs reminding that the world is still a dangerous place,
look no further than the heavily armed border betweéen North and
South Korea.

For 40 years, an uncasy peace has prevailed on the peninsula. But
now a deadly and destructive war could break out again over the
issue‘of North Korea's nuclear program. How President Bill Clinton
handles his looming crisis will be the biggest test of his foreign pol-
Icy.

At the heart of the crisis is North Korea's secretive nuclear pro-
gram. North Korea’s government denies it, but most experts in the
West believe it has diverted nuclear fuel from its domestic energy
program to its weapons program. CIA analysts quoted in the news
media believe North Korea may even have already built one or more
nuclear devices.

North Korea signed the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty in 1985,
but it has denied international inspectors the access they need to
determine whether North Korea is abiding by it. The Clinton admin-
istration has threatened to seek sanctions against North Korea if it
continues to thwart the inspections. North Korea has responded that
sanctions would be considered an act of war.

Coming from North Korea, the threat of war must be taken seri-
ously. This is the same communist regime, after all, that invaded the
south in 1950 - launching a three-year war that claimed 4 million
lives, including 50,000 Americans.

For its part, the Clinton administration should de-escalate its
rhetoric, and quietly escate preparations to repel any military
aggression from the north.

Sanctions, in particular, should only be a last resort. They would
probably not have much, if any, effect on North Korea, already one
of the world’s most economically isolated regimes.

Instead of sanctions, the administration and South Korea's gov-
emment should bolster their joint ability to repel an attack. The
Clinton administration has already deployed a battery of Patriot mis-
siles to shoot down North Korean SCUD missiles. Unfortunately,
because of unconscionable cuts in missile defense research,
America’s ability to thwart an attack has been compromised. To keep
rogue regimes such as North Korea from engaging in missile black-
mail, Congress and the Clinton administration should restore ade-
quate funding for missile defenses.

If North Korea does build its own bomb, that wouldn’t automati-
cally spell disaster. After all, North Korea already has enough con-
ventional firepower to impose widespread destruction on South
Korea. Meanwhile, America’s nuclear arsenal in the Pacific will con-
tinue to provide a measure of deterrence against a nuclear attack.

The focus of American policy in Korea should not be trade sanc-
tions, but a credible deterrent against aggression, whatever form it

takes.

Before the graduates of Yale Law School received

* their degrees this year, they were confronted by the

insistent challenge of Justice Hugo Black:

“Under our constitutional system, courts stand -
against any winds that blow - as havens for those
who might otherwise suffer because they are help-
less, weak, outnumbered, or because they are non-
conforming victims of prejudice and public excite-
ment.”

Underlining Black's word - at a time when the
legal profession is being charged with pursuing
mammon more enthusiastically than justice — was
commencement speaker Stephen Bright. Appointed
a J. Skelly Wright Fellow and Visiting Lecturer in
Law at Yale, Bright’s course materials have encom-
passed “Capital Punishment: Race and Poverty.”

Bright teaches from experience. He has cliénts on
death row and in prisons where conditions are such
that even Justice Clarence Thomas might take
another look at the Eighth Amendment.

This sometime law school lecturer’s main job is
director of the Southern Center for Human Rights in
Atlanta, where the salary for every employee —
whether the director, other attorneys or secretary —
is $23,000 a year. Supported by foundations,
churches and individuals hooked on justice, the cen-
ter receives no government funds.

Operating mostly in Alabama, Georgia and
Maississippi, Bright — and his field staff of nine attor-
neys and four investigators/paralegals — also works
in Southern prisons where inmates are practically
noN-persons.

Although its budget is small - it spent $650,000
during its last fiscal year — the center has won a
number of significant Supreme Court decisions set-
ting aside capital convictions or sentences, as well

as lower court orders obtaining equal educational
and vocational opportunities for women imprisoned
in Los Angeles and Alabama.

Also, as Stephen Bright notes, the center secured
“an order correcting numerous unconstitutional
conditions, and setting standards for virtually
every aspect of life in all of South Carolina’s 27
prisons.”

When not trying to bring the radical news of due
process and equal protection of the laws to Southern
judges and wardens, Bright lectures at law schools.
His aim is to show law students how badly their
skills are needed beyond corporate boardrooms.

During his commencement address at Yale Law
School, Bright looked at the graduates and said:
“There are 72 people languishing on Texas' death
row,who do not have a lawyer — even though they
have legal avenues of review of their cases.

“Think of it. They cannot even confer with a
lawyer to find out the status of the cases in which
they were condemned to die. How can a system that
claims to be one of justice allow such a thing And.
year after year, many others with urgent legal needs
in both civil and criminal matters have no access to
an attorney at all.”

