Texas, Oklahoma will honor
each other’s gun packin’ law

AUSTIN (AD) Texas and Oklahoma authori-
ties have signed an agreement allowing residents of
each who hold concealed handgun licenses to carry
their firearms in the other state

Col. Dudley Thomas, director of the Texas
Department of Public Safety, announced the reci-
procity agreement Friday. He said Texas is working
with several other states on similar pacts

“This agreement will allow licensed Texans to
travel freely in our neighboring state of Oklahoma
while enjoying the same or similar privileges their
licenses give them at home,” Thomas said

The pact is the second Texas has forged with

another state. Texas and Arkansas also have

reached an agreement
When the

state’s concealed handgun law was

passed in 1995, reciprocity was allowed only with
states whose standards for obtaining a license to
carry were at least as stringent as those of Texas.

Since Texas law requires more extensive training
and background checks and most other states, no
rulf\rmm agreements were negotiated, the DPS
Sal

However, the Legislature in 1997 changed the
law, making such agreements possible as long as
the other state has laws that meet federal require-
ments for purchasing a handgun.

“We are working with several other states —
especially our close neighbors — to establish more
reciprocity agreements,” Thomas said. “But Texans
should remember that weapons laws vary from
state to state.”

May, very quickly,” Andrade said. “The same time it

hased out very quickly, the increased
fhe cool ocean rv{a(zer of)t’he Pacific caun\(;f;\e water
temperatures on the surface to become below nor-
mal. That trend is becoming very
we're i'mg into an opposite phase, a cool phase.”
ational Climate Prediction Center said there

w1ll be a very strong La Nina by late fall and early
winter.

“It’s in the developing phase now,” Andrade said.
“The data that’s out there confirms that. They expect

it to continue to intensify and become pretty

strong.”

Andrade said La Nina is predicted to be a
Category IV, the top end of the scale, which usually
has some negative impact on precipitation on the
southern U.S.

“With El Nino, we saw all the rain last winter and
early spring,” he said. “La Nina is the exact oppo-
site.”

The cold ocean waters of the Eastern Pacific tends
to result in a large area of below normal precipita-
tion across the southern U.S.

“Texas is very much included in that,” he said.

The climate prediction center is forecasting rela-
tively dry conc{) tions beginning in the fall, continu-
ing through the upcoming winter and ending in the
spring, in April and May of 1999. The climate pre-
diction center was confident about their forecasts
concerning El Nino. They are also confident about
their forecasts concerning La Nina.

“We're kind of dry now,” Andrade said. “The
southern panhandle is dry. The northern panhandle
has had quite a bit of rain over the last several
weeks. The got some last month, too. So they’re a lit-
tle bit better off as far as soil moisture, but from
about Interstate 40 south, it's been quite dry.”

Overall, he said, spring rains have been below
normal.

“If we don’t get a decent summer rainfall, then
when we go into our normal drier fall and winter,
drier than what we normally get, it’s going to have
some pretty significant consequences for this area,
eéspecially in the spring,” he said.

The forecast is for below normal precipitation
through May.

During El Nino years, there tend to be more hur-

ricanes in the Eastern Pacific which translates into ‘

more moisture for the desert Southwest.

“The Eastern Pacific is our best source for hurri-

cane moisture. up along the coast of Mexico,”
Andrade said.

In La Nina years, there are fewer hurricanes in the
Eastern Pacific and more in the Atlantic.

“We don't often get much hurricane moisture
from the Atlantic storms unless they go directly to
Texas,” Andrade said. “Then we get some residual
moisture from those hurricanes. The Eastern Pacific
side, up along Baja California, down through the
coast of Mexico, that’s our best location to get mois-
ture from the tropics coming up.”

And for right now it appears La Nina is giving the

Corp. that two cnpﬁ)lmg United Auto Workers strikes violate their
national contract, the balance of power between the company and
union could fundamentally change.

