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HOUSTON (AP) — Laser 
tests starting in September 
will target drivers in and 
around Houston for emis­
sions, using roadside sensing 
equipment.

And residents of Harris 
and seven surrounding 
counties could be labeled 
“gross polluters" and be 
ordered to have vehicles test­
ed at a tailpipe-testing shop 
within 30 days if they fail the 
review at least twice within a 
year.

Vehicles registered in 
Harris County already 
undergo emissions tests as 
part of the annual inspection 
process.

Under the remote sensing 
procedures, the two-time 
failing grade on cars and 
trucks registered in the outly­
ing counties would require 
those vehicles to go thrcmgh 
the same tests and undergo 
repairs, if needed, to bring 
them into compliance with 
emissions regulations. *■' ^

The remote testing system, 
its debut delayed by a year, 
was outlined Thursday to the 
Regidnal Air Quality Planing 
Committee by Jimmy 
Guckian, administrator of 
the program for the Texas 
Department of Public Safety. 
The committee advises the 
Houston-Galveston Area 
Council of local govern­
ments.

The program will target 
vehicles commuting from 
Fort Bend, Brazoria, 
Montgomery, Galveston, 
Waller, Liberty and 
Chambers counties.

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Guilty. Santacruz gets 20 years

Guilty of manslaughter.
That's the verdict of a Gray County jury 

last night in the murder trial of Jesus 
Santacruz.

The five-woman, seven-man all-white 
jury began deliberating the guilt or inno­
cence of Jesus Manuel Santacruz, 35, at 
2:30 p.m. Thursday. They returned with 
the manslaughter conviction approxi­
mately 8:30 last night. Judge M. Kent Sims 
immediately began the punishment phase 
of the trial

The judge instructed the jury that pun­
ishment could range from probation up to 
20 years in prison and a $10,000 fine. The 
jury deliberated about 10 minutes before 
coming back with the maximum sentence,
20 years in prison and a $10,000 fine. Sims 
entered an affirmative finding that a 
deadly weapon was used which District

The court heard testimony Thursday 
from Richardo DeLeon, one of two men 
charged in the Christmas Eve, 1996, 
shooting, that Jesus Manuel Santacruz 
fired the shot that killed Richard Proctor.

"H e's the one that fired the gun," 
DeLeon said.

Richard Proctor, 18, of 1109 Huff Road,

was killed by a gunshot wound to the 
head about 11:30 p.m. Christmas Eve, 
1996.

DeLeon and Santacruz were arrested 
Oct. 10,1997, and charged with murder in 
the case.

DeLeon testified that he, his wife 
Ermalinda and their then 8-year-old 
daughter had gone out Christmas Eve, 
1996, to visit family and were returning to 
their home on Gordon in southeast 
Pampa when a car began following them.

evidence phase of the 
Inde^iKlent Counsel Kenneth 
Starr's Lewinsky investigation. 
Then, Starr must decide v ^ t  he 
should report to the House about 
potentially impeachable otienses.

"1 can envision nothing, 1 can 
envision anything" from Starr, 
said House Judiciary Committee 
Chairman Henry Hyde, R-IU. He 
declared committee members "as 
prepared as we ever will be" to 
narvdle any impeachment referral 
from Starr.

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Mauro hits Bush on radioactive dump

AUSTIN (AP) — Democratic gubernatorial candidate 
Mauro is stepping up hu criticism of Republican Gov. George 
Bush over a radioactive waste dump proposed for West Texas.

Mauro on Thursday accused Biisn of sming with utility compa* 
nies in supporting federal legislation the Democrat contends could 
briM  waste from other states to the site near Sierra Blanca.

“C^v. Bush has put the interests of the big utility companies 
ahead of the safety of Texas families/' Mauro said. "Texans deserve 
a governor who will fight lo ensure that Texas never becomes a 
dumping ground for waste from California and New York."

Not so, said Bush spokeswoman Debbi Head.

"In remurda to Sierra Blanca. Gov. Both wiU not allow waste from 
states ouier than Texas» Vermont and Maine while on his watch. 
Period," Ms. Head said.
' "Gov. Bush has made it (dear that Ibxas will rK>t build a facility 
without a compact limiting waste to that from Maine and 
Vermont," she added. "The goverrwr will work with the 
Legislature next session to ensure that is the case."

