A British note asserted that “re-
liable evidence™ of violation of the
Epanish neutrality agreement by
Russia and Italy was “worth bring-
ing before the committee,” The
note asserted there was support-
ing evidence of four infractions.

MADRID, Oct. 24, (#—A quart-
er of a million persons were mob-
ilized tonight for defense of this
capital, prepared to fight to the
death as it became apparent the
hour of a decisive battle with
the besieging enemy was not far
distant.

Seven out of every 10 men be-
tween the ages of 18 and 40 were in
uniforms of some kind, strung along
the city's outer defenses awaiting
the decisive clash.

The great body of civilians res-
ponded to the government's call to
show “the true mettle of the capit-
al's T00,000 residents.”

The governmeént, in a note to
Great Britain, expressed “surprise
that there should exist a belief that
the noble citizens of Madrid are cap-
able of collective vengence against
political prisoners.”

The nate was sent In reply to a
British appeal for exchange of
prisoners gbetween the government

|and fascist leaders. It said the Mad-

rid regime could provide protection
for prisoners should the situation
demand.

An official communique late to-
night said government troops again
were besieging fascist-held Oviedo,
in northwestern Spain.

An insurgent force of Moroccans,
the announcement stated, was anni-
hilated by Austurian miners, and
other fascist soldiers were trying
desperately to hold their positions.

Here's the way the famous chefs
handle the problem — break fresh |
egRes in a bowl, allowing 2 per person. |
Add a little salt and pepper and 1|
tablespoon milk for each egg. Beat|
with a fork until eggs are more or|
less mixed up, but do not beat until
fluffy. Melt butter in pan, then
remove pan from fire and pour in
eges. Return to fire and keep flame
very low. Slowly cook the eggs,
stirring with fork as they begin to
coagulate. When they are no longer
wet and not yet hard, turn off the
fire. BStir again and break into
small nuggets. Serve at once on a
hot plate, flanked by sausages or
bacon and triangles of hot buttered
toast. For breakfast, luncheon or
supper, such scrambled eggs are so-
cial favorites. Tenderness is always
welcome, even in an egg.

Yes, hard guys may like their
fried eggs, but they don't want them
tough. Lay 2 strips of bacon on a
cold fron frying pan. Slowly heat
the pan, pouring off grease as it
melts and turning the bacon regu-
larly to_keep it from curling.

Is it
‘any wonder that many of our people fail to ever become
adjusted? Is it any wonder that they dislike hard knocks
when they have been used to their ease? Is it any wonder

they, when at the age of twenty, suddenly find that
the world is not a bowl of roses, have to shake themselves
to know what it is all about?

INDIANAPOLIS.—Indiana, where polities is a profes-
sion for many and a hobby for all, mayv give its 14 elec-
toral votes to Landon. But it is practically impossible to
find any astute, well-informed person in Indianapolis who
will make that prediction.

A big reason for almost general anticipation of a
Roosévelt victory is the expected repudiation by 50,000 or
more Negro voters of a Republican leadership which a
few years ago made open alliance with the Ku Klux Klan.

Indiana has long been a borderline state and its elec-
tion is bound to be close in any doubtful year. The Hoosier
state went for Roosevelt by 185,000 in 1982.

The negro vote always has been the chief basis of what
came to be considered more or less normal Republican ma-
jorities in Indianapolis. This year most of the colored vot-
crs aré getting ready to vote for Roosevelt and the state|
G. O. P. is engaged in a desperate but apparently vain ef-
fort to wean them back.

One reason Indiana may still be classed as doubtful is
found in the fact that you never know just how dirty its
campaign will be until it’s all over. Gov. Paul Mc-Nutt’s
Democratic machine 1s openly assessing state jobholders
for campaign funds and Republican whispering campaigns
geem a bit weirder than In other states.

of children with hearing disability,
and cites his experiences to prove
the value of this procedure.
It is estimated that 3,000,000, or
6 per cent of our school children
have imperfect hearing. This dis-

| ability has far-reaching effects on
the education and personality of
the sufferer, The earlier in the life
of the child the disability devel-
ops, the graver the consequences
are likelv to be

playmates and teachers to a degree
where it is not excluded from the
normal scholastic and social life
proper to its age

The deafened child, although he

may nct revlize it, misses muech of
the ordinary conversation at home,
at school and at play. In conse-

guence, he is likely to Be nagged
by his parents and his teachers
who are unaware of his difficulty,
for being inatténtive. Buch exper-
ience is likely to cause the child to
be inferior.

There was a storm
of protest and the controversy gained
the attention of the federal radio
commission.

