In North China, Japanese resi-
dents of Tsingtao petitioned the
headquarters of the Japanese garri-
ist:n at Tientsin for additional troops
to protect nationals there.

The atmosphere in Shantung pro-
vince, possible new Sino-Japanese
trouble zone, was described as “most
dangerous.”

~ ALLIES STILL BELITTLE OUR HELP IN WAR
It is just about 18 years since the World War ended,
it our late beloved allies have not yet given up the at-
pt to prove that we really werne’t nearly as much help

‘them as we supposed at the time.

= David Lloyd George, who was prime minister of Eng-
pd when we went into the war, is still writing memoirs,
his most recent volume includes some sharp criticism

of Gen. John J. Pershing.

General Pershing has been criticized by allied states-

before now. He wasn’t quite the sort of thing they
gre looking for; he had a hard, square jaw, and a mouth
ateould look like a slit in a sheet of armor plate. When
they all rallied 'round and began telling him how to run
his part of the war, he had a remarkable faculty for lis-
tening quietly and then saying “No” in a rock-ribbed,
eternal sort of way.
~ Lloyd George’s complaint is the same old one: that
rshing was as stubborn as a Missouri mule about the
ea of keeping American troops under American com-
mand, and that, because of this fact, it took the United
tes altogether too long to make its presence felt on the
firing line.

The Lloyd George idea had the beauty of simplicity. It
was to feed American troops right into the British army,
by companies and battalions. There would be no Amer-
ican army, as such; instead, there would be a vast number
of separate units brigaded into the war-torn British di-
visions. As fast as our boys got to France, they could be
put to work.

e best mark of Pershing’s record is the fact that he
said “No,” to this little scheme, and said it often.

The British high command had spent two mortal years
butting its head into a stone wall. At the very moment
‘when it was asking Pershing to turn his American boys
over to its tender mercies, it was wasting 400,000 lives in
the mud-mired Passchendaele offensive—a strategic gem
for which British historians are still criticizing the high
ecommand in the bitterest terms.

Lloyd George himself did not quite trust the British
high command. He held British troops in England in such
numbers that Earl Haig’s partisans blame him for the Ger-
man break-through of March, 1918; held them there be-
cause he was sick of seeing the flower of the British army
wasted in vain, uninpired attacks that were foredoomed
to failure. =

And yet Lloyd George now can criticize Pershing for
feeling the same way!

We owe this lantern-jawed general of ours a great debt
of gratitude. He stood like a rock against unbelievable
pressure.

He held out for the idea that if American boys had to
fight on a foreign battlefield, they would at least go in
under American direction, fighting for American ob-

DAILY WASHINGTON LETTER

WASHINGTON.—WPA officials in Washington are
chuckling over one little “boondoggle” which has already
netted the government a profit of $2,000,000 above its
cost, and may yield a great deal more. When the profit
mounts a few more millions, they're going to do a little
public chortling.

This “boondoggle” includes three projects for “white-
ecollar” WPA workers, set up by the Bureau of Internal
‘Revenue. One is for reviewing income tax returns, one for
reviewing miscellaneous tax returns, and one for investi-
gating liquor dealers.

Together, they’'ve cost a little more than $3,000,000,
And they've already collected more than $5,000,000 in
taxes and more possible the assessment of $8,627,000
more, which the regular bureau administrators are mov-
ing to collect.

All WPA workers on the project were taken from re-
lief rolls, but of course they were pretty carefully selected
and 3,185 of them were given a three-week training
eourse, with a little more than 200 non-relief accountants
and investigators to furnish guidance.

The point is, that the regular staff of the Bureau of
Internal, Revenue never has been hig enough to comb
through all the income tax reports. Usually the members
check only the big ones. This WPA project made it peos-
siblé to comb through a great many more, and the added
tax revenue is the result. Incidentally, they found some-
thing more than 2,000 who had overpaid their taxes and
had refunds coming.

The liquor tax investigators worked by dropping in on
saloons and taverns and suddenly testing the liquor on the
spot. They made it tough for a lot of chiseling proprietors
who were palming off bootleg stuff on unsuspecting cus-
fomers who were satisfied with a legal-looking label.
