To Buyin U.S. Weapons store

By ROBERTS. ALLEN

WASHINGTON—Israel has
won an extremely important
breakthrough in a long and at
times torturous stuggle to
gnable it to be allowed to buy
vitally essential U.S. military

Under a new policy quietly
instituted by President Nixon;
Israel can now obtain various
previously banned parts,
devices, electronics and other
equipment and materials
necessary for the production of

in Israel, in an
all-out drive to become
basically self-sufficient in
defense procurement.

Slated to be turned out in this
far-reaching program are
combat planes. missiles,
anti-aircraft armaments,
fighting vehicles,
systems. Some major items in
this arsenal already are well
advanced.

The profoundly significant
supply breakthrough comes on
top of the President's
authorization several moaths
ago of the sale to Israel of
long-sought jet fighters.

Following a personal visit by
Congress "voting
overwhelmingly $300 million in
crellits expressly for the
purpose of the planes. the
President gave the green light
for Israel to buy some 40 F4
supersonic Phantom
fighter-bombers and around 80
subsonic Skyhawk intercepters.

Thesé planes are now in
process of delivery at the rate of
four F4s and somewhat more
Skyhawks a month.

All these eventful measures
were taken in direct line with
the basic U.S. policy of
maintaining a careful balance
of ‘military power in the
explosively volatile Middle
East

In the past six months,
Russia, pursuing its
increasingly aggressive
interventionist course in that
crucially strategic area, has
repeatedly Egyptian
and other Arab military
capabilities. Latest provacative
development was the recent
disclosure in Cairo that the
Soviets had agreed to assist
Egypt in perfecting three
different medium-range
missiles yhich haye been
hanging years.

They the 325-mile Zafir
(Victory). 375-mile Kahir
(Conquer) and the 450-mile
Raed (Pioneer). reportedly
designed to carry a one-ton
warhead. All are
ground-to-ground missiles

expensive researching and

hirelings could produce ‘a
reliable guidance and control

war threats. In a talk o
Egyptian dictator thundered
that Israel would soon be the
target of a ‘‘mew and
devastating war of attrition, " in

which “they are in for a big
surprise’'—presumably
missiles .

Israel has had a highly
advanced ground-to-ground
missile for some time. It is the
Jericho, with a 300-mile

a 1,500-pound conventional-or
nuclear warhead. Thgu

Sen. Henry Jackson,
D.-Wash., senior member of the
Armed Services Committee and
author of the provision for $300
million in credits to Israel for
the purchase of combat.jets and
other essential weapons, has
played a key role in Israel’s
momentous decision to develop
its own weapons industry .

Following a visit to Israel,
during which he conferred with
top military and government
leader's and toured major battle
positions and areas, the veteran
legislator strongly
recommended that the U S. aid
Israel to make itsell largely
self-sufficient in defense

procurement.

In a special report to the
Senate Armed Services
Committee Jackson stressed
that such a course is urgently
desirable for the security of
both Israel and the U.S.

He forcefully cited Russia's
aggressively expansionist role
in the Middle East. and dsserted
flatly this is aimed even more at
the US. than Israel. Jackson
also bluntly déclared. the
U.S.S.R. is “provocatively
arming the Arabs to act as
catspaws in serving its purpose
and not the Anbs Said
Jackson:

“We need to recognize that
the central problem in the
Middle East is the Soviet drive
for hegemony. and the
maintenance of a high level of
tension between Israel and the
Arab states is the primary
vehicle by which Russia seeks
to accomplish this objective.”

Noted by Jackson as specific
instances of Soviet penetration
in the Arab countries are the
following :

Establishment of a major
naval base at Alexandria,
Egypt. also ports of call at
Algiers, Latakia, Port Said
Tartus, Port Sudan. Aden and
Berbera; air traffic control of
the Egyptian air force is now
entirely in Russian hands: and
the extensive air defense
network deployed along the
Suez Canal. in direct violation of
the US. initiated cease-fire,
also is largely manned by Soviet
crews.

“In fact,” says Jackson, “‘the
operation of the many
sophisticated SA-3 missile
complexes positioned
throughout Egypt is éntirely in
Russian hands.

Foremost among Sen
Jackson's recommendations
were 1

“The U.S. should assist Israel
in the development of an
improved. indigenous defense
production capability in certain
key areas through the provision
of production rights for

“We've
said “we’ll go your way on two of
the . most important things—
we'll accept a one-year con-
trtact and we'll reduce the
amount of the pension contribu-

But. Miller said. the owners’

answer was: **We won't discuss
pensions with you. Renew the
contract with no change! "

The owners, in a related de-
velopment late Thursday.
turned down a request by Cin-
cinnati Reds player representa-
live Jim Merritt for eight play-
ers to negotiate directly with
the eight-member owners Play-
ef Relations Committee.

Merritt made the proposal to
Cincinnati President Francis L.
Dale, a member of the owners
negotiating committee, during
a session between the Reds’
players and the club manage-
ment.
