'ASHINGTON, Oct. 8 (AP)

The habits of the shrimp—how
Jong_ he lives, where, and how
‘sbundant is his kind-—are being
studied at the bureau of fisheries.

“We don't know
about him,” said Elmer Higgins, |
the bureau's chief of scientific re- |
mearch, “but we are a little con-
. perned, because the average catch
for the last five years has been
about 100,000,000 pounds and it is|
increasing.” Ultimately the danger
point may be reached.

A year ago the bureau set out
to tag the shrimp in southern
waters, hoping to learn something
sbout Mis habits. This season the
experiment is being carried
#gain, and on a large scale.

Last years tagging revealed,
Higgins said, that shrimp move
porthward in summer and back
into PFlorida's warmer waters in
winter, Only one fourth of those
fagged were accounted for and
the bureau’s big problem is what
happened to the other three-
fourths

“We belleve—although we are not
sure about it—that the shrimp
lives only a year” Higgins said.
“It is entirely possible however,
that instead of dying of old age
after about 12 months, he moves
into deeper water.”

DIL 5TOCKS DECREASE
MINES BUREAU SHOWS

WASHINGTON, Oct. 8 (#)—The
Bureau of Mines reported yesterday
stocks of domestic and foreign crude
oll for the week ended September
26 totaled 204,568,000 barrels. This
was a decrease of 3382000 barrels
from the previous week, with do-
mestic stocks dropping 2,832,000 bar-
rels and forelgn stocks decreasing
550,000 barrels,

The bureau sald current reports
of the Industry for the week ended

September 26 indicated crude pro-
duction declined slightly but the |
indicated demand was materially
higher. Daily average production

was about 3,055,000 barrels, or about
10,000 barrels below the level of the
previous week.

Dally average imports were sta-
tionary at 75,000 barrels. Crude
runs to stills continued to decline,
the daily average of about 3,015,000
barrels being about 20000 barrels
below the level of the previous week.

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THE “JERICHO GAP”

McLean will be capital of the Panhandle tomorrow
when delegations from cities all the way from Amarillo to
Oklahoma City gather there to celebrate the opening of
the “Jericho Gap” on Highway 66.

History will be in the making. Radio will carry the
epochal event to those who cannot attend in person.
Speakers will trace the history of the highway improve-
ment. There will be a football game, barbecue, and band
concerts,

Seventeen miles of pavement comprises what is known

as the Jericho Gap—a stretch of highway that tourists|

onece traveled many, many miles out of their way to keep
from traversing, has passed into history, replaced by a
beautiful stretch of as fine a pavement as can be found
anywhere in the United States.

Once it was one of the nation’s worst mudholes on the
main route between Amarillo and Chicago. Travelers
talked about it when they got back home. It was one of
America’s bad spots, a black eye in highway traveldom.

All that is gone now with the completion two weeks
ago of the last bit of paving work on thé 19-mile stretch.

The celebration at McLean tomorrow is to mark the
official opening of the new Will Rogers highway. As writ-
ten by Mrs. Jim Pack, of McLean, in yesterday's Pampa
Daily NEWS, history of the Jericho Gap cannot be con-
sidered as a separate unit. It merely is the last of a series
of transportation problems met and solved by Panhandle
citizens who realize that good roads are essential to pro-

The fight to get the unimproved portion of Highway
66 through Jericho paved has been a long, hard fought|
one in which persistency has been practiced by many civic|
leaders of Gray county and Panhandle communities to|
get the project through proper channels to completion. l
