Eric Tooley, a member of Aim for Success — the largest provider
of sexual abstinence education in the state — also spent an hour
and a half with parents Monday night at Pampa Middle School
demonstrating an example of an abstinence education presenta-
tion Pampa children can anticipate seeing in the future.

Worth the Wait is a non-profit organization created to address
the problems associated with teen sexual activity and its conse-
quences, according to program directors Stacey Ladd, RN, and
Beth Kettenring

The purpose of the survey, said Ladd, is to establish a baseline
regarding teen attitudes and intentions about abstinence and sex-
ual activity

“If we survey them, we can follow them over the nexgthree, .1ve,
six vears,” she said

Ihe surveys, which will be filled out anonymously, are being
distributed this fall to students in the sixth through 12th grades

“Under state law, parents may exercise their opt-out right if they
do not wish for their children to participate in the survey,” said
Ladd

Ladd presented the survev questions to PISD board members

One parent voiced a concern over whether sixth
and seventh grade students need to be surveyed at
all.

“I have a real concern with the sixth graders,”
Ladd said.

She said she, too, felt it was a young age to begin
asking about sexual attitudes. But after researching
and visiting with directors of similar state pro-
grams, Ladd said she began to understood the
necessity in starting early with the abstinence edu-

catlon

nt expressed a similar opinion stat-
ing that while it seemed like a young age, it was
better to educate the students before it was too late.

Also, said Ladd, in creating a baseline of stugdent
sexual attitudes and activity it is crucxal to gather
data from students over several years. Starting at
the sixth grade level, surveys of the same students
over a several-year period will more accurately
determine the results of the abstinence education.

One parent suggested that while the surveys
were to be filled out anonymously, confidentiality
could be better served if there was a box for stu-
dents to put the surveys in without the worry that
teachers are reading the surveys.

Ladd fielded other questions concerning the seri-
ousness students would give to the surveys. She
said she expects some surveys to come back with
deliberately wild answers.

Tooley, who has had several years experience in
abstinence ‘education, confirmed that those kinds
of surveys are to be expected. But in general, he-
said, it all balances out.

CBS shutting down production
on Bryant Gumbel’s ‘Public Eye’

NEW YORK (AP) — CBS is shutting down pro-

_ duction on “Public Ere the newsmagazine fea-

turing Bryant Gumbe

The program’s staff got official word Tuesday
from CBS News president Andrew Heyward that
they would lose their jobs before the scheduled

* Sept. 16 final broadcast. About 40 staffers are

affected, said CBS News spokeswoman Sandy
Genelius.

The news came as little surprise, since “Public
Eye” suffered low ratings during its freshman sea-
son and failed to win a slot on CBS’ upcoming fall
lineup, announced in May.

“You can’t keep a staff if you're not on the air,
because if you're not on the air, you don’t have a
budget,” Genelius said.

She satd “Public Eye” still may be back as a

midseason replacement, and could draw on a
number of “banked” stories the current staff will
leave behind.

A return would mean hiring a new staff and
Gumbel wasn’t optimistic. “It’s hard to answer the
call as a replacement when you don’t have a
staff,” he said this morning.

The show first aired last September after CBS
signed Gumbel, formerly the longtime host of
NBC'’s “Today” show, to a five-year contract that
pays him an estimated $5 million a year. -

Besides the slim possibility of Gumbel returning
with “Public Eye,” his CBS options include
anchoring another startup magazine series or spe-
cial broadcasts, or a role, also considered unlikely,
on the new “60 Minutes II.”

“It’s a really good question,” he said of what he
might do next. “But I won’t be focusing much
attention on it until mid-September. After that, it
will consume me.”

A sampling of editorial opinion from Texas newspapers:
The Dallas Morning News on Texas’ high-tech
work force:

For decades, the oil and agriculture industries provided
leaders for Texas. That was largely because their work was
right here in Texas, connected to the land and the soil.

Today’s-global, technology-based economy has changed
all that. The state’s expansive high-tech companies, typi-
fied by the “Telecom Corridor” in Richardson, form the
backbone of the modern Texas economy. But for many
high-tech innovators, whose businesses often take them all
over the world, Texas is only a place to live.

Changing that dynamic, and getting more people from
the state’s inventive and entrepreneurial technology com-
munity involved in solving state and local problems, pre-
sents one of Texas” great challenges.

Vin Prothro, who chairs Gov. George W. Bush’s Science
and Technology Council, has a particular goal for the
state’s technology community. The Dallas Semiconductor
Corp. chairman wants people from within the industry to
press Texas legislators during their 1999 session to invest
ample funds in the state’s community colleges and in high
school advanced placement courses. Those reforms would
help improve the skills of workers coming into the Texas
workforce.

