"Controversy i t  one of the es- 
sentiab of a university." u ys  
Dr. WiUis Tate. SMU chan­
cellor and president. "You can't 
have a univertity and have 
everybody safe, everybody 
quiet and harmless, any more 
than you can put in your lib rary 
just the books that everyone 
thinks are nice and harmless."

SMU Believes Controversy Necessary For Education
^Today's SMU has been at­

tacked for not staying dote  to 
th e  c h u rc h , b e in g  too  
permissive in ihoral matters 
and negiecting the religious life  
of its  students. It hat also been 
charged from tim e to tim e with 
harboring "le ftis ts " if  not ac­
tual communitta.

Ccrtakiiy SMU-t links with 
the United Methodist Church 
are looser than those which bind 
Texas Christian Univeraity with 
the C hristian Church (Dis­
ciples of Chriati or Baylor with 
the Southern BaptiaU. -

Where Baylor and TCU are 
controlled 1^ vigilant church 
bodies, the United Methodist 
Churdi adopts a v irtua l hands- 
off policy toward SMU. leaving 
it as much academic freedom 
as any secular university in 
Texas.

The result has been con­
troversy and not infrequent 
misunderstandings between the 
u n iv e r s it y  a n d  m o re  
conservative church members 
about what SMU is trying to do.

Dr. Tate sees one eaaential of 
being a good university as the 
right of everybody to express 
views and hear a ll sides.

"This is a cardinal principle 
of the university." he says. " It's  
a very s im ila r freeÁxn to

freedom of the press. Wehavea 
pretty open fonim  for a ll sorts 
efkindsflfpeople."

The open forum idea abnoet 
went as fa r as to embrace Tim­
othy Leary, when student or- 
g a n iu tio n s  invited him on 
campus in IM I. The vis it was 
abandoned in the end. not be­
cause of any ban from the uni­
versity authorities, but because 
M .S to  fd t Leary  was "too 
spaced out on d r lia "  for his 
lecture to have academic valid­
ity .
"W e ' take greet pride in 
this—that we can have an open 
university—Tate said in an in­
terview. "Some of the thmgs 
that people have been worrying 
about w ith the universities is 
th e ir perm issiveness—that 
they 're  le ttin g  students do 
things tliM  they didn't used to 
let 'em do. A ^  that worries 
some people."

The chancellor feels SMU has 
made progress as a result of the 
students being given great­
er responsibility.

"We've come to find out in the 
university life  that you can't 
legislate adults—what they're 
going to do and what they re not 
going to do," he said. "We have 
decided that students must be 
treated as adults and must find

ThereT a ri^ x e d  m o tT ilf On 
campus. Hair styles and d rm  
are as w ildly individualistic or 
teen-age conformist as any in 
the city.

Some classes meet in profes­
sors' homes with circles of ba­
refoot students sitting on (he 
floor, others in dorm itory cof­
fee-houses or out under the 
trees.

The long hair of the counter­
culture-spread to a few of the 
faculty, too. There was » row  
last year when a recent n .D . 
from  Yale insisted on con­
ducting his classes in  blue jeans 
and without shoes. He resigned 
in the wake of an interview with 
the campus newspaper, during 
which he expresaed his opinion 
with the aid of some four-letter 
words.

"We've had some w ild re­
ports about the way our stu­
dents live ." Tate conceded 
"We do not have c o ^  dormi­
tories. although some folks 
thought we did. But we do have 
a lot of student activities with 
boys and girls together now 
They have some classes—some 
of the g irls ’ dormitories, some 
of the boys' dormitories—have ' 
their c lasM  together."

With 70 per cent of Method­
ists now uAing an occasional 
drink according to one recent 
poll, the old rule banning alco­
hol from campus has been re- 
v i^ .  Studen's over 21 may 
drink beer a ll!  tr parties now.

But drugs are another prol^ 
lem.

While Tate ilunks hard drugs 
'a re  not as,prevalent among 
young p e o ^  as they were a 
year or so ago. he says:

"There's an open peer per­
missiveness about marijuana 
(hat s till worries me I'm  not 
fooled to think that o tr m ari­
juana problem is easing any."

