The athletic deparment has moved 
Its offices to the new building and 
physical training Hasses are also 
being conducted there.

ROADS FOR THE MASSES

According to reports, Ger­
many plans a six-year program 
of road building, to comprise 
about 9,000 miles of auto roads 
to attract tourists. At $40,- 
000 a mile, this would coat 
$360,000,000, a good inveat- 
ment if Germany’s laws were 
made to invite outsiders.

The United States spends 
about twice as much every 
year for highways as Germany 
plans to spend in six years.

The United States is build 
ing hundreds of thousands of 
miles of highways to con­
nect every city, town and ham 
I«t .

Almost every person in this 
nation can be reached if nec- 
essar by telephone, and we 
could move practically every 
person by automobile at the 
same time.

Saving Money On Farm 
Lumber Cost la 

Stressed
The Nations annual building bill 

for small and medium wooden dwel-

S and barns and other wooden 
f structures Is approximately 

billions of dollars, according to 
(lit report of the sub committee on 
Construction of the National Com­
mittee on Wood Utilisation of which 
Secretary of Commerce Herbert 
Hoorer Is the chairman. The major 
portion of this construction Is on 
farms and the cost, the committee 
claims, could he reduced by tens of 
millions of dollars If the consumer 
would abandon the habit of buy­
ing long length lumber exclusively 
and then cutting one-flfth or more 
of It up Into short lengths called 
for by the plans. This is due to 
the fact that many of the sawmills 
of the country offer these short 
lengths which are at equal qual­
ity with the longer lengths for from 
18 th 88 per cent belo wthe price 
of the latter. They are able to mar­
ket, however, only about one fourth 
of what average timber would pro­
duce If fully utilised.

The report of the construction sub­
committee makes t  careful survey 
and analysis of plans tor nine types 
o f small and medium dwellings, one, 
one and one-halt and two stories 
high, and of 88 other farm struct­
ures including barns, milk houses, 
grain storage buildings, and hog and 
poultry structures. Many of these 
plans were from agricultural en­
gineering sources In the U. 8. De­
partment of Agriculture and from 
the engineering departments of a 
number of state agricultural col­
leges, and lumber bills were fur­
nished with them. The tabulations 
analyse these and show what percen­
tages of the total lumber were spec- 
Ifled in lengths of 7, 8, 8, 4, and) 
feet. Commercial lengths vary by 
even feet on long lumber but by 
odd and even feet from 7 feet 
down). On these bills considerable 
long lumber had been sperlHed to 
be cut Into short lengths at the 
Job; and new lumber bills were 
Itgured which listed all the short 
pieces of the plans In the short com­
mercial lengths that would cut them. 
The right half of the tabulation lists 
these permlssabte percentages of 
shorts, separated by lengths of from 
1 to 7 feet; and on dwellings for- 
ther dividing Into framing material 
common boards and trim, and sub­
dividing by specific uses.

—Bed the common boards tfor sheath- 
• Ins and eab-ftoora) only by board 

feet and not by speclBc lengths; 
and la the finished material sperl- 
teld the window and door trim by 
cut lengths, so that analysis of the 
use of short material for compari­
son with the revised hills was use­
ful only on the ten kinds o f  fram­
ing material. This averaged I I .• 
pur cent o f the total lumber apart- 
•ed in 7-foot and shorter for the 
dwellings, as against 1I.8P per rent
vT pWsuliHMMe wuHi H n m v v  oy
the teemed lumber Mils. The new 
bills showed, aloo, a permissahle 
use o f 88,18 per cent of the short 
lengths in the hoerdee ward for 
sheathing and sub-doors, and of 81.-

The tabulation of hams and other 
farm structures showed an even lar­
ger opportunity lor the use of 

* short lengths, which the original 
lumber Mils fell far Short o f sped-

Because tbe commercial lengths 
are not tbe exact lengths required 
there Is usually a waste end cut off 
from each piece, and there are more 
such waste ends in a thousand feet 
of short lumber than of long, be­
cause there ate more pieces. Os tbe 
other band, tbe waste end os the 
long board may be anything sp to •
8 feet, and la 1 foot or leas on tbs 
short board which largely compen­
sates. Another theoretical argument 
la that short stock takes more hand-, 
saw cuts than long, bat this seems1 
to Infer that because long boards 
trlmed on thf main saw trlmer at 
great speed are not good for use 
without fetrlmmlng, the short 
lengths Will come that way also. Aa 
a matter of fact, nearly every short 
piece will have at least one end 
trlmed by a cut-off Instead of at 
the gren lutnbr trltnmr, an dlf It is 
dressed or further worked this trim 
occurs uftsr both seasoning and 
working; and such ends will gen­
erally be good for use In fram­
ing o f other unexposed Joinery.

During the last year 12 j 
counties and parts ot 8 counties 
were released from Federal quaran- j 
tine and 40 counties previously re­
leased In Arkansas. Florida. Geor­
gia. Loulsana. North Carolina. Ok­
lahoma. Texas and Virginia were 
entirely freed of rattle ticks.

MORE BOLLWORM 
FOUND ^ARIZONA

Infestations Confined 
To Irritated 

Districts
The pink bollworm has recently 

been determined to be rather widely 
scattered in Cochise and Graham 
Counties, southeastern Arlxonn. For­
tunately, the Infestations am con- 
lined to small, recently developed 
irrigation districts remote from the 
important cotton producins areas in 
Ariiona. particularly the Salt Hirer 
District. Clean up operations nr* 
now under way similar to thorn em­
ployed in east Texas in ISIS and 
western Lonisann In 1920, which1 
apparent resulted In frlplng out In­
festations in these States which 
were much more widespread and im­
portant than those now under con­
sideration.
