Literally thousands of residents of 

this territory were disappointed last 
night in the Famous Robbins circus 
which, customers felt, had misrepre­
sented itself In various forms of ad­
vertising. At the same time, it was 
admitted that a few of the small 
acts were good—those in which ani­
mals appeared. Most of the other 
acts were not thrilling, not even in­
teresting.

The circus had advertised that 
spectators would see “ 16 fighting 
lions, Schwyed’s royal Bengal tigers. 
Harriet Schumann's leopards and 
and pumas. Ray's zebras and baby 
elephants, Guilfoyle's polar bears, 
Baron's seals and sea lions, Robbins' 
herd of performing elephants, troupes 
of highly-trained ponies, dogs and 
monkeys and other wild animals.

Wild Animals Missing.
The sad and deplorable truth was 

that the wild animals were limited 
to five lions and one elephant. There 
was no menageries and the expect­
ant. disappointed children looked 
in vain for the “tigers, zebras, bears. ’ 
Besides the five gaunt lions and the 
elephant there appeared in the mid­
dle circus ring (the show could not 
properly be called a three-ring cir­
cus i five Shetland ponies, three 
horses and one donkey; five dogs 
and two greyhounds. There were no 
trapeze artists or aerialists who per­
formed like the audience's concep­
tion of aerialists.

The pachyderm was unusually 
well-trained and entertaining, but 
the lions, appearing in an obscurely 
located cage, far from the audience, 
and not in the center of the tent, 
were old and languid. They per­
formed for two minutes, listlessly 
and without enthusiasm, and pro­
vided not the slightest symptom of 
a thrill for the huge crowd which

‘HUMAN ENGINEERING’ 
DISCUSSED BY 

ROOSEVELT

WASHINGTON,Sept. 11 (/P) — 
President Rcosevelt today advocat­
ed advance preparation for a future 
day when, through the conversion 
and application of energy, “ half of 
the population can provide the basic 
machine-made products necessary 
for the welfare" of all.

Standing before the third world 
power conference, with representa­
tives of 52 nations in his audience, 
the President said in an address 
that preceded his staffing of the 
turbines of the great Boulder Dam: 

“ We can conceive that this would 
mean . that the people between 20 
and 50 years of age will be able to 
produce the basic commodities for 
themselves and also for all others 
below and above those ages.” 

Should that condition arise, he 
asserted, it would be the duty of 
the power experts to "think what 
would be the effect on our leisure, 
cur culture and our way of life.”

" I  would suggest," he said, “ that 
the answer should not be left solely 
in the hands of bankers, government 
officials or demagogues.”

Speaking in the marble Constitu­
tion Hall a few blocks from the 
White House, the President, just 
back frem a two-day whirlwind tour 
into the south, raised the question 
whether enough attention was be­
ing paid to "human engineering."

He also asked whether engineer­
ing genius, having “destroyed" the 
world of relative scarcity, had yet 
"undertaken to create the new world 
of abundance which is potential In 
y;ur command over national ener­
gies."

Ceremonial attended the pressing 
of a small electrical button by the 
chief Executive at the pnd of his 
address. He called the attention of 
his audience to it as the instrument 
for stirring into “ life and creative 
activity”  for the first time the 
"powerful turbines" of Boulder Dam.

His words at the pressing of the 
button were written at the White 
House as follows:

"Eoulder dam; in the name of 
the people of the1 United Slates, to 
whom you are a symbol of greater 
things in the future; in the honored 
presence of guests from many na­
tions; I call you to life!"

In the body of his address, the 
President said America was rapidly

GENERATOR TO BEGIN 
HUMMING AT BOULDER
BOULDER CITY. Nev., Sept. 11 

î P) — Boulder Dam's powerhouse 
whose ultimate installation will 
bring the greatest generating plant 
in the world, is ready to put the 
Cclorado river to work today.

The first generator of the $165,- 
000.000 project will start humming 
today. The signal will be the press­
ing of a button at Washington by 
President Rcosevelt at the conclusion 
of his speech before the world power 
conference there.

This will start a 3,500 horsepower 
generator in operation

This generator itself is a puny 
thing in the Gargantuan instal­
lations of the powerhouse at the 
base cf the world's highest dam. 
Nearby are the great 115.000 horse­
power generators, largest ever built, 
the first of which will start turning 
in about a month.

The power generated today will 
take care of the needs of the dam 
Itself and the government model 
construction city here.

