Hoover fire runs

N.M.Torture suspect
described as nice guy

ELEPHANT BUTTE, N.M. (AP) — David Parker
Ray, accused of sexually torturing two women, is
described as polite and willing to help people he
barely knew. He even won a state efficiency award.

Cynthia Lea Hendy, Ray’s girlfriend and co-
defendant, wrote to a judge last December that she
“drinks too much” and was on drugs to treat manic
depression.

The two are charged with 25 counts, including
criminal sexual penetration, kidnapping and
aggravated battery in the bizarre sex-torture case
that has shaken this small town on the southwest
shore of Elephant Butte Lake.

Two women accused Ray and Hendy of holding
them against their will this winter. They said they
were molested by Ray while Hendy watched. They
said Hendy held a gun and threatened to kill them
if they tried to escape.

Ray’s co-workers are flabbergasted by the allega-
tions.

Glen Parks, a volunteer who works at the
Elephant Butte State Park visitor center, said Ray
was the “neatest, cleanest, politest person you
could ever want to meet.”

Ray was a maintenance worker at the state park
for about five years, fixing vehicles and heavy
machinery in a garage on the grounds, said his boss
Jerome Madrid, a New Mexico State Parks manag-
er.

Madrid said he didn’t socialize with Ray, but he
depended on him to do his job: “We are as shocked
as everybody else,” he said.

In July 1995, a state board awarded Ray $1,182
and a certificate of recognition for “special achieve-
ment” in'a government cost savings program. A let-
ter extended its “sincere appreciation and congrat-
ulations to Mr. Ray for his exemplary work and
dedication!”

Parks said Ray offered to help fix the state park
trailer where Parks lives. Parks declined, but said
Ray still offered his tools.

“To me it’s totally mind-boggling that this is hap-
pening — it’s scary,” Parks said.

Court records paint Ms. Hendy as a diminutive
woman with tattoos who had abusive relation-
ships.

In September 1997, Ms. Hendy filed a domestic-
violence complaint against her boyfriend, John
Edward Youngblood...The complaint alleged
Youngblood grabbed her by the arms and pulled
her out of a pickup truck, slamming her back on the
ground and causing her to hit her head on the
pavement.

That case was dismissed last November when

sheriff’s deputies couldn’t find Ms. Hendy.

In December 1998, Ms. Hendy again accused
Youngblood of violence. But she withdrew those
allegations-and wrote a letter asking state District
Judge Thomas Fltch to drop the case, saying she
lied.

“I have been in counseling ... for manic depres-
sion; and on medications and I tend to go off for no
reason,” her letter said.

She wrote that she was “getting help” and con-
cluded: “I drink too much and that’s why I’'m on
medication.”

On Feb. 9, Youngblood was given probation on
condition that he stay out of Sierra County and
away from Ms. Hendy.

His Las Cruces attorney, Steve Ryan, said
Wednesday that Youngblood had been in Wilcox,
Ariz., but apparently left Wilcox about a month
ago. Ryan said the relationship between
Youngblood and Hendy dated back several years
— to time spent together in Washington state.

“He told me she was mentally unstable, she was
violent, that he was the one who ended up getting
in trouble, but that she initiated these things,” said
Ryan, former chief judge of the Municipal Court in
Las Cruces.

Ryan said he only met Ms. Hendy twice, both
times in court. He said the stormy relationship
between Youngblood and Ms. Hendy was tied up
with alcohol.

“Mr. Youngblood’s portrayal of her was that she
still wanted him and he didn’t want her,” Ryan
said, adding there was no mention of her having a
new boyfriend.

Ms. Hendy’s lawyer, Xavier Acosta, said he
believed his client had only been involved with Ray
for “a matter of months.”

Acosta declined comment on any domestic vio-
lence complaints filed by Ms. Hendy, saying they
might become an issue in the criminal case.

In another domestic violence case filed in 1998,
Ms. Hendy and Pierre Arrey were arrested for vio-
lence against each other at Arrey’s Caballo resi-
dence. The complaint against Ms. Hendy was dis-
missed in February after she went to anger man-
agement and alcohol counseling.

There was no telephone listing for Arrey in
Caballo and he would note be reached for com-
ment.

Economic indicators shows little activity

AUSTIN — “The Index of
Leading Texas Economic
Indicators continues to forecast
slower economic growth for Texas
during the next four to six
months,” Texas Comptroller
Carole Keeton Rylander said.

The latest index was at 132.9 in
January, up just 0.2 percent com-
pared to December, and up by 0.4
percent compared to January 1998.

“Five of the 10 leading econom-
ic indicators reflect a positive state
economy, while the remaining five
point to a slower-growing econo-
my. Overall, the Texas economy
remains strong,” Rylander said.

The Texas 100 Stock Index is the
strongest component of the
January index of Leading Texas
Economic Indicators. At 127.1, the
January Texas 100.was up 23.1 per-
cent compared to January 1998.

New home construction contin-
ues to boom, thanks to unseason-
ably warm weather, low mort-
gage interest rates and strong
demand for homes in one of the
fastest g‘rowmg states in the

enstruction permits for
nearly 13,000 new homes were
issued in January, up 22.2 percent

compared to January 1998.

