In healthier days, people were not afraid to 
voice their feelings without fear.

Mencken's book of quotations.

The United Kingdom is distinguished by 
being a small country made up of Englishmen, 
Scots, Welsh and Irish, who all used to despise 
each other. My favorite diatribe against the 
Irish is one by Tom Penhaligon, who wrote of 
the Irish:

"A fighting race who never won a battle, a 
race of politicians who cannot government 
themselves, a race of writers without a great 
one of native strain, an island race who nave 
yet to man a fleet for war, for commerce or for 
the fishing banks and to learn how to build 
ships, a pious race excelling in blasphemy ... 
whose earlier history is myth and murder, 
whose later, murder, whose tongue is silver 
and whose heart is black, a race slulled in idle­
ness, talented in hate, inventive only in slan­
der, whose land is a breeding-ground of mod­
ern reaction and the cradle of Western crime."

As you can see, the blackguard didn't think 
much of me Irish ancestors. But a Welshman, 
Giraldus Cambrensis, said, "Who dare com­

pare the English, the most degraded of all the 
races under Heaven, with the Welsh?"

Sidney Smith, who was not fond of anybody 
in particular, said, "The English are the most 
disagreeable of all the nations of Europe — 
more surly and morose, with less disposition 
to please, to exert themselves for the good of 
society, to make small sacrifices, and to put 
themselves out of their way."

The great Samuel Johnson, alas, did not care 
for us Americans. "They are a race of convicts 
and ought to be thankful for anything we 
allow them short of hanging ... I am willing to 
love all mankind, except an American."

Johnson was even more famous for his dis­
dain of the Scots. "The noblest prospect which 
a Scotchman ever sees is the nigh road that 
leads him to England," he said. He did 
observe that you can make something of a 
"Scotchman" provided you caught him 
young.

Another Englishman said he was not sur-

prisied diaf a Scotsman smd out his country 
but very much surprised that he could find a 
buyer.

Prejudices, which are generalizations, are 
part of human nature. The human brain is con­
structed to absorb data and then generalize. I 
think we are a less rich and less free society for 
banning, in effect, any speech which some 
neurotic leftist considers odensive.

The trick played by the neototalitarians is to 
equate prejudice with hate. The two are not 
the same at all. A prejudice is just a precon­
ceived opinion and can be either for or against 
some group or someone or something. I am 
prejudiced against beets. Ever since a third-
grade teacher failed in trying to force me to eat 

in the lunchroom, I havethe beets on my plate i 
taken great pride in never allowing one of the , 
beastly litde pseudotumips to cross my lips. , 
But I don't hate them.

And people who may think blacks have a 
better sense of rhythm than whites or that ! 
Chinese are genetically inclined to be physi- ! 
cists are not demonstrating any hate, either. G 
Hate is a pathological condition and a danger­
ous one, but preconceived opinions are just 
part of the natural thought process, a sort of 
poor man's hypothesis.

We need more good manners but less hyper­
sensitivity. We should forbid only actions that 
harm another but leave people free to express 
their thoughts. Left free, reason and truth 
don't fear prejudice.

Cox Commission, Chinese spies have stolen a 
number of sophisticated U.S. nuclear secrets, 
including the design of our most advanced 
warhead, the W-88.

For all our 
technological might, the United States — and 
its cities and people — are sitting ducks.

Yet polls show most Americans are unaware 
of this. In fact, many people believe we have 
some sort of missile defense. We don't.

"Impoverished, unpredictable states like 
North Korea are developing, missiles capable 
of striking American soil in less time than it 
takes to watch the evening news," Anderson 
writes. Just last year. Norm Korea tested the 
Taepo-Dong 1, a missile some e i^ r ts  say can 
reach Alaska or Hawaii. North Korea is now 
working on the Taepo-Dong 2, an even longer- 
range missile capable of hitting America's 
West Coast.

In fact, the technology needed to build city­
leveling missiles has spread to more than two 
dozen nations, including such beacons of 
enlightenment as Iran, Iraq and Libya. Add in 
the possibility of accidental or unauthorized 
launches from Russia or China — which have 
missiles capable of hitting almost any 
American city within minutes and die 

cusaster becomes clear.

So why aren't we building missile defenses 
right now? According to the Clinton adminis­
tration-, we can't because the 1972 Anti- 
Ballistic Missile (ABM) Treaty we signed with 
the former Soviet Union forbids it. But the 
Soviet Union collapsed in 1991, along with any 
obligation the United States had to adhere to 
the ABM treaty.

