Fire investigators seek missing

“Normally, we don’t
have any problems because a per-
son who is victimized would
want to report it.”

Mexican authorities are also
looking for ‘Ms. Trevi and
Andrade to question them about
allegations that they lured under-
age girls into sex. The two have
not been seen publicly for months
and recently were rumored to be
hiding in Mission.

The McAllen fire department
called Mission police looking for
information on  Trevi or
Andrade’s whereabouts, but
police aren’t looking for the pair
since there are no warrants out for
their arrests in the U.S. or Mexico,
said police spokesman Raul
Gonzalez.

Fire officials say theK have no
suspects or motives in the fire and
do not consider Andrade a sus-
pect. They want him to provide
insight on who might be responsi-
ble.

“Was he threatened before?
And if he was, how long ago? Our
objective is to find out who start-
ed this fire,” Ochoa said.

The fire at the two-story house
started Monday afternoon in the
living room, where investigators

found a plastic container with
traces of ignitable fluid thou
to be gasoline, Ochoa said.

With his declaration that he wants to change his -address
from Austin to Washington, D.C., Texas Gov. George W. Bush
will find the gloves have been taken off by that national media
and others who covet the same residence. »

The governor will also likely find out that vague platforms
such as “compassionate conservatism,” and failure to provide
specifics about where he stands on issues will work against
him over the long haul.

As a presidential candidate, the voters will expect — and
deserve — to learn exactly what that means. And like it or not,
Gov. Bush will have to confront and answer unpleasant ques-
tions from the press about his background, not only his self-
described “irresponsible” youth but also about his financial
dealings over the years.

By most accounts, Texas has prospered and grown under
Bush’s reign as governor, but the nation’s voters will still have
serious questions about some of the governor’s personal and
business attributes — not only from his days as an oil man and
his stint as a partner in a major league baseball team, but how
he managed to skip over a long list of recruits for a berth the
Air National Guard.

Although he is the front-runner for the Republican nomina-
tion-and even leads the Democratic front-runner, Vice
President Al Gore, in nearly all of the political polls, Gov. Bush
has demonstrated two troubling tendencies. Despite an ami-’
able and well-spoken demeanor, one of the governor’s worst
liabilities appears to be his testiness when confronted with
questions about things he prefers not to answer.

Some of his earliest critics have said Gov. Bush’s propensity
of deciding what questions are deserving of answers is a sign

- of arrogance. If that perception takes hold, his campaign could
pellapse as swiftly as those of two other well-heeled Texans,
fdrmer Gov. John Connally and U.S. Sen. Phil Gramm.

. The second concern comes with the governor’s early manip-

* ulation of the English language to skirt those uncomfurtab[iv
questions: While that is often the mark of a skillful politician,
it also draws some unfavorable comparison to the current
occupant of the White House. ]

Does this mean Gov. Bush is lacking in the integrity and
character that many voters now say is of paramount impor-
tance in a president? Of course not. However, the voters do
deServe to know exactly where the candidates — all of them

— stand on the issues that affect us all.

I'he voters need-to have clear, unambiguous statéements that
define precisely who the presidential candidate is and what he
or she will do as leader of the United States. We think it is
refreshing to see a presidential candidate draw a line in the

- date refuses to straddle it to suit the polls.

Admittedly, neighborhood residents all over the country
have felt safer in cities like Chicago, Los Angeles and even Fort
Worth where police pay particular intensive attention to
known gang members.

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Smith has some unique factors

Sometime ago, James Carville — the meanest
of Bill Clinton is junkyard dogs — said of Sen.
Bob Smith, R-N.H., who'’s running for presi-
dent, that while he disagreed with Smith’s posi-
tions, the senator deserved credit for the sincer-
ity of his beliefs. . e

Since that was the only time I've heard
Carville speak positively of any Republican
except his wife, I took the time to watch Smith
give a speech and answer questions at the
National Press Club on C-SPAN.

It was the first time I had seen him except on
news clips, and I was impressed enough to re-
register to vote. Smith reminded me of Harry
Truman — though being a big man, he doesn’t
have the feisty personality of Truman. He does,
however, have the same plain speaking style
and the same firmness of beliefs.

Not once either in his speech or in answer to
questions did Smith dodge an issue, evade a
question or use a weasel word. Everything he
said, he said plainly and honestly. So that’s
unique factor No. 1.