Pied Piper visits Yale Law School

Bright realizes that some of the law students he
tries to enlist may worry about how much money
they will make. Virtue is not necessarily negotiable.

At the Yale Law School graduation, Bright
addressed this concern: “Remember that it is no sac-
rifice to receive the same income as that received by
teachers, farmers, workers on the assembly line and
other good, decent working men and women who
raise families and contribute to their communities.”

The Pied Piper has harvested a fair number of
souls during the past few years. “This summer,” he
tells me, “four students from Yale Law School will
be with us here in Atlanta at the Center for Human
Rights. Other Yale students from my class will be
doing capital punishment work at public defender
offices or programs in Charleston, Chicago,
Montgomery, New York (NAACP Legal Defense
Fund), Houston and New Orleans ... One of the
graduates from the class last year. is now doing
death penalty defense work full time in South
Carolina.”

In 1987, Justice William Brennan was the com-
mencement speaker at Ohio State’s Law School. He
told those graduates: “Over too many years, we as
lawyers and as citizens stood idly by while minori-
ty citizens were deprived of their most basic legal
rights. How can we expect much respect for the law
in those who have seen how readily even lawyer-
citizens have tolerated such legal inequities?”

Consider the respect for the law that Stephen
Bright could create if he were on the Supreme
Court - even as a lone dissenter to the Rehnquist
Court’s decisions diminishing constitutional stan-
dards of decency and fairess. But could a Pied
Piper of the Bill of Rights be nominated and con-
firmed? Fat chance. .

Time to take note of Singapore

Now that the media din has quieted ...

Now that the embarrassing presidential. pleas
have ceased ...

Now that Michael Fay's sore backside has
healed ...

Let’s take a sober look at the lesson learned in
Singapore.

In 1959, when Singapore received its indepen-
dence from Great Britain, the fledgling city-state
was little more than a British naval base. Like sim-
ilar naval bases in the Orient, it was a breeding
ground for vice.

Organized crime ruled.

Drugs flowed freely.

Prostitution ran rampant.

And slums - unlike anything America had ever
seen — were filled with the backwash of a continent
in despair.

In 1959, there was also a man who dared to
declare that things could be different: Lee Kuan
Yew.

Elected as the country’s first prime minister, Lee,
tedious step by tedious step, turned the sewer of
Asia into the jewel of the Orient.

Today, Singapore is one of the world’s great com-
mercial centers with one of the world’s highest lit-
eracy rates, with one of the world’s lowest unem-
ployment rates, with one of the world’s highest

standards of living and with one of the world’s low-
est rates of crime.

The slums are gone. Crime, drugs, prostitution,
poverty and illiteracy have all but been eradicated,
and the inhabitants of Singapore are understdnddbly
appreciative.

But how did Lee manage to make such a disci-
plined society out of a corrupt cadre of hoodlums
when so much of the world, including America, was
going the other way?

Morality and discipline.

“We (the Singapore government) believe we had
to take strong measures to make sure that people
understand that other people’s lives, their persons
and properties have to be respected,” said Lee in a
recent Time interview.

“We don't deal with criminal behavior the way

Americans do. We don’t have the concept of ‘vic-
tim of society’ ... This concept has led to a situation
where if you kill your mother and father, because
you were victims, you are not guilty. If you cut off
your husband’s penis, it's OK. But it is not OK. If
we allow it to be OK, we’ll have chaos. Maybe we
are old-fashioned, but here, it works.”

If only America were “old-fashioned” in dealing
with crime, maybe it would work here, too.

Despite President Clinton’s pleading for “mercy,”
Americans generally applauded the prospect of
Michael Fay getting his due. They wrote letters,
made phone calls and rallied their support for
Singapore. Yet despite cries for justice to be done at
home, America’s milquetoast lawmakers have
ignored their pleas.

In St. Louis, Alderman Freeman Bosley couldn’t
even get a second when he moved for lashes as a
form of punishment.

In California, Assemblyman Mickey Conroy was
rebuffed by the assembly speaker, Willie Brown, for
wanting the same.

In Sacramento, the city council flatly refused to
discuss a councilman’s proposal of the idea,

The cruel irony is that in the 30 years that
Singapore has sought to imitate the America of old,
America has elected to emulate the Singapore of old.

How dare we criticize it!

Clinton badly confused on Haiti, Korea

The chaos in President Clinton’s foreign policy is
about to escalate. Hitherto all America has lost is its
hard-won respect as the leader of the world. Now,
as Mr. Clinton starts to implement various policies,
we are going to begin losing American lives as well.