Such a ruling, if upheld, likely would make the UAW less willing
to use its strongest tool — the strike — against any of the Big Three
automakers. The union would be more likely to turn to arbitration
to resolve national disputes between triennial contract talks.

“That would certainly civilize the process a great deal,” said
Dale Brickner, a retired Michigan State University labor professor.
“What it would do in the long run is reduce the number of local
strikes.”

Arbitrator Thomas Roberts was to preside today over the third
day of a hearing called to consider the strikes’ legality.

GM filed a grievance against the union last month, alleging the
strikes at two parts plants in Flint violate their national contract. If
successful, the company has said it will ask a federal court for a
back-to-work order and financial damages. It has lost more than
$1.2 billion so far.

The UAW on June 5 struck a Flint stamping plant that makes
body panels for GM’s big cars and high-profit pickups and sport
utility vehicles. Six days later, it hit a plant that makes spark plugs,
filters and other parts for nearly every car and truck GM produces
in North America.

The result is GM’s North American production has come to a vir-
tual halt. Twenty-seven of 29 major assembly plants are idle;
193,100 GM workers at those plants and more than 100 parts plants
are out of work.

El Paso Times on selling the Zapruder film:

One of the more gruesome — both physically and morally
— moments in United States history is now available on home
video for $19.95.

Now everyone can watch — in newly enhanced color and
clarity — as the 35th president of the United States, John F.
Kennedy, has part of his skull ripped open by an assassin’s
bullet, all in the comfort of the home.

And, of course, all in the name of history, right? Wrong.

The excuse is poor subterfuge for profit motivation. The 45-
minute video (“Image of an Assassination: A New Look at the
Zapruder film”) is little more than vulgar voyeurism and the
commercialization of a president’s tragic slaying. The video
consists of a 40-minute preamble and six separate showings of
President Kennedy’s head exploding when hit by a bullet on
- that fateful day in Dallas” Dealey Plaza.

Releasing the video for public consumption is a constitu-
tional privilege of the Zapruder family. But it’s also capitalism
at its moral worst. Some things in life, or as in this case, death,
should not be treated as grist for profit. Sadder still, though,
is the fact that people want their own copy of this famous but
graphic murder. ...

Austin American-Statesman on increasing college scholar-
ships:

A proposal to boost spending for college scholarships more
than threefold could limit the so-called Hopwood effect at the
state’s premier universities and expand access to higher edu-
cation for thousands of Texans.

Last week, the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board
asked state lawmakers to increase scholarship dollars to near-
ly $500 million a year. They hope lawmakers will use a por-
tion of a projected multibillion-dollar budget surplus to do so.

 If state leaders are to prepare all Texans for the challenges of
the new technology-driven workplace, they should ensure
that residents have access to higher education. Expanding
scholarship dollars is a wise investment in the state’s future.

Houston Chronicle on Congress and open government:

It was hailed as a breath of fresh air when the reform-mind-
ed Republican Congress passed a rule a couple of years ago
requiring witnesses testifying before House committees to
reveal the amount of federal contracts and/or grants they
received. It was widely hailed as the “truth in testimony rule.”

The philosophy behind the measure was that witnesses in
congressional hearings are often primarily interested in
increasing their federal funding, and that the taxpayers and
the Congress have a right to know whether a witness has a
possible conflict of interest that might shade his or her testi-
mony. Often there is nothing wrong with having such a vest-
ed interest, but it should at least be spelled out up front.

The Heritage Foundation has now issued a study giving the
House an overall C-plus grade in enforcing the rule. It also

- points out that some House committees are failing to enforce
it at all. Of the 971 witnessgs who testified between January
and May last year, 743, or 77 percent, filed the required dis-
closure forms, says the study, which graded nine committees
and 28 subcommittees.