At issue is an arrangement allowing Maine and Vermont to ship 
low-level radioactive waste to Texas in exchange for payments of

ST. PAUL, Minn. (AP) — State Republican Party leaders want one 

of their attorney general caiSdidates off the primary ballot following 
revelations that she faces criminal charges of making terroristic 
threats. One says she's "basically a nut."

Sharon Anderson faces five felony counts of making terroristic 
threats and five gross misdemeanor counts of harassment, court offi­
cials confirmed today. She was also found by one judge to be men­
tally incompetent.

The charges, first reported Wednesday by The Forum of Fargo, 
N.D.; stem from an incident in May 19%, when she discovered her 
estranged husband was living with another woman, the newspaper 
reported.

Anderson, a gadfly known for filing frivolous lawsuits and spin­
ning conspiracy theories, stunned the party four years ago when pri­
mary voters nominated her over the GOP-endorsed candidate, state

Sen. Tom Neuville. Some theorized her Scaixliiuivian name attract­
ed voters.

In the general election, Anderson, who is not a lawyer, ran a shoe­
string cam raim  consisting lai^ely of fliers crowded with her obser­
vations and obtuse legal cntations. Her main campaigi^romise was 
to jail her Demcxratic opponent, Hubert Humphu^y III, if she won. 
She lost.

"Frankly, we did not take this seriously enough in 1994, and lcx)k 
at the result — we had basically a nut running as a Republican for 
attorney general," state party exe<nitive director Tony Sutton said.

After the allegations surfaced this week about Anderson's legal 
problems, the party asked the secretary of state to remove her name. 
But state elections director Joe Mansky said the Sept. 15 ballot 
already has been certified so the party would have to take the mat­
ter to court.

They said changes to the compact could force lengthy 
re-ratification procedures in the legislatures of Texas, Maine and 
Vermont.

With only three facilities nationwide accepting out-of-state low- 
level radioactive waste, dump opponents fear Texas will come 
under enormous pressure to accept other states' refuse. Supporters 
of the agreement say appointees of the Texas governor would have 
six of eight votes on the dump's governing l^ r d  and could limit 
where waste comes from.

But Mauro said the agreement would leave the three states "free 
to turn the dump into a moneymaking venture by allowing wastes 
from other states to be buried there."

"Gov. Bush may say the state of Texas can prevent other states 
from sending their nuclear waste to Texas, but he's dead wrong. 
The bill coming up before the U.S. Senate gives Vermont and Maine 
a voice in determining whether Texas receives nuclear waste from 
places like California and New York," Mauro said.

The latest congressional action also came under fire from a Texas 
legislator. Sen. Carlos Truan, D-Corpus Christi.

"If the U.S. Senate concurs, the Congress will have decided to 
make Texas the radioactive privy of the entire nation," Truan said.

In a play entitled, "The V>dngjess Victory,'’ 

Maxwell Anderson tells of a sea captain from 
Salem, Mass., who married a beautiful 
Malaysian princess on one of his voyages 
and b r o u ^  her back to eighteenth century 
New England. This one did everything in her 
power to adapt to her new surroundings.

She converted to the Christian faith, and 
set about to learn the English language and 
all the peuticular mores or American culture. 
Yet in spite of all her efforts, this one was sys* 
tem ati(^y rejected and ostracized for the 
simple reason that she was a Malaysian in a 
pre-^ominantly Caucasian socieW.

After several years of painful effort, she 
finally gave up and took her two little chil­
dren and headed back to her homeland. As 
she stood on the deck of the ship and 
watched the American continent disappear 
into the distance, she said these words, 'H e 
came too soon, this wonderful Christ of 
peace. It is beautiful—His vision that all 
numan beings are brothers and sisters to 
eai'.i other. But the world does not seem 
ready for such a vision yet. Perhaps in anoth­
er hundred-thousand years they will listen, 
but not now."

It seems to me that Anderson has put his 
finger on two very important realities. First,

he rightly senses the inclusiveness that is at 
the heart of the teaching of Jesus, but alsQ 
that it is at odds with £ e  emotions of our 
fallen, human condition.

Abba" or "Your Abba", but rather as "Our 
Abba," the Source of every l^ t one of us, and 
when you stop to think about it, thb is 
breathtaking indeed in its practical implica­
tions. What it suggests, quite simply, is that' 
back of all our human diversity there is one 

, single Source, and if this be the case, all of us 
humans, not just some of us, bear a kinship 
to each other. We recognize this fact on the 
human level.