“Bourbon” by his opponents. Now
the caustic secretary of the interior
says the Kansan was a “stae social-
ist” when he sought federal help for
state-owned telephone and gas dis-
tribution lines, but became a “rugged
individualist” overnight. Landon re-
joined he still favored “public owner-
ship as a gun behind the door” to
force lower utility rates.

John W. Davis, the Democratic
presidential nominee in 1924, took
position beside Alfred E. Smith in
arraigning the New Deal as unfaith-
ful to Jeffersonian ideals. James P.
Warburg, banker, returned to the
Roosevelt ranks.

Backfield Shift

Deep-chested Gerald L. K. Smith,
whose voice used to boom for Huey
P. Long, called a play that shifted
the old Townsend-Smith-Lemke line-

up.

Mr, Smith, announcing a $1,500,-
000 nationalist organization, had
hardly outlined his anti-communism

lans to a New York audience before
he Union party and the Townsend
organization called them un-Ameri-
can and severed relations with him.
Denying fascism, Smith asserted his
group would be backed by business
men and be a “political pressure
body” with no more need for storm
troops than the Baptists.

Stirs Prison

Sterilization, advocated as a cure
for social evils, was legalized a year
ago in Oklahoma for certain classes
of criminals. This week state officials
blamed the law for unrest within
prison walle and the escape of at least
six convicts.

Other prisoners were so disturbed
they financed a test case by Jack
Skinner, third term convict, who
wanted “to go out and look up his
divorced wife o: some other woman
and rear a family.” Saying consti-
tutionality o7 the act was not an issue,
the judge merely asked the jury
whether sterilization could be per-
formed without harm to general
health, Jurors answered “yes.” Skin-
ner's attorney planned an appeal.

Pagan Hangover

The “hex,” a hangover in America
from medieval paganism, is being
banished by education from Pennsyl-
yania where it has led to many crimes
from murder to arson in the past 50
years.

Educators said this wazek that
instruction in science has proved
the most effective weapon against
the superstition, with its rituals to
cause or dispel misfortune. In a few
years, they believed, voodoo doctors
may be run out of business.

But Pennsylvania has no monop-
oly on black magic. It required a
priest and a judge recently to con-

Hot Spot
Cools Off

The Balkans, traditional hot spot,
apparently is producing Europe's
nearest approximation of a conti-
nental United States.

They had
failed of a coup and the government
retained most of the warships and
planes and all the gold.

Then the genius of General Fran-
cisco Franco appeared. Instead of
battering his armies against unas-
sailable mountains north of Madrid,
he sent one to c.ean up the San Se-
bastian region while he directed a
column of hardy veterans th
the heart of Spain to Madrid.
tactics were called unexcelled
his route followed that of Wellin
in the Napoleomie wars. Organiza=-
tion, contrasted with loyalist discord,
was the touchstone of his victories.

In the rush on Madrid this wee!
the rebels cut the remaining rail
line from the capital to the coast,
thrust out two flanking columns
around the city and directed the main
attack from south and west. eir
batteries commanded El Escorial,
treasure trove of art and history.

Desperate loyalists barred hun
refugees from the hungry city, mobi=
lized 3,000 taxicabs to rush rein-
forcements to threatened ponts, cal=
led out white collar workers in a
spontaneous mass movement of the
people to the front. Madrid at last
awakened to the full danger.

Pacts

Peace Talk
And War Moves

Peace pacts were the talk of Euro-
pean diplomats this week while
events smacked of war.

Russia, calling the Spanish non-
interference accord a “capitalist plot”
employed by Germany and Italy to
insure fascist victory, aw planes and
ammunition as the only real aid for
Spanish socialists. And no matter
what happens, officials emphasized,
Russia will recognize only the present
Spanish government.

Dictator Stalin, who felt nothing
would be lost by confronting Ger-
many, Russia’s “natural ener-y,"” con=
sidered Europe near an abyss

Against the 3oviet, German and
Italy stood shoulder to shoulder.
Their understanding grew out of
Mussolini’s prompt acceptance of Hit-
ler's suggestion for a new Locarno,
with Russia still on the outside.

Fascists: One For Both

To Berlin I1 Duce sent Son-in-law
Ciano. Inside of 24 hours the youth-
ful diplomat came up with basic
understandings on recognition for
Spain’s fascist regime as soon as
Madrid should fall, on a new Lacarno,
on reor%anization of the League along
Italian lines for a directorate of the
great powers, and on spheres of com-
mercial influence in the Danubian
region.

The old Locarno mutual protection
agreement was signed 10 years ago by
Germany, France, England, Italy and
Belgium. If Germany hadn't already
sealed its fate b{ treaty violations,
Belgium’s stand for strict neutrality
—described this week however as
only a political gesture—apparently
was the last straw.

Britain and France, chief movers
of the non-intervention arrangement,
watched the fascist-communist line-
up apprehensively.