The state’s schools indeed provide a natural place for the
Texas technology community and the state’s civic needs to
coincide. That’s why some

relationships already exist between large computer com-
panies and Texas colleges.

Still, the gap between the state’s universities and its tech-
nology community remains sizable, especially when one
considers the legion of start-up technology companies
spreading out across Texas.

The University of Texas at Dallas, for example, sits in the
middle of Richardson’s Telecom Corridor. It draws strong
support from several big technology companies like Texas
Industries, Nortel, Ericsson and Electronic Data Systems.
But only a few of the corridor’s dynamic start-up compa-
nies hd\ e been big players in the university’s life.

That’s troubling because UT-Dallas’ mission fits natural-
ly with the work of the Telecom Corridor’s 550 high-tech
companies. UT-Dallas places great emphasis on math and
sciences. And it recruits top-tier hi;,h school students who
can eventually feed into the area’s technology companies.

The 1999 Texas Legislature presents an opportunity for
‘UT-Dallas leaders and young, entrepreneurial Telecom
Corridor executives to change this situation. They could
work together as a team in presenting the school’s needs to
Texas legislators.

The university needs additional money to recruit more
aspiring young faculty members and to offer scholarships
to more premier high school seniors. Those professors and
students could in turn expand Telecom Corridor’s innova-
tive work, just as Stanford and MIT helped fuel a techno-
logical explosion in California’s Silicon Valley and along
Massachusetts” Route 128.

Investing in the work of specialized schools like UT-
Dallas would make a real difference in the new Texas econ-
omy. So would sizable investments in the state’s communi-
ty colleges and advanced placement courses. This message
is one that technological leaders should carry to Austin.
Speaking up for Texas schools would allow the high-tech
team to become a new force within the state’s civic life.

Fort Worth Star-Telegram on Amtrak:

With more travelers riding its trains, more of those trains
leaving and arriving on time and mdre money than pro-
jected coming in, Amtrak is positioned to make a strong
case for increased government support.

This week Amtrak reported a 5.8 percent increase in rider-
ship over the corresponding period last year. That same report
showed Amtrak’s revenues exceeded projections by $5.5 mil-
lion and trains adhered to schedules 80 percent of the time.

Those positive indicators have put the four confirmed
members of the Amtrak Reform Board in a decidedly
upbeat frame of mind. That board is entertaining thoughts
of offering cruise-ship quality luxury service on some lines
and high-speed lines outside the Northeast Corridor. Texas,
California, Florida and the Pacific Northwest were men-
tioned as possibilities

Despite such encouraging words from the reform board
and the promising statistics that inspired them, Amtrak
could face problems in the U.S. Senate. There have been
indications that the transportation appropriations subcom-
mittee was preparing a 1999 spending bill that includes no
money for Amtrak operations

Such a funding setback could imperil the viability of
some lines, such as the Texas Eagle. The immediate chal-
lenge confronting the reform board is to convince the
Senate that the demand and the need for rail passenger ser-
vice is growing but the federal operational subsidies are
still needed

Without operational subsidies now something called
Amtrak might achieve self-sufficiency by 2002. But that
diminshed entity wouldn’t come close to being a truly
national rail passenger system

Let’s give yout

Between 1990 and 1994, youth between 10
and 16 years of age clearly posed a major threat
to society, committing 23 percent of the most
serious violent and property offenses.

Offenses like murder, sexual assault, robbery
and aggravated assault are not childish pranks.
Neither are burglary, larceny-theft, and motor
vehicle theft. In 1994, the problem worsened as
the number of serious offenses by youth rose to
28 percent.

In an effort to combat juvenile crime, the
Office of the Attorney General joined with pros-
ecutors and law enforcement agencies in
proposing many revisions to the laws in the
Texas Family Code that relate to juvenile crime.

In addition, the Juvenile Crime Intervention
Division of the Office of the Attorney General is
working with other service agencies to help
prevent youth from getting into trouble. The
Juvenile Crime Intervention Division is work-
ing to educate not only teens, but parents, edu-
cators and others who work with youth about
the many options for assistance that are avail-
able.

The 75th Legislature adopted a tough new
attitude toward young criminals and enacted
broad reforms that took effect in 1995. The
Legislature funded more probation officers,
doubled the capacity of the juvenile corrections
system, and created penalties to match the seri-
ousness of the crimes and the criminal histories

of the perpetrators. Other reforms loosened
confidentiality requirements, held parents
responsible for their children’s crimes, and
required youthful offenders to pay restitution
to their victims.