The Daily Campus newspaper 
ethloria lly demanded last year 
the legalixation of marijuana, 
claim ing there is no evidence it 
is more dangerous than alcohol, 
which it called "the socially ac­
cep tab le  addictive d ru g ." 

‘ M eanwhile, said the--D aily 
Campus; young lives are being 
ruined because of harsh and 
aikiquated laws.

The Rev J. Claude Evans. 
SMU's cRaplain. says there's 
plenty of pot smoking going on 
and some of the studenU are 
"quite evangelistic" about it.

"Knowing that pot smokiiig is 
against the law in Texas and 
that Texas is among the states 
imposing the severest penalties 
for possession of marijuana, we 
try  to tackle  the problem 
through counsellirig and univer­
sity discipline before letting it 
become a matter for the state." 
hesaid.

No stranger to controversy— 
"even a tu rtle ’ f *** to stick his 
neck out if he xpecU to get 
anyw here"—Chaplain Evans, 
puttering around in a crash- 
helmet on his Jalónese motor­
bike. is the voice of the church 
on campus

He uses the college chapel to 
experiment with new forms of 
worship —something he says lo­
cal churches can't do without 
offending the old-timers.

Big event of his year comes at 
the s ta rt of the Christmas 
Advent season when he dons a 
robe of many colors and leads 
snake-dancing studenU round 
the banner-hung chapel to the 
sound of rock hymns drummed 
out by banjos and guitars

'The kids love it. " he says 
" I t  's always standing room only 
that d a y " Some MethodisU 
outside are less enthusias­
tic.

But perhaps the heaviest fire  
of SMU critics has been drawn 
by the university's Perkins

School of Theology, which some 
feel has stepped fw  beyond iu  
proper role.

Some ahimnae were jolted 
when they heard that Wil 
Schaefer of Laredo, a Method­
ist m in ister ousted after a 
church coia l found him guilty of 
im m orality and disobedience, 
had been called on to addreu 
the school's Christian Ethics 
class. He took along with him 
th> mofTiifi with whofTT h t 
the- relationship which caused 
him  the trouble University 
sources stressed the invitation 
to  Schaefer came from the 
students and not from them

Then Or. Fred Carney, a pro­
fessor of C hristian  Ethics, 
shocked others when he spoke 
out in agreement w ith the view 
o f the Presidential Commission 
on Pornography that there is no 
evidence pornography encour­
ages crime

But the biggest row of the past 
year came when sex mov­
ies were shown and field trips 
made to homosexual homes as 
part of a theology course called 
Church and World.

Local ministers protested at 
what one called "raw  pornogra­
phy."

"We study all kinds of sin 
around here, but we don't advo­
cate any of it ."  countered Dr. 
Joseph D. (}uillian Jr., dean of 
the Perkins School B ible 
knowledge is beside the point, 
he argued, unless the students

meet the people they w ill have 
to serve « id  the kind of prob­
lems they must face.

Some of a ll this has been 
strong medicine fo r older, more 
conservative M ethodists to 
take. / '

" I  don't see the reason fo r 
loosening a ll m oralities «  the 
schools." said one ahunnus liv ­
ing in West Texas. " I  don't un­
derstand this busineas of hav- 

- -mg-to^ansiaec io  the kids every 
time you want to do ssometh- 
ing Someone has to buckle up 
his backbone and dp something 
about it. As it is. we're just 
being led around by the nose by 
a s tm ll m inority."

Despite the critics, T ito  says 
he gets excellent support from 
(he church in a ll university un­
dertakings.

Although in the school's early 
years mo« of the trustees were 
ministers and virtua lly a ll the 
faculty were churchmen, there 
is now no rule that members of 
the facuhy be Methodists and 
many are not.

"The only pressure I have 
ever had—rra l pressure from 
the church, consensus pressure 
from the church-fias been that 
we have a fine educational in­
stitution here that they can be 
proud o f." Tate said

And he added reflectively. "1 
think the thing that would hurt 
the clnirch worse than anything 
would be for us to be a sorry, 
mediocre university." -

Early Texans Had Their Own Cures

A ptecf in the paper the other 
day u id  aoiM raaearchen be- 
Hew Uiat a ll of man's illneaaet 
may be caused by viruaei.