Boulder dam, largest concrete 
structure In the world is 727 feet 
high, and the reservoir it creats has 
a capacity of 30.500.000 acre feet, the 
largest man-made lake In the world.

checked a repojt-lhat the missing 
youth had been "seen in a road house, 
near the city. Lewis said he had 
learned that\ young Arp had had 
some sort of aK argument there with 
two ycuths abo\t 2 a. m. Sunday. A 
girl employe of the establishment 
supplied the information. Lewis said.

Up until the time of the girl’s 
story, the last report of young Arp 
had been when he was seen talking 
with two girls In S. Cuyler St. about 
1 a. m. Sunday.

Judge Todd said today he also 
was trying to find the driver and

Complaints of unlawful possession 
of liquor were cn file against four 
Pampans in Gray county court to­
day, and a temporary injunction re­
straining the sale of whisky at the 
Belvedere night club was granted 
by Judge W. R. Ewing in a vacation 
session of district court.

Liquor complaints were entered in 
county court against Sam C. Dunn, 
proprietor of the Belvedere at 2400 
Alccck St., on the Borger road; Aub­
rey Kitchen, an employe of the 

I Belvedere; M. T  Bond, proprietor of 
| the P stofficc Bar, 110 E. Faster St., 
and H. R. Kitchen, an employe at 
the latter address.

Persons named in the Belvedere 
injunction were Dunn. Aubrey K it­
chen, L. G. Deuran, and Henry 
Schwartz.

The petition, filed by County At­
torney Sherman White, sets forth 
that prior to Sept. 1 the defendants 
were knowingly using and maintin- 
ing. and assisted each other in main­
taining the Belvedere premises as 
a place wflere liquor was sold, bar­
tered and given away in violation 
of state law and the Texas Liquor 
Control Act.

According to the county attor­
ney’s allegations, liquor was possess­
ed for sale at the place and Dunn, 
owner of a wine and beer permit, 
did not have a permit to sell any 
other liquor.

It is specifically charged in the 
petition, seeking the injunction, that 
whisky was sold without a license 
or permit.
Evidence at both the Belvedere and 
the Pastoffice Bar. according to the 
complaints filed, was collected by 
an agent of the state liquor control 
board.

Judge Ewing granted the county 
attorney's request for a temporary 
injunction against the four defend­
ants at the Belvedere club, restrain­
ing them from selling whisky.

In granting the injunction, Judge 
Ewing ordered the defendants to ap­
pear In court for hearing on Sept. 23 
to show cause why the injunction 
should not be made permanent, as 
requested in the county attorney's 
petition.

If. as argued, there arc a thou­

sand ways of preparing eggs, there 
must be at least half that many 
methods of cooking potatoes. Boil­
ed, mashed and baked ixUatoes 
appear over and over on menus 
and really it's a pity because there 
are so many other ways of serv­
ing them.

Perhaps these recipes will be 
helpful.

Baked Potato Balls
You need the special little 

scoop made for preparing balls. 
Use the largest potatoes and cut 
out uniform balls. Drop them in­
to cold water as soon as they 
are made.

Allow about 8 to 10 balls per 
person

Boil 15 minutes, until tender 
but not broken.

Place them on a large, well- 
groaxed baking tin.

Pour melted butter to which 
chopped parsley, salt and pepper 
have been added over them and 
let them brown under the broiler 
flame until ready. You must turn 
the balls frequently so they will 
brown evenly.

With any meat that lias a nice 
gravy, potato pancackes are deli­
cious. prepared as fallows:

Pclato Pancakes, for Four
Grate 4 large potatoes and place 

the pulp in a sieve to drain off 
excess water. When they are quite 
dry add the yolks of 3 eggs. 1 
tablespoon of flour, a dash of 
ground nutmeg and 1-4 teaspoon 
salt.

Mold this mixture into small 
flat pancakes and fry them in fat 
‘ bacon fat is perfect for this) just 
long enough to brown them well. 
One large potato will make 2 pan­
cakes. These pancakes are very 
light and delicate.

Then add the 2 tablespoons of 
butter, salt, pepper and chopped 
parsley.

Transfer the potatoes to a flat 
baling dish, spread the onions on 
top and then brown the dish un­
der the . broiler flame.

MORE PASSENGERS ARE 
RIDING FASTER ON 

COOLER TRAINS

Before there was anything in 
Pampa. there was Old John San 
ta Pe—the railroad. I t  was built 
through here in 1887. and the 
late Tom Lane, first resident, 
also became the first Santa Fe 
agent, as well as the first post­
master.