Texas retail sales increased by

7.8 Jl)ercent in January, compared

e same period last year. The
increase came despite a fifth con-
secutive month of declining con-
sumer confidence. Texas con-
sumer confidence fell by 7.5 per-
cent during January 1999, and was
down 152 percent compared to
January 1998.

New business incorporations
slowed in January. The number of
new businesses gréw by 6.3 per-
cent compared to January 1998.
The average number of manufac-
turing hours per work week in
Texas showed a 0.8 percent decline
from January 1998. Manufacturing
slowed nationwide.

January unemployment claims
were up 8 percent compared to
January 1998. The Texas unem-
ployment rate was 4.8 percent,
down 0.2 percent compared to the
previous January.

For the fifth consecutive month,
Texas employers posted fewer jobs
in the want ads. The January Texas
Help Wanted Index, a measure-
ment of job listings in Texas news-
papers, was down 0.4 percent

from December, and down 21.6
percent compared to January 1998.

During the last 12 months, Texas
has gained about 278,000 new
jobs, an increase of 3.2 percent.
Most of the new jobs — 269,000 —

are in the service sector.

Low oil prices continue to hurt

the Texas economy. In January,
Texas crude oil was priced at
$10.58 per barrel, down 26 percent
compared
Compared to December, however,
the price of crude oil was up 12
percent amid speculation that
OPEC and Mexico might reach an
agreement to cut production to
help reduce a worldwide oil sur-
plus.

When blue-ribbon panels don’t work

When the issues get toughest, the habit in
Congress and the White House is to hand them
off to commissions, special panels that are sup*
posed to bridge political differences and comie
up with answers both sides can buy.

Sometimes it works. Not now.

Not on Medicare, which could be broke in
less than a.decade without an overhaul or new
funding, or both.

After a year on the case, a bipartisan com-
mission on the” future of Medicare couldn’t
agree on a recommendation, and President
Clinton rebuffed a proposal from its majority.

That puts the future of the government
health care system for senior Americans back
into the political mix, and it may stay there,
unresolved, until after the next election.

Republicans suspect that is what the
Democrats want, since they have used
Medicare to advantage in past campaigns, and
could try it again in 2000, in the contest for the
White House and for the six-seat gain it would
to capture control of the House.

The Democrats” well-rehearsed theme is that
Republicans want to use money best ear-
marked for Medicare and Social Security for
tax cuts instead; the GOP retort is that the sur-
plus budget can afford both, and that they are
more reliable reformers.

That’s where it all stood before the commis-
sion got its delayed start on the pfoblem, after
a political hassle over who would run it. The
White House wanted a Democrat, and got one,
Sen. John Breaux of Louisiana.

The plan Breaux shepherded to approval by

10 commission members, one short of the
super-majority required to make it a formal
recommendation, wasn’t to Clinton’s liking.
Breaux, a Clinton ally, had a hard time getting
the president even to talk about the proposal.

Breaux and his commission partner,
Republican Rep. Bill Thomas of California, rec-
ommended that Medicare be transformed into
a system more like private health insurance,
with the government providing allowances
beneficiaries would use to buy their own cov-
erage.

That’s like the system that covers federal
employees, and Congress.

The plan, which Breaux and Thomas are
proposing to Congress on their own now,
includes limited coverage for prescription
drugs and a gradual increase in tEe eligibility
age, from 45 to 67.

Clinton wants more extensive prescription
coverage and insists on keeping the basic ben-
efit. system in place. He wants 15 percent of
projected budget surpluses over the next 15
years, an estimated $700 billion, earmarked for
Medicare.

Just before the commission’s final session, on
March 16, Clinton said its approach “falls
short,” taking on an issue he hadn’t said much
about. In successive State of the Union mes-

sages, he had proposed opening the Medicare
system to people as young as 55, letting the
uninsured among them buy-into the govern-
ment coverage, covering prescriptions and
reserving the surplus to keep it all solvent.

Republicans, and Breaux, are wary that the
surplus plan would paper over the underlying
problems in Medicare and ease the pressure for
reform in the system.

That draws the lines for another season of
arguments. Clinton said that with hard choic-
es, there can be reform this year. He said
Medicare is too important to let partisanship
prevent Erogress.

It has before, and may again.

None of this is new business. The projections
of a go-broke year were made long ago. An
earlier commission on entitlement reform
pointed to the problems but divided on the
solutions in. 1994, telling- Clinton  then - that
“tough action is needed sooner rather than
later.”

The Senate voted in 1997 to raise the
Medicare age to 67 and to base premiums on
income so that the well-to-do would pay more
for health coverage. That was dropped from
the budget bill that year, which instead includ-
ed stopgap steps to kee E Medicare solvent for
a decade — and set up the commission to work
on long term changes.

That was supposed to insulate the issue
against the politics of the 1998 campaign. Now
it will bump into the politics of 2000.

“Some people want an issue out of Medicare
rather than solving the problem,” Breaux said.

He used to wiggle his
ears for us and make us laugh,”
she said. “That's how | knew it
was him. [ was like, you could not
mistake those ears.”

Genzales enlisted in the Army
in September 1996. Ms. Williams
said -she did not-believe he had
fulfilled his dream of joining the
Ranger corps