Unfortunately, the president doesn't share 
this view. Although he says he supports mis­
sile defense, he insists the ABM treaty is still 
valid. But our continued allegiance to the 
treaty will make it impossible for us to ade­
quately protect ourselves from missile attack.

Thats not the only obstacle. Some critics say 
we shouldn't build missile defenses at all. It 
will never work, they say. Or it's too expen- 

•sive. But the nay-sayers are wrong. With 
today's technolo^, it is both practical and 
affordable to d e ^ d  ourselves against mis­
siles. And with millions of lives in danger, 
how can we afford not to?

Congress recently passed the National 
Missile Defense Act of 1999, calling for a mis­
sile-defense system to be deployed "as soon as 
is technologically feasible." But we're not out
of the woods yet. Under the legislation, the 
president would review the'system's progress
in June 2000 and only then decide whether to 
draloy it.

AUSTIN (AP) — Texas Gov. George W. Bush 
sounds broad themes on the presidential cam- 

! paign trail, but when he signs state legislation he 
nas sketched in the details of his stands on such 
hot-button issues as limiting cities' lawsuits 
against gun manufacturers.

Filling in the blanks may leave him vulnerable 
to criticism, analysts say, but his actions may also 
appeal to conservatives and help address criti­
cism that the perceived Republican presidentiad 
front-runner doesn't have the experience needed 
to lead the nation.
‘ "Already, the Democrats are attacking him as 
insufficiently experienced to be president," said 
Larry J. Sabato, director of the Center for 
Governmental Studies at the University of 
W ginia.

"M s counterargument is well-served by these 
bills — that is, being governor of a nation-state 
for six years means that inevitably you deal with 
the wide range of subjects that a president deals 
with, at least domestically," he said.

Dennis Goldford, political scientist at E>rake«v 
UhiViMity iii Des Mointo, Iowa, said Bush isn't' 
known as a national figure with his own agenda.

"Anything like this that might give an indica­
tion of where he stands on issues of national 
importance is certainly helpful," Golford said. 
"A t the same time, I think he's ^ot some wiggle 
room. ... He can always say being governor of 
Texas is different from being president of the 
United States."

But Bush can wiggle only so far before being 
accused^rf flip-flopping, Goldford added.

A number of bills he signed into law may par­
ticularly please conservative Republicans as they 
choose their presidential nominee, said political 
consultant Bill Miller, who has represented 
Republicans and Democrats.

Cisneros’ ex-mistress takes 
the stand to discuss secret tapes

WASHINGTON (AP) — The ex-mistress of for­
mer Housing Secretary Henry Cisneros has testi­
fied that she be^an surreptitiously taping their 
phone conversanons as the relationship soured 
and she became concerned that he would not live 
up to his conunitment to suppprt her financially.

Linda Jones' motives in making the recordings 
are under scrutiny as Cisneros' lawyers seek to 
quash use of the tapes at his September trial on 
cnarges he conspired to conceal from the FBI the 

'scope of the p a r e n ts .
They a r ^ e  the tapes are inadmissible on two 

grounds: Because Ms. Jones altered some and 
because she had a "criminal or tortious" intent in 
making them.

"The bottom line is the government has 
advised the court already ... they were tantpered 
with. End of story," Cisneros lawyer Barry Simon 
said at a pre-triu hearing Monday that appears 
likely to stretch into the week.

The government's special prosecutors want to 
use the tapes to corroborate witness testimony 
that Cisneros conspired writh Ms. Jones to conceal 
more than $264,000 in "hush money" payments 
to her.

Taking the witness stand Monday, Ms. Jones 
said she began the taping after Cisneros r ^ s e d  
to sign an agreement ouroning his financial sup­
port. She also said she taped him out of concern 
that he was feeding erroneous information to 
reporters about the status of their highly-publi­
cized relationship.

As Cisneros came under consideration for a 
Cabinet pmt and talked to BUI Clinton's advisers 
in late 1992, Ms. Jones said she became increas­
ingly worried that the payments would cease. 
She said Cisneros told her that Clinton officials 
had cautioned him the support "looked like hush 
money, blackmaU." -—

She conceded threatening Cisneros, saying she 
would publicize the payments. " I  knew I was 
threatening him; I d iw 't  ever think about it in 
lem l terms," she said.

Inrosecutor Mark Jackowski acknowledged that 
Ms. Jones deleted the threats as weU as passages 
of a sexual nature or dealing wiUi other people. 
But Jadujwski said only five of the 33 tapes pros­
ecutors are sedcing to use at trial were utered.

Ms. Jones ran afoul of the Cisneros ptpeecutors 
and was put in prison in part because she mis­
represented file tapes as originals.