But while his positions would certainly be
called extreme by liberals — uncompromising
opposition to abortion, firm supporter of the
Second Amendment, anti-tax, abolish the feder-
al department of education, anti-international-
ist — he stated his positions in a gracious and
civil manner laced with humor. Not once did
Smith speak ungraciously of anyone or of any
group. So that’s uniqué factor No. 2. The man is

School children used to be the ones who gave
lame excuses for not doing their work. Now it%s
their principals and teachers. Ask these “pro-
fessional educators” why so many children
from low-income African-American and
Hispanic families fail academically, and the
excuses begin: Too many kids. Not enough
money. No parental involvement.

Fortunately, some educators haven’t given
up. They accept “no excuses” for failure.

The Heritage Foundation recently profiled
seven of these principals. Their schools all
show that educators who expect — in fact,
demand — excellence from their students usu-
ally get it.

How well do these students perform?
Nationwide, public schools with low-income
student populations score, on average, below
the 35th percentile on national exams. We
found low-income schools where they score in
the 65th percentile or higher. At three of the
schools, the number of low-income students is
close to 100 percent.

Some educators may want to dismiss these
students as statistical anomalies — exceptions
to the widespread assumption that only “rich
kids” can succeed in school. But good schools
don’t become outposts of academic excellence
by accident. The principals who run them sim-
ply refuse to tolerate failure. And they don’t
consider themselves magicians; other low-

not a demagogue. There was none of the mean-
ness and stridency of Newt Gingrich, none of
the soaring rhetoric of Pat Buchanan. No calls
to arms, no declarations of war. He reminded
me of a Jimmy Stewart character — here’s
where | stand, I'm not budging, but I respect
your right to disagree. ’

While they have similar positions, there is a
huge difference between Smith and Buchanan.
Buchanan has shown in his two previous cam-
paigns that he is addicted to the Republican
Party. In the end, though his party has repudi-
ated everything Buchanan stands for and has
insulted and slandered him, Buchanan sup-
ports the nominee.

Smith was asked if he would support the
Republican nominee regardless of that person’s
positions on the issues and he said, “No, I will
not.” Smith, who puts principles ahead of
party, said, “My career and the Republican
Party are not what’s impartant. What's impor-

tant is the country.” He said he would not rule
out a third-party campaign, and much of his
speech was devoted to the need for a political
realignment. He said he did not mind debating
Sen. Ted Kennedy, but:he was tired of having to
debate Republicans on conservative issues.

I checked and found that Smith puts his vote
where his mouth is. He is not a poll-watcher or
an opportunist; but at the same time, he is not a
fanatic. He seems a very healthy-minded man.
I’'m tempted to say that’s unique factor No. 3.

Smith’s father was killed in World War II, and
he grew up on the farm of his grandparents,
worked his way through college, married his
sweetheart, served in the Vietham War on a
ship and afterward moved to New Hampshire,
where he taught in public schools, coached and
ran a small real estate business. He was elected
to the House in 1984, to the Senate in 1990 and
again in 1996.

So, if you are conservative, you might want
to take a look at him. His website is
www.smithforpresident.org. So far, he has not
gotten much media attention, but he may do in
the presidential race what Jesse Ventura did in
Minnesota. You can judge how well he is doing
by how viciously Republicans attack him. What
I used to call the Rockefeller Wing of the
Republican Party is fanatical in its determina-
tion to make sure the American people only
have a choice between a Republican interna-
tionalist and a Democrat internationalist.

income schools can duplicate their success,
they believe.

So how do these principals do it? Here are a
few of their secrets:

—They reject the idea that low-income stu-
dents. can’t succeed. “Economic status has
nothing to do with intellectual ability,” says
Hellen DeBerry, former principal of Earhart
Elementary in Chicago. From crowded class-
rooms to shoestring budgets, nothing stands in
the way of producing students who excel.

—They create an “atmosphere of learning.”
Their schools are neat and orderly, and uni-
forms are often the rule. At the Crown School
(PS. 161) in Brooklyn — which has “an aura of
gravity,” according to The New York Times —
student awards and presentations fill every
hallway. Gregory Hodge of the Frederick
Douglass Academy in New York City enforces
“12 nonnegotiables,” including an exhortation

to “learn to disagree without being disagree-

able.”

—They hire the best teachers available —
then allow them to teach as they see fit. For
these principals, teacher quality supersedes
seniority. Because they’re interested in results,
they refuse to dictate a particular style or
method of teaching. In return, teachers are
obligated to make the children learn. “They
know they have to teach until the kids get it,”
says Michael Feinberg of the KIPP Academy in
Houston. .

—They use rigorous and regular testing to
ensure student achievement. Mock tests are
administered several times a year to help pre-
pare for national exams. “You have to set clear
and measurable goals for everyone,” says
Crown School Principal Irwin Kurz. “I don’t
know what other people use. We use tests.”