It seems clear that a military invasion of Haiti is
in the works, probably within weeks. So, for the
first time in modem history, American soldiers wil’
be ordered to risk and if necessary lose their lives in
an operation that involves no “vital national inter-
est” whatever. The restoration to power of the flaky
ex-priest Jean-Bertrand Aristide was pledged by
Mr. Clinton to the Congressional Black Caucus last
year, in return for its indispensable for his
budget proposal (which passed by one vote). If the
death of American soldiers strikes you as too high a
price to pay for redeeming that pledge, take it up
with your congressman.

Meanwhile in North Korea, where a vital
American ‘interest really is involved, Mr. Clinton
has turned the old-fashioned cringe into an instru-
ment of foreign policy. It was more than a year ago
that Kim Il-Sung disclosed his intention to go into
the lucrative business of manufacturing and selling
(perhaps using) atomic bombs.

The problem was turned over to Secretary of State
Warren Christopher, a world-class ditherer, who
dithered for a solid year, offering Kim everything
from economic aid to recognition as the permanent

dictator of North Korea if only he would abandon
his intention. But Kim went grimly ahead, banning
international inspectors from key sites and adding a
line of intermediate-range missiles to his arsenal.

So now the doves in the Clinton administration
have drafted a proposal for international economic
sanctions against North Korea, allegedly designed
to bring it to heel. They will, of course, do no such
thing, and won’t even succeed in delaying the crisis
until after the 1996 elections ~ Mr. Clinton’s
favorite closet for ugly surprises that must be
sprung on the American people.

For one thing, the sanctions to be imposed are
ridiculously weak. I invite you to try to make sense
out of the Jollowing sentence by New York Times
reporfer Michael R. Gordon: “Administration offi-
cials sgy that by withholding stricter sanctions, the
plan is intended to deter North Korea from taking

further steps to make nuclear weapons.”

Meanwhile the serious men still in the U.S. gov-
emment — notably Defense Secretary William Perry
— have submitted a plan that contemplates military
action against North Korea (probably “surgical” air
strikes against its nuclear installations) within a mat-
ter of months if Kim takes the remaining few steps
necessary to go into full-scale bomb production.

Mr. Clinton has not yet signed off on this plan,
and we can be sure that if there were a coward’s
way out of the dilemma he would take it.
Repudiating his word (as in granting Most Favored
Nation trade status to Communist China) would be
no problem. Blaming our allies for American paral-
ysis (as in Bosnia) would be easy. But what if Kim
presses on?

Mr. Clinton no doubt hoped desperately that that
master negotiator Jimmy Carter could pull some
rabbit out of the hat on his “private” trip to Korea.
But even if Mr. Clinton does finally “screw his
courage to the sticking-place” and sign off on the
Pentagon plan, he must then prepare the American
people for the possibility of all-out war with Kim's
rickety and desperate but still dangerously powerful
regime. This, he has thus far totally failed to do.

No doubt he is unsure how the American people
would respond to a call to arms by the First Draft
Dodger in his new capacity of commander in chief.
But he will just have to find out.
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‘The Lion King’ roars its way
to top of summer box office

LOS ANGELES (AP) - The Lion
King enjoyed the third-best opening
weekend ever as the movie industry
prepared for the zenith of its summer
season.

Disney's animated feature about a
cub destined to rule the jungle
camed $40.9 million, and it may
have set a Hollywood record for the
most tickets sold in a weekend.

As many as half of the patrons
were children buying discounted
tickets, Disney said. That means the
film's gross represented more than
10 million ticket purchases, surpass-
ing the admission record set last year
by Jurassic Park.

The only two films to make more
in a three-day weekend are Jurassic
Park ($50.2 million) and Batman
Returns ($47.7 million in 1992).

A study of average ticket prices
shows that Jurassic Park and the
first Batman, released in 1989, sold
9.65 million tickets and 9.62 million
tickets, respectively, in their debut
weckends.

The Lion King opened June 15 in
two theaters in New York and Los
Angeles. Its national debut was
Friday.

Five new films will be released on
the July 4th weekend, including
blockbuster hopefuls like / Love
Trouble, starring Nick Nolte and
Julia Roberts and The Shadow star-
ring Alec Baldwin.

Socialist leader Tomiichi Murayama
chosen as Japan’s prime minister

TOKYO (AP) - After a bruising
power struggle that left several
political parties in disarray,
Parliament named Socialist party
chairman Tomiichi Murayama as
prime minister today.