The grades range from the A-plus given to the Banking and
Financial Services Committee to F’'s for the Education and
Workforce Committee and the Appropriations Subcommittee
on the Veterans Administration, Housing and Urban
Development and Independent Agencies. The pnwertul
House Ways and Means Committee got an “incomplete” for
refusing to release information on compliance.

Obviously, there is room for improvement in compliance
and fully informing the public, which is perfectly capable of
judging for itself whether testimony in favor of funding cross-
es the line into conflict of interest

Or was the Congress mvrv]y paying lip service to this open-
government reform all along?

San Antonio Express-News on soft money and politics:

Even if Congress fails to eliminate soft money in federal
elections, the reform effort will continue.

The Federal Election Commission recently decided to seek
public comment on a proposed rule that would close the
unsavory soft- money loophole

The proposal would ban the unlimited, unregulated money
that flows to political parties from special interest groups

Under current law, the money must be used for “party
building” and not to directly help federal candidates win elec-
tions

But the 1996 presidential election marked a new level of
soft-money abuse, which circumvented federal contribution
limits to candidates by disguising the use of unregulated cash.

Opponents say the FEC doesn’t have authority to change
the rules. Others disagree

Eliminating soft money is necessary for the integrity of fed-
eral elections. The FEC should force the issue by proceeding
with the rule if Congress doesn’t get the job done

As the old saying goes, there is more than one way to skin
a cat. Let the foes test the FEC’s authority in court

Special interest groups should be able to use soft money for
communication on issues, but the parties’ use of unlimited
contributions for federal candidates must stop

Media is not anti-military

In the aftermath of CNN’s discredited repaft
about the alleged use of lethal gas by U.S. forces
in Laos, an old accusation against the press is
being revived. It is the charge that the majority
of American journalists are anti-military.

It isn’t true. Never has been. The fact is, and
the record shows, American journalists as a
whole are and have been over the years decid-
edly PRO-military. Foreign reporters and other
international observers often accuse us of
favoring our armed forces — and they’re right.

We try not to show our bias, but it manifests
itself almost every time U.S. military forces are
deployed anywhere in the world.

This includes Vietnam. It's a myth that most '
American journalists in Vietnam didn’t like the '

military, weren’t pulling for America to win,
and as a consequence “the media lost the war.”

Some Americans, including some who fought
valiantly in Vietnam, genuinely believe that
myth. But others have viciously spread the
myth for their own self-serving, often very par-
tisan political purposes. The worst among these
people were never in Vietnam, including some
who went to great lengths to avoid going when
it was most dangerous. Now, whenever it suits
their purposes, they pose as experts.

This reporter reserves special scorn for such
people.

Journalists are not blameless. We often bring
criticism upon ourselves, sometimes through

Fate of independent council law

When Congress sets about renewing, over-
hauling - or undoing - the independent coun-
sel law next spring, Kenneth Starr’s perfor-
mance will be exhibit A.

And whatever his pursuit of President
Clinton produces by next spring, Democrats
are going to be arguing that the way he’s going
about it warrants restraints on his successors.

Republicans contend he’s displaying the
independence the law was written to provide
so that administrations wouldn’t be investigat-
ing themselves — and that there ought to be
more, notably on Democratic fund-raising
abuses in the 1996 campaign.

That'’s a role reversal since the last time the
law was revived, after an 18-month lapse
forced by Republicans outraged when an inde-
pendent counsel went after their president,
George Bush, with a politically damaging
report just before he lost the 1992 election to
Clinton.

Ironically, Clinton and Attorney General
Janet Reno then urged Congress to renew the
ihdependent counsel law that gave Starr his
franchise, Whitewater at first, now broadened
and centered on the Monica Lewinsky sex and
cover-up allegations.

Starr’s no-holds methods have been riling
Democrats for months, never more than in his
theatrical enforcement of subpoenas for testi-
mony from Clinton’s Secret Service body-
guards, called before a stand-in grand jury as
soon as he got court clearance.