All individuals who have the same father 
are for that reason brothers 2md sisters to 
each other. They may not look alike; they 
may not behave in the same way; they may 
have all kinds of negative feeling for each 
other. Nevertheless, at the bottom of their 
lives there is a bond of kmship that grows 
out of their common source. What Jesus did 
was to universalize this fact and say that 
back of the whole humem race there is a sin­
gle Source—an "Abba Father"—and realiz­
ing this is one of the keys to understanding 
the life of Jesus as it was lived out in history.

The former information systems manager said a walk to the coffee 
pot sometimes meant weaving past prostrate, praying co-workers 
and stopping for impromptu ceremonies spoken in tongues.

According to papers filed in Volusia County Circuit Court, workers 
were forced to attend company prayer meetings and to be baptized, 
and those found to be "nonbelievers" were fired.

An attorney for BSG, which moved to Panama City in ApriL said 
the company had no comment.

SpreweM’s lawyers 
granted new  case

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — A federal judge has given Latrell 
Sprewell another chance to explain why his 68-game suspertsion for 
choking his coach violated his r i^ ts .

But U.S. District Judge V au^n Walker says foe former all-star 
guard should seriously consider dropping his lawsuit.

Walker dismissed Sprewell's $30 m ^ o n  suit agamst foe NBA and 
foe Golden State Warriors on Thursday, saying hie failed to support 
his claims that he was a victim of racial discrimination w d was Wing 
denied his right to make a living.

Despite misgivings about foe case. Walker denied foe NBA's 
request to dismiss it permanently and iitstead gave Sprewell's 
lawyers another month to draft a more specific suit.

Sprewell, who attended foe hearing, was asked later if he would 
continue foe case.

"It depends on how we evaluate it," he said.
Frank Rothnum, a lawyer for the NBA, asked Walker to dismiss foe 

suit permanently and impose a fmancied penalty on Sprewell's 
lawyers for a "scurrilous" claim of racial discrimiiuition, wluch had 
not been made while foe case was in arbitration.

"We have had enough of Mr. Sprewell," Rothman told the judge. "I 
think he came away from this arbitration very, very fortunate because 
of foe compassion of foe arbitrator, more compassion than I would 
have given him."
"HB siid ^>reweB ahooU have been suspended for life. ,

The NBA initially suspended Sprewell for a year ^ d  allowed the 
Warriors to terminate the last three years and $ ^  million of his con­
tract after he choked coach P.J. Carlesim o during a practice last 
December.

But after a lengthy hearing, arbitrator John Feerick ruled in 
March that the punishment was excessive, and ordered 
Sprewell reinstated July 1, cutting his suspension to 68 games.

Sprew ell's suit against the NBA and the Warriors claimed 
that the arbitrator had exceeded his authority by allowing the 
league and the team to impose separate punishments. The suit 
also contended he was punished more harshly than white 
players who had attacked coaches, that the NBA and the 
Warriors had conspired to cut off his endorsement contracts, 
and that a ban on attending games during his suspension vio­
lated his civil rights.

During the hearing. Walker pressed SpreWell's lawyers for 
specifics, saying their factual allegations were too vague to 
prove the violations they claimed.

Asked for examples of discrim ination, attorney Robert 
Thompson said Phoenix Suns forward Tom Chambers, who is 
white, w asn't suspended for punching the team 's strength and 
conditioning coach a few weeks before the Sprewell incident.

When Walker pointed out that Chambers had not attacked 
his head coach, Thompson said the two incidents were com ­
parable and added, "M r. Sprewell would not have received 
similar treatment if he were w hite."

Referring to the claim that ^ re w e ll was denied his right to 
make a living. Walker said, "The NBA isn 't the only game in 
tow n." But Thompson said the NBA and the Warriors had 
effectively gotten Sprewell blacklisted from the elite level of 
the game and its accompanying benefits, like endorsements.

Thompson's assertion that the treatment of Sprewell had a 
"chilling effect" on other players was greeted skeptically by 
Walker, who asked who the other players were and what they 
were chilled from doing.

A player must now fear the consequences " i f  you didn't toe 
the line and do exactly what the coach told you to do," 
Thompson replied. But Walker said he would have to identify 
other players to proceed with the claim.