According to the Texas Department of Public
Safety, Texas police arrested fewer juveniles in
1997. The 2.4 percent decrease in juvenile
arrests was the first decline recorded in Texas
since 1988. DPS attributed the decrease to
demographic shifts, earlier intervention and
harsher penalties for juvenile offenders.

Good news? You bet. But will just cracking
down solve juvenile crime? Very unlikely.

In an attempt to keep their youth off the crim-
inal path early on, many communities are deal-
ing directly with problem teens — before crimes
are committed.

Youth Resource Fairs g ve that it doesn’t
take big bucks to make a rence in a youth’s

life. Creative use of existing resources and bet-
ter coordination of efforts can provide new
answers for communities in need.

The Juvenile Crime Division of the Office of
the Attorney General has joined with other ser-
vice organizations to coordinate Youth
Resource Fairs across the state. Recent fairs
were held in Giddings at the State School and
in Northeast El Paso.

A Youth Resource Fair is a great reminder
that part of a parent’s job is to help children
explore possibilities. This can be difficult to do
when parents are working to keep a family
going. Parents need to be aware of tg\ust how
much help is available to them in their own
communities.

Politically, the Clintons are said to be con-
vinced that Starr will submit a voluminous
case to the Republican-controlled House of
Representatives and will argue that it lays out
a “constitutional crisis” worthy of impeach-
ment consideration. No one in the White
House, least of all the Clintons, underestimates
the ominous potential this has. All in the White
House, most of all the Clintons, are furious
about this, believing it to be grossly unfair, but
they recognize the real and present danger it
represents.

If the Democrats should win back control of
the House in November’s mid-term elections,
that could change dramatically the equation in
the Clintons’ favor. But they can’t count on it.
The odds against it happening are too long.

On the historical front, the Clintons are said
to be absolutely convinced that history will
view Starr’s case as a political vendetta,
bankrolled by wealthy ideological haters of all
they have tried to accomplish, and built on
shaky evidence of minor, at most, wrongdoing.

Hope, clearly, is the father of this expectation.
As the siege tightens and the climactic, decisive
battles draw nearer, the Clintons cling to the

hope.

Neighbors shocked, officials debate
what to do with child murder suspects

CHICAGO (AP) — They’re the
kind of little boys who like to play
with puppies and watch cartoons.
That's exactly what did, police
say — after they killed an 11-year-
old girl for her shiny blue bike.

The accusation against two boys,
ages 7 and 8, stunned a city that has
agonized before over children who
kill children, and left authorities
with a terrible dilemma: How do

punish kids so young if they
ve committed crimes so vicious?

That question lingered Tuesday
as the boys, among the youngest
murder suspects ever in Chicago,
were ordered to undergo i-
atric evaluation. Both are
in the July death of Harris,
who was struck in the head, sexu-
ally molested and suffocated. Her
panties were stuck in her mouth;

and leaves were stuffed in
nostrils.

Police say the 7-year-old hit Ryan
in the head with a rock, knocking
her off her bike. The boys
hid the bike in some lots,
but it was gone when they
returned to look for it.

Neighbors in the South Side
community of Englewood, where
the boys lived across an alley from

each other, couldn’t believe the
accusation.

“They’re not monsters,” said
Kosi Waterhouse, 45, leader of a
Jamaican band. “They’re not evil
children .. These children loved
their parents and their parents
were good with them.”

“You know kids get into mis-
chief, but he was a sweet little boy,”
said Shirley Blanton, an attendant
at the Wash Factory, a launderette,
whose grandchildren played with
the boy.

The 8-year-old, who recently
received a bike as a birthday pre-
sent, is an honor student. l-(e was
so shy that he rarely left his yard,
nei said.

“ After school all the kids would
be in here and we’d have to roust
them out because they’d be so
noisy ... but not him,” said Abdul
Ismail, a clerk at the 50 Stars mar-
ket. “That was the last person

you'd expect this from.”

This is just the latest sensational

case in Chicago in which children
have been with killing
ether children.

Four years ago, Robert
“Yummy” Sandifer, 11, was
killed in a chain of events that
began when he fatally shot a 14-
year-old girl in a botched plan to
shoot a rival gang member. He,
in turn, was shot to death in a
killing that prosecutors said was
ordered by gang leaders to
silence him. }

That same year, two boys, 10 and
11, dangled, then dro 5-year-
old Eric Morse 14 floors to his
death in a Chicago housing project
after he refused to steal candy for
them.