These squiggly liU le things 
may be the cause o( such prob­
lems as strokes, heart attacks, 
cancer, arth ritis , diabetes and 
others.
.  Any rea l Tesas oMtimer 
would have snorted at such fan­
cy ideas. Why, he didn't even 
believe in germs, which w u  the 
popular word back before 
doctors invetded viruses.

One of the mpre graphic 
¡lenwmtrations of the total ab­
sence of germs occurred some 
years ago when a young college 
student of our acquaintance 
warned her coughing grandpa 
to stop it  because he was 
spreading germs 

The oldtim er straightened up 
from his spasm and glared at 
his granddaughter 

Then he su ited  stomping 
a n g rily  around the room, 
punriiing out with lus indes 
finger, shouting at her: "is  that 
one'* Did I punch one of them 
with my finger? Where is  a 
germ? Show me one!"

Which certainly convinced 
her that the "germ theory of 
disease.'' as it was called then, 
was a phony theory—at least 
she didn't say anything about it 
any more in the presence of 
grandpa.

Oldtimers in the frontier and 
sem i-frontier West may not 
have believed in germs btit they

had cures for every ailment 
known to man or beast.

The treatment varied from 
fam ily to fam ily and from one 
sub-culture to another. The 
people who came from Ten­
nessee had different remedies 
from those arriving from Geor­
gia

Truth was. the Indians of' 
Mexico Q ty were about 400 
years.ahend of anyone else in 
m edicine u n til the Spanish 
came and'began a program of 
eradication of the best brains of 
Mexico, including the doctors: 

The rest of the world caisgM 
up w ith  the pre-Columbian 
Mexicans only about a century 
ago in such matters as sani­
tation. iaolation, surgery, medi­
cines and geriatrics.

Early-day Texans simply re­
fused to let themselves become 
ill. for that was disaster.

For one reason, a doctor was 
several hours away by wagon or 
buggy from- mast farms and 
ranches, so you cured your­
self—or your mother forced a 
cure down your throat.

Someone rode in for the doc­
tor in great emergency only. 
And the doctor traveled hours to 
come! They a ll appeared wary 
and undoubtedly were 

No one was inconsiderate 
enough to call a doctor for a 
mere childbirth ,

One o f those scenes that 
stick in the mind from  child­
hood was looking out the win­
dow and seeing grandma, 
wrapped in a il the clothing she

snow-covarsd* field to a ncigb- 
bor’s a m ile away to aasiat in a 
birth.

How did this work out? Pret­
ty  good. The neighbor woman 
was the mother of nearly a doi- 
en. and a ll the males became 
rirst-string football players for 
Texas universities and colleges. 
And they and their daughters 
returned home to became p il­
lars of their commuiuty and as­
sets to the nation. Their mother 
ttved longer than you and 1 
probably wiU

Preventive medical measures 
were the key to health on the 
frontier.

In t ^  many a a a ,  as fa r as 
youngi people were concerned, 
this prevention consiatad of oc­
casional purges calomel, cas­
tor o il and certain patented 
drugs—when there absolutely 
was no need of such treatment.

Other medicines wers-what­
ever was at hand—a ikop of 
turpentine for a cough or sore 
throat, cool oil for soaking of a 
puncture wound to preveiM a 
deep infection. And there were  ̂
various salves and liniments. If ‘ 
no people-linimeni was at hand 
for a sore muscle you always 
could go to the bam for horw 
liniment—it  nearly took the skin 
off but it must have worked, for 
very few persons ever tried a 
second treatment.

Whether these measures real­
ly  helped is questionable. But at 
least they had a psychological 
effect and nature herself is a 
great doctor, anyway, and

could carry, striding over a probably affected cures despite

NEW YORK -  (N E A) -  I sympathize w ith  those co l­
lege athletes today caught between the wM rlpooI o f estah- 
lis lunent riches on one side and the rocks o f penniless 
p u rity  on the other.