Since then the character of 
shipments—by which one judges 
the wealth and ‘prosperity of a 
community — has undergone a 
striking metamorphosis. First there 
were only cattle to ship; then af­
ter about 20 years they began to 
ship out wheat. Less than a dozen 
years ago, a third type of major 
shipment was way-billed from 
Pampa. It  included products which 
resulted from development o f the 
petroleum industry In this section.

The oil development in Pampa 
spells the difference between 
Pampa and White Deer, Pampa 
and Miami. A  dozen or so years 
ago, Pampans felt like they were 
going to town when they went to 
Miami. O f course, the petroleum 
industry gave Pampa a good 
start, and because the town has 
become a trading center o f a 
large territory it could survive 
regardless of the petroleum indus­
try.

Wheat Failures Hit Road
But take away the major part 

of the petroleum industry and 
Pampa. as far as shipping is con­
cerned, would lapse into a class 
with her smaller neighbors, ac­
cording to O. T. Hendrix, .Santa 
Fe agent. During the drouth, 
Santa Fe shipments have not de­
creased, due to the petroleum in­
dustry. There was a time when 
1,000 cars of wheat were shipped 
from Pampa, but not so in the 
last three years. Those thousand 
cars represented shipments which 
are now divided up by the ele­
vators along the railroad from 
Heaton to Kingsmill. Now, it is 
estimated, Pampa would ship out 
about, 400 cars in a year when 
the wheat crop is good.

Interstate . Commerce Commis­
sion rulings forbid publication of 
railroad carload ings, but it is well- 
known that carbon black pro­
vides a major part of local ship­
ments, and that the carbon black 
industry furnishes a major part 
o f the payroll o f this community. 
Pampa should and does zealously 
guard this industry from any 
sort o f legislation that would tend 
to result in removal of the plants 
or crippling of the plants’ opera­
tions. The sour gas law resulted 
in development o f the carbon 
black industry in Moore county, 
with subsequent benefit for Ama­
rillo, and in- curtailing to some 
extent of operations here. But 
shipments were not adversely af­
fected. Pampans as a whole do not 
wish to see any law passed or 
enforced that would cripple the 
huge carbon black industry here, 
thereby decreasing the pay-roll.

,  Has Large Payroll
The Santa Fe has always been 

one o f the town's biggest tax­
payers. Few people know that it 
has 60 persons on the payroll 
which is one of the largest in 
the city. This includes workers

on the two lines, the Panhandle
Santa Pe and the Clinton and 
Oklahoma Western. '

Shipments in the last three 
years have not declined and this 
year's will likely be a little larger 
than last year's. Gasoline and 
carbon black are the two big ex­
port items. There was a time 
when crude oil was shipped by 
cars, but now trucks and pipelines 
carry both gasoline and crude oil. 
Another carrier is gas pipelines 
which carry billions of feet of 
gas to northern cities.

There is one railway ‘‘export" 
which has increased almost 
miraculously in the last three 
years, and that is the human 
cargo tliat is taken on passenger 
trains. Everyone knows ik jw  that 
riding on the railroad has become 
popular again, and the comeback 
o f the passenger trains is largely 
due to the two-ccnt-a-mile rate, 
increased' si>eedT"s .stream-lined 
trains, and air-conditioned cars. 
However, the lower rate has had 
more to do with the increase in 
passengers than any other fac­
tor, it is believed.

Trains Much Faster
When ‘({he train comes in ” now 

one might be led to believe thatj 
the old days when everybody went 
down to the depot to see the train 
come in were here again. Auto-, 
mobiles almost fill the parking 
space near the station and scores 
of people board the train and 
alight from it. The Panhandle 
line has no stream-lined trains 
yet, but most observers believe 
that the day is coming when 
zephyrs will slide like lightning 
across old John's tracks.

The speed o f the local passen­
ger trains has been raised several 
times in the last few years. Re­
cently, the run from Pampa to 
White Deer, a little over 13 miles, 
was timed, and it was found that 
the train made that distance in 
nine minutes. The average speed 
of passenger trains from Waynoka 
to Pampa is around 50 miles an 
hour, counting the many stops, 
although the trains maintain a 
between-stop speed o f about 85 
miles an hour—just try to keep 
up with one on a clear stretch in 
your car!

It  should be mentioned that all 
chair cars on local Santa Fe pass­
enger trains are air-conditioned.

BUSINESS REPORT
NEW YORK, Sept. 11 (IP)—Some 

divisions of trade fell out o f step 
with the forward march of general 
business this week. Dun & • Brad- 
street reported today in its weekly 
review.