'No one ever suspected there was something 
amiss financially," Port Cities board president 
Jeff Branick said.

No one suspected him, of course, until it was 
too late.

For three years, Gillooly thrilled Port Cities' 
board members with his energy and fund-raising 
acumen that made the shelter one of the area's 
more successful charities.

But after Gillooly disappeared on May 13 while 
on an apparent fund-raising mission in Austin, 
the board discovered both messy bookkeeping 
and that he was wanted for violating the parole 
terms for a conviction for stealing from a cnarity 
in ^rginia.

Past associates and family members have told 
The Associated Press that Gillooly has fleeced 
charitable causes in two other states: Georgia and 
Florida. He has not been charged in those alleged 
incidents.

Gillooly first surfaced in the charity world dur- 
the late 1980s, when he developed Unionmg

Mission's AIDS shelter program in Savannah, Ga.
However, when Gillooly took a job'in Norifolk, 

Va., in 1992 as executive director of Tidewater 
AIDS Taskforce, $5,000 in Union Mission funds 
came up missing.

Because Gillooly acknowledged the theft and 
reimbursed the shelter, Elliott said he dropped 
the matter, but Tidewater AIDS was never 
informed of the matter.

After about a year in \Trginia, Gillooly disap­
peared and officials uncovered $9,779.09 missing 
via checks forged by Gillooly, said James Spivey, 
Tidewater AID!5' current executive director.

PINEHURST, N.C. (AP) — The 

putt was only for par. The distance 
was just 15 feet a s li^ t bend to 
the right.

Given what was at stake, and 
the history of the num on the 
green, it m i^t go down as one of 
the most memorable shots in a 
major championship.

"When 1 looked up, it was about 
2 feet away from the hole and 
breaking right into the center of 
the cup," Payne Stewart said after 
capturing the U.S. Open on 
Sunday. "1 couldn't believe my 
eyes. 1 couldn't believe 1 had 
accomplished my dream."

And now that putt on the 18th 
green at Pinehurst No. 2 — made 
under the most excruciating pres­
sure golf can offer — ta l^  its 
place in the game's lore.

This was the first time in the 99- 
year history of the Open that the

Coalition of Health Services: 2CARE  
for MOMS gaining VISTA volunteers

AMARILLO — The Coalition of Health Services 
has received a significant boost for its three-year- 
old program to increase rates of early prenatal care 
across the Texas Panhandle.
Through the support of VISTA, a 
national service program that 
places full-time volunteers,
Elizabeth San Miguel-Huey and 
Alicia Ybarra will assist the 
Coalition's 2CARE for MOMS pro­
gram and its Baby's Coming Shop 
located in the March of Dimes 
Office in Amarillo. Holly Hancock,
RN, project director of 2CARE for 
MOMS announced that Huey and 
Ybarra will serve the regional 
2CARE for MOMS program over 
the next 12 moriths.

VISTA's mission is to strengthen 
and supplement efforts to elimi­
nate and alleviate poverty and 
poverty-related problems. Often 
the volunteers provide the human 
resources to meet specific program 
needs or address a new area within their own com­
munity.

A resident of Canyon, Huey became aware of the 
VISl A and 2CARE for MOMS programs while ben­
efiting from another Coalition of Health Services 
program called "Uniting Parents." Huey is the 
mother of a special needs child and has firsthand 
experience in learning about and benefiting from 
support services. She also is proficient in American 
Sign Language and speaks Spanish.

Ybarra, who lives in Amarillo, earned her 
Licensed Vocational Nursing degree from Amarillo 
College in 1995. She has professional experience in 
home health pediatric care and personal experience 
in helping care for a disabled grandchild. Ybarra 
speaks and writes Spanish fluently.

In 
addition, 2CARE for MOMS works 
in cooperation with participating 
health care providers to help 
women locate prenatal care close to 
hotne. Early prenatal care benefits 
the health of both mothers and 
babies.

The 2CARE for MOMS incentive 
program rewards participants who 
enter prenatal care early. 

Participants receive a free gift from the Pharmacy 
Network Coalition following their first visit to des­
ignated doctors or nurse practitioners. Participants 
who continue prenatal care throughout pregnancy 
then can earn free baby gifts TOm the Baby's 
Coming Shop.

Developed solely to serve women in the 2CARE 
for MOMS incentive program, the Baby's Coming 
Shop is a cooperative effort of the 2CARE for 
MOMS program and the High Plains Division of 
the March of Dimes. Early prenatal care rates in the 
26-county region served by 2CARE for MOMS are 
estimated at 64 percent compared to a national rate 
of 85 percent.