—They make sure the home is a “center of
learning.” Every effort is made to involve par-
ents, from checking homework to reading to
their children. Feinberg has students, parents
and teachers sign a pledge to “do whatever it
takes to learn.” At Cornerstone Schools
Association in Detroit, parents sign a
“covenant” committing them to help their chil-
dren pursue academic excellence.

“It’s a lot of garbage that poor children can’t
succeed,” says Kurz. In the end, that may be the
most valuable lesson of all.

Loss of Vision to Fireworks Is

DEAR ABBY: In the summer of
1997, when [ 'was 11, I was injured
in an accident with an illegal fire-
work. In celebration of the Chicaga
Bulls’ fifth championship, mry
friends and 1 were watching an
adult neighbor try to light a fire-
work. Without warning, the fire-
work went off, spraying gunpowder
and debris in our direction. I was
struck on the left side of my face
and lost my left eye. Two of my
friends were also burned and
scarred. Before the accident, I had
been diagnosed through my school’s
vision testing program with ambly-
opia of the right eye. The vision in
my right eye was limited.

I have learned from personal
experience that fireworks are
always dangerous, even when used
by an adult. I encourage everyone to
celebrate every Fourth of July by
going to a local park to enjoy the
professional demonstrations.

On Saturday, June 26, I am
proud to be a part of the second
annual Light the Night for Sight
Walkathon, sponsored by Prevent
Blindness America. I implore all of
your readers to join all of us work-
ing to increase fireworks safety
awareness. Please help your local
Prevent Blindness America chapter
by walking or by pledging your
financial support.

PAMPA — Pampa boys’ bas-
ketball coach Robert Hale, who
guided the Harvesters to the
1996 Class 4A state champi-
onship, has resigned to take a

Hale, who has been the

13 years, submitted his resigna-
tion to school officials
Wednesday morning.

“I’ve had several (job) oppor-
tunities the past few years.
We've been praying about it
and looking into those oppor-
tunities,” Hale said.
“Sometimes change is hard, but
sometimes change is exciting.”

Hale won many honors while
‘coaching the Harvesters. In
1997, he was named the
Panhandle Sports Hall of Fame
Basketball Coach of the Year.
Hale was named Coach of the
Year by both the Texas Sports
Writers Association and Texas

Association of Basketball
Coaches after the Harvesters
won the state title.

“There’s a lot of people I
have to thank, especially the
kids that played for me.
They're the ones who made us
look so good,” Hale said. “I
also had a great group of assis-
tant coaches through the
years.”

Before arriving in Pampa,
Hale had been a head coach for
12 years and had compiled an
182-110 record. /

“Weatherford hasn’t had a
very strong basketball tradition
and they’re committed to
changing that. They wanted me
to come in and build up their
program. That’s got me excit-
ed,” he said.

WIMBLEDON, England (AP)
— Australian teen-ager Jelena
Dokic came through with a suc-
cessful sequel to her upset of
Martina Hingis, edging Katarina
Studenikova 6-0, 4-6, 8-6 today at
Wimbledon.

Dokic, whose lopsided first-
round victory over Hingis
ranked with the great upsets in
tennis, survived a much closer
match against Studenikova, a
Slovakian ranked 114th.

With a capacity crowd on
Court 13 watching the newest
celebrity in women'’s tennis, the
16-year-old Dokic started quickly
but had to rally from a 4-2 deficit
in the final set.

Both players looked nervous
toward the finish, and there were
five consecutive service breaks
before Dokic closed out the
match with three service winners
in the final game.

The London tabloids were
filled Thursday with stories
about the Yugoslavian-born
Aussie, who reportedly is staying
in a $96-a-night motel and cele-
brated her victory over Hingis
with a cheese sandwich.

Hingis still was the only seed-
ed woman eliminated. No. 9

Mary Pierce reached the third
round today by beating Rita
Grande 6-1, 6-3.

No. 5 Richard Krajicek, the
1996 champion, swept past Todd
Woodbridge 7-5, 6-4, 6-4.

Steffi Graf lost five of her first
six games Wednesday against
big-serving Mariaan de Swardt
but rallied to win 4-6, 6-3, 6-2.

“I was wondering a little bit
out there,” Graf said. “I felt like a
spectator in the beginning, the
way she was hitting those serves.
There wasn’t much I could do.”

De Swardt slammed four aces
on her way to the early lead, but
she was unable to pull off the sec-
ond big upset in as many days at
the All England Club.