Murayama, the first Socialist
leader since 1948 to head the gov-
emment, will lead a coalition dom-
inated by Japan’s largest party, the
Liberal Democrats. The conserva-
tive Liberal Democrats governed
from 1955 until they were forced
from power last summer by public
anger over corruption scandals.

Meeting just hours before the
scheduled end of its current ses-
sion, Parliament’s 511-seat lower
house elected Murayama prime
minister 261 to 214,

He replaces Tsutomu Hata, who
resigned after just two months in
office because his coalition lacked
a majority in Parliament after the
Socialists quit the alliance.

“l plan to do my best”
Murayama said in brief remarks
shortly after the vote. “Thank you
all for your support.”

The decision put on hold the
political confusion that has ham-
strung Japan’s leadership since the
Liberal Democrats lost power, but
it installs a government that will be
deeply divided.

Since the nine-month term of
Japan's last Socialist prime minis-
ter, Tetsu Katayama, the main busi-
ness of the Socialists has been to
oppose the Liberal Democrats.

The LDP was pro-business, the

But today, LDP
leaders offered to support
Murayama for prime minister in a
last-minute bid to lure the
Socialists to their side.

The Liberal Democrats are by far
the largest party in the lower
house, with 206 seats. Joined with
the Socialists, who hold 74 seats,
the coalition has a majority of

Pantex neighbors promised input in monitoring

AMARILLO (AP) - The
Department of Energy has promised
expanded environmental monitoring
and broader access to plutonium
storage areas at the Parftex nuclear
weapons plant while concerns
raised by citizen groups are being
addressed.

Federal officials met Tuesday
with representatives of state agen-
cies and citizens groups in Amarillo
to spell out how commitments will
be met.

Robert Pankratz, program manag-
er for the plant’s environmental pro-
tection department, outlined plans
to increase perimeter air monitoring
at the plant.

Pankratz said 17 additional moni-

toring locations are planned and that
each will have high-volume air sam-
plers for uranium and plutonium
and an air sampler for tritium, a
radioactive gas used in weapons Lo
enhance the atomic explosion.

He said Pantex has no objection
to allowing area residents a role in
determining where the monitors are
placed.

New procedures will allow Texas
officials to monitor plutonium stor-
age through access to classified
information, access to facilities and
notification of specific operation,
officials said.

The Department of Energy agreed
to limit plutonium storage at Pantex
to 12,000 weapons cores, common-

ly called pits, until an environmen-
tal impact statement is completed.

The 16,000-acre Pantex complex
located 17 miles northeast of
Amarillo does most of the nation’s
dismantlement of nuclear weapons.
Since 1991, more than 6,000
nuclear weapons have been disman-
tled there.

Bob DeGrasse, a top DOE offi-
cial, said bilateral inspections of
plutonium storage areas by both
Russia and the United States are
being planned.

International inspections are not
being considered because of con-
cemns that sensitive weapons design
information could be relayed to
non-nuclear countries, he said.

Arizona judge
strikes down
part of Brady

TUCSON, Arnz. (AP) - Another
federal judge has struck down part of
the Brady law, saying it is unconstitu-
tional for the govemment to require
local police 1o check the background
of potential handgun buyers.

U.S. District Judge John Roll also
issued a permanent injunction
against thaf requirement Tuesday. He
said the background checks violate
the Fifth Amendment ban on vague
criminal laws and a 10th amende-
ment provision that reserves for
states all powers not specifically del-
egated to the federal government.

Roll let stand the portion of the
law that requires a five-day waiting
period for handgun purchases.

“My first inclination is complete
elation,” said Graham County
Sheriff said Richard Mack, who filed
the lawsuit and became a hero of the
gun lobby. “I'm really proud to be
part of a system that still works."

Justice Department lawyer Pamela
Eppli, who argued the case, had no
comment.

A constitutional law professor at
the University of Arizona said Roll’s
ruling has a limited effect.

“The ruling of a federal district
judge is binding only in that judge's
territory,” said Robert J. Glennon Jr.
“It does not bind other district
judges, even within the same dis-
trict.”’

The National Rifle Association
has backed similar federal lawsuits
in five other states, including
Mississipipi,  Louisiana and
Vermont. A Montana judge issued a
ruling similar to Roll’s last month,
and a Texas judge upheld the law.

The law is named for James
Brady, the White House aide shot in
an assassination attempt on
President Reagan.

It imposes a five-day waiting peri-
od for handgun purchases. During
that time, local law enforcement
agencies are supposed to check the
background of potential buyers to
ensure they don’t have felony con-
victions or mental problems that
would block the purchase.

WACO, Texas — While I eat sand-
wiches all during the year, they are
especially appealing to me during the
summer.