Under the independent counsel law expiring
next June, prosecutors must operate in accord
with established Justice Department policies, a
provision originally included at Republican
insistence

The Democrats say he has ignored that rule,
especially in forcing Secret Service agents to

testify to questions about what they’ve
observed and heard while protecting the presi-
dent.

No federal prosecutor had sought to compel
such testimony before. Starr argued that the
Secret Service “may have observed evidence of
possible crimes,” and won the power to ques-
tion them. The Justice Department and the
Secret Service had argued that to do so would
intrude on the protection of presidents, this one
and his successors, who might keep more dis-
tance from agents who could become forced
v Itnesses.

This is not a situation in which agents are
alleged to have seen the president overtly com-
mitting a crime. Instead, Starr wants pieces of a
puzzle he can use to build a case that there was
a crime - presumably perjury or cover-up.

Even his defenders agree that there ought to
be some limits on what a prosecutor can
demand of a presidential bodyguard, and Sen
Orrin Hatch, chairman of the Senate Judiciary
Committee, said he’ll have the committee take
that up next year.

He said Secret Service witnesses should be
summoned only in “the most serious cases,
where testimony is unique and dlrectly related
to accusations of criminal behavior.”

Hatch said the Secret Service should have
gone to Congress in the first place, instead of
fgomg to court to argue for a protective Erl\l-

ege against testimony. “In any event, that is
something that we can clarify next year, and |
intend to do so,” he said

The Republicans say that will deal with
longer-term concerns about the impact on pres-
idential security.

Starr will have his testimony by then.
Breaking at least one Washington habit:
Security, no matter how intrusive and at times,
seemingly excessive, usually prevails. As when
Pennsylvania Avenue was shut down to traffic
one Saturday in 1995, with no notice and no
time to even change the signs to reroute
Washington traffic. The Secret Service said it
had to be done to protect against the threat of
terror bombs. There have been attempts in
Congress to get the avenue reopened, but the
case is as closed as the roadwa

There are assorted formulas zvr change in the
independent counsel law, along with argu-
ments that it ought to be scrapped outright.
There have been five special prosecutors on
Clinton administration cases, under the law
requiring the attorney general to apply for their
court appointments when there are reasonable
grounds to pursue allegations of wrongdoing
by top officials.

Once chosen, they serve without time or

ending limits, four years and, according to
Ee Democrats, approaching $40 million, in
Starr’s case.

There are varying proposals for change, to
limit terms to perhaps two years and then
require reappointments; to restrict budgets by
making them subject to specific appropriations
like the rest of government; to set more
demanding standards as to what has to be
demonstrated to warrant an outside prosecu-
tor.

DEAR ABBY: In response to the
letters in your column about domes-
tic abuse — one from a divorce

lawyer in Florida and another from
Attorney General Tom Udall of New
Mexico — I am sure they both mean
well, but domestic abuse is not cut-
and-dried.

Yes, we need to protect women
from batterers and free them from
arrest when they defend them-
selves. But one-sided laws that pro-
tect only women (battered by men)
are just quick-fix schemes — “sound
bite” laws.

Blanket protection for women
doesn’t address gay and lesbian

relationships (like it or not, they do
exist — and they, too, have batter-
ers). Women are also batterers and
abusers, not just in lesbian relation-
ships, but also in straight relation-
ships. Men, too, can be victims.
Laws against domestic violence
should focus on the abuser, whoever
the abuser is — male or female,
straight or gay, rich or poor. Law
enforcement and politicians should
be trained to understand all the
possibilities, and then take educat-
ed action to end abuse. We already
have too many laws and too many
police. What we really need now is
more respect for both — and for one
another.

However, I believe
the laws are written the way
they are because the vast
majority of spousal battery
cases involve men abusing
women.

NEW YORK (AP) — Opening
a new line of attack in the NBA
labor fight, the players union
Thursday filed an unfair labor
practice charge with the National
Labor Relations Board that seeks
to end the lockout.