Defense attorneys say the boys

with killing Ryan Harris
are good kids from decent homes
with no history of trouble. They
claim the rock throwing was a

prank that went awry.

were to examine Leon Lett's left
knee today after the star defensive
tackle sugered a sprain during a
scrimmage against the New
Orleans Saints.

Woods brings out the best in other golfers

REDMOND, Wash. (AP) —
Give Tiger Woods some credit,
even though he’s been shut out
in his last six majors.

Mark O’Meara does, and he
has a green jacket and a British
Open trophy to show for it. So
does Lee Janzen, who won his
second U.S. n title in June at
the Olympic Club.

Woods has not merely re-ener-
gized the game of golf. He’s done
the same thing for the games of
some fellow pros who might
have otherwise been content to
win a tournament here and there
and live comfortably away from
the fringes of greatness.

“He just wants to be the great-
est player who ever lived,”
Janzen said Tuesday. “And when
you see somebody with those
kind of aspirations you think,
well, I certainly can expect more
of myself.”

On the eve of the PGA
Championship, which starts
Thursday at tree-laden Sahalee
Country Club, the talk isn’t just
of Woods and his chances of win-
ning the final major of the year.
It's also about the influence his
emergence on the golf scene has
had on his competitors.

Woods hasn’t won a major
since running away with the 1997
Masters. He hasn’t dominated
week-to-week like some predict-
ed. In fact, he’s won only one
PGA tournament all year.

But look no further than

O’Meara and Janzen, the winners
of this year’s majors, to see that
he has still had a huge impact on
the 1998 golf season.

“I think he’s challenged the
rest of us to maybe start thinking
a little higher and setting higher
goals,” Janzen said.

Janzen set his goals high
enough to win his second U.S.
Open in nine years as a pro.
O’Meara, who had never won a
major in 18 years, suddenly won
twice at the age of 41.

Both are neighbors of Woods at
the Isleworth Country Club in
the Orlando, Fla. Both play prac-
tice rounds with him regularly.

And both seem reinvigorated
by the presence of the 22-year-
old budding superstar.

“New blood has always tended
to do that and I think it always
will,” Woods said. “I think it's
great for the game because these
guys obviously have a lot of
game and they’re winning.”

Woods likes to compare his
impact on the tour to that of
Michael Jordan in the NBA.

“When Jordan came into the
league right away and was just
ﬂyinileverywhere and doing all
his things, guys started to raise
their games up,” Woods said. “I
think that happens in any sport.”

While others have learned
from Woods, he has also been
doing some learning himself.
Though he has won only once
this year, Woods says his game

has never been better, and nei-
ther has his attitude, both on and
off the course.

He showed that in last month'’s
British Open, when he opened
with a 65 and then struggled in
the rain and wind before coming
back with a final round 66 that
left him a stroke out of a playoff
with O’'Meara and Brian Watts.

Woods chipped in for birdie on
his 71st hole, then sank a 30-foot-
er on the final hole, offering the
first tantalizinﬁaglimpse since his
Masters win that he could win a
second major.

“I feel very pleased with the
progress I've made in the last 14
months, not only as a player but
as a person,” Woods said. “The
biggest thing I've learned is just
learning how to play the game
out here at this level.”

Woods’ game might not be
exactly suited for the 6,906-yard,
par-70 Sahalee course that winds
itself through towering trees in
this Seattle suburb.

It's the kind of course where
drives of between 240 and 280
yards offer the prime landing
areas. It's not the kind of course
where Woods can pull out his
driver and boom shots to within
short iron distance on par-5
holes.

Sahalee has only two par-5s
anyway, and Woods plans to
keep the driver in the bag
through all 72 holes.

“I think that if I'm going to step

on one, it’s definitely going to be
the 3-wood,” Woods said. “The
driver really doesn’t fit here for
me. Some of the points where I'm
going to land my ball is ‘Probably
the narrowest point of fairway
with my driver.”

While Woods mazahave to rely
more in finesse than distance,
steady players like Janzen and
O’Meara or straight hitters like
Enﬂand’s Lee Westwood figure
to have an advantage in PGA.

O’Meara played 56 majors
without winning one, but is now
is in the improbable position of
trying to become the first pro
since Ben Hogan in 1953 to win
three majors in one year.

Woods himself believes it can
be done.

“There’s absolutely no reason
why he can’t win here,” Woods
said of his close friend.

One thing that does figure to
change from the last two major
championships is the, scoring.
While even par won the US.
Open and put O’Meara and
Watts into a playoff for the
British Open, it figures to be far
back in the field here.

The only variable might be the
weather, which has been hot for
Seattle standards and could firm
up the greens.

“If the greens are soft, I think
the winning score will be around
eight or nine under,” Tom
Watson said.