A t 12 years old, I was trapped in  ju s t such a pickle.
I t  was 1962. I lived on the West Side o f Chicago. 1 was 

an athlete the likes o f which W alter Byers and Avqry 
Brundage dance Jigs about.

M y friends and I  played fo r the chaste de ligh t of knock­
ing the other guy’s brains out. We played stick b a ll and 
stoop b a ll and K ick the Can and Red Rover and 
Knuckles.

M ostlv, though, we played baseball qpd so ftb a ll. We 
played In w in ter wearing galoshes. We played in  spring 
and summer and fa ll, from  dew y'm om ing to' s ijl£ fy  if ie f- "  
noon to breezy evening. We played tat the a lleys (where 
we swept away the dung of peddler’s horses) and in  the 
streets (carsing m otorists: "H ey m iste r, th is a in ’t  no 
boulevard'!’ ) and In the parks (where a M t m ight bounce 
o ff a tree to short le ft fie ld  o r o ff an old lady ca rry ing  
packages across the cardboard second base).

Such carefree tim es. Then disaster struck.
One day I  vis ited  m y cousin on the d ie n  N orth Side. 

A t a park near his home, i  L ittle  League team was 
practic ing . The team was called the In d ia iu . I  cm npletely 
lost m y head when I  saw tha t they wore im iform s. Real 
ones. I mean they were woolen, sm aller versions of 
the Cleveland Indian uniform .

Now, L ittle  Leagues were only beginning in  1962. There 
were none to m y nei^borhood..<The ’Thülens L ittle  
League was one o f the fm r in  the d ty . B ut a lready weD 
knosni. The Indians played a t 111111000 Stadium , where 
U g-tlm e m enu ^ tb a ll (B iU  Skowron, legend bad it ,  once 
played there) and women’s so ftba ll mams (Uke the 
famous Bloom er G irls ) also played. ^

The stadium  had lights and an e lectric  scoreboard m  
outfie ld  fences. And rtu m s tlle , even. .

The L ittle  League was so htohly professionalized i t  was 
on lo cd  te levision. And Jack Brickhouse— the Jack B rick- 
house—who announced the Chubs' and WMte Sox games on 
TV announced the-ThilJenx L ittle  League games, too

A position was open on the Indians because one of the 
players was going o ff to summer camp. I  trie d  out and 
made the team.

I  was squirm y w ith  excitem ent as I returned to the 
West Side. But m y pals greeted the news w ith  a belch. 
Then a sneer. F irs t, I ’d be playing on the N orth S id e - 
“ where a ll the fru its  a re .’t SecomL I was a “ phoney”  
because I’d be w earing a uniform, 'n iird . I ’d be a fru ity  
phoney i f  I wore those L ittle  League spikes tha t were 
actua lly rubber and not steel.

An thts added up to  an"u lttm ntum .. P lay in our games 
o r ^  th a t punk L ittle  League. Why not bo th?ri app e a l^ . 
•‘N o !’ ’ H a iU m it.J iirH ^  versus opulence.

Indecision. B lit t^^^ riches of 
a faraw ay land called irre s is tib ly .

I  would not dare to wear m y m arvelous uniform  through 
the streets o f the West Side. I  slunk along the sh^ow s 
to  the bus, m y uniform  in a bag under m y arm .

M y friends found out when m y games were. They came 
and booed. They called out th a t 1 was* too old to p lay. 
They hollered tha t I was 14, o r something.

M y em barrassm ent, probably, was enough o f a punish­
m ent, since I was soon allowed back in the neighborhood 
games.

But my w orst moment was yet llo-<fomr,fA^.,r
One evening in  a te levised game. I struck out! f  swore 

a t inyse lf as I went back to the dugout. I d idn ’t  realizd- 
the TV cam era caught m y en tire  blue monologue.

I  had asked m v m other, who knew a bagel but not a 
base h it, to watch the game. I thought she would burst 
w ith  pride Just to  see me on the screen—a lV  ce leb rity . I 
fu lly  expected to be showered w ith  praise from  her.

As I  walked in the door, m y m other met me and cried. 
"Such d irty  ta lk  over there you le a rn !"

The chicken had come home to  roost.

Texas law actually charges the 
Water Development Board with 
the responsibility of seeing the 
Plan through.