“ A moderate contraction occurred 
in wholesale volume." the review 
stated, “as retailers awaited a more 
definite appraisal of consumers' 
preferences before adding further to 
their inventories.

“ Featured by the active demand 
incident to school reopenings, retail 
sales in some districts, on the other 
hand, were the heaviest this year. 
There was little change In the daily 
average of Industrial operations, but 
production for the week was curtail­
ed by Labor Day suspensions.

The agency estimated retail sales 
for the country as a whole were 3 
to 8 per cent over last week, and the 
increase in many districts ranged tip 
to 25 per cent. Although five days 
this year were compared with six 
last year, due to the lateness of 
Labor Day, retail sales were esti­
mated at 12 to 20 per cent over the 
1935 comparative.

Percentage increases for the major 
geographical regions over a year ago 
follow: New England 12 to 18; east­
ern 15 to 20; middle west 17 to 20; 
northwest 15 to 2); southwest 15 to 
30; southern 15 to 20; Pacific coast 
18 to 25.

ECONOMIC HIGHLIGHTS
As fall approaches, optimism is still the dominating 

note in the business reports and forecasts. Many quarters 
feel certain that during the next few months business will 
reach the highest level since 1930— and, possibly, since

59.
Interesting “ Scorecard of Fall Prospects”  was recent­

ly published by Business Week. According to this author­
ity, there are twelve major plus signs now in evidence. 
These include such factors as the following: Business’ in­
ventories are generally low and need replenishing; money 
is “ easy” ; much of the bonus money is still in the hunds of 
veterans, will be spent this fa ll; automobile makers are 
now at work on new models, which will be introduced be­
ginning in September; stock market activity is up; it is 
believed that utilities and railroads will soon do heavy 
buying; building contracts are mounting; in the field of 
foreign affairs, world trade expansion more than counter­
balances the chaotic European situation.'

The magazine finds five minus signs to set against its 
plus signs. First, the drouth is causing poor distribution 
of farm income. Second, the Revenue Act of 1936 may re­
strict new construction. Third, the employment picture is 
still dark. Fourth, threats o f strikes in major industries 
are a disturbing factor. Fifth, Presidential campaigns cre- 
ute “ psychological disturbance.”

A  survey of other business publications finds them in 
agreement w'ith this, generally speakipg. So far as indus­
trial production indices are concerned, there is hardly a 
gloomy note. Automobile production recently fell o ff— but 
that w'as to be expected, as preparations are made for the 
new season. Steel ingot production also dropped tempor­
arily— but are mills are well booked with orders at last 
report. And corporate net profits are rising in every field, 
a fact which is naturally reflected in better dividend pay­
ments.

There are two factors, outside the production field, 
which are highly disturbing. One is wages, which are tend­
ing upward, but very slowly, and are not keeping pace 
with production. The other is that worst bogey of all, un­
employment. It is generally believed that the unemployed 
rolls are declining, but at a conservative estimate, some 
eight million men are still out of work.

Another interesting aspect of the business situation is 
covered in a late issue of the scholarly Annalist, in a table 
comparing consumer expenditures in the six months end­
ed in June, 1936, with the same period in 1935. This table 
shows that more of the consumer’s dollar is being expend­
ed for durable goods and less for perishable articles— a 
trend that is higfcjy important, in that the durable goods 
industries took the worst lacing during depression and are 
the biggest element in the nation’s industrial set-up. Thus, 
where in the 1936 period consumers spent 4.6 per cent 
more for food than in the 1935 period, they spent 22.3 per 
cent more for cars. Where they spent 9.6 per cent more in 
restaurants, they sepnt 24.8 per cent more for lumber, 
building and hardware. Where they spent 9.6 per cent 
more on general merchandise, they spent 19.3 per cent 
more on furniture and other household equipment.

Consumer expenditures for the 1936 period marked a 
12.1 per cent increase over the 1935 period— totaling $17,- 
470,000,000 as against $15,580,000,000.

NEW YORK.— The political impact of the death of 
ov. Floyd B. Olson of Minnesota has been felt across 

he country.
Militant eastern labor leaders share with liberal and 

adical politicians in the northwestern states the belief 
hat a hard blow has been dealt to their movement for a 
ew third party in 1940.