Hingis’ departure left the sec-
ond-seeded Graf as the tourna-
ment favorite, but she grimaced
when asked about her chances of
winning Wimbledon for an
eighth time.

(7-1), 3-6, 6-2. :

Moya, who has still never
reached the third round in four
tries at Wimbledon, was the first
seeded man to lose. Fellow
Spaniard Felix Mantilla, seeded

Five-time champion Sampras,
again looking almost invincible

Dierker continuing recovery at home

HOUSTON (AP) — Larry
Dierker’s recollection of his last
trip to the Astrodome is cloudy.

But  Dierker’'s trademark
Hawaiian shirt offered a clue
Wednesday of the mental state
that doctors want the Houston
Astros manager to have for the
next few months following brain
surgery.

“I have to be quiet for a few
weeks and not do very much,”
Dierker said.

He donned a baseball cap to
cover his shaved head as he
checked out of Methodist
Hospital, eight days after under-
going the operation a day after
suffering a grand mal seizure.

“I feel good, and I'm going to
be fine,” said Dierker, smiling
and joking.

Dierker, 52, is forbidden from
driving for six months and must
take anticonvulsant medication
indefinitely

The surgeon who performed the
operation to remove a tangled
mass of blood vessels from the
front of Dierker’s brain said he
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expected the manager to make a
full recovery and return to the
dugout after next month’s All-Star
break. .

“He’s coming along fine, but at
this point it's hard to say how
much more time he’s going to
need,” Dr. Rob Parrish said.
““He’s going to continue the med-
ication, and we’ll continue to
evaluate how he responds.”

Dierker collapsed in the
dugout June 13 with the grand
mal seizure. He underwent 5 1/2
hours of surgery June 15 to
remove the tangled vessels that
caused the seizure.

“To be honest, I don’t know
what happened” at the game,
Dierker said. “I heard a lot of
people talking, but I don’t
remember much more than that.
It was all like a blur. From the
time I woke up and recovered
from the sedatives, I have felt
lucid and I have had my coordi-
nation and balance. I have been
very much amazed at that.”

Dierker suffered from arteriove-
nous malformation, a condition in

e Ostomy Suppiies
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which people are born with mal-
formed, sometimes tangled, arter-
ies or veins in the brain. Over
time, the vessels can dilate, pres-
suring tissue or even bursting and
bleeding into the brain.

After the surgery, an
angiogram showed Dierker no
longer had any of the clustered
blood vessels.

He was the third member of
the Astros staff to become ill
this season. First-base coach
Jose Cruz left the team May 10
because of an irregular heart-
beat, and hitting coach Tom
McCraw left six days later for
prostate cancer treatment. Cruz
has returned to the team.

Dierker said he continued to
keep track of the game through
his ordeal and now will conva-
lesce at home.

_“I haven’t had the problem of
getting emotionally .stressed
watching on television as I have
sitting in the dugout,” he said,
joined by his wife Judy and
Parrish at a news conference. “I
haven’t had a problem relin-
quishing control or power; it’s
probably a function of my man-
agerial style.”

Nextto Sears BUILDINGS & SPAS
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New rules to prevent disconnections during heat advisories

AUSTIN — Now that the hot summer season is
upon us, the Public Utility Commission is remind-
ing Texans to prepare for increased electricity use.

"Our message to all Texans is: your health comes
first,” said PUC CRairman Pat Wood, III. “If you
need help paying your bill, your utility will work
out a plan with you.”

The PUC is making it easier for customers to
avoid having their electricity disconnected for non-
payment. New rules state that an electric utility can-
not disconnect service to any customer for at least
two days after the National Weather Service has
issued a heat advisory for any county in the utility’s
area.

In addition, legislation was aﬁ)proved last month
to guarantee that customers will not be disconnect-
ed for non-payment during extreme weather condi-
tions. State Rep. Domingo Garcia of Dallas added

this amendment to Senate Bill 7, the electric utility
restructuring bill. The legislation also puts into law
the PUC ruFe requiring utilities to work with cus-
tomers to establis(}\ deferred payment plans, if need-
ed. ’

“Higher temperatures mean higher electric bills,”
added Commissioner Judy Walsh. “If you have dif-
ficulty paying your bill call your service provider
and find out about financial assistance programs.”

Texans with complaints about electric service
may call the PUC toll-free at 1-888-782-8477.

“Plan to use your electricity wisely,” said PUC
Commissioner Brett Perlman. “ Avoid keeping your
thermostat set so low that you use more electricity
than you need to maintain your health and com-
fort.”

Because of last year’s record heat, the PUC has
been working with utilities to ensure adequate gen-