Perhaps it's because I spent my
childhood in a house without central
air conditioning. With the Texas sun
heating up the house without any
help from the oven, my mom often
called a moratorium on hot meals
from late June through August.

We made do with sandwiches, sal-
ads and fresh fruits and vegetables
from my grandmother’s garden.

While today the central air makes
it easier to keep my house cool, the
convenience and casualness of sand-
wiches still make them great summer
fare.

While I largely rely on sliced ham
or turkey, tuna salad and, of course,
the old standby of peanut butter and
jelly, it pays to be on the lookout for
new sandwich ideas.

Speaking of sandwiches, have you
ever noticed how some kids, and for
that matter some adults, will only eat
sandwiches if they are sliced a cer-
tain way.

According to a survey of elemen-
tary school children by Ziploc sand-

sandwiches cut diagonally, 25 per-

cent like sandwiches sliced down the

middle, 17 percent prefer their sand-
wiches whole and 6 percent like
them sliced into quarters.

When children request their sand-
wich be cut a certain way, they are
not giving you any bologna — they
mean business.

I am a CPA who’s had some of my elderly clients taken in by
contest/sweepstakes promoters.

One client wrote checks totaling more than $17,500 in 1993,

She had received 134 mail solicitations in a single week!

Multiple requests came from the same address — each with a
slightly different pitch. In addition, there were two or three tele-
| phone requests every day.

The mail solicitations requested less than $100 — some less
than $20; however, the telephone calls were something different.

They asked for sums from $500 to $2,500, and “guaranteed”
that she had won!

If she didn’t agree to send the money, they became verbally
abusive!

(They do not use the U.S. mail — they use Federal Express,
thereby avoiding a mail-fraud charge.)

I have spoken with FBI agents regarding those “boiler room”
calls. As soon as the FBI finds these people and shuts them
down, they set up shop at a different location.

Sadly, many elderly people do not want a son, daughter or bank
trust officer stepping in to control their finances, yet their failing
vision, limited financial resources and the assurance that they
have won the lottery make them easy prey for these promoters.

I have received letters from postal inspectors thanking me for
helping them stop some of these fraudulent practices.

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Great gains in dental health

NEW YORK — The National
Institute of Dental Research has
some good news to report; Far
fewer Americans are losing teeth
now than a generation ago, with par-
ticularly impressive gains among
older people.

The use of fluorides, sealants, bet-
ter nutrition and better consumer
education apparently have made a
huge impact in the past few decades
on holding down tooth decay and
gum disease.

The findings by NIDR are anoth-
er indication of the dramatic
improvement in the oral health of
Americans in the past several
decades.

According to the NIDR study, the
findings may indicate that
Americans are keeping their teeth as
many as 10 years longer than they

used to.

L. Jackson Brown, director of
epidemiology and oral discase pre-
vention at the institute, said that
perhaps the most encouraging
aspect in the study is that preven-
tion of tooth loss is extending to a
part of the population that had
been most at risk.

But if better nutrition is helping
older people keep their tecth, there
still is an estimated 5 percent to 15
percent of older Americans who
may be walking around with nutri-
tional deficiencies.

Some older people in their 70s,
80s and 90s may be eating less
because they are less active, oth-
ers because of a loss of some
sense of taste and smell and still
others whose medications are
interfering with the absorption of
nutrients.

An additional problem for the
elderly 1s in food preparation. For

one thing, it takes an awful lot of
energy for some to get o the gro
cery store, then return home 1o
unpack the things they bought
If an older person 1s having
trouble getting around, he or she
might consider joining their local
“Meals-on-Wheels” program.
Also, some senior programs offer
transportation and help with shop

ping

Older people are advised to keep
their freezers stocked with low-fat,
low-sodium entrees they can easily
prepare and eat at any time. They
should not waste their calories on
junk foods

And be advised that multivita
min supplements are not a sub
stitute for good nutrition, and
should be discussed with a
physician to make sure any sup
plements don’t interact with

medications a person might be
taking.

Jan Stevens, a home economist with Southwestern Public Service Company, gives an

WIMBLEDON, England
(AP) — Gigi Femandez has
reached the semifinals of the
women'’s singles at Wimbledon,
her best showing at a Grand
Slam event. But it’s the doubles
title she wants most.

“Doubles is very important to
me — more important than sin-
gles actally,” Fernandez admit-

Jackson 6-4, 6-4 in Tuesday's
quarterfinals. “They’re both
important, but up to this point
my best successes have been in
doubles and I take a lot of pride
in that.”

Fernandez has won 50 career
doubles titles, including 11
Grand Slam tournaments. She
and Natalia Zvereva, seeded
No. 1 at Wimbledon, have won
eight of the last nifie Grand
Slams in which they competed
together.