The charge alleges that the
NBA improperly imposed a lock-
out without having bargained to
an impasse as required under the
National Labor Relations Act.

“The NBA can'’t call a lockout
until games are scheduled to
begin,” wunion director Billy
Hunter said. “At this point, any
unilateral change, including a
ban on free agent signings, is pre-
mature and unperrmssxble under
the labor laws.”

The NLRB played a major role
in bringing the baseball strike to
an enda 1n 1¥Y5, nnding that own-
ers had not bargained in good
faith up until the point when the
players went on strike. The
NLRB asked a federal judge to
grant an injunction restoring
baseball’s old work rules, and
the strike ended March 31, 1995,
when Judge Sonia Sotomayor
granted the injunction.

“The board will determine, on
as prompt a basis as possible,
whether the rights of the basket-
ball players, as employees, have
been violated,” said Daniel
Silverman, regional director of
the NLRB’s New York office.
“We fully recognize the needs of
the parties and the public for a
decision without delay, and we
will do our best to meet that
objective.”

Silverman said his office will
conduct an investigation over the
next few weeks, then make a
determination what to do next.

If the board agrees with the
union, it can ask a federal judge
to issue an injunction restoring
terms of the old collective bar-
gaining agreement that expired
June 30.

“NBA players want to play
ball,” Hunter said. “The players
have instructed us to do every-
thing in our fmwer to prevent
NBA owners from delaying the
start of the 1998-99 season.”

In its one-page filing, the union
said the lockout is not really a
lockout, but rather a unilateral
imposition of changes to work
rules. The union asked that an
injunction be granted so players
can be allowed to negotiate and
sign contracts under terms of the
old agreement.

The NBA, served with the
papers Thursday afternoon, did
not immediately comment.

The labor battle is now being
fought on several fronts.

Commissioner David Stern
and Hunter met Tuesday for
breakfast and agreed to resume
formal talks. They were to confer
again Friday to set a date.

The union has filed a grievance
with arbitrator John Feerick on
behalf of some 200 players with
guaranteed contracts who are not
bem paid dunng the lockout

e league has sued the union in
federal court, seeking a ruling
saying it should not have to pay
players during a lockout and that
Feerick should be prevented
from holding an arbitration
hearing on the complaint

But that’s just where
they are now after defeating
the Arizona Diamondbacks 3-0
on Thursday.

“Nothing about this club sur-.

prises me,” manager Bruce
Bochy said. “We’re getting out-
standing pitching and clutch
hitting. It’s nice to have a 13-
game lead, but we do have a lot
of baseball left. Still, I'm sure a
lot of people are surprised
about a 13-game lead.”

The Padres completed a six-
game sweep of  the
Diamondbacks at home this
season and improved to 14-0
against NL West opponents this
year at Qualcomm Stadium.

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Starr probes
claim by guard
that he, Ickes
say Clinton,
Lewinsky alone

Guided by testimony from a Secret Service official, Whitewater
prosecutor Kenneth Starr is trying to find out whether a top White
House aide caught President Clinton alone with Monica Lewinsky
in a room just off the Oval Office.

A government official, speaking on condition of anonymity
Thursday night, said a member of.the Secret Service’s uniformed
division has told a grand jury that he and Harold Ickes found the
pair alone - but not engaged in any improEer behavior.

The testimony prompted Starr to call Ickes, who at the time of
the alleged incident was Clinton’s deputy chief of staff, before a
grand jury Thursdz:jy. The officer’s account, if accurate, would add
a White House aide as witness to a Clinton-Lewinsky meeting
alone. ;

The government official said the uniformed officer posted out-
side the Oval Office received a telephone call from the White
House operator one Saturday. When the operator requested
Clinton, the officer noticed Ickes walking down the hallway and
told him there was a call for the president. :

Ickes and the officer looked for the president in the Oval Office.
Clinton was not there, so they opened the door to an adjoining
room. The official said they found Clinton and Ms. Lewinsky alone
to%ether.

he official did not identify the uniformed officer.