I f  you think that sounds like a 
sookeeper  talking about one of 
his s ick ly  a n in u ls . you're 
barking up the wrong tree. It's  
Anders S. Sauatrup describ ii^ 
the Texas platachio (Pistacia 
Texanai being cultivaied at the 
Rare Plant Study Center at The 
University of Texas.

*'We're dealing with a real 
em ergency," M r. Saustrup 
explains. “ The rem aining 
natural areas are diaappearing 
at ah alarming rate of speed. 
S p e c ie s  o f p la n ts  a re  
diaappearing before we even 
get to know them.’’

‘ ‘ Wd have to  resort to 
a rtific ia l means to keep the 
balance of nature irXact. Here 
at the Rare Plant Center we are 
doing the equivalent for rare 
and endangered plants that 
others are doing over the state 
and the nation for rare and 
endangered birds and animals.

"Our situation is even more 
c r i t i c a l . "  he emphasised. 
‘Take the whooping cranes:' 

everyone Is alarmed because 
the number is down to M or 70. 
Some of the species of trees in 
Texas are down to three or four.

“ Right now tSere are fu lly 
100 species ot native (Texas) 
plants, a th ird of them found 
nowhere but in Texas, that are 
c o n s i d e r e d  r a r e  gnd 
endangered.

About 37 m illio n  acres 
presently are in woodland and 
12 m illion in pastures, the ERS 
said.

Around the same tim e in 
the United States, the Com­
m ittee of R etuhied Volun­
teers, an a c tiv is t group com­
posed p rim a rily  of form er 
Peace Corpsmen, began to 
ca ll fo r the end o f the Peace 
Corps.

There were 7,000 fewer ap­
plications during 1967 than 
there had been in 1966 and 
the number went down 5,000 
more in  1906.

But now B iatchford, even 
as he points w ith  pride to  the 
increased role of host coun­
tries and the change in  vo l­
unteer cba racte ris& s, has a 
new and perhaps more se ri­
ous problem : Congressional 
unrest tha t threatens the ex­
istence of the Peace Corps 
Itse lf, putting an organiza­
tion th a t h u  survived on 
fa ith  fo r nearly 11 years in  
the position of having to 
ju s tify  its  existence.

Dollar Hits 
Japan Hard

most distressing letter bos 
arrived from  friends in Japan.

It expiaina why President 
N ixon's devaluation of the 
d o l l a r  and  In c r e a s e d  
restrictions on imports have 
been s continuing shock to 
Japan.

And it  suggests that the 
United States and Japan hsd 
better, and <|uickly. set up some 

.mechanism fo r close and 
regu la r  consu lta t ion  and 
cooperation to protect our dose 
mutual economic, political and 
national security interests. For. 
in  the way the world has 
developed since World War II. 
our two countries are heavily 
dependent on each other.

The problem is that President 
N i x o n ' s  new econom ic  
measitfes come just as the 
Japanese economy was showing 
signs of recovery from the 
recession which began in late 
ItTO

As a result of the Nixon action " 
at this c ritica l juncture, my 
sources estimate it w ill be 
(kfricult for Japan to avoid a 
depression lasting fo r a 
considerable time Recovery 
w i l l  r e q u i r e  a m a jo r  
reorganization o f Japanese 
industry.

For w hile one repeatedly 
reads of Japan's industrial 
giants, most business in Japan 
is small and medium scale 
That's not unusual, of course 

But what is im ppiant is that „  
these smaller m qjstries have 
become heavily dependem on 
form al trade As wages and 
other raw  material costs 
mcreased over the past few 
years, the firm s stepped up 
p ro d u c t io n  and exports 
somewhat rashly to make up for 
the coat-price squeeze They did 
not improve productivity, they 
merely increased otdpul This 
led ta a  manpower squeeze, to 
uiflation and a recessian 

As in the past. these small and 
medium-sized companies hoped 
that by a massive export drive 
they could drag themselves 
backup ..