That movement will not slow down, however. One 
lear effect of Olson’s death is to put Senator Robert M. 
iFollette Jr., of Wisconsin right out in the forefront as a 

ikely candidate of the third party group.
Outside of Minnesota, it appears, Olson’s death will 

ave little effect on the Roosevelt-Landon contest-.
Olson, a pro-labor, hard-headed master of politics, who 

nee announced “ I am as radical as hell,”  and who sur- 
rised the country by using militia to protect the rights of 

ikers instead of to shoot them, declared vigorously for 
oosevelt’s election a few days before his Heath.

Olson will not be there now to throw his power behind 
sevelt. Lesser men presumably will take over the job. 

.nd that’s a handicap in a very doubtful state.
Bill Lemke, probably stronger in Minnesota now. than 

n any other state except his own of North Dakota, may 
ain considerably as a result of Olson’s passing. Yet, it 
eems to be conceded by most politicians that Lemke will 
till away at least as many votes from Landon as from 
oosevelt and perhaps more in Minnesota.

The Minnesota Farmer-Labor party has chosen Con­
gressman Ernest Lundeen to replace Olson on the ticket. 
Tntil recently, at least, Lundeen had little use for Roose- 
elt and was friendly to Lemke. His party’s state commit- 
ee, however, is understood to have insisted that he sup- 
ort Roosevelt in the campaign.

It is not improbable that the Democratic senatorial 
andidate, Patrick Delaney, will withdraw in favor of 
undeen if the dominant Democratic faction in the state 
eceives assurances that Lundeen will support Roosevelt 
’igorously.

Nomination of Lundeen preserves the radical charac- 
er of the Farmer-Labor ticket. He is author o f the ad- 
aheed social security bill which has been espoused by 
he Communist party and various other radical groups.

There are two Democratic factions in Minnesota. Otffe, 
eaded by ex-National Committeeman Joe W olff, has been 
riendly with Olson. The other, the so-called Ryan-Moonan 
rouf> ,is regarded by New Dealers and others as a “ pro- 
1 Smith”  faction, inimical to Roosevelt.

The two factions sent contesting delegations to the 
hiladelphia convention and each was seated, on a half-a- 
ote-per-delegate basis.

Tiye W olff group was triumphant in Democratic pri- 
when it achieved the nomination of Delaney over 
an-Moonan candidate.

Diet and Arteriosclerosis
“Arteriosclerosis: A Survey of the 

Fr:bienr*Ts the m ie ct a BcoK issued 
by the Josiah Macy, Jr., foundation. 
Twenty-three of the leading stu­
dents of the subject contributed their 
best knowledge to this survey. And 
yet, in the summary of the study the 
conclusion is drawn that arterios­
clerosis still remains much in the 
nature cf a puzzle—at least as far 
as crigin, prevention and treatment 
are concerned.

The survey is of value, however, in 
so far as it clarifies the problems in­
volved. Among these, the outstand­
ing one seems to be the relation of 
nutrition to arteriosclerosis.

In the chapter on nutrition, writ­
ten by Soma Weiss and George Min­
ot of Boston, this very interesting 
statement is made:

“ There is no reasonable doubt that 
diet influences the duration of man’s 
life. Family deterioration can be due 
to sub-optimum diets . . .  It is not 
improbable that certain sub-opti­
mum diets, taken for years or even 
generations, may be factors to in­
duce arteriosclerosis. The occurrence 
of sub-optimum diets is frequent in 
all parts of the world, and as Long- 
streth, among other students of the 
subject, has noted, the average Am­
erican diet is often defective in the 
quantity of protective foods. Such 
diets are believed to be responsible 
for certain degenerative conditions, 
and it is possible that they favor ar­

terial degeneration."
An interesting contribution oq this 

score was recenHyThade by Df. 'Niels 
P. Dungal, who is professor of path­
ology at the University of Reykjavik, 
Iceland. Working as a pathologist. 
Dr. Dungal was much impressed by 
the absence of thyroid disturbances 
and thyroid enlargements among the 
Icelanders. He also observed the 
comparative rarity among the Ice­
landers of degenerative changes of 
an arteriosclerotic nature in import­
ant blood vessels. In explanation of 
these conditions, Dr. Dungal o f­
fers the theory that they may be 
credited to the abundance of iodine 
in the food consumed by the Ice­
landers. Fish, usually rich in iodine, 
is their principal article of diet. A l­
so, the air in that region contains 
free iodine.