“Natasha and I are still on
course for a Grand Slam,” said
the 30-year-old Fernandez. “We
won the Australian and the
French, so that’s still one of our
goals as a team.”

At No. 99 in the singles rank-
ings, Fernandez is the lowest-
ranked woman in the Open era

ted after beating Zina Garrison”
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to reach the Wimbledon semifi-
nals. With Lori McNeil also
advancing, it's the first time in
the Open era that two unseeded
woman have made it to the final
four.

In Thursday’s semis,
Femandez will face No. 4
Martina Navratilova, while
McNeil will play No. 3
Conchita Martinez.

Today’s schedule featured the
men’s  quarterfinals: Pete
Sampras vs. Michael Chang,
Todd Martin vs. Wayne Ferreira,
Goran Ivanisevic vs. Guy Forget
and Boris Becker vs. Christian
Bergstrom.

Fernandez, who strained her
right quadricep earlier in the
tournament, pulled her left ham-
string while leading 4-3 in the
second set against Garrison
Jackson. She received treatment
from a trainer during a three-
minute injury timeout, and
although she had trouble mov-
ing, managed to close out the
match.

Had the match gone to a third
set, Fernandez said she would
have limped through just to stay
in contention for the doubles.

“If you pull out of the singles,

Fernandez overcomes injury
to reach Wimbledon semis

then you're defaulied from the
doubles,” she said. “I still don't
want to pull out of the doubles.
It's 0o important for me to win
that.”

About an hour later,
Fernandez and Zvereva went out
to play a third-round match
against Yayuk Basuki and Nana
Miyagi. The match was sus-
pended by darkness at one set
apiece.

Fernandez seemed almost
reluctant about facing her friend
Navratilova. Both live in Aspen,
Colo., and are frequent training
and practice partners.

Navratilova, who beat Jana
Novotna in three sets in the
quarters, has won all seven of
her previous maiches against
Fernandez. She is now the odds-
makers’ favorite to win her 10th
title in her 22nd and final
Wimbledon.

*“I was kind of rooting for her
to win this at the beginning,”
Fermandez said. “1 wanted to
see her finish her career winning
Wimbledon one more time. But
now I have to kind of forget
about all that. That’s going to be
the hardest part, playing a
friend.”

NEW YORK (AP) — Dwight
Gooden’s once fabulous career with the
New York Mets came to sudden stop —
and possible end — with a 60-day sus-
pension without pay by major league
baseball for violation of his drug after-
care program.

Gooden, who missed a month of the
1987 season after testing positive for
cocaine use and undergoing treatment,
was Tuesday after reported-
ly failing at least two random drug
tests.

The New York Times, citing a highly
placed person in major league baseball,
said today that Gooden failed two ran-
dom drug tests and the New York Daily
News, citing a source fimiliar with
baseball’s drug-testing program, said
he failed at least two tests, the last
administered within .the past two

"weeks.

“He failed the test,” the Daily News
quoted the unidentified source as say-
ing. “And there was more than one.
There were a few.”

The New York Post also reported that
a source inside the players association
said Gooden, the last remaining link to

the Mets’ 1986 World Series champi-
onship, had flunked a drug test.

“I have been for breaking
the rules of my aftercare program. I'm
truly sorry it happened,” Gooden said
in a statement read by Joe Mcllvaine,
Mets vice president for baseball opera-
tions.

“I want to apologize to the club, my
teammates and to the people of New
York. I want to thank everyone for their
past support. I will be back stronger
and better. I want to eamn your respect
back.”

Gary Sheffield, Gooden’s nephew
who plays for the Florida Marlins, said
it was not drugs and that Gooden
missed a test.

“It’s not fazing him,” Sheffield said
Tuesday in Philadelphia. “He’s han-
dling things well. I'm sure he’ll be all
right. As long as it’s not drugs, every-
thing will be fine.”

Mets manager Dallas Green felt
Gooden’s family would suffer the
most.

“Doc has fallen by the wayside by
his own choice — put that into per-
spective,” Green said after Tuesday

night’'s game. “The organization is
hurt. Baseball is hurt, because he's a
big name. But his wife and kids have to
be devastated. The kids are at an age
where they understand what's going
on. 1 feel compassion for the family.”

Asked if he knew all the facts of the
case, Mcllvaine said, “I’'m not sure I
want to know them. The sentence has
been passed and there is nothing we
could do. Maybe its the curse of being
good at a young age. Emotional fac-
tors, psychologial factors all entered
into his problems.”