A retired uniformed division officer, Lewis C. Fox, has said
Clinton and Lewinsky were alone in the Oval Office for 40 minutes
in late 1995. Clinton testified under oath that he could not recall be
alone with Ms. Lewinsky.

Starr is rr{in to determine whether Clinton had an affair with
Ms. Lewinsky, lied about it under oath and attempted to cover it
up. Clinton Kas denied having sexual relations with the former -

hite House intern.

The testimony may turn the attention to Ickes and other White
House advisers who may have seen Clinton and Ms. Lewinsky
alone, the official said. Several uniformed officers have testified to
- the Starr grand jury.since the Supreme Court cleared the way last
week. ‘

Ickes denied the story to CBS, which reported Thursday that the
alleged incident took place in early 1996. Ickes, now an informal
adviser to Clinton on the Lewinsky matter, could not be reached by
The Associated Press late Thursday, though messages were left at
his home, office and with his paging service.

Earlier, Ickes told the AP that he was not asked about Ms.
Lewinsky during his 20 minutes béfore the ﬁfand jury.

Ickes said so far he only had been asked his name, address and
how long he had worked for the president. He expected to return
to the grand jury next week.

“My sense is, what they’ll want to know is what I heard and saw
while at the White House,” Ickes said, “but I don’t know.”

Secret Service agent Larry Cockell testified for an hour, and his
attorney indicateg there were no questions about Clinton’s con-
versations with his private lawyers following the president’s Jan.

Microsoft roundly criticized
‘at Senate committee hearing

WASHINGTON (AP) - A computer industry executive told a
Senate committee that Microsoft deliberately designed its computer
software to disable his rival product. Microsoft blamed a mistake in
his own software for the lem.

Microsoft further suggested that the executive, Rob Glaser,
chairman of Seattle-based RealNetworks Inc. and a former senior
vice president at Microsoft, was using his testimony as leverage in
negotiating a potentially lucrative contract with the software
giant. _

Glaser’s complaint was among the most sensational leveled dur-
ing Thursday’s hearing before the Senate Judiciary Committee.

Rival executives portrzeed Microsoft as a software saboteur and
back-stabbing bully of high-tech industry. They accused the
company of using the dominance of its Windows operating system
to press computer makers to snub software competitors.

Microsoft officials declined an offer to testify.

Michael Jeffress of Television Host Inc.,. accused Microsoft of
negotiatinf to buy his company in 1996, but reneging after he shared
his technology and business plans. Microsoft later introduced a sim-
ilar product on its own.

“Windows is the only operating system to run essential software
that (people) use. You have no choice. You have to buy Windows,”
said Larry Ellison, billionaire chairman of Oracle Corp. “If Bill

(Gates) is allowed to continge ... innovation in my industry will be
sﬁﬂdl , and we’ll never live in an information age until that's
resolved.”

“When you own the bridge and the toll gate, can pretty soon
decide what kind of cars gge across,” agmgd ]eg(l)’:pows, chairman
of Lotus Corp.

Papows accused Microsoft of using its influence to dissuade at
least two computer makers, Compaq and Acer, from selling Lotus
software over Microsoft’s own programs.

Glaser, negotiating a contract with Microsoft potentially worth
millions, testified t Microsoft deliberatel J:ngned its new
Media Player software to “break” RealNetworls’ Fulax software,
which the company said is downloaded free by people 100,000 times
each day. Both products allow people to hear audio and watch video
on the Internet. '

In a demonstration, Glaser showed his Real Player software work-
ing perfectly on a computer, but failing with an error message after
he installed Microsoft’'s Media Player.

“The code would have had to be written deliberately to that
effect,” Glaser said.

But late Thursday, Microsoft’s engineers said discovered that
the cause of the incompatibility between Real Player and Media
Player was the result of a bug in Glaser’s own software.