Then came the Nixon new 
economic plan

From has been written 
above, it is dear that the big jo lt 
w ill come to these small and 
medium firm s which employ 77 
per cent of a ll nonagncultural 
employes

Already reported are ah 
i n c r e a s in g  n u m b e r  of 
bankruptcies, heavy production 
cutbacks and the firing of 
in c re a s in g  num bers  o f '  
employes The prospect is that 
the situation w ill get worse in 
tlMymonths ahead 

Japan's real economic growth 
rate, which averaged 12.7 per 
cent a year from IW  through 
ISM. slowed to S.7 per cem in 
IY7S and probably to less than 4 
percent m 1171

The cost prohlem i have been 
magnified by the rapid growth 
of real wages in Japan The 
increase was 1.7 per cent in ItTO 
and 14 per cent in 1171 This is 
considerably greater than the 
rise in productivity 

The Japanese government 
has voted a major aeries of 
public works programs to spur 
the lagging economy But the 
duecl bendits may go to a 
n a r r o w  r a n g e  o f  
indus tr ies—those in c iv i l  
engineering and conalnictian 

Now it should be understood 
that what's being talked about 
is relative Japanese exports to 
the United States probably 
increased by IS per cent or 
thereabouts ui It7 l But If7 l, 
wh ich  s tar ted  out as a 
magnificent year for Japanese 
exports, was more tliM  half 
over on Aug IS And by that 
date, commitments had been' 
made for months in advance So 
the problem is actually the 
outlook for If72 

In th is , lik e ly  the large 
Japanese producers may not be 
hurt too m ush. In  fact, 
pre lim inary reports indicale 
that a number of these larger 
f i r m s  a re  go ing  to do 
considerably better in N72 than * 
in M7I They can cut coals, step 
up their'promotion and cut bock 
on improfitable Ikies But it 
appears that the small and 
rn ^ u m -s ia if producers w ill be 
further caught this year by 
rising labor cdsts and heavily 
increased competition ki the 
American and other overseas 
markets

I would 
like  to  know i f  so many ani­
mals are in ju rioua  to  one's 
health. My eyes troub le  me 
and I th ln r  it  la the animals. 
Some say it  is not. W hat la 
your opinion?

D e a r R e a d e  r — H ealthy 
anim als usually do not cause 
diseases in  humans. There 
are some exceptions, like  
cat-scratch fever. The tru th  
o f the m atter is th a t the 
most dangerous anim al to  

' man is  bo-
ing. Many o f the in fections 
and illnesses o f man are 
trsnsm ittab le  on ly from  one 
human being to  a n o t h e r .  
The some Is Im p  in  animals.

Now, it  is S M  Im e  tha t a 
person can be ‘ a lle rg ic  to 
some anim als w hich, unfor- 
t u n a t e l y ,  can include the 
fam ily  pet. I t  also can in ­
clude anim al m aterials ( ha ir 
o r feathers, fo r e x a m p l e )  
used to  make pillow s, rags, 
mattresses and other com­
mon h o u s e h o l d  items. In  
your cose, i f  w hat you mean 
by your eyes troub ling  you 
is an a lle rg ic-llke  probtem , I 
th in k  It would be wise to  see 
an a l le r ^  and fin d  ou t fo r 
certa in  i f  you are a lle rg ic  to 
dogs and cats before you go 
through the heartache o f 
g iving up your pets.

Dear D r. L a m b —W h a t  
precautkm s do doctors take 
w ith  t h e i r  fam ilies?

Dear R e a d e r — Unfortu­
n a te ^ , docton and doctors’ 
fam ilies have Just about as 
many cancers as o ther peo­
ple. 1 suspect tha t you are 
lu s t not a c q u a i n t e d  w ith  
th a t many physicians and 
th e ir fam lU ei. T h e r e  are 
re a llv  no aecrets about pre- 

nting cancer. A lm ost anv-

Jy m ight do, you can do 
u  w e ll. One th in g  is regular 
checkups and I m ight add 
th a t doctors aren’t  always 
too good about th is  in  re fe r- 

'ence  to  th e ir own fam ilies. 
Many a doctor’s w ife  has 
com plained th a t she needed 
t ^  make an appointm ent at 
the o f(ice 4 o  fin d  out w hat 
Ite r own medleal status was.