Historically, iodine is probably the 
oldest and most widely used drug 
for treating arteriosclerosis. Precise­
ly why it has been so used is a good 
deal of a ' mystery. Some believe 
that it came into favor because of its 
effectiveness in the treatment of 
syphillis, with which disease arteri- 
csclerosis is frequently associated. 
Now. however, a more logical hypo­
thesis is offered. Iodine is essential 
to the normal functioning of the 
thyroid, one of the principal glands 
regulating metabolism. Hence good 
metabolism and good nutrition may 
contribute to the prevention o f ar­
teriosclerosis.

Score nations, after a southern 
speech in which he declared the 
existence of "a practical prosper­
ity."

He set to work at the White 
House on the finishing touches 
o f his power address.

Yesterday he projected a new 
deal “ prosperity" and state s rights 
issue before a rain drenched out­
door audience in Charlotte, N. C.

In his speech at the seven state 
“ Green Pastures” rally the Presi­
dent posed several questions which 
his reelection managers have said 
would figure prominently in the 
presidential campaign.

He spoke of having turned that 
“ now historic comer,” the depres­
sion; of a “definite upturn” in 
business; of “better condition" on 
the farm and in factories and 
homes; of "back in the black' and 
o f record-breaking low Interest 
rates on borrowings.

All of this, he asserted, had been 
attained without endangering “ in­

states."

FOLLOW HITLER 
TO CONVENTION

Anti-Soviet Campaign 
Given Background 

A t Nurnberg

NURNBERO. Germany. Sept. 11. 

—The throbbing motors o f 400 war­
planes gave a military background 
today to Nazi Germany's anti- 
Soviet campaign—a crusade which 
observers believed was approaching 
announcement of practical steps 
against Bolshevism.

The planes, trimotored bombers 
flying In formation, pursuit planes 
and craft of other types, awakened 
delegates and visitors in this Nazi 
convention city at dawn. Finally, 
approximately 400 planes were as­
sembled at airports around Nurn­
berg in preparation for demonstra­
tions scheduled Monday. >

At the congress Itself. German 
departmental leaders took up the 
antl-Bolshevist campaign where 
Adolf Hitler. Dr. Paul Joseph Goeb- 
bcls. Dr. Alfred Rosenberg and Ru­
dolf Hess had left off.

Hermand Reischle, Nazi agri­
cultural leader, in a speech con­
trasted “ the ruthless exploitation of 
Soviet Russian peasants for the ben­
efit of a clique o f Jewish parasites" 
with what he said were the German 
fuehrer’s constructive efforts on be­
half of German farmers.

The anti-Bolshevik campaign ap­
peared to be leading so systemati­
cally to practical action that It was 
believed widely some definite step 
was imminent. Some persons have 
suggested this might take the form 
of withdrawal of the German Am­
bassador to Moscow.

I  take it,”  he continued, “ is not 
to be achieved alone by aiming for 
restriction of national Income—real 
national income—but by aiming for 
more abundant and more widely dis­
tributed national income.

“ A satisfying standard of living 
and security for a national house­
hold of nearly 130,000.000 people." 
he said, “ is to be realized only by 
high productivity, broadly and equit­
ably distributed, and wisely propor­
tioned with respect to Its drain on 
natural resurces and to the variety 
of human wants It is destined to 
satisfy."

He re-urged a public policy that 
would bring about a wider distribu­
tion of energy at the “ lowest possible 
cost" and a decentralization of in­
dustry.

Mr. Roosevelt spoke a word of de­
fense also for the "public policy" 
toward electricity. He said:

“ One who considers the matter 
with forthright vision can not con­
vince himself that public policy for 
promotion of availability of electric 
energy can really harm the electric 
industry that exists today.”

He said he still held the belief he 
expressed two years ago at Grand 
Coulee dam—that power eventually 
would be so cheap that it would be­
come a “ standard article of use, not 
only for agriculture and manufac­
turing, but also for every home with­
in reach o f an electric light line.”

Educational experts said today 
that after being seriously curtail­
ed in the depth o f the depression, 
employment opportunities for 
teachers are Improving.

This marks a reversal o f a trend 
of several years.

Now comes the state o f Utah 
with a report of a  “comparative 
scarcity of elementary grade school 
teachers” because of "better times 
and marriage," a report not sur­
prising to the National Education 
association.

Starting with 1934, officials there 
said today, teachers’ opportunities 
have been getting better.

“ Courses that were cut from the 
curriculum because o f the depres­
sion are being restored,”  said Bel­
mont Farley, NEA official. “ Such 
osubjects as domestic science, man­
ual training, and physical educa­
tion. which had won a real place 
for themselves in the schools are 
again being demanded, and their 
restoration will mean more teach­
ers."