Bud Selig, the chairman of baseball’s
executive council, made the announce-
ment.

*““This is not a happy day obviously.
You do in the end what you think is
right. It’s a sad day. You have to deal
with the problem as it exists,” Selig
said from Milwaukee.

“It’s weighed very heavily on my
mind for the last week or 10 days, and
underline the word very, This is not
something you do casually, but with
thought and a great deal of concern.”

Mcllvaine said he talked to Gooden
on Monday.

Texas teams have different
agendas on NBA draft day

DALLAS (AP) — Texas’ threec NBA teams are
preparing for tonight’s draft with different agen-
das.

The Dallas Mavericks are looking to rebuild.
The San Antonio Spurs are searching for the point
guard to run their offense. The Houston Rockets
are just hoping to get lucky.

Dallas has three picks among the first 28, giving
the Mavericks a now-or-never chance to turmn
around the team that’s beén the worst in the league
the last two years.

“It’s very important,” new player personnel
director Keith Grant said. “When a team builds as
we are, this should make us even better.”

Grant and coach Dick Motta have a can’t-miss
pick at No. 2 and likely will spend their first pick
on California point guard Jason Kidd despite his
recent off-court problems and the rising stock of
Duke’s Grant Hill.

San Antonio’s only pick is No. 22, which is fine
because the Spurs may be only one player away
from turning last year’s first-round upset victim
into next year’s top title contender.

That player is a point guard and it’s up to former
assistant Gregg Popovich, the team’s new vice
president of basketball operations, to find the right
person to get the ball to scoring champion David

An interesting choice to quarterback the Spurs’
offense would be Florida State’s Charlie Ward, the
Heisman Trophy winner bypassed in the NFL
draft. Other possibilities include BJ. Tyler of
Texas, Tony. Dumas of Missouri-Kansas City and
Tony Tolbert of Detroit.

Then there’s the NBA champion Rockets who
only have the second-to-last pick of the draft.

Drafting 53rd, Houston would be lucky to find
anyone capable of making their 12-man roster.
They have their eyes on 7-foot-1 Zan Tabak,
whom they drafted in the second round of the
1991 draft, to backup MVP Hakeem Olajuwon.

For Dallas, the thought of a 1-2-3 combination
of Kidd and previous top choices Jim Jackson and
Jamal Mashbum is too good to pass up.

In a copyright story, the Fort Worth Star-
Telegram reported today that the Mavericks will
definitely pick Kidd.

Quoting team sources, the newspaper said
Grant and Motta toyed with the idea of taking Hill
and listened to trade offers for the past week

before deciding to stick with Kidd, their top -

choice all along.

Grant said choosing Kidd would fulfill a much-
needed position critical in the team’s rebuilding
process.

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Freeh: U.S. hate-crime murders rival Germany’s

BERLIN (AP) - FBI Director
Louis Frech, arriving in a country
long thought 10 have an acute prob-
lem with hate groups, said Tuesday
that hate-crime murders are at least
as common in the United States as in
Germany.

* There were 20 such murders just
last year in the United States, Freeh
said, citing the first report in FBI his-
tory specifically addressing this phe-
nomenon.

“It's very, very alarming,” the FBI
director said.

The repont cited more than 7,600
U.S. incidents of hate-motivated
intimidation, vandalism and assaults
in 1993, Freeh said the total falls far
short of the full picture because only
“a really small number of the
nation’s police forces,” responsible
for 56 percent of the U.S. popula-
tion, reported hate crimes.

A 1992 law requires the FBI t0
compile the report, but merely encour-
ages local police agencies to volunteer
hate-crime data to the bureau.

Frech released the report on the
first day of a 10-day trip to Russia
and cight other European countries.
He and his hosts will discuss grow-
ing international crime problems
such as hate groups, the spread of
Russian organized crime and illicit
traffic in nuclear materials.

Document: Santa Fe
older than believed

SANTA FE, N.M. (AP) - Has the
nation’s oldest state capital been
understating its age?

In a newly discovered letter dated
Aug. 10, 1608, conquistador Juan
Martinez de Montoya writes 1o his
superiors about having built a plaza
in Santa Fe.

The city's founding previously
was set at 1610, when Pedro de
Peralta established a capital here for
New Spain.

“In an innocuous field like histo-
ry, I guess you could say it upsets
the apple can,” said Tom Chavez,
director of the Palace of the
Govemors, a museum in the nation’s
oldest public building still in contin-
uous use.

He said that the 386 year-old let-
ter was found in documents obtained
from an antiquitics dealer in
London.