NEW SOIL PROGRAM 10 
AID LIVESTOCK GROUP

WASHINGTON. Sept. 11 iA*>—The 
new soil conservation program em­
bracing the western livestock indus­
try was hailed by agricultural ad­
justment officials today as the basis 
for a 1 “ broad range improvement 
program" next year if stockmen 

i want it.
Moving swiftly to put into opera-

' lion the new program, which is ef- 
I fective for the remaining four 
. months of this year, officials said

they expected It to be the founda­
tion for a larger program if it met 
with favor.

The new program, announced by 
Secretary Wallace Wednesday, will 
permit stockmen in IS western states

Arizona, California. Colorado. Ida­
ho. Kansas. Montana. Nevada. New 
Mexico. North Dakota. Oregon. Utah. 
Washington, and Wyoming—to re­
ceive benefit payments for certain 
range-building practices.

Payments will be made from the 
1470.000.000 available for distribution 
this year under the soil conservation 
act.

The agriculture department an­
nounced the range program would 
apply to private owned or controlled 
land and would be available to any 
stockman. It Is to be operated on a 
voluntary basis.

JOHN GARNER SPENDS MUCH TIME 
LOOKING AFTER HIS SQUIRRELS

UVALDE. Seat 11 (/P>—Vice Presi­
dent John Nance Garner discovered 
recently that nine squirrels living m 
the pecan trees on his eight-acre 
place here do not need the subsidy 
of ear corn he placed each morning 
on the fence back of his home. He 
turned It over to the squirrels. Then 
he observed the rodents were put­
ting away eight nuts for every two 
they ate. He resolved to withdraw 
the corn subsidy but learned that 
some ten o f twelve baby squirrels 
are on the way and concluded the 
parents heeded some reserve.

Mr. Garner is enjoying his vaca­
tion. He goes to bed at 9 p. m. and 
awakens at 6 o'clock each morning. 
He drinks one cup o f coffee upon 
arising but smokes several ciga.-s 
without removing the bands. His 
uniform of the day usually is a pair 
of old trousers which reach to about 
two Inches above the ankle, a pair 
of comfortable shoes and a white 
shirt open at the neck. He has a 
small den at the south side of the 
residence containing a rug from a 
panther killed by himself. His mail 
averages more than 50 letters daily.

For awhile he sat on the front poren 
and waved at tourists who came by, 
but the number became so large he 
retired to the kingdom of his back 
yard.

Last week he moved Into town his 
flock of geese and ducks from his 
70-acre ranch. Water runs into 
drinking reservoirs for them. There 
is a wild-turkey hen with a brood 
of one that engages his attention 
most of all. She hides out with her 
brood in the- weeds and he sees her 
infrequently.

Recently Mr. Garner advertised for 
bantam hens and got about 6o from 
the children of Uvalde. He says the 
bantam hen is the best of mothers 
and sets them on Rhode Island Red 
and duck eggs. One of Mr. Garner's 
chickens he believes is the ugliest on 
earth. It  is an African with white

feathers. Under the grape arbor
are five lambs the vice president Is 
treating for screw worms. In the 
barbecue pit are signs of a rfecent 
barbecue done by the vice presiden­
tial hands.

Sheep are kept on the place to eat 
the liveoak sprouts rising from the 
roots o f the big trees in the yard. 
Sitting in a box Is a bantam hen 
from Maine hatching out some 
pheasant eggs. Mr. Garner’s inter­
est in horticuleure is shown by an 
avacado tree he has just grafted.

Mr. Garner does a lot of fishing 
and visiting at his ranch in the 
country. He also has found time 
for reading and describes “My Coun­
try and My People,”  by Lin Yutahg. 
the best book he has read in several 
years.

In thiq column answer* will be given to 
inquiries aa to Teaaa history and other 
matters pertaining to the State and its 
people. As evidence of good faith inquirers 
must give their names and addressee, but 
only their initials will be printed.

Q What is the largest tributary 
of the Brazos river? E. F. B.. Waco.

A. LUtle river, which is formed bV 
the Leon and Lampasas, is the larg­
est and most dangerous of the 
many streams flowing into the Bra­
zos.

Q. Where was Fort Mason and 
when was it occupied? T. H.. Mer- 
idm.

A. I t  was erected about 1856 by 
the Federal government at Mason, 
about one half mile from the court­
house. and for a time was com­
manded- by Gen. Robert E. Lee. No 
battles were fought there and it was 
abandoned in 186g. only a few stones 
remaining to show its location.