The letter and uncorroborated evi-
dence of even earlier colonial activ-
ity in the area “lend weight to the
hypothesis that as carly as 1600 a
Spanish settlement was most likely
in existence where Santa Fe is
today,” Chavez said.

result could be a nuclear bomb end-
ing up in the hands of terrorists.

With 30 hate-crime murders since
reunification in October 1990,
Germany has averaged about 7.7 mur-
ders a year. That's just over one-third
of the U.S. iotal last year, in a German
population that is just under gne-third
the size of the United States.

But given that “thousands of hate
crimes are not reported™ in the U.S.
study, Freeh said, ““We have a much
higher rate” of murders. :

Freeh discussed the new U.S.
crime data in a speech and news con-
ference after meeting German offi-
cials. They pressed him again for
help with hatemongers who send
certain publications from the United
States, where they are legal, to
Germany, where they are banned.

In an interview en route 10 Berlin,
Freeh said the FBI might be able to
legally give German police the address-
es 10 which hate material is shipped
from: the United States. This would
facilitate seizures by German police.

Germany has garnered world
attention for hate violence by neo-
Nazis, skinheads and other groups,
mostly directed at foreign workers
during high unemployment brought
on by combining the prosperous
West with the underdeveloped East.

Germany's problem has been
highlighted by fatal bombings of
group houses, such as the May 1993
blast that killed five Turkish women
in Solingen. But Germany's hate-

crime total declined from a peak of
2,639 in 1992, when 18 died, 0
2,232 last year, when seven died.

Highlights of the FBI report on the
United States:

— There were 7,684 hate-crime
incidents reported by police depart-
ments around the country in 1993,

— Racial bias was the most fre-
quent motivation, accounting for 62
percent of the incidents, followed by
18 percent for religious bias and 12
percent for sexual orientation bias,
vintually all of it against homosexu-
als. The rest involved bias because of
ethnic background or national origin.

— Crimes against people account-
ed for 70 percent of U.S. hate offens-
es. Intimidation, at 35 percent, was
the most frequent, followed by van-
dalism and property destruction at 25
percent.

— The most common racial targets
were blacks, 2,476 incidents, followed
by whites, at 1,299 incidents. Jews
were the most frequent religious tar-
gets, at 1,054 incidents. Homosexuals
were targets in 777 incidents.

— Fifty-one percent of the known
offenders were whites; 35 percent
were blacks. Offenders were not
known in 42 percent of the incidents.

Freeh told German officials the
FBI has to walk a fine line in assist-
ing them in prosecuting hate groups
who operate from the United States
where, Frech has said, their speech,
“although despicable, is rightly pro-
tected by the Constitution.”

Voting age population up 7.8 million

WASHINGTON (AP) - This fall’s elections will see
7.8 million more U.S. residents of voting age than in the
last midierm contests in 1990.

The Census Bureau estimates that 193,650,000 U.S.
residents will be 18 or older this November, 4.1 million
more than in 1992 and 7.8 million more than in 1990.

Of course, not everyone who is old enough to vote
does so0. Some are not eligible to vote because they are
not U.S. citizens or are convicted felons.

In 1990, just 33.1 percent of those who were eligible
voted. And in 1992, when a presidential contest height-
ened public interest, turnout was still just 50.8 percent.

In the 1990 elections, Democrats outpolled
Republicans by 4.9 million votes for seats in the House
of Representatives. In 1992 the Democratic margin in
voting for House seats was 5.1 million.

While the number of Americans old enough to cast
ballots is growing, the typical voter is also changing.

The declining birth rates of the late 1960s and 1970s
mean that fewer people are tumning 18 than when the
large Baby Boom groups were reaching votihg age.

And that means older make up an ever larger
share of the voting age Jon — & more expenienced
and mature population of potential voters than in years past.

In November people 45 and over will be a larger
share of the voting-age population than in 1990, while
the proportion of those 18 to 44 will be down.

The Census projection expected people 18 1o 24 10
make up 13.2 percent of the voting-age population in
November, down from 14.6 percent in 1990. Those 25
10 44 will be 43.2 percent, down from 43.6 percent.

But people 45 to 64 will comprise 26.3 percent of the
voting-age population, up from 25.0 percent. And those
65 and over will be 17.3 percent, an increase from 16.8

Other findings of the voting-age projection report:

— Women will comprise 52 percent of the voting-age
population nationally, outnumbering men by 7.8 mil-
lion. Women will outnumber men in every state except
Alaska, Hawaii and Nevada.

— Whites will constitute 84.3 percent of the voting-
age population, compared to 11.5 percent for blacks and
4.2 percent for other races.

— Hispanics, who may be members of any race, will
make up 8.8 percent of the voting-age population.