Q. For what purpose Is the mon­
ument to be erected near LaGrange?
R. M.. Gorman.

A. To commemorate the decima­
tion o f the Mier expedition victims 
and the Dawson massacre, the Tex­
as Centennial commission is erect­
ing a tall shaft to cost $10,000 at 
the spot where the bones of the 
victims lie buried in a stone-lined 
vault. The monument will overlook 
for miles the part of the Colorado 
valley where the victims had lived.

Q. Why do treasure hunters per­
sist in their efforts to find buried 
gold around San Saba? G. J., 
Brown wood.

A. Following building of the San 
Saba Mission near the present town 
of Menard, in 1756, rumors and leg­
ends persisted as to Spaniards hav­
ing buried vast stores of gold and 
silver somewhere- along the San 
Saba River near and below Menard 
and of occasional discoveries by 
mining explorers. These stories re­
told bring many new adventurers.

CAMBRIDGE, Mass., Sept. 11 UP) 
—New artificial male sex hormones 
with “ apprcximately five times the 
activity" of the natural substance 
were announced today at the Har- 
vard tercentenary by Dr. Leopolard 
Ruzicka, Swiss chemist from Zurich.

He suggested the artificial hor­
mones might be improvements on 
nature, but said it would be years 
before any uses f : r  man would likely 
be found.

Dr. Ruzicka a year ago made J 
the first artificial male sex hormone, j 
This chemical "synthesis" was im-1 
portant because natural sources 
have net yielded enough of the 
hormone for experiment. The arti- j 
ficial hormone acted on animals the | 
same as the natural cne.

The deduction from experiments 
is that the male sex hormone re­
acts with other chemicals in the 
body, and that its specific effect on 
any part of the body depends part­
ly on the chemicals it finds there.

Charges Into Cavalcade Scene

Experts in the treasurer’s and 
comptroller's departments say the 
deficits in the general revenue and 
Confederate pension funds should 
cause no alarm.

Revenue from ithe gasoline tax 
was $41,194,142; from the cigarette 
tax, $5,434,450, and from the oil pro­
duction levy, $8,467,328.

Someone estimated that if assets 
and liabilities in all the state funds 
were offset, the state would have a 
substantial cash balance, or that the 
total so-called deficit could be wiped 
out in 30 days if  all the state’s reve­
nue was devoted to that end.

A Democratic official defends par­
ties against accusations that their 
platforms frequently are vague as 
to declarations and recommenda­
tions, i As far as Texas is concerned, 
says he, blame the law.

The law provides that no party 
shall place in its platform or reso­
lutions any demand for specific 
legislation unless the matter Is first 
submitted to a frote of the people 
and is endorsed by a majority. The 
executive committee is instructed lo 
submit any question at the primary 
preceding the state convention. when 
10 per cent of the party members 
request it.

However, the law has been evaded 
occasionally and platforms have con­
tained recommendations on specific 
legislation.

unFifth of Farmers 

1935 Living on 
Plains

WASHINGTON, Sept. 11 (AV—A 
government population study showed 
today that repeated drouths, dust 
storms, grasshopper plagues and 

; other adversities in the great plains 
| states had failed to reduce the num­
ber o f persons on farms there in 
recent years.

‘The popular impression that there 
has been considerable depopulation 
is not correct,” said Dr. Conrad 
Taeuber of the division o f farm pop­
ulation and rural life, who made the 
study.

"Taken as a whole the farm popu­
lation o f the ten plains states has 
remained almost stationary since the 
World war,” Taeuber said.

One-fifth of the entire farm pop­
ulation of this country was living in 
the plains states on January 1, 1935, 
he said. These Included the Da­
kotas. Nebraska, Kansas, Oklahoma. 
Texas. Montana. Wyoming, Colorado 
and New Mexico.

However, the increase of farm pop­
ulation in the ten states between 
1910 and 1935 was placed at only 
45.000. or less than one-half the 

j number of children bom to farm 
; women there In any one of the re- 
: cent years.

y Taeuber noted that the census of 
agriculture taken last year, immedi­
ately after the 1934 drouth, showed 
the population "had been changed 
less than one-tenth o f one per cent 
between 1930 and 1935.”

Taeuber said another mistaken 
popular impression was that relief 
loads had been heaviest in dry-land 

-areas of the plains states.
| He said u chart o f relief areas 
! showed mast o f them were "well to 
the eastward o f the dust bowl."
